Paul he won a gold medal for being
the best base runner in Minnesota, se-
curing this while competing against
the Chieago team, when Capt. Anson
had charge. This medal he prized
highly. " In later years golf was his
athletic pastime. and he frequently
went to- the.

Edgar & Wiers, of Montelair, N. - J.,
whi gave a vigorous, well analyzed
and inspiring address on “The recre-
ation’ "broblem and the renaissance
of play.” The speaker introduced his
discourse by sayving that we are now
living in the middle ages, a transi-
tional period. when new conditions
arce continually -arising that demand
thpugntful consideration, followed by
prompt and aggressive action, Sev-
eral factors have contributed to the
demuandg of our peoplc for recreation,
such  as increasing - wealth, shorter
working hours, more intense applica-
tion to the labor of the shorter work
period, the influx of -the gayer Eu-
ropean nationalities among the de-
scendants ot‘ the grave Puritanic
stock.

The dev elopmcm of the playground
which holds an increasingly promi-
nent place. in the  recreation move-
ment, was traced from its beginning
in Brookline and Boston, to its pres-
ent . international stage. * A hundred
million dollars-is expended annually
in this country for the support .of
playgrounds, New York ranking first
in its expenditure, and Chicago next.
Ninety-two percent of the United
States cities of over 50,000 inhabitants
have provided recreation grounds and
supervisors, and the rapidity of the
growth of the movement, especially
since 1907, i{s appalling.

Mr. Wiers dwelt much on the morlts
of the movement—the physical, in-
tellectual, moral and socfal benefits
to those who come under its influence.
Following this he discussed the
heresies. which he approached with
convincing arguments, On fhe vari-
ous forms of recreation, including
danclng. theatre attendance, etc., he
spoke length, placing the saloon
tirst ln popularl() of recreative re-
sorts, and offering a possible remedy
for this evil in the Swedish method of
acquiring saloons by the church and
paying ‘the clerks g regular salary
with a commission on the sale of all
unintoxicating drinks and substantial,
nourishing foods.

The speaker emphasized the  im-
portance of eflficient, well-paid-super-
visors of recreation. With the hope
of a wider scope of usefulness in the
movement now becoming world-wide,
Mr. Wiers closed his brilllant and ex-
ceedingly suggestive address. A so-
cial followed with afternoon tea serv-
ed by the hospitality cammittee un-
der the direction of \lrs hmma Ab-
bhott.

ITEMS OF INTEREST.

A Bavarfan newspapér estimates,
after a careful review of the wars of
the . past fifty years, that over two
milllon ‘men have been killed in bat-
tle. Two conflicts which stand out
above all others in the number of
lives lost are the Crimean war, which
is ‘held responsible for 750,000 lives,
and the civil war, 800,000.

A turtle of ‘the leather back varlety,
weighing 1500 pounds, age (estima-
ted) 900 yvears, was brought recently
into "New York by the schooner
Gleaner. The monster was captured
near Fire Island. "It is the first of its
kind seen hereabout in fifteen years,
and one of the heaviest ever brought
into that port.”

HAMS OF FINE FLAVOR.

Directions For Curing and Smoking
According to a Famous Recipe.

After the hogs have been killed and
the meat thoroughly cooled the ‘fresh
surface s sprinkled with fine saltpetet
until the meat is white, says the Farm
Magazine In-deseribing a good recipe
for curing hams. About three or four
pounds of saltpeter are used to 1,000
pounds of hams. Fine salt i3 then
rubbed over the entire surface, and
the hams ate packed in balk not
deeper than three feet.

In ordinary weather they should re
main. thus for several days, at least
three. Then break the bulk ahd re
salt with fine salt and again Ppack.
Each ham should remain in bulk at
least one .-day . for each pound ot
weight. The hams are then bung up
and  gradually smoked for thirty or
forty days with hickory or red oak
bark. . ) j : :
