.Elizabeth Webster Sanderson was 
born In the old Sanderson homestead 
on September 23, 1852; to George 
Webster Sanderson and Charlotte 
Tuttle Sanderson, and was the oldest 
ot their six children, -who have to this 
time continued an unbroken circle. 

On February 14, 1872, Miss San­
derson was married to Charles F. 
Flags, of this town. The union was 
blessed by three children—Burton 
Sanderson Flagg, president of "the 
Merrimack Mutual Flre Insurance 
G»>mpany, of Andover; Mrs. Gertrude 
Ft. Houghton, -ivife ot Charles K. 
Houghton, of Littleton, and Miss 
Marion AÂ  Flagg. a teacher In N'ew­
ton. 

Mrs. Flagg was one ot those -wo­
men whose life and character defy 
language for description. By her 
queenly grace and mental poise she 
impressed herself upon the observer 
at once as an unusual person. Sterl­
ing traits that have made her one ot 
Littleton's superior women early ex­
pressed , themselves In Mrs. Flagg's 
life. 

.Her education In our public schools 
was but the beginning of her life­
long habit and love for scholarly re­
search which made her today a wo­
man ot rare literary attainments. 
From childhood she displayed mark­
ed ability in music and received a 
thorough musical . education. She 
studied In Boston under Prof. Junius 
AV. Hlll and other eminent Instructors 
and became a successful music teach­
er In Groton, AVesttord, Littleton and 
Boxborough. She was one ot otir best 
organists, and served each ot the 
churches In that capacity, covering a 
period ot twenty-flve years In one 
church alone. She was accompanist 
tor the Nashobah Choral Union, the 
Littleton Choral Union and other sim­
ilar organizations, alwa>-s taking an 
active place In the musical Interests 
ot Littleton; 

Of a deeply .religious nature she 
early united with the church and en­
tered Into all departments ot church 
lite with genuine sincerity and earn­
estness. For years she taught a large 
class ot young men In the Sunday 
school.' and, from them have come 
many tributes ot her exemplary 
christian character and Influence. 
She was superintendent ot the kinder­
garten department ot , the Sunday 
school tor a long seas«n and she al­
ways has been a loyal member.of the 
mission clrclea. 

Her Interests, however, did not end 
here. The civic welfare ot her town 
was a subject that claimed her 
thought and material aid. Public or­
ganizations found in her a sympa­
thetic and resourceful friend. 

Mrs. Flagg was a charter member 
of the AVoman's club and had been an 
active worker from the date ot Its In­
ception. The King's Daughters' Cir­
cle has heen loyally supported by her 
time and strength. Every human 
ne^d found In her .heart a quick re­
sponse. Born of an old family whose 
traditions date back many genera­
tions In Littleton, she grew up with a 
local civic pride and the Littleton His­
torical society found her a constant 
attendant at Its meetings. 

To tew are given a more Intense 
love and appreciation for the works 
ot nature and all out-of-door life than 
Mrs. Flagg po^se«sed. To wander In 
the woods and study the beauties ot 
nature' waa to her a keen refreshment 
and recreation where she found 

Booka In brooks, 
Sermona In atones. 
And good-in,eirerything. 

And the love and sympathy that 
brought her close to theae things that 
comprise . the lower order of Ood'a 
creation-aought full and free exprea-
aton towarda Hla children. To every­

body, in the community she seemed a 
special friend of whom it can be 
truly said, ' 

• - None knew her but to love her. 
None.named-her but-to praise;, 

- Her excellent Judgment, mental ipolse 
and charitable, tolerant spirit- made 
her a wise and helpful counselor, 
easily approached and comforting In 
herministrations. 

And while her multitude of friends 
stand shocked and grieved at her-'siid-
den departure there Is the feeling of 
tender sympathy for the bereaved 
husband and children In their great 
loss. To them was given pre-emi­
nently her highest service. In the 
hpme she has left an enduring mony-
ment of unselfish idevotlon, "of beauti­
ful optimism, wise counsel and sweet 
serenity. ' .. 

Besides a husband and three- chil­
dren to mourn her loss she leaves 
four grandchildren who found In her 
a quick,response to all their childish 
Interests, a companion in their Joys, 
as •well as a loVIng grandmother.

OPEN ^VINDOW SCHOOL ROOMS 

It Is a logical process-of reasoning 
easily understood, that since iresh air 
has been found a boon to Invalids and 
sickly children. It Is'even more.Impor­
tant, to -supply an albundance to 
healthy children In order that they 
may retain their'good health and de­
velop as nature Intends children 
should. 

As parents realize this truth more 
and more, there,Is a growing demand 
for the teaching of their, children In 
open window class-rooms. In our day 
the gospel ot fresh air and sunshine 
should need little .preaching; most ot 
us accept It. But we do not always 
practice the doctrine we believe In 
and teach., Too many ot our schools 
arc over-heated and. poorly ventilated;, 
too many of otir homes and offlces are 
human "drying ovens. 

It was found at the Bache- school 
In Philadelphia, where careful tests 
were made last year, that pupils 
taught all through the winter in rooms 
with the windows wide open, did bet­
ter work, enjoyed better health and 
as a- consequence were more regular 
In attendance than their fellows 
taught In the warm air rooms. 

Almost anyone-on reflection will be 
Impressed with the futility ot expect­
ing a maximum progression, physical 
and mental, when children are housed 
In over-heated rooms, with little or 
no moisture, corrvpelled to sit in- un­
comfortable positions and perform 
tasks prodigious and complicated to 
feeble and inactive minds resulting 
from undernourished and devltaMzed 
bodies. Such children, passing on dl.'j-
mlssal Into the cool, moist atmos­
phere'outside'the building have their 
respiratory mucous membrane sud­
denly chilled and catch cold. X'ot so 
with the children .from open, window 
rooms, breathing a mixture o t a l r and 
moisture exactly like that and of the' 
temperature of the outside atmos­
phere. , T h e y keep well, are moro 
active and alert. 

The effect of cool, fresh air is to 
create a desire for.active exercise, a. 
natural physiological demand for in­
creased circulation of the blood. To 
meet this need short physical exer­
cises at frequent Intervals between 
lesson periods are neces.sary.. Such 
are shown. by a motion picture of 
Bache school children that will -be 
loaned to careful "committees serloiis-
ly engaged In securing fresh air ad­
vantages, for other children anywhere.
