Wisconsin was
the chief sufferer with a total of twen-
ty-nine dead and twenty-seven injur-
ed, Michigan came next with twenty-
eight dead and sixteen injured, New
York was- third with ninéteen dead
and ‘one Injured -and thirteen persons
lost their lives in Maine, New Hamp-
shire and Vermont.
