" On December 31, two aged men
who were natives of the town of Hol-
lis  passed away—Charles Sumner
Spaulding, whose death is mentioned
in another article, and Danlel Fred-
rick Runnells, of Nashua, who was
born near Runnells’ bridge on March
25, 1833, the son of .Ebenezer and
Lydia (Lawrence) ' Runnells, apd
grandson of Samuel lunnells, who
settled there in 1777. Samuel's fath-
er bought of Ebenezer and’ Thomas
Jacquith ‘nine acres of land and the
buildings, including the mill which
remained in the Runnells family un-
til 1865, when the water privilege
was sold to the Nashua Manufactur-
ing Co. . : ’
He was educated in the schools of
Hollig and attended the academies in
Hancock: and Francestown, after
which, ‘for a time, he clerked for
E. J. Patch in the old Eastman store
which was located near where Mrs.
Anna Bell now resides. When about
the age of twenty-one he hecame a
member of the firm of Sawtelle &
Runnells, of Hollis, wwho did business
in the bullding now occupied by W.
A. Flagg, and continued there until
the firm dissolved. His next venture
was in 1860, when he opened a
clothing establishment at the corner
of Main and Water streets, Nashua.
.In 1863, he formed a partnership
with Charles H. Chase under the
firm name of Runnells & Chase.
Soon the bhusiness required larger
quarters, and in 1865, was moved to
Noyes' block, and in 1872, the firm
built a section of the new Merchants'
Exchange block and moved Into it.
Mr. Chase retired in 1878, Mr. Run-
nells  continuing  alone until 1883,
when he took a new partner, Luke A.
Farley. Mr. Farley retired In a few
years and Mr. Runnells contlnued
the business until January 1908, hav-
ing remained in active business long-
er than other merchant in Nashua.
He was a man of spotless charac-
ter, sterling worth and excellent busi-
ness standing, active In city affairs
and always stood ready ‘to help in
charitable and philanthroplc move-
ments. He was at one time a mem-
ber of the city government and rep-
resented Ward 7 in the legislature.

‘Miss Willard was one of
the guests last winter at the wedading
in New York of Ethel Roosevelt to
Mr. Derby, but the romance between

Kermit Roosevelt is the second son
of the . ex-President.

miles from the center of the town of
Groton. While some of the boys and
Mr. Clark were preparing lunch the
rest of the bo)s awere given a short
time to rest. Some of them wander-
ed onto the jce, where they were told
not to go. !

“One-of theni, by the name of Drad-
ford, fell through. Scout Miller, who
happened to be the nearest to him,
also ran out on the ice and stretching
his hockey stick out to Bradley, suc-
ceeded after some time, in pulling him
to saféty.” .

Harold will be presented a letter by

Mr. Clark from Milton -B. Sackett,
secretary of the XNatlonal court of

honor of the Boy Scouts of America.
This letter says in part: ' :

“A boy can do no more wonderful

thing. than risk hig life in order to
save the life of another. To know
that you have performed such an act
will be a source of satisfaction to you
all your life, In sending you .this
medal, which is the visible token of
our appreciation of your heroism, we
want to send with It a message of con-
gratulation.
- “We, your brother scouts at head-
quarters, are proud of you. We should
be pleased if circumstances were such
that we could personally tell .yYou
these things. But since this is impos-
sible, we must convey our l}lought to
you in this manner.”

A pew way of draping bed.
reom curtains of sheer and soft .
thin materials' itke casement
cloth, cotton volle, marqulsette
or net I8 to bung a single width
at each end . of the pole and let it
fall in straight folds to the floor.
'J.‘he hooks -supporting these
straight widths occupy about -

ne-third of the space at each.
end of the pole, and next to them
“are suspended two double widths

of .material, both of which are

hooked back at the window sill,

but while at the top one of these,
widths falls naturally the upper *
fnsidé corner of the other width

is brought forward to ovenlap

the first one and hooked to the

TIMELY RECIPES. .

Use the Always Popula
. . Oyster,

Oyster Salad.—Ingredients: One pint
of oysters, two cupfuls of celery cut
into "balf inch pleces, one teaspoonful
of “ Worcestershire sauce,. one _small’
head of lettuce, one tablespoonful of
chopped pdrsley, two tablespoonfuls of
chopped boiled beets, French dressing.

Wash and drain the oysters, -put
them into a pan with a little water
and cook them -until the oystets are
plump. If the oysters are large cut
them Into four pieces, add the cut up
celery to the oysters, pour over them’
French dressing, which has been made
with three tablespoonfuls of good olive
oll, one tablespoonful of vinegar and
half tablespoonful of tarragon or any
other kind of vinegar, a pinch of red
pepper, half teaspoonful of salt, 'quar-
ter of teaspoonful of sugar. Put this

dressing into a bottle .and shake it

“well, or mix with an egg beater. Serve
on lettuce leaves and decorate with the
chopped parsley and chopped beets.

Oyster Cocktail.—Ingredients: One
pint of small oysters, twelve table-
spoonfuls of tomato ketchup, three ti-
blespoonfuls tarragon vinegar, two ta-
blespoonfuls of Rhine wine, juice of one
lemon, salt to taste. .

Serve this very cold In cocktall
glasses with quarter of a teaspoonful
of chopped mustard pickle on top of
each portion.

Orsters With Noodles.—One pint of
‘oysters. one pint of boiled noodles, one
cupful of sauce, half cupful of rolled
crackers, quarter cupful of butter.

Boil the noodles until tender in wa-
ter that has been salted. When they
are .cooked drain off the water, then
pour cold water over them (this keeps
the noodles from sticking together). In
a well greased pudding dish place the
oysters which have been drained, then
add the noodles, cover this with a
sauce which has been made with quar-
ter of a cupful of the oyster liquor,
three-quarters of a ciupful of milk, two
tablespoonfuls of butter, two table-
spoonfuls of flour, quarter of a tea-
gpoonful of pepper. half teaspoonful
of salt. Sprinkle with the rolled erack-
ers and pleces of butter. Bake unti!
the cracker crumbs are brown. This
is snitable for Tuncheon or supper and
makes a good entree.

How to Freshen Furs.

Not everybody can induige In new
furs often; therefore the care of furs
{s. worth considering at this season of
the year. Visits to the furrier for gen-
eral freshening up of furs are really
not necessary if one will follow these
directions. They are reluted. in fact,
by one who has known the fur busj-
ness for years and has cared for many
garments or odd fur pleces.

When the cheaper furs threaten to

become somewhat flat and what is
called lifeless take a halrbrush with
not too stiff bristles, wet it thoroughly.
then brush the fur up briskly the
wrong way. Continue thls brushing
until the fur finnlly loses its moisture,
then gently shake and beat it lightly
with some flat beater, never a thin
stick. .
" After this process the fur becomes
normally straightened, . when easy
combing in the right direction brings
the fur to an unusually fine aspect
This extra care of any fur article that
i3 not exactly the best grade will keep
it in good condition and will pay well
for the trouble taken. ‘ '

How to Make Wedding Cake.

Dr. David.Snedden of the state board
of education spoke.on the educational
factors. of the state. He- remarked
that the state had ‘now only an:indi-
rect control of the rural schools. He
stated as his- beliet that -the country
ought to have a system where the
teachers will become permanent resi-
dents of the community after a time.
“We need a permanent teaching serv-
fce so far as possible,” said he, ‘‘and
composed almost entirely of men.” He
explained that men, when théy marry,
usually settle down axd grow up with

much so with the feiaale teachers.
Another matter discussed by this
speaker was the community agricul-
tural college. He believed that the
present” educational system was not
reaching the farmers. or those who are
to. be the farmers of the future.

The agricultural college Is teaching
those who will be the advisers of the
[farmiers of the future, but not so much
the ground tillers. The state board is
investizgating how far it can go toward
establishing local public schools for
boys.of fourteen years or over who are
fitted to take a three or four years’
course in agriculture only. The legis-
lature of Massachusetts has made pos-
sible the establishment of eight rural
and two county agricultural schools of
this type, and it is now watching re-
sults with Interest.

Greatost Farmers' Organization.

The grange is growing In member-
ship rapidly, but sanely. There s noth-
ing of the mushrooin variety in this
growth. It is based on good founda-
tions and largely -because farmers are
coming to see that organization is as
necessary for them as it is for men en-
gaged In any other form of labor. The
grange offers the opportunity the farm-
ers are seeking. It .is the greatest
firmers’ organizatjon in the world, in
that it seeks to help the farmer along
educational and socfal lines as well as
finanefal simply, and its present mem-
bership of about 1,000,000 makes it a
force with which those who make our
laws must reckon. In the first nine
months of the present year 365 new
granges were organized, and 18 were
reorganized, and, says a good authdfl:
ty. “as nearly as can be compiled at
one set time there are now fully 1,000,
000 grange members in the United
States.” , There are. approximately
7.000 local or subordinate granges,
holding about 112,000 meetings each
year, whose total audience mounts up
to more than 7,000,000 people in the
vear. Discussions fn these many meet-
ings of those questions that bear most
directly on the farmers' interests can-

cald.

Andent Bullding Razed. |
The building known.as the Sturle-
vant houge on Cottage street, recent-
ly taken down by George Woods, car-
penter, of, Groton, deserves more than
passing. mention.. - ... . :
It was buiit about the year 1833, by
Davi@d Hartwell, of Groton, and was
the first house built off Main street
in that section of the town. Later
Cottage street was laid out and the
other houses built. Our. venerable
townsman, L. ‘P. Blood,. recalls - a
singular, circumstance which happen-
ed before {ts completion., During a
very high wind the building was }ifted
and turned thalf-way Tound.on its
foundation, -having to be righted and
gecured ‘before it could be completed.
According to a suirvey made in
1844, by J. H. Loring, son of John
T.oring, at that time storekeeper at
the Center, this.was one of the cight-
een houses comprising what was then
called Babbittasset village. Two of
these on Cottage street are still stand-
ing.” " These are. the Titus house, now
occupled by Mrs. Fitzpatrick, and the
Kemp house, now owned by F. H.
Behrens, The others. yet standing are
the house now owned By Mrs., Henry
on QM1 street; the Bennett house,
corner of Main and Canal streets,
now occupfed by a descendant, Mrs,
Harrlett Gutterson and her son; the
‘house opposite owned by the Nashua
River Paper Corporation, and occu-
the Wright
house now owned by Henry Tarbell;
the Chapman house, then a small cot-
tage, now occupied by George Park-
er; the George Winch house, now oc-
cupled by Mrs. Winch; the house op-
posite now owned by Charles Miller;
the John R, Shattuck house, which
has heen completely re-modeled since
that time, and the Kemp house, now
owned by Ralnsford Deware. This
house was then occupifed by Ivers R,
Harvey, who was connected with the
paper 'mill as it was then. :
From the fact this last-mentioned
‘house was included in the original
survey .of -Babbittasset village, It
would seem that Chase hill . was not
then. considered’ the 'dividing line be-
tween up-town and down-town.

The house derived its name by its
purchase,; about 1842, from the build-
er, by Lewls Sturtevant, and from his
long residence there. Of his family
of six children, Barzilla ¥., Asaph,
Thomuas, Henry, and Rebeccea, four
were born in this house 'and .there’
urc still some In. town who remember
them as schoolmates. One of these,
possessing elther a better memory or
more intérest, recalls the fact that
Barzilla . married a town girl, Miss
2osiila Woods, - who has still some
relativeq in this town, although the
Woods' homestead on Elm street was
destroyed by fire come few years ago.
1t i% nlso stated by her that they re-
moved to Boston and he is. bielleved
to i the B. 7. Sturtevant who be-
came well-known in business circles
through the invention of the Sturte-
vant blower.” It would be interesting
to huave this corroborated by anyone
who ulsn remembered this family.
The house was rented for some
vears by one of the helrs, Asaph, who
married in Dunstable and lived there
and in Townsénd up to the time of
his death.

On April 20, 1861, the day following
the attack of the rebel mob on the
Sixth Massachusetts Regiment in Bal-
timore, Edward G. Abbott, who was
afterwardsy  clected  captain,  began
raising a company. for service in the
war and succeeded in doing so on that
day. The company was reeelved Into
the Second Massachusetts Itegiment
as Company A by the colonel, George
H. Gordon, Willlam H. Sherman,
then living. in l.owell, enlisted in this
company, which on May 11, 1861,
went inte camp at Brook farm, West
Itoxbury, the use of which was given
for that purpose by Rev. James Free-
man Clark, and named Camp Andrew,

The regiment offlicers were Col. Geo.
A. Gordon, who had served through
the Mexican war, he having gradu-
ated from West Point Milltary acad-
emy in 1846; Licut. Col. Geurge L.
Andrews, another West Point gradu-
ate, who was engaged for three years
in the constructi>n of Fort Warren {n
Boston harbor, and Major Wilder.

Two flags woére presented to the
regiment by the ladies of Boston pre-
vious to its leaving for the scene of
war. On July 8, 1861, the regiment
left Camp Andrew, golng to Hagers-
town, Md.. marching to Williamsport
and to Harper's Ferry, July 18. A
manth later they crossed Into Mary-
land and later went into camp at
Frederick' for the winter. In the lat-
ter part of February, 1862, they re-
turned to Harper's Ferry, made a
reconnaisance toward Charleston,
where John Brown was hung, and
the cavalry driving the rebels, the in-
fantfy entered the place.

The remainder of General Bank’s
force arrived and the Sccond Massa-
chusetts Regiment went into camp.
They then followed Jackson’s retreat-
ing forces up the Shenandoah Valley
as far as” Harrisonburg and fell back
to Strasburg. They were ordered to
remain there by the war department
for the summer, but an unexpected
move on the part of the confederate
general, Stonewall Jackson, made a
change in thé¢ order and the union
army retreated to Winchester, fight-
Ing all the way, and from there to
Willlammsport, thirty-five miles distant.
At the battle of Cedar Mountain on
August 9, 1862, while Mr. Sherman
was on the skirmish line, the unilon
troops retreated without sending word
to the skirmishers and the whole
came very near being captured. In
this engagement Mr. Sherman recelv-
ed a flesh wound. R

He took part-in the battles of An-
tietam, September 17,.1862; Chancel-
torsville, May 3, 1863, and in the me-
morable battle of Gettysburg on July
On July 2, the regi-
