being successful in the rebullding of
West Polint millitary academy, the
cathedral of St. John In New York, the
Suffolk county courthouse in Boston
and many other notable structures,
He¢ was-born in Hampton Falls, N,
H., December 16, 1863, and since his
elghteenth year has been engaged in
architecture, He I8 well remembered
in Westford, where his father, Rev.

Groton Historleal Soclety.

The following is the historfan's re-
port glven at the meeting of the His-
torfcal nociety on Tuesday . evening,
January 13:

*More than the usual amount-of Teal
estate has changed hands 1 think in
the.last two yeara. This {8 especlally
true of Jand outaside the village east
of the Nashua, although a considerable
number of houser have changed own-
ers in the village, In the past twenty
0dd years most of the new-comers
have been permons who have retired

.

from business. This of course Is not
true of those persons who have taken
resldence here because of teaching In
the various schools of the town. Re-
cently the new residents have been
younger persons, not over middle age.
Some 0f them hryve come. to farms, but
many .of them have business enter-
priscs {n the citles, With our improv-
ed facllities of trave! they have found
it possible to live here and do business
elsewhere. This is due largely to the
use Of automoblles, Groton -8 badly
handicapped because we have no trols
ley line. When capitaHsts would have
built one here our influential residents
were opposed to the plan. Now every-
one is afraid to_put money into any
public utillty. -

Today we have but three trains from
Groton to Boston which make close
connections at Ayer. ‘We have gone
back into the past more than sixty-five.
years, From the time the Nashua and
Worcesdter road was finished we had o
train morning, noon and night from
Groton to Boston—the running time
then was about one hour and fifty min-
utes—our morning train makes quick;
er time than that, but other tralns aré
about as slow as in the beginning of
railroading. If our transportation
system has.deteriorated we have. ad-
vanced in some other particulars,

The town has been considering a
comprehensive plafl of housing our
school children. A plan. has been ac-
cepted by the town and some progress
made towards-a schoolhouse at West
Groton, There may be some changes
made in the ‘plan already adopted, but
we have reason to belleve that {n the
near future we will.haveé all our chil-
dren in schoolhouses arranged accord-
ing to modern {deals and ‘adapted to
modern- ideals .of education. Last
spring the tows appropriated money
for teaching the best methods of rais-
Ing vegetables and flowers and hired a
teacher for the school gardens. The
‘teacher, Miss Eliza 8. Hill, voluntarily
assumed charge of the home gardens
belonging to the children. The school
and home gardens. taken together, re-
ceived second prize from the state’ for
the best agricultural work in Massa-
chusetts by the children and youth of
the town. This prize is a slilver cup
which later will be placed in the pub-
iic_ Hbrary. . : : -

The state aleso awarded =econd prize
to Chicopee school for best work ‘which
fncluded not only care of gurden, but
photographs, bills, accounts.  etc., and
third prize to Moors school. These.rib-
bons carried with them twenty-five dol-
lars in money. Mr. Gardner offered
a silver cup for the best cultivated
school garden, which was won by the
West Groton school, | I forgot to men-
tion that the other schools had honor-
able - mention of thelr work. This
showing ought to make it certain that
we should continue this work In the
schools—our first effort in the way of
vocational training, - '

A year ago we had fn the part of
Groton east of the Nashua river, four
societies or assoclations which were
primarily charitable societies, although
the soclal side was of importance and
some of them did more or less literary
work. These were the socleties con-
nected with the thrée Protestant
churches in the village and the Wo-
man's Pellef Corps. whose charities
were confined to the soldlers of the
later wars, and the Rebekahs, who
confined their charities to the families
of the Oddfellows.

We had also varfous ciubs, social
and literary In their character—the
Brown Loaf club on  Losell road:
Neighborhood club, composed of ladies
living 6n the two roads to. Ayer:
Shakespeare club, the wives of the
masters at Groton School and some of
their friends; Book and Thimble club,
those llving north of Baptist church;
Reading club, young women of the vil-
lage; Browning club, a small eclub;
also, the December Dames. whose chief
enhd was fancy sewing; Sewing school,
carried on by volunteers for about
twrenty years; District Nurse assocla-
tion, which also hag been in existence
more than fifteen Years; Daughters of
the Revolution, a patriotic and social
asgocfation; Groton Improvement so-
ciety, also_In’ existence many -years;
Womun's Temperance unjon: lately'a
soclety for .young girls, Camp Flre
Girls, has been organized which |is
affiliated with the National society.

These nineteen societies are compos-
ed exclusively of women and are or-
ganized ecither for the improvement of
the individual or of the town or both.

0Of the societles composed of men and
women we have the Grange, which de-
votes itself primarily to agriculture,
but has also a large social side to Its
work: the Historleal soctety, which
deals largely with matters of the past.
and within a short time a Bird club
has been organized tor preservation of
the birds.

Of the societies composed exclusive-
1y of men we have the Oddfellows, a
secret soclety, which I understand is
not only social, but it clalms to have
its work upon 'human brotherhood,
speaking broadly, and’ the -members
deal with each other as if of kin: the
Farmers' club, interested in improve-
ments in farming; a man’s club at
West Groton, called the Manchester
Unity, I do not know the object of the
club, So far as I know these are the
only organizations for the betterment
of the town organized and carried on
by men. )

It is true that the men have the ex-
clusive contrel of the general mane
‘agement of the town through the
town meeting, levying and collecting
taxes, care of roads, public buildings
and schools, This, however, is not vol-
untary work on thejr part but imposed
on thex by ldaw and Is of so arduous a
nature that women are exempt by law
from that duty, .ecause it would place
too great a burden upon them. . That
this is an arduous duty is plainly man-
ifest from the fact that so large a part
of the clectorate do not come to the
polls to vote. .

In our towa it {s difficult to find men

enough who are suitable to fill the of-
fices. It is almost Impossible to find
anyone to fill a vacancy on the school
board and when one has served three
years other duties almogt uniformly
prevent his accepting a re-clection. In
fact one of our most prominent citi-
zens sald to me the other day that he
thought it would be absolutely neces-
sary to put a woman on the school
board If there was not a change in the
views of the men in regard to serving
on that board. That therc should be
nineteen assoclations of women.. three
men and women and three of men
alone who are trying.to Improve them-
selver and the community In which
they live is not a good showing for
any town and I think what I8 true of
Groton Is true Jargely In other small
communitlies.
. There are hopeful =signs, the men
geem to be awakening to the needs of
the hour.” In some communities they
are forming fathers and men's clubs—
that they may become better acquaint-
ed. In our town we are making an
advance. Two years ago a boys’ club
was formed by one of our ministers.
Last year it grew into_the Boy Scouts,
is amifated with the Natlonal .soclety
and is doing. good work under the
teadership of -Dr, Goble. In West Gro-
ton a village improvement nociely has
been formed composxed of men’ and
wonien and the men are dolng good
work and are alive to the new prob-
lem which they have of assimulating
a large forefgn ponulation.

During this year a woman’'s club has
been formed in town. The members
come from all parts of ‘the town and If
the club does nothing else than to
bring together these women of diverse
Asterest and “make them acquainted
and interested In each other ft will
make its cxistence worth while. This
ciub haa of active and associate mem-
bers about one-fourth of the women of
Groton. 'They are afillated with clubs
all over the country, containing 1,000,-
000 members. It ought to be a power
for gnod in this community and that
hope is the reason of Its existence.

Ice Cutting Has Stopped.

The mild weather caught the ice
dealers in the middle of their har.
vesting, so that instead of having
sheds pretty well filled now: they will
have to sit back and walt for another
stretch of. cold weather to get the lce
in shape for a resumption of opera-
tions. Many of the smaller companies
fortunately
supply before thé mild weather  set
in and. the larger companies have suc-
ceeded in getting away enough so that
they are not worrying now about the
prospect for completing their har-
vesting.

The Boston Ice Company hag put
away about 200,000 tons, or approxi-
mately half a crop.  The ‘sheds at
North Chelmsford are ful, meaning
60,000 tons of ice of the finest quality,
Harvesting for the company was dls.
continued at Newton, N. H., last week
Friday with about 20,000 tons stored
and there are about 25,000 tons in the
sheds at Milton, N, Harvesting
wag discontinued the latter part of
last week at S8andy pond with about
42,000 tons stored away. . Cutting will
probably not be resumed at these
places this winter, though this de-
pends upon whether the weather be-
comes favorable for getting the ne-
cessary supply in the sheds nearer
Boston, ¢

During the warm spell the thick-
ness of the ice basg diminished from
one to thre¢ and one-half inches., On
ponds around Boston that means that
the average thickness has been re-
duced from eleven to eight inches
and eight inches is less than the Bos-
ton Ice Company cares to store if
thére is a chance of getting thicker
ice, for the reason that the shrink-
age I8 so heavy during the summer,
especially where the fce has to be
carried a distance and requires much
handling.

The ice this year, while of the finest
quality, 18 more easily damaged by the
mild weather and sunshine than if it
was mixed with snow Ice. Snow acts
much the same as ground glass in
diffusing the rays of the sun, whereas
the rays plerce the clear ice more
rapidly, take out the frost and bring
about a honeycombed condition.

It will take forty-eight- hours of
freezing weather to cause the lce to
take on new thickness, and then, of
course, it takes gome time to get crews
reorganized. One ‘of the worst fea-
tures of a thaw {s that much of the
preliminary work {n- harvesting is
lost; a numher of the men - making
up the crews leave the place and there
is the task of rounding up others.

A moderate snowful would be ap-
prectated. It could be ‘converted into
lce much more rapidly than the same
thickness could be secured- by ‘the
normal process of freezing, besldes
which there -would be bhetter protec-
tion from any mild spell to come.

Brought to Court.

The case of L. A Cousins, of Leom-
inster. vs. the Board of Health of the
town . of Shirley, came up for trial on
Monday morning before Judge Warren
H. Atwood in the district court at
Ayer. . Mr, Cousins has charge of the
house on Main street which is occupied
by the Musgrave family and has been
requested by the town board of health
and also preceding town boards of
health and members of the board of
selectmen in the past to abate the
nuisance at the Musgrave hous¢ caus-
ed by the foul, unsanitary conditions,
but all efforts have proved futile. Con-
sequently the present board of health
decided to refér the matter to the
courts for settlement. Mr. Cousins
pleaded guilty to the charge but asked
permissfon to explaln his side of the
cagse to the court which was granted,

Mr. Cousins, sald he resided out of
town and he thought there had been
some misunderstanding,. and he ‘was
willing to comply with the desires of
the board of health and meet the re-
quirements of the law.

Walter Knowles, secretary of the
board of health, was then sworn In
and by request of Judge Atwood hand-
ed him a duplicate copy of a letter sent
to Mr. Cousins on November 1, 1913,
The judge read the letter to the court
and Mr. Cousins admitted that he had
received such -a notification from Mr.
Knowles. ' .

» Dr. Thomas 1! Lilly, chairman of the
board, was then sworn in as a witnesx
amd related a converxation he had with
Mr. Cousins relative 'to abating the
nuisance at the Musgrave house.

Judyge Atwood then told Mr. Cousins

that he would place his case on file
and that he must pay the costs of
court, and must take steps to tem-

porarily abate the nuisance until the
cold weather has gone and the ground
is in condition to. be dug. He must
then construct such vauits and cess-
pools ag the board of health directs
angd- meet the demands of the law. He
explicitly and with much empha-
#formed Mr. Cousins what placing
4 case on flle meant and that if he
did not meet the requirements of the
law he would be summoned {nto court
for sentence.

The board of health took this step
after every persuasive argument with
Mr. Cousins had been exhausted. The
full board of health, consisting of Dr.’
Thomas E. Lilly, Dr. Charles J. Peirce
and Walter Knowles were present at
the trial to assist in the prosecution’of
the case.

However much one may be opposed
to the principle of ‘government owner-
ship we think any reasonable man
must admit that the rajlroads are pub-
e utilities, that thev are an absolute
necessity to all the people. While in
a greater or less degree they-are ne-
cessary. to the comfort of all. to many
milllons of our people In clties and
‘large towns existence would be Impos-
slble without them. This belng the
case ought the raliroads to be operited
primarily. in the Interest of the few
hundreds of lurge stockholders. the few
thousand small stockholders or in the
interest of the millions of the public
who in the final reckoning pay all the
bills?

The theory on which our government
is founded is that of ‘the greatest
good to the gRreatest number” and it is
on this theory we base our argument
in favor of government ownership. Any
one at all familiar with the history of
the railrond business (n this country
_\‘;lll hardly have the hardithood to
deny that herétofore they have bren
operated in favor of the large stock-
holding and speculating’ class, \When
government ownership s spoken of
this class iz inatantly filled
great pity for the widows and orphans
who are holders of rallroad stocks In
small amounts and dependent thereon
for thelr Income,. but somechow this
pity $8 never.in evidence when a deal
is on to “mrhake out” théxe same small
stockholders preparatory to a re-or-
ganization and a boom, when stocks
drop as in the case of the Boston and
Maine from a maximum of 190 to a
minimum of 35, ,

There seems to be no way in sight
of atopping this gort of thing cxcept
by government ownership, Any at-
tempt to legislate againat ft will be
sure in the future as in the past, to
be circumvented by the. able legal tal-
ent the roads hire for the purpose.

The government could ‘pare down
very materlally the fixed charges of
operation i{n the legal department by
disnosing of the costly legal gentle-
men whpse sole business I8 to point
out ways in which laws can be evaded,
by cutting down' the fancy salaries
of favored high officials, by ecliminat-
Ing the heavy advertising and publjcity

billr -and in other ways too numerout
to mentlon here.
