There are but nineteen articles In 
the town warrant for the annual 
meeting, Mond.ay, April C. Most of 
them are of a routine nature, such 
a.s appear every year. The new arti­
cles arc as follows: 

Atricle 6 provides for changing tho 
date of the annual town meeting from 
the llrst Monday In April to the flrst 
,Monday in February and to amend Sec­
tion 1 of the by-laws by striking oul 
the word "April" and inserting In place 
thereon the word "February." so as to 
read as follows: Section 1, The annual 
to'A-n m»:eting shall be held on' the flrst 
Monday in Februar.v of each year. This 
article is m line with ones of the same 
kind in tlie other towns which have 
voted lo make the change. 

The rea,son for making the change Is 
due to the passage of a law which sets 
thc time tor the closing of the flnanclal 
year In all towns on December 31, be­
ginning this year. It therefore is ap­
parent that the annual meetings should 
be held as near that date as possible 
in order that the necessary lown busi­
ness may be transacted. Including thc 
raising and appropriating money for 
municipal uses, instead of walling from 
one to three months after the close of 
the fiscal year, which would be neces­
sary if the date of the ahnual meet­
ing was unchanged, 

.\rlicle 7 provides for voting to 
amend article 1 of the by-law by add­
ing the following new section: Section 
3. Thc annual town meeting shall bc 
called al twenty minutes- before six 
o'clock In the forenoon and thc polls 
shall remain open from fifteen minutes 
before six In the forenoon until four 
o'clock In thc afternoon. .\1I business 
except the election of such offlcers and 
the determination of such matter as by 
law or the vole of the town are re'iulr-
ed to be elected or determined by bal­
lot, shall be considered after half past 
one o'clock In the afternoon. 

Art. 8. To see If the town will pe­
tition the Director of the Bureau of 
Statistics for an audit of Us accounts 
In accordance with thc provisions of 
Chapter tHi ot thc Acts of the year 
1910 and amendments thereof. 

AVt. IT. Calls for action on the prop­
osition to extend the water works lo 
MltchelvUle. to appropriate money 
therefor and authorize the town treas­
urer to borrow the whole or any part 
of the sum appropriated and to Issue 
borfds or notes of the lown therefor. 

. \rl. 1&. Provides for action author­
izing the selectmen to make a contract 
in. the name of the town for lighting 
the streets for a tenn of years. 

Art, 19. Relates lo the purchase of 
a piano for the town hall and appro­
priating a sum of money therefor.

Frank E. Martell-enlisted in Rox­

bury, 'Vt., In Company H ot the Sixth 
Vermont Volunteer. Infantry In July, 
1861. HU company was'mustered in 
a t Montpeller, Vt., and served in the 
war In tho Sixth, Corps of the Army of 
the Potomac under General Sedg­
wick. U e was In tho same brigade 
as First Lieut. H. H. Phillips, whose 
war record was rccenf,ly published in 
this paper. In the first part of his. 
service Mr. Martell was employed In 
thc quartermaster's department, but 
later, he took an active part in the 
war with thc Army of the Potomac 
during tour-years' service. In the 
noted battle of the 'Wildcmess Gen­
eral Sedgwick was killed and -Mr. 
-Martell was shot through the hand. 
As he was being, carried off the field 
In an army wagon he recognized his 
brother, Bllexla D. Martell, now living 
in Ayer, and whose war record has 
been already published In thia paper, 
who was in the ranks of fresh troops 
marching on the fleld, but the wound­
ed man did not succeed in making 
himself known to his brother. 

At Cedar Creek t h e s u b j e c t of this 
sketch was severely wounded in the 
hip and back. The wound caused him 
to spend six months or more a* hos­
pitals and on a furlough to 'Vermont. 
After recovering from the effects of 
thesfe wounds he re-enlisted in Dc-' 
cembcr, 1863, and served until Au­
gust, 1865.. 

Jbhn H. Cleaves,' now a resident of 
Harvard., enlisted a t B e a d i n g iw Com­
pany D, 22nd Massachusetts Volun­
teers, on.September 6. 1861. The regi­
ment was commanded by Col. Henry 
Wilson (who w a s afterwards- Vice 
ITcsIdent of the United States) and 
John F. Dunning, as ca'i)taln. The 
regiment w^s known as ".Wilson's, pet 
Iambs." The. regiment camped a few 
weeks at L>'nnneld, and then -went to 
Halls Hlll, Va., where Jesse A. Gove, 
ot Utah, took the place of Colonel 
Wilson. They remained here all win­
ter and in the spring o f 1862 took 
part In the ' Peninsular Campaign, 
lighting a t Yorktown,. Williamsburg, 
Hanover Court House, Gaines mill. 
Seven Days' Battle, Malvern Hill. 
Turkey Bend and Savage Station. 

Thc colonel and captain were killed 
at Galne-s' mill. At Hanover Court 
House . ' four miles from Klchmond, 
Va.. they , tore up the railroads and 
destroyed salt works. At this t ime 
one of his arms gave out. He went 
to the hospital a t Harrison's Landing 
and at the time ot his discharge, Jan­
uary 29, 1863, he was In the General 
hospital at Hampton. Va.

The changes which have been in

.\ large nuantlty of wood has been 
cut and Is being sold, the proceeds go-
ini.- into the town treasury. 

Practically all of tho park east of 
the swamp is now open for use by the 
public. The work Is being done under 
the direction of Douglas C. Smith, lo­
cal superintendent of moth work and 
tree warden, but under the general 
supervision of W, A, Hatch, division 
superintendent of the state forestry 
department. The state department has 
comc to the assistance of. the town 
with a view to making thc park more 
beautiful, as well as minimize as mueh 
as possible the ravages of the moths, 
whose extermination Is, one "f the 
principal activities of the department, 

Thc town Is fortunate In getting :he 
assistance of the state, as much more 
could be accomplished In this way in 
one year than In several years through 
the unaided efforts of the park com­
missioners. Thc state pays one-half 
of the expense, the town the other half. 
Superintendent Hatch says that when 
the lmpro\'emcnts are flnlshed that 
Aycr will have one of the largest and 
flnest parks In this part of the state,
