The other {is
Thomas D. Schall of Minneapolls, who
will represent the newly created Tenth
district of Mimnesota {n the lower
house. A mnative of -Minnesota, Mr.
Schall ‘was left an orphan at the age

of nine and bad to make bis way.

alone. He was educated at the Tnl-
versity of . Minnesota and was grad-
ugted in the law from the St. Paul
College of Law. He began practice
in Minneapolis dnd was from the tirst
Seven years ago, when
Mr. Schall was thirty years of age, he
received a shock from an electric ci-
gar lighter that destrored bis sight
For a year Mr. Schall sought medical
aid, but finally rdalizing there was no
hope he returned to Minpeapolis and,
with his wife's aid, again began the
practice of law.,

From that time Mrs. Schall has been
her husband’s eyes. Through her ke
has been able to keep up his practice,
in which he has successfully coped
with ‘the leadingz lawyers of his state.
When he decided to run for congress
his wife ably seconded him in bis am-
bition.

VALUE OF A 'GOOD BULL.

Propotont Dairy Sire of Puro Breeding
Pays For Himself.

The question i3 often asked, “What
i3 a good sire worth?’ Let us figure
a little, writes H, E. Erdmaine In
Kimball's Dafry Farmer. Suppose &
man has ten . cows, producing on an
average -200 pounds of butter fat per
year. From these ten cows he should
rajse at least four heifer calves each
year, or elght heifer calves during the
two years a dairy bull {8 usually. kept.
When a good sire i3 mated to such |
cows the resulting heifers will often
produce 73 to 130 pounds more butter !
fat ecach year than did thelr dams.
But suppose each of these elght heifers

GREAT variety of fish is now In
the marke:, So wide is the cholce
that it seems almost any one

ought to bhe suited. Some ways of
cooking the season’s tish are suggested.

Baked Fish.

Baked Perch.—Tuke a dripping pan,
put in a row of salt pork sliced thin,
cover with perch. put in a little pepper,
then another row of salt pork over the
perch and keep it up tiil the pan is half
fuil.  Add a little salt on the top.

Baked Dlckere!.— Remove the bhack-
bone and all thesiatl hones which can
be removed withont tearing the flesh
too much or gzetting the fish out of
shape. Drush the fish with lemon juice
and olive oil and let it stand about an
hour. Then put very thin slices of
pork across a rack in a dripping pan
and place the fish skin side down over
the porls. Brush with “tried out” pork
and bake in a covered pan for forty
minutes. Daste it once or twice while
cooking and serve with hotlandaise
sauce or if preferred with maitre d'ho-
tel butter.

Cooked With Vegetables.

Halibut With Tomatoes.—Take the
required amount of halibut steak and
put into a buttered pan. Arrange pieces
of tomato to cover it and put on top of

the tomatoes plenty of green peppers.

sliced rather thin. Season with salt
and pepper and pour over all one-
fourth cupful of melted butter. Bake
in hot oven thirty minutes, basting fre-
quently. .\ garnish of sliced hard boil.

Broiled Spanish Mackerel..— Clean
thoroughly, split down the back and
temove the backbone.

Remorve to a hot platter. Season with
salt, pepper and butter or with maltre
d’hotel utter and garnish with pars-
ley. Make the maitre d'hotel hutter by
we\ming one tablespoonful of butter
@ a bowl and adding slowly one table.
gpoonful of lemon juice, halt a tea-
spoonful of :alt, half a saltspoontul of
pepper aud one teaspoonful of finely
chopped parsiey.
