Buried MHere.

The remains of Thomas Thompson,
of Clinton, who died Thursday, March
23, was brought to this town last Sun-
day afternoon for hurial in the family
lot in the village cemetery.

Mr. Thompson was born i{n Carlisle,
England, December 25, 1821, a son of
Joshua and Elizabeth (Shackley)
Thompson. His father was a sea cap-
tain. He resided with his parents for
three years in.Preston and for two or
three vears in Stockport and at Staley
Bridge, when about seventeen years of
age, and while employred in Benson’s
mill he was selected from about 300
weavers to have charge of the weaving
of a table clofli’ for Queen Victoria.
The figure reprosented Queen Victoria
aad Prince Albert, her husband, on
horseback. It was woven in white on
a jacquard loom and was afterwards
colored.

In May, 1833, he left Liverponl for
New York ca the sailing vessel Tan-
tartic of the Topscot line.
