R&tlwny Earnings Low.

Ministers versus Farmers.. How In­
come Is Computed. 

In determining Income trom pro­
fession, employment, trado and busi­
ness, the rental value of living quar­
ters furnished to any individual as 
part ot his compensation shall bo in­
cluded. Thus a minister who has a 
parsonage furnished hira as part of 
his compensation would be obliged 
to count in the tair rental value ol 
the parsonage as part of his income, 
but the farmer who owns the farra 
buildings Ih which he lives does not 
have his living quarters "furnished" 
him by. anyone else and, as he pays 
his real estate tax on t l ^ buildings; 
he need not Include-the rental TSIUO 
as part of T>Is'business income.

This subje<t of railroad rapltnllzafion 

and the amonnt of railrond earnings 
received furthor nttentlon from tho 
committee during its rocpiit scs.tlons.
