Read
the tags on the pillows you buy to see
it the feathers are new. Dirty feath-
ers, from which the lumen or protein
matter in the quill has not been re-
moved, carrring barnyard filth, mean
a smelly pillow, with possible danger
from disease. It Is very difficult to
purify thew perfectly even by factory
mwethods. .

Never buy pillows made of sccond-
hard. feathers. You can never tell
whence they came or whitber they go.

This was where our grandmother
got her start. She had feathers of
known origin, from her own barmyard,
sun or oven baked, and she changed
the ticks faithfully; often with thor-
ough washing of the reathers them-
selves.

Modern cleaning- establishments us-
ing either live steam or an electro-
chemical.process, offer the housekeeper
every opportunity for the bacterlologi-
cal cleanliness of her feather beds and
pillows. If the inslde of the cup should
be clean, so also should the inside of
the pillow.

Buy only pillows mude in factdries
which bave a process for complete
sterilization. One woman after see-
ing a film picture of the factory meth.
od of removing dirt from feathers and
the mute evidence of how much it
was needed wrote to the factory for a
supply of the sterilized article, saying
that she hadn't bad a night's sleep
since seelng the pictures,

The following letter, which explains
itself, was sent to the Boston Herald
under date of August 29 by Henry H.
Putnam, of this town:

Your editorial this morning entitled
“At Ayer,” describing the tremendous
changes taking place from the mili-
tary encampment suggests that “all
Massachusetts should let Ayer know
that in her new problems, industrial
and social, she may count on state-
wide help.”

This appeal on your part will be ap-
preciated by all the communities cen-
tering about the encampment at Ayer,
whose welfare may be permanently
affected by changed conditions. Camp
.Devens has been established solelv for
the convenience of the United States
government in training her New Eng-
Jand recruits; nevertheless the adjoin-
ing communities-—have.. shown their
patriotism by taking matters in a
cheerful and friendly spirit.

But if the residents of the few New
England villages——neretofore peaceful
farming and residentinl communities
—even assumed to handle this tremen.
dous problem by themselver, they
would bhe swamped. The question s
vital to Massachusetts and the whole
of New England, whose sons are he-
ing trained at this point. From all
the centers of New England states
must come help, generous and con-
tinuous, if this great and exceptional
situation is to be properly handled.

Being a resident of one of the towns
in which the camp Is located, familiar
by daily contact with the work, and
sceing the problems arise under my
very eyes, 1 am able perhaps to ap-
preclate a little, more .intimately the
tremendous difféultids and the oxtra-
ordinary neceds of appeal to the gen-
erosity of New England people.

The United States government has
forescen the needs and provided the
machinery, by the appointment of the
commission on . tfaining camp adtivi-
ties, but for the money to make these
activities successful it relies upon the

patriotic impulaes of people who. will
zcnermnly give,‘in order that the ut-
most may be done to make Camp Dev-
ens ag clean as possible, and thue con-
tribute to the welfaro of the troops
who are to fight our battles in France.

Large Crowd at Camp.

Last Sunday was by far the greatest
day at Camp Devens since the work on
the camp began, so far as attendance
is concerned. It is roughly estimated,
that 15,000 people or more visited
there during the day. The great ma-
Jority of them came to visit the mili-
tary camp, as it was generally under-
stood that the day was to_be the last
Sunday for the soldiers af the camp,
orders being given to move to West-
fleld some time during this week for
a short training before being sent
across to France. All day long people
came ip automobiles, steam and elec-
tric cars, teams and every sort of con-
veyances and on foot to bid the boys
of the 6th regiment farewell. Practi-
cally every gection of the eastern part
of the state was represented in the im-
mense crowd. Main and West Main
streets were fllled with automobiles
passing to and from the camp. ~

The Fitchburg and Leominster street
railway ran two cars together on half-
hour schedule all day and evening in
an attempt to handle the crowds, but
even with the double service this was
found to be impossible. The jam of
people and automobiles extended for
fully a half mile on the Shirley road
in the vicinity of the grounds. To re-
lieve the situation a special traifh was
run to Boston, leaving here at eight
o'clock, .

The great crowd naturally was most-
ly compored of parents, sisters and
brothers of the soldiers, who came to
bid their kindred a last farewell prior
to their going abroad for service. The
soldiers and their relatives presented
a cheerful appearance during the day
in spite of the sadness of their final
meeting, which was soon at hand. Un-
derneath this cheerfulness, however,
could be noticed an air of sadness.
The. soldlers, in anticlpation of the
farewell day, were prepared for the
day's visits from their relatives and
friends, and everything was put in or-
der for-their-receptionm: =

The faflure to have the regular af-
ternoon dress parade was a great dis-
appointment to the crowd which gath-
ered in great numbers about the parade
ground. The reason given for not hav-
ing this very interesting feature was
that the officers wanted the boys to
have all the time possible with their
relatives because of it belng the last
day that many could come to the camp.

The mafn camp, which I8 ordinarily
closed to people without passes, was
opened all day, these passports being
unnecessary, Those who had not visit-
e¢d the place were astounded at the
marvelous changes which have taken
place In the past few weeks. There
were a great many sight-seers besides
thoseé who came to say farewell to the
soldiers.

Rohloff told Mr. Rogers that he was
born in Berlin. and had been in the
United States only about four years.
He said he heard about the work at
Aver and went there seeking employ-
ment ag a carpenter, being 1 member
of the Leominster union. Unabhle to
get a job as a carpenter, he took a
place as a lahorer, he said. hoping to
get work at his trade later.

Ho gaid that he had registered in ac.

All children
absent from school for any reason must
present a certificate from the school
physiclan hefore returning to school.
These_ certificates can be obtained for
the preeent at & a. m. and 115 p’m,,
at the office of the exemption board.
