The only medicine which should
be taken is a good tomic which will
stimulate the appetite and build up
‘the system generally. The main cure
lies In proper food, sufficient rest,
fresh air and sunlight -and living, it
possible, according to the plan pre-
scribed by a good physician. This re.
news the patient's vitality and soon
kills the disense entlrely,

Six years later he was appointed
city physleian and served eleven years
in that posltion. In 1881 the republ-
cans joined with an independent or-
ganization of citizens in nominating
him_ for mayor and- ha was easily
elected. On news of the'popular man-
Qate reaching him he said, My action
shall be based on my own judgment
with the consideration to the ideas of
others, and my course shall be inde-
pendent of polities or party. .
My desire shall be to give to the citi-
‘Zens, of Boston a government that will
be truly non-partisan in {ts character
and for the best interests of all”’
Araong the incidents of his adminis-
tration was his removal of the police
commission for the purpaese of improv-
ing discipline in. the force. Though
nominated again' in 1882, Dr. Green
failed of re-election, being defeated by
Albert Palmer, the democratic candi-
date, and did not again re-enter politi-
cal ife. But his wise counsel was ever
at the service of mayors and others
in the problems that beset the city.
'He made it a point to’drop in occa-
stonally at city hall and to be proesent
on inauguration.day when ‘not abso-
lutely prevented by the pressure of his
private affairs.  For the last fifteen

the inauguration of a .city government
only once or twice. .

Previous to his service as mayor Dr.
Green had  been a member of the
school, poard, 1860-62 and 186¢-72,
trustee of the.Boston public library,
1§68-78, and acting librarian from
October, 18717, to October. 1878, -

One of the most engrossing iines of
work for Dr. Green was that of trustee
of the Peabody education fund, a serv-
ice that he gave from 1883 practically
until the time of his death.

He was an overseer of Harvard uni-
versity from 1869 to 1880. In 1870 he
was appointed by Gov. Clafin one of a
commission to care for disabled scl-
diers.” In 1878 he was a member of
the board of experts authorized by
congress to investigate thé causes and
prevention of yellow  fever, and he
gave lohg and tireless service to
work. - .

Another interesting experience was
his service on the board of ‘commis-
tloners to investigate the corndition «f
the records, files. papers and .docu-
ments of the state department of Mass-
achusetts. £

Important Decision., )

A decisfon of great importance to
owners of automobiles in public serve
Ice has been handed down by the full
bench of the supreme judicial court, to
the effect that towns and cities may
adopt regulations requiring such vehi.
cles to be licensed even if only passing
through a town where no passengers
are recelved or delivered. .

The question arose as the result of
the conviction of Emile Theberge, pro-
prictor of a ‘‘Jitney” operating between
New Bedford and Fall River on a
charge of having violated a regulation
of the town of Dartmouth in not hhav.
ing obtained a lcense to pass through
that town. In addition to a lcense fee
of one dollar, Dartmouth also required
the giving of a bond of $2500.

Judge DcCourcy, who wrote the
©opinfon, states that the town did not
exceced the power glven it by the stat-
ute, and that the legisiature intended

,to make *‘Jitneys” ‘which pass through
° n town amenable to control. One pur-
pose of the statute, if not a main one,
