Plant exj^msion. is 
one of the barometers which indi­
cates whether a manufacturing dis­
trict is really one of big business. 

The Soiith is surely developing big 
business In the cotton textile indus­
try. In 1899 aiassacUusetts liad 177 
establishments, most of which were 
'located In Fall Kiver and New Bed­
ford. Tbe four sixty hour states of 
the South—North Carolina, South 
Carolina, Georgia, and Alabama, had 
355. In 1904 Massachusetts had lost 
16 of her establishments while the 
South, gained 33.

The Fifth Liberty Loan wiU be 
caUed the -VICTORrOUS FIFTH, be­
cause, when it has been fioated the 
people ot the country will be celebrat­
ing the victorious peace. 

The Fifth Loan will come about mid 
April, or just two years after the date 
upon which we entered the war. It -will 
be more of a peace loan than a war 
loan. It will be a loan to make the final 
settlement, squaring up the bill tor 
the war while the celebration ot the 
-victory ia still going on and the men 
are streaming back from France by 
hundreds of thousands. 

A total ot trom five to six bllUons 
will probably bo offered. What the 
money is needed for and why it is 
needed is worth putting compactly 
together. It brlngg to mind at a glance 
what Is demanded stlU by the great 
tasks Imposed by peace.

1. Care tor the American soldiers 

in the Army of Occupation. 
2. Providing for the second army

5. Keeping np the cantonments and 
hospitals In this country. 

6. Re-habilitating and re-educating 
men who have been wounded.

Movltz is a name which Indicates 
that the diminutive individual who 
bears it flrst saw the light in a land 
whieh was ruled by an autocratic 
czar, but Movitz is a loyal American 
now and eagerly doing his part to hold 
aloft the torch ot liberty. He goes to 
school In a big New England city, and 
one day he handed in the following 
composition to his teacher: 

"One day in August my eldest 
brother came in the house with a book 
in his hand. He had signed my name 
and had given me a Thrift Stamp to 
start with for helping him sell papers 
Simday. I re,^d in the papers ot the 
Qerman mustard gas and how many 
American soldiers bad been gassed. 
I then made up my mind to try to run 
errands and buy Thrift Stamps with 
what I earned. The Oermans launch­
ed their last great drive when I had 
five Thrift Stamps. 

"One day, atter we had sold papers 
for two hours I fell down and hurt my 
ankle and I thought I would not be 
able to sell papers the next week. But 
I was very glad when I could mn 
once again and dldt not miss my 
weekly stamp. It was but two more 
weeks when I had fourteen stamps, 
and two more wero needed to make 
a War Savings Stamp.. Here Is how 
I earned thom in one week. Monday 
I had earned ten cents, and it took till 
Thursday until I earned five more 
cents. 

"Sunday wo hod ton papers wo 
could not sell. My brother had gone 
Into a house to sell a paper when.a 
man came up to mo and asked me 
what 1 had. I told him and he handed 
me the prico and took the papers. 
Just as soon as my brother came up 
ho was so glad that he said he would 
put up my pay and give me "what I 
needed to buy the Thrif t Stamps. It 
was Just ono month before the end 
ot tho war!" 

OHILDBEN, THEIPT Ain) . 
PATEIOTISM. 

In summing up the total of War Sav­
ings Stamps activity in 1913, some 
remarkable records made by children 
in the schools are shown. .'This means 
not only a vast aoiount of present' 
help to the Government, bnt.;nug sums 
of money for the chUdren themselves 
when the stamps reach maturity.- But 
the prospect ot financial gain, excellent 
as it may lie, is but a small asset when 
compared with the practical training 
in thrift and the lessons In genuine pa­
triotism which the young-folks have 
received. ,' 

Parents have been accused, often 
Jiistly, of over-indulging, tho children, 
and it is true that many children grow 
to maturity with no conception ot the 
value of mbney until forced to earn it 
for themselves. Even then.they are 
ignorant as to how to apportion their 
Income, because untaught,- and the 
thought ot contributing to the general 
welfare does not enter into such plan­
ning as they are at)le to do. 

That "there is no loss without some 
gtiin" is as tn ie n o w a s ever, and otit 
ot recent conditions have come -in'ral-
uable lessons -In thrift. PatrioUc 
teaching too has be'en accelerated by 
the War Savings Stamps. 'Thought­
fulness for the general welfare and 
willingness to practice the utmost self-
genial in order to help and uplift, rep­
resent the loftiest type ot patriotism, 
and these the children., are. acquiring 
through the medium of the tiny bits of 
Qovemment assurance which; ptir-
chased methodically, quickly grow into 
the more valuable War_ Savings 
Stamps.' 

The little 'Thrift Stamps are laying 
a broad foundation for American char­
acter upon which the years may build. 
It is cause tor congratulation that they 
are to remain -with us. The children 
we always have, and the needs ot the 
Government are still greater. There 
Is no excuse tor ns It we neglect the 
opportunity to drive the lessons 
home. 

A REAL PATEIOT, 

"Uncle Sam's War Saving and 
Thrift Stamps arc better tiian any 
stock in the world," wrote a boy in the 
eighth grade of a certain school in a 
big New England city. "While the stock 
is likely to drop and ruin the -man who 
owns that stock. Uncle Sam's stamps 
never tall but gain steadily. They 
are better than any bank, tor the banks 
are liable to fall while the stamps 
never fail. 

"Here are some ways for people to 
save. For adults: stop buying trash 
that is no good tor any one; stop going 
to foolish places as moving pictures 
and theatres unless some historic play 
Is at that theatre or picture house. Eat 
only nutritious food. 

"For children: girls can earn money 
by doing sewing, washing dishes, and 
doing other domestic woi;ks, 

"For boys: boys can earn money In 
a dozen different ways. Here arc a 
few. Shoveling snow, sitting ashes, 
doing domestic work, doing odd Jobs, 
running errands, and putting ashes on 
slippery sidewalks. 

"Now here are a dozen different 
ways to make money for adults and 
children. Behig thrifty is ono ot the 
best habits that any man, woman or 
child can leam. A boy or giri learn­
ing to save by buying War Savings and 
Thrift Stamps will later on in life keep 
up the habit and not spend money 
foolishly. It the American people 
could be thrifty while tho war lasted, 
thoy can keep it up tor a few years 
more.

Revenue Bureau Offers Aid. 
Each-person In .the United States 

who is in either of these claisiScations 
must get busy at once if penalties are 
to be avoided. He should secure a 
blank Form 1010 A for reporting n e t 
Income upVto-$5,00J, or Form 1040 if 

-ills net income exceeded that amount. 
Forms are being aistributed-by Collec­
tors and their Deputies, also by banks. 
By following the instructions on the 
forms a correct return can be prepareij 
at home. If a person needs advice or 
aid, the Deputy Collectors in tiie flelcl 
will furnish this without, charge., 

. : The new Revenue law places the In­
come Tax dnty on citizens and resi­
dents. The Internal Revenue Btureau 
is sending Its men to work right with 
the public to get the tax and the re­
turns in. With active co-operation 
every tax due March 15 will be paid 
and every return required by law will 
be in the Revenue offices on time. 

Exemptions Allowed.,, 
A single person Is allowed a per-; 

sonal exemption of $1,000, If he is sup­
porting in his household relatives who 
are dependent upon him he may claim 
the status of the head of a family who 
has the same exemption aa if married. 

A married person who lives with 
wife or husband Is allowed a personal 
exemption of $2,000. The head of a 
family is entitled to claim a similar 
personal exemption. 

An additional exemption of $200 is 
allowed for each person' Under eight­
een or Incapable of self support who 
was dependent upon and received his 
chlet support from the taxpayer. 

A husband and wife living together 
are entitled to but one personal ex­
emption of $2,000, It they'make sepa­
rate returns the exemption may bo 
claimed by either or divided. 

Accuracy Required. 
Absolute accuracy is necessary in 

making up Inconje figures. Any per­
son who is working for wages should 
find out exactly how much he received 
during the whole year 1918; Fees, 
bank interest, bond interest, dividends, 
rents received and all other Items 
must be reported correctly. Mere 
guesses are not accepted, for they are 
unjust alike to the taxpayer and the 
Goverament and defeat the proper ad­
ministration of the law.

Only one small book, ot 
np Importance; belonging to the ex­
press company, was Injured, 

The fire seemed to originate In the 
riibblsh receptacle, w h i c h the agent, 
thinks must have contained some 
foreign substance ot inflammable na­
ture, to cause the blaze, 'The prompt 
action of the town men first on the, 
scene saved the express company, the 
owner of the building, and the flre de­
partment, consIdeTable money and In­
convenience. The building, w-hlch 
stands on railroad land, at the east 
side of the square, was built by Ir\-lng 
J. RoweU for a wood and coal offlce 
some years ago, and has been rented 
by him to the express company since 
he removed his offlce into his grain 
store. From its location It Is one ot 
the most 'conveniently located build­
ings for the expreis business. The 
damage will probably not exceed $25, 
and Is covered by insurance.
