National and state authori t ies a re 

urging ilpon us the faict tha t the re Is 
still a great need for food production. 
The United States has pledged an enor­
mous amount ot food products to 
starving Europe.

In view of this 
need the school committee, with the 
approval ot the state agent for agri­
cultural instruction, has appointed 
Ernest M. Gleason, principal ot the 
high school, to organize and supervise 
the resources of our town along these 
lines. 

For our town the most effective way 
to do this will be largely by home gar­
dens, a l though wherever possible larg­
er plots will be encour.aged. The 
state p.-jys two-thirds of the instruc­
tor's salary, provided the w-ork is un­
der the responsibility ot persons over 
sixteen years of age. 

In addition to the work of adul ts 
we plan to organize the scho.il chil­
dren and induce them to share in the 
care of such gardens or to have small 
plots of their own. Unly when such 
plots cannot he connected with those 
of the regular family garden w-ill sep­
ara te places he furnished. .^nd it 
adults who wish to share in this food 
production movement, hut have no 
land will so indicate, land w-iil be 
furnished if possible. 

We therefore urge you to share in 
this great mo\cment which has not 
only national hut even international 
interest. Each individual part icipat­
ing will receive the benetit of local su­
pervision and the advice of the Coun­
ty farm Bureau.* (""ards for enrollment 
will lie sent to each home represented 
in the schools, and as far as possible 
to all Others. But if you arc over-
ooked notify Mr. Gleason.

Last year the average of farm 
earnings broke all records. Six mil­

Even high cost ot living has a use­
ful element, as Illustrated recently by 
the statemeirt In a Boston dally that 
many housewives of the greater city 
are intending to raise rabbits to fur­
nish a portion of the meat for their 
tables. Now, rabbit meat, when prop­
erly cooked, Is delicious, and the ani­
mal Is so prolific, that •with little care 
and expense it Is possible to provide 
a substantlai addition to tho family 
larder. 

Bunny is a strict vegetarian, and 
will thrive upon the outer leaves of 
cabbages, parings of vegetables and 
fruits, celery tops, and other things 
called waste, A far greater waste has 
been rabbit himself. -Two hundred 
minions aro killed in the United 
States every year, according to figures 
of the United States Department ot 
Agriculture. This represents 300,000 
tons ot meat. Yet large numbers 
were shot only for their skins, and 
thousands more were poisoned, be­
cause so plentiful that they were a 
pest to farmers. 

Under the spur of necessity, many 
neglected things besides rabbits are 
receiving attention, and thrift, upon 
which this nation was built, Is again 
becoming Ingrained In the American 
character. The Thrift Stamp has 
taught wonderful lessons. Inspired 
by patriotic fervor, we l^ught a few, 
then some inore, as we realized what 
they would grow into, and when we
