May 19. Wish you and the rest of
the folks could be here with me.

Bird Hatching Scason,

The nesting season for the wild

birds has arrived and the commision-
ers on fisheries and game once more
call attention to the necessity of keep-
irrg the family cat in control during the
time the eggs are being hatched and
the fledglings are helpless, either in
the nest or when first ‘on the ground.

It {s a matter of comnmon knowledge
that on the activities of the insect-
eating birds depends, in a large meas-
ure, the success of the crops and the
preservation of the forests,

It is not so well known how enor-
mous are the inroads on the wild
birds by the family cat and the aban-
doned, hunting house cat. Often the
owners honestly believe their cats to
be innocent of the practice of killing
birds, because the work i not done
where they can see it.

Careful studies on this subject have
been made, and the results @ SUrpris.
ing. -One cat, which was watched care-
fully, was seen to kill 38 Ui noa
single season. i

Assuming that the average
the farm Kkills but ten birds
and that there are two cats on each
farm in Massachusetts, we Rave, in
round numbers, 70000 cats Killing
700,000 birds annually. And this does
not take into account the cat popula-
tion of cities, towns and villages. fong
and insectivorous birds are saciabie.
They breed to a large extent n thick-
Iv settled communities. It is here that
cats get in their deadliest work.

These figures tell thefr own story.

The commissionerg appeal to every
person who ownsx a cat. to make i ¢
personal matter to see that the fam
pet is not permitted to roar at i: g
in the day or night during this crucial
period when the succesg of the hailch
of birds depends on the freedom they
have from molestation.

They are light in weight and will not
.break the eggs and are such good get-
ters. Thousands and thousands of
pheasants are hatched throughout the
United States under bantams, and the
Silkie is in great demand from those
who ralse pheasants, and the prices
paid for the. female Silkie Is much
moré than any other breed for thls
purpcse. '

The little Silkie hus been shamefully
abused in the past. few- years, but
thanks to such men as 'W. B, Ather-
ton, secretary’ of the Boston poultry
show, and George S. Progtor, of Wil
ton, N. H., and the writer of this arti-
cie are due’the beautiful specimens
which .are seen in the big poultry
shows In the New England states. The
disqualmcatlon of a 8ilkie’ in'the show,
is absence of crest or fifth toe; feath-.
ers not truly silky: shanks not feath-
ered down outer sides; lvulture hocks
and single comb,

The Silkie is a wondertul layer, but
care should be taken to keep the eggs
‘picked up as 'she will become broody
if she sees a.number of eggs together
in a nest. The chickens, when hatch-
ed, are a light buff color. They are
hardy and easily raised, and make
very -great pets. The comb of the
cock {s diminutive, rather thick; wat-
tles small, and like the face and comb,
a deep, blackish maroon; the ear lobe
blue with a tinge of green; the shanks
and beak dark slate or blue; toe nails
white. They should have a full crest,
coming to a point at-the back of the
-head; that of the hen being rounded.
They are’ small and the usual weight
fs 2% to 3 pounds for the cock and
2 pounds for the hen.

JAn attempt has been made to raise
black and. buff Silkies,” but without
much success. Although the plumage
ot the Silkle_is pure white the skin
fs an inky black, and the flesh has a
wild ‘taste, like in wild duck or part-
ridge. No special housing or feed is
required for the Silkie. They can be
successfully raised and bred by the
same method as other fowl. The
cocks are fierce fighters and should
be Kept apart. One good cock will
breed successfully with fifteen or
twenty hens A flock of Silkies on a
village lawp, near a much traveled
road will attract the attention of pas-4
sersby as it Is a sight that even a
non-poultry \emhusln.st will stop and
iook' at. The contrast between: the
snowy whiteness of the bifd and the
green grass {s very marked. I have
made numerdus friends through my
flock of .Silkies and sinée 'Camp- Dev-
ens was inaugurated the Influx of visi-
tors passing through.' Groton who
chanced to see my birds would in-
variably stop to ascertain what they
were.

Twenty vears ago not a good Silkie
was seen at a poultry show; today
every show has a large class and
there is much_ interest in this little
bird. They were admitted to the
standard a few years ago and are gow
recognized as one of the~_leading
breeds of poultry of the fancy. class.
Poultry show managements are offer-
ing special inducements for this spe-
cial breed. To me they are just the
cutest and dearest littie pets I ever
raired and no matter at what season
of the year I am always sure of fresh
eggs for hreakfast.

Ictter from Overscas,

George W. Woods, 2d class musi-
cian, 56th Ploneer Infantry band,
Army of Occupation, A. P O, 827,
Winningen, Germany, writes uas fol-

lows in a letter to T, James Harvey:
My regiment left the $tates to come
over September 4, 1918, and landed at
8aint Nazairre September 13, l.ater
we went to the front to a town called
Dambasle, about 2% miles from the
front, and while there we saw an aero-
plane firht. It was just before supper
and we were lined up so we could sece
all of it We lived in a dug-out that
the French generals directed all the
big gun fire at the battle of Verdun,
and worked on 2 road that all the am-
munitions for the big guns went over
and we were being shelled on all the
time. That was the last big drive of
the war in the Argonne Forest,

When the armistice was signed we
were chosen to go into Germany with
the Army of Occupation and we had
to hike all the way, 150 miles, and
we were ahbout a week behind the
Germans g0 we could see something of
how they went back through the couns
try. We stopped at l.uxenburg for a
nine-days’ rest, then left and crossed
into Germany up the Maselle Valley
to Pfalzel, and stopped for a while,
then came to Coblenz. We were the
first American band to play in Cob-
lenze. We then came to Winningen
and for the first time slept in a real
bed. We have all the conveniences—
running water, bath tubs and eclectric
lights. There is a big hotel where we
go for entertainments, and there is
also a plenty for us to do.

We get up at =ix o’clock every morn-
fng and play a march around the
streets to wake up the men in the
company and after dinner we play
again for the colonel. We have forty-
six men in our band now,

running between the two hills, and on
the hills are large vincyards. Their
wine here is called the best In the
world. We have a large kitchen in
ane of the streets of the town and
you 6ught to xee the children around
there at meal time. They are crazy
about our white bread, for over here
all they have is blnck bread. Work-
ing conditions here are a great deal
difterent from ours. They have a bigy|
cask on two wheels and a milch cow
attached, hitched to it, and the women
and girls drive them around the town
to their work, and the men hdve big
baskets with two straps fastoned over
the shoulders that they carry shovels
and tools in up the mountain sto the
vineyards, EvVen the .children. - -carry

Mrs. F', L. Francis opened her home
on last week Friday ovening for all
interested in the subject of a publie
health nurse. A good number reprc-
senting the Red Cross and the school
department were in attendance and
‘gave undivided attention for more
than an hour to Mis~ Elizabeth Ross.
director of public health nursing qf
the New England branch of the
American Red Cross, and Dr. Finne-
gan, health officer for this district, as
they told what would be expected of
the health nurse, who is to enter upon
her duties here in the fall, and also
what ‘the townspeople should do to
encourage, suppoert and co-operate
with her.

Miss Ross said that in the first place
the nurse should have .a substantial
moral backing. In order to do her
work successfully he must feel and
know that she has a xubstantial force
behind her in the chape of public
opinion. She ‘must also have the as-
sistance and co-operation of a com-
petent body of people interested in the
work. She will be expected to com-
bine to some degree the duties of a
visiting nurse. and be always ready
for emergencies. If she is to physi-
cally examine school children she
must see that the examination Is fol-
lowed by practical results. If she
finds defects, see that they are reme-
died. Ske must have u ¢ode of rules
for her service that will bekt and most
practically meet the needs of this par-
ticular community. A" competent
committee should get together and
form these rules.  Miss Ross defined
emerg‘enq' work and gave several
amusing illustrations of what it is not.
She¢ impressed the fnct that the nurse
would be at the «ervice of the com-
munity and not of the individual, only
ag service for the individual would
be for the gnad of the community,

Many times serinus epidemics have
been averted by the discovery of the
nurse that an absentee from school
fs sufferinz from a contagious.disease,
and that it is being spread by mem-
bers of the family because of contact.
| Miss Ross recommends that the nurrce
begin her work here in August in
order to be in touch with the schon!

The following is taken from a recent
issue of “The Yankee Flare.” publish-
ed by the Base Hospital at Camp Dev-
ens, under the caption “New England
hospitality’:

When the first boys set their faces
toward the east and started - on the
crusade against the German oppressor
a movement was instituted to provide
what best could be to serve in the
stead of the firesides left behind.
Transformations soon took place, con-
verting cold wood and stone into foy-
ers and cheerless vaults into sun par-
lors, Buildings arose and huts ap-
peared, destined to be the adopted
homes of hundreds of “‘buddies.” In
a little time muany of them became in-
stitutions, and mothers thousands of
miles away knew in just what sur-
roundings their boys were spending
their leisure moments., But a lad en-

tering the intlmacy of a family circle
knew that there he would exXperience
keener pleasure than had been his be-
fore in the army; and many werc the
hames that opened their doors to sol-
dler boys. For miles around each
camp welcome.was extended to it and
surely no one could have left Camp
Devens without. at least a taste of New
England hospitality—such rare hospi-
tality, one may hope, as is found in a
little house in Shirley Center, a few
miles from New Engldnd’'s ,camp.

Without even - pretending to the
name “The Lawton house” {t rests
content to be known simply as the
home of the Lawtons. Indeed the
word ‘“home' [n contrast to “house”
remaing helr to its traditional asso-
clations when linked with this name.
The cheery greeting at the door on
the hospitable slde porch, and the liv-
ing-room with f{ts genial warmth ih-
troduce ‘one directiy to the full enjoy-
ment of an evening of truest home
comfort and charm,

In this place it has been discovered
that for convalescent soldiers an
ounce of home life is. worth a pound
of medical cure. In keeplng with the
discovery and’ through the generosity
of the family, fnvitatlons to share
their home evenings and at dinner are
extended to men in the “hospital and
these unfortunate ones revel in an at-
mosphere and surroundings made as
congenial for them as an art gallery
is for an artist. But entertainment
there Is not-a privilege reserved. to
those in the hospital: A .patient may
accept an invitation to dinner and find
there a sergeant of medicine and a
trio of infantrymen., No matter how
many may be present each feelg that
he has recelved more attentlon’ than
he thought possible even had it not

tionary Force in France all censorship
of the “Yanks” letters ending June 1.

of a million of the American soldiers
still in France. The acres of Amer-
ican crosses that stand in the cem-
eteries on” French soil on Memorial
day thid vear are reminders tof the
most  bitter months of . fighting in
which American soldiers ever took
part, On next yvear at Memorial dnuy.
the lving. American army will be a
meninry in France, but loving hands
will place the flowers and waving
flags above these graves, as well as in
alt the lonely cemeteries of Russia,
Italy, Belgium and the British Isles.
