Interesting Service,

‘The church’ parlor was well filled
[ Sundayevening, Aug. 17. Mr.Knappled
th eeting and gave an informal and
interesting talk upon his two-years’
service In the last war. Mr. Knapp
wasg one of the Groton boys who. en-
listed in 1917. - He was sent first to
Fort Slocum, where the conditions
were not as agreeable as ‘later on.
“After .a short time he was sent to
Fort Totten, where he remained some
weeks and drilled. . From there he,
among 300 others, was sent to Fort
Ontarfo. It was very cold there, be-
ing directly on the lake, He spoke
with enthusiasm of the great kindness
whlch the people of Oswego showed
to his ‘company while’ there, fairly
overwhelming the soldiers with invi-
tations to churches, - socials, Hallow-
e’en parties and entertalnmems in the
homes. -

From Fort Ontarlo Mr. Knapp went
to Fort l.ogan, near Houston, Texas,
where his company found the weather
more trying than in the colder cli-
mate of New England, on account of
the heat and the humidity. 'In the
spring of 1918 he enjoyed the trip
north, and on June 4 sailed on a swift
liner to Liverpool. He found the trip
across England to Southampton a
most delightful one, from the beauty:
of the landscape with the green, well-
tilled gardens and cottages covered
with rambler roses. At that time he
said he could see to read at eleven
o'clock in the evening without aruﬁ-
cial light.

From Southampton he 'went to
Havre, where he saw soldiers of the
vartous armies of the allies. His
company expected to be sent first to
Italy, but he spent some time on the
slopes of the Vosges Mis,, where he
was drilled among French soldiers,
who had done good service, most of
them having stripes- on ‘their shoul-
ders and wearing the croix de guerre,
He spoke of the French food as ex-
cellent, especially the soup.

He was a part of the time near 1"10
Argonne forest and at the latter part
of the war was at St. Mihiel during
the heavy bombardment. He was in
the ambulance corps, but also work-
ed in the field hospital. At §t. Mihiel
he, with a few others in their tent,
would care for from 100 to 110 **walk-
ing wounded' cases as they were call-
ed in a night. When Germans were
brought in they also received the same
care, only the wounded in our own
army were cared for first. The Ger-
mans reemed surprised and grateful
that they were so well treated.

After the armistice Mr. Knapp re-
mained for a time in the army of oc.
cupation, and spoke of the restless.
ness of the men from having so much
less to do. He enjoyed the army
schools, and when the opportunity
came to go to a university for four
months he was glad to avail himself
of its advantages. He was sent to the
university at Clermont-Ferrand, and
found that he and his companions
learned to understand@ French very
rapidly when living in the homes of
the French people., He also received
a very pleasant impression of the
home-life in France, finding it much
more genial than it is usually de-
seribed,

He returned to America lasf month,
about the same time as the 5th Divi.
sion came home, and wWith whlch he
had gone across.

Mr. Knapp received the close atten-
tion of his audience and the fervice
slosed with the C. E. benediction.
