$75,000 a year and on account of decreasing Camp Devens 
r id ing. The wages tha t we are to pay our men are only 
consistent wi th awards of public arbitration boards for s imi­
lar properties. We call attention to the fact that adjust­
ment was made wi thout strike or threat of str ike such as 
other cities have faced, due tc mutual concessions' of the. 
men and the company. 

Various methods' of raising the necessary revenue have 
been carefully studied by the Board of Directors and the 
schedule adopted decided upon as the fairest and most 
practicable method. The reasonableness of our request wi l l 
be passed upon b y . t h e Public Service Commission after 
careful examination of our statements and estimates, the 
public interests being thus thoroughly protected. 

We again commit ourselves to a policy of reducing 
fares just as soon as circumstances wi l l warrant .

Thc year­
ly report at that time wns printed on 
one large sheet of paper Instead of 
In book form. Of the three selectmen. 
O. K. Pierce, R. T. Barllctt nnd A. W. 
Felch. who signed tho report, only 
Mr. Pierce Is now alive. One of thc 
largest Item.s Is the sum of $30,000 
approprifttcd to pay the town "of Gro­
ton and to pay tor town house, this 
being about the time that Ayer sop-
nrntcd from Groton. The assessor's 
report for that year wa,<< aa follows: 
Amount raised by the town. $13,700; 
state tax. $1620.; county tax, $922.91; 
amount raised by taxation, $16,242.91; 
ntimbcr of ratable polls In town, 632; 
tax on polls, $1064; valuation of taxa­
ble property In town. $1,049,796; rate 
of taxation onc and n halt percent; 

To thc Editor: 

Although Wilbu;- Is one of tho best 
towns in thc Big Bend county, it has 
long been known as the home of form­
er Lieut,-Gov. Hay, w-ho by reason of 
death succeeded to the oflice ot chief 
executive and w-as for years promoted 
by a squaw man kno-.vn as \Vi:d Goose 
Bill, this i.s my flrst opportunity to ex­
amine It in det.ai!, ' I was introduced 
In Spokane years"ago to this eccentric 
Bill Condon, who owned a ferry across 
the Columbia river, some tw-enty miles 
distant.

. The folIowlng<Ia taken frorh a re­
cent iRsue of thc New England Dlvl-
eion Bulletin of tho Red Cross and 
may prove to hc of Interest to many: 

The young woman who is the Reel 
Cross receiving ofTlcer In the hase hos­
pital at Camp Devens has an 'eye for 
"human Interest." In the following 
article written by her for Thc Bulle­
tin the various types of visitors de­
scribed and the incidents recounted 
arc hit.s of her daily experience, hut 
the names throughout are fictitious. 

If It takes all 'Mnds of people to 
make a world i.u he receiving ward 
of a base hospital Is a miniature earth. 
Sometimes the visitors wander In, In 
a rather bewildered, fluttorinp sort of 
way. Sometimes they strut In bearing 
fflfts with an aura of opulence, or 
ftwing along- with enthusiasm and 
cheer. , , 

On a busy day—Sunday, for in-. 
stance—the Red Cross receiving of­
ticer gets a chance to read snatches of 
thc stories that lie In all their indi­
vidual lives. Most of them are. .«o 
eai^er to see "the boy'* that their 
hearts are quit.e full and. as one guides 
them along the miles of bare corri­
dor, one gets all sorts 'of interesting 
sidelights on their lives and_ relation-
.«hips. Usually, after I have piloted 
them. I. can't resist waiting at'the door 
until I see them go down the long 
ward- and f\Tf.d the *'one-boy.-in-the-
world" they'r<i lookiojt for." There is a 
look that comes suddenly into moth­
ers' faces ,,as of a long quest ended 
that is worth waiting for. 

I remember one dreadful Sunday, 
cold, windy, gray, lylth a driving rain. 
In one of thQ surgical wards a lad 
wap de.sperate with homesickness. He 
was eighteen and had been'three yearj; 
a soldier. He had just come back 
from overseas and hadn't had a word 
from his niother since he landed. I 
told him the Red Cross would tele­
graph right away an<l would ask her 
to come and see him as .-'Oon as was 
convenient. 

The address was such a funny one. 
"Sandwich Corner. New Hampshire." 
1 had a great time impressing it on 
the We.'slern , Union operator, but 
scarcely had I sent the wire when a 
whole family blew into the receiving 
ward. They were drenched with rain 
and blue with the cold. They had 
started at six in the niorning and 
come 120 miles in an opon ?'<'rd 
through oceans of mud "all the w;iy," 
they .'̂ aid. "from Sandwich Cnrncr." 

I nearly hugged them. There were 
the mother and father, the married 
-•̂ ister, brother and baby. The niother 
was a neutral little person, faded and 
tired, and she wore the strange.st bon­
net that ever graced a human head 
and a waterproof of a vintage too an­
cient to trace; father was seamed and 
weatherbeaten, a flinty and typical 
product of the Granite State. But, 
believe ni^. they looked all right to 
Allen Pratt when they started down 
the wa:«l .ind he sat up in bed and 
held out his arm.s. 

Another morning t-herc was a timid 
lady who asked If she might go in 
early, r̂ he said she knew it was be­
fore hour, but she hoped she might 
spend the 'lay as It was her wedding 
anniversary I said I had mLsunder-
slood her iit f.rst, thinking she asked 
to see her s"n. Her eyes fllled with 
tears ar.d she said; "My son is dea<l. 
He wa.< twf ;^ty-four and was killed ir. 
the Arijon;-:'̂ ." 

It tur:̂ '"-'! o:n that father and snn 
had been in tbe same company, fi-r 
the fa! I.f r h;i4 been a National 
Guardsman; liiat the father had 
searched a long time for his son's 
grave aiul bad tlnally found It, bring­
ing some small comfort to them both. 
Today W.TS ihrir twenty-sixth wedding 
anniversary, (in their silver wedding 
anniversary tbey had had thc Atlantic 
betwe^'n th*̂ -m. It was a time to cut 
red fapo s" I took hcr to the ward 
and had tho pleasure ""of seeing hov 
swoop down excitedly on the man wh<-
belonged to her. 

The" moro our ofllcc considered tbe 
matter tho more we felt something 
appropriate f"r tho occasion should 
be forthcoming. People did not cele­
brate belated silver weddings so oftVMi 
in hospitals. It waa early April an<! 
as rainy as most Sundays seemed to 
be and no one had sent any flowers 
But we finally concocted a bouquet. 

The psychopathic ward had huvM 
into pansy plants In Its front garden 
and as many as eight blossoms witb 
stoms an inch long were wasting theit 
fragrance there. To secure them in 
safety It was nccessat^ to Call for th' 
tissistance of tho ward visitor, for 
when the inmates saw the want or 
theft they armed themselves and st-t 
forth to demolish tho spoiler. And a 
pyscbopnlhic patient with a bread 
knife is not to be scorned. The Hor.t: 
display being thus acquired, our n<x; 
attack was for white ribbon. I>esi)iT'' 
several onslaughts upon the various 
articles of wearing apparel then -̂ n 
thc jiersons of tho staffj- we were re­
pulsed and had finally to tlo up the 

half-inch stems in three-ir ^h. very 
stiff white taffeta ribbon, lemoved 
with resistance from a friend. But I 
assure you we presented that stumpy 
bouquet with all the $clat neccssarj" 
and the recipient thereof laughed at it 
inordinately. • 

We had onc constant caller whose 
son was in Isolation III, afflicted with 
measle.s and not allowed to seo visi­
tors. The devoted parent did not 
:nind in the Wn^l but would appear 
every day or two, h.^ving looked upon 
the wine wh€n it was red, and. sway­
ing slightly as he sat on the bench; 
would insLst on holding converse with 
some enduring member of our force 
who descanted t̂ n the general course 
of measles ad intinitum. 

So many naive eulogies arc heard 
in military hospitaLs. The returned 
hero whom visitors are about to see 
is clothed with a panctply of virtues. 
(.>ne of the most remarkable titles to 
fame was expre.-^sed by a fond sister 
who remarked that "Henry had the 
most perfect teeth she ever see when 
lu- went into th.- army—tw-i com[)lete 
sets ui>per ard two c.iriipiete sets low­
er, and he used to ^wir.g chairs witli 
them." 

I :*-collect i.i:*.- one afternoon two 
little ladies rame in. very tired and 
dusty. Tht:*;.- had come ail the w:iy 
from beyond Pittsburgh; they were 
the m-'ther ar.d older si.ster of a boy 
ill with pnt-i:n;oni.!. I took them the 
long march to the ward, and the little 
iiiother clung to my arm for >up]"'ort. 
.Slie was very weary, but >he looked 
at me whimsically and said to her 
i':a;i;--hter. "\Ve certain i.v have gr.t in 
with kind i.eojile an\-how."
