To the Editor: 
Last week a party of Groton people 

took an auto trip to Marlboro to in­
spect and Investigate tho new roads 
being built at the present time. This 
trip was inspired by the fact that a 
number of Groton taxpayers-are very 
much dissatisfied w-lth the tnethods 
which are being followed In building 
the Groton-Ayer road. C. L. Farns-, 
worth. In charge of the building of 
roads In Marlboro, took charge of the 
party 'and piloted trfbm over the -vari­
ous portions of the work. All phases 
of the work were looked into , from 
portions now under construction' to 
roads constructed by his system nine 
years ago. The members of the party 
asked many searching questions and 
a fund of valuable data and Informa­
tion Wiis secured. ' ' 

Since thc commencement of these 
roads four weeks ago a t o t a l a t I H 
miles of new road has been constrtict-
cd and Is now In usc at a cost of f l . lO 
per yard, or 111,000 per -mile.. The 
total force employed during this time 
did not exceed fifty men, teamsters 
and crusher gang Included, arid, at no 
time w-as thcrc more than fifteen men 
employed on the road proper, spread­
ing Rtono. grading, etc. The balance 
of thc gang was employed as -team-
strr.s. at the crusher, etc. 

The w-ages paid the laborer Is Jf.OO 
per d.ay of eight hours, and'.-foir.the 
teams O.OO per day. Perhaps one of 
the features which h.is contributed-to 
the economical building of these roads 
is thc efllclent manner in which .the 
Job In organized. This is very notice­
able at the stone .crusher. '=Te»ws 
loaded w-lth stono (and there are twen­
ty teams on thc Job) drive 'bfito the 
scales, aro weighed, proceed, t p - t h e 
dump platform a few fe'et a.'way, then 
circle "the cru.shcr, are loaded with Hhe 
crushed material; then onto tlii? scales 
again, thence to thc Job, rottWnB a 
continuance performance with li*'!*** 
time-cither way. Under thes«.ffiiiitJJ«>aj. 
125 tons of stone are croV "̂  

spread pn'the roadbed and 800 square 
yards df. finished road are completed 
each day-wlthou^ stop or hindrance to 
'traffic. . 

These "roads are known as the Ma-
Drite and briefly the process consists 
of grading the old surface, nbt remov­
ing it, applying -three Inches of trap: 
rock, bound with tar at the ratio of 
one gallon to the yard. This is then 
rolled and then ^ 1 ^ - l n c h ot bitumi­
nous mixture is applied.- This Is roll­
ed down to otic Inch, making a solid 
four-inch -waterproof road surface. 
Unlike oil and asphalt-bound roads, 
with their slippery and hard surface, 
the Ma-Drlte la.-smooth, pliable, non-
slippery and mfikes good footing for 
horses. ' " ' > 

The party inspected a road built by 
this niethod six years ago, which was 
laid entirely on a mud foundation, and 
found, it to be Jjv perfect condition. 
Ten years ago Marlboro had not a foot 
of macadam road; today the Highland 
City Is recognized all over the coun­
try-, for her good streeta and 'roads. 
The party returned to Groton weii 
pleased with their trip and with many 
new formed opinions which ,w-lll un­
doubtedly find ex^'resslbn a t Groton's 
next town meeting.

M f RESIDENT'S ONE 
OREAT PURPOSE 

It Is hardly for the contemporary 
historian to Judge a stateranan' by 
overything anybody ever expected ol 
Wm. If the Senate ratifies the treaty. 
Including the League of NaUons, 

, then President Wilson has won a 
vlctolre Integrale. If' the Senate re-
jecU the League, then Mr. 'Wilson's 
ia t t l e has been a disaster and his 
triumphs over U o y d George, Cleni-
enceau, and Orlando In P ir i s wi l l be 
nullified by the collapse of the Coven­
ant, Just as all Germany's victories In 
Russia and Serbia were swept awajf 
In the collapse of the German front 
between Chateau-Thierry and Albert 

- True criticism does not condemn 
the artist for failing to do what he 
never meant to do. 'We cannot speak 
o^ Mr. Wilson's success or'failure un­
less we keep in mind the aim he set 
for himself when he sailed, tor Bres t 
That great purpose, the President's 
only purpose, was the League. It is 
fair enough to say that by his insist­
ence on the League the President de­
layed tho work oT'peace at 'Versailles; 
but it was because he thought of 
the League as fhe peace. Friends 
WiU caU that his faith. Enemies wiU 
call it his obsession. The name hardly 
matters. Mr. Wilson's success or fail­
ure . wlU be measured by. the'degree 
to which his faith or his delusion is 
realized. It Is impossible to have 
seen and h e a r d t h e President at the 
Guildhall in l,ondon, or to remember 
him at the flret business session of 
the plenary conference in Paris, 
without realizing how utterly the idea 
of the League had penetrated into 
his being as the essence and meaning, 
as the foundation and the crown of 
the peace. In London and hi 'Paris 
it was the note sounded in tho flrst 
words that fpll from his lips. It was 
the beginning, t i e climax, and con­
clusion of his argument- The League 
was the .thing, the one thing, for 
which he had come to Enrope. 

Between Mr. Wi l son and the radical 
school of critics the issue is clear. He 
has been accused of doing things in 
violation ot the spirit of the League 
ot Nations which things he did be­
cause of his faith in the Leagu? 
of Nations. He has been'accused of 
sacrificing this many or that many of 
his. fourteen points; but the Presi­
dent, if it. came to that pass, might 
almost assert that for the sake of a 
League of Nations he wonld sacrifice 
a U h l s other thirteen points. H'e has 
tried to make the treaty, as apart 
from the League, square as far as 
m i ^ t be -with his ideals; but the 
l e a g u e 'was his one ideal. For the 
sake of the League he compromised 
with the French' demands, rejecting 
the left bank of the Rhine, but con­
ceding the Saar. For tbe-sake of the 
L«acue he compromised •with France 
in the, matter of the self-determination 
of Austria. For the sake of the 
League he confessedly compromised 
•with Japan in the matter of Kio-chan. 
.His opponents have natnrany'ask^if 
how- a man wbOAbelieved In the recon­
ciliation ot the pebples-^-through the 
League—could sanction obstacles in 
the way of conciliation. His answer. 
Just as • naturally, has been that the 
League is the permanent and ultimate 
reconciler. With the League he ex­
pects to win back the price paid for 
the Leagne. 

Mr. Wilson has remembered the fif­
ty-one and a half months from Au­
gust 1, 1914, to November 11, 1918, 
which so many of his countrymen 
have forgotten or have chosen to for­
g e t And this thing which so many ot 
us have forgotten in the once famUiar 
vow that this must be a -war to end 
war. 'We have forgotten our outcries 
when the agony was upon us; that 
this thing must never happen again. 
To that end alone Germany must be 
beaten and..the new world tiuilt The 
one great result of the 'war, the one 
proflt that might make its horrors al­
most worth while, must b e guaranties 
against the repetition of the horror. 
It must not happen again. 

It is tiie President's outstanding 
service and his tiUe to fundamental 
consistency that be has not forgotten. 
The memory of men's arms upflung In 
an agony of appeal against a return 
of the great horror has remained vlvld 
to him and he has •written the •vision 
into the Covenant Between the men 
who six months ago cried out against 
•war and now have their business to 
attend to and those* others who cried 
ont against war and have now found 
out that there are Revolutions and ft»-
constructions which they would mnch 
rather have than peace, the President 
standa forth as the man who has not 
forgotten. And with him, there are 
many - miUions of plain i>eople w h o 
have not forgotten and never can for­
g e t

Speaking of her experi­
ence she said she was glad she went, 
although she w o u l d not advise an eld­
erly person, or one- not thoroughly 
wel l to undertake It. t T h e r f , w a s an 
enrollment of about . 100 students, 
ranging in, age from young to middle-, 
aged girls and boys together, and most 
of them eager for an education. The 
house matrons and teachers were 
mainly from the norths and the quar­
ters furnished them -were fairly com­
fortable, a!nd the food generally good. 
The white corn raised In that section 
is used most commonly- for bread, 
making a lighter grade-than our own 
northern corn. There was also wild 
game in plenty,'and pigs, aa she ox-, 
pressed It,. '.'raised themselves." , 

Mrs. Durgin,.claimed that in going 
out among the- families she found 
many intelligent, interesting ..-people. 
They are descended from the English 
settlers w h o . spread out from the 
Jamestown settlenicnt. In the seven­
teenth .century, but- who have made 
very little jjrogress. The mountain 
section where they live is a territory 
larger than the whole of New England. 
The school Itself was established on an 
elevation 'of nearly 1900 feet above 
sea level, yet 'was in a valley. The 
climate was mild, -the entire winter 
being-about like our November weath­
er. The settlers also have the advan­
tage ot wood and_ soft coal in abund­
ance. There are few schools and only 
an occasional preaching service held 
by some traveling pfeacher. 

• There are no roads, the common 
transportation being by mule or horses. 
The speaker said she rode muieback 
.over the flve miles of mountain trail 
when she .went there, but walked out, 
the railroad being that distance from 
the settlement. 

At the close of her talk opportunity 
was given to the members of the club 
to ask any questions, and some avail­
ed themselves of -her courtesy. The 
talk was thoro.ughly' enjoyed, Mrs. 
Durgin being a- very easy speaker, 
with an excellent Idea, in this case 
especially, of her subjeot. At the con­
clusion she was given a rising yote 
of thanks.
