demand for poultry in Bostan, or at
some other point where this demand
fa Jarge and constant, at their expense,
Otherwise  they cannot  understand
Why, durine the past two months, thelr
hen-roosts should have boeen made the
object of weekly raids and thelr stocks
80 Iargely depleted at each such visit.

Hundreds of hens have been stolen
in Acton and the boldness of the thefts
and the apparent immunity of the
thieves has caused the town fathers to
offer a reward of $100 for arrest and
conviction. These reward notlces have
beon posted conspicunusly everywhere
about the town and the constables
have been “laying” for the thieves,
who come and go in a high-powered
touring car,

Despite all precautions, the “tour-
Ists” contlnued their raids the latter
part of last week, about midnight, and
paid a visit to the cdops of Henry

Priest, in the center of the village,

leaving unmolested’ with thirty Black
Mlinorcas, ! .

Entrance to the coops was easily ef-
fected and the thioves, Who are satd to

“have left their touring car half a mile

away on a back road leading to Little-
ton, got away quickly, but not hetfore
the theft was discovered by Mry.

8he gave the alarm quickly
and the constables traced the car to a
polnt a short distance beyond the Ac.
ton line in Littleton. There the trafl
was lost, .

This last raid has thrown the entire
town into a turmgll. Night guards are
to he posted everywher:, and all auto-
mobiles traveling through the village
late at night are to be held up. .
