The high cost of 
heating the modern home, the coal 
ishortageand increased prices means 
that every shovel full of cpai in your 
Iturnace must give forth its house-heat­
ing equivalent • " 
; The War Savings Division of the 
XJnlted States Treasury In accordance 
With its national thrift campaign has 
made the following timely suggestions 
bn how to save fuel in heating. 

Keep the temperature of the house at 
6S degrees. Save heat by using weath­
er strips, stbrsi windows, storm doors 
and drawing, shades. Do not heat un­
used rooms. Cover heaters and heat 
carrying pipes with asbestos. Ih tak-
care of the heater keep it clear from 
Boot and ashes. Repair all l eaka 

Learn to use dampers etfectiyely. 
The smokepipe should have two 
dampers, the check draft damper' and 
the turn damper. The check draft dam­
per controls the rate at which a flre 
burns; open It to check a fire; close 
It to increase the draft. Learn to use 
It so that it will do Its work. If it is 
properly constructed and managed you 
can check the fire with it without 
opening the coaling door. 

. The turn damper fits loosely so that 

gasce may pass ott even when it i 
closed. In most heaters the dampc 
should be kept closed except whe 
starting the fire, otherwise most c 
the heat goes up the chimney. 

The damper In the - coaling doo 
should be used only to let in air to coi 
sume gases that are formed, especial! 
when soft coal is u s e d . ' 

The ash-pit damper admits air necei 
sary fot the ignition of the coal o 
wood. Regulate the i i r supply by th 
damper—not by opening the ash-pl 
door. 

In building a fire close dampers, ri 
move ashes, put in crumpled new; 
paper, cover with kindl ings laid cross 
\^ise, add a thin layer of coal, opei 
the ash pit. and smoke pipe damper 
and light the fire. 

For good heating, regular care of i 
fire is neded, attend i t from two to fouj 
times a day. In adding a large amoun 
ot coal, leave part ot the glowing fin 
.exposed. Clean the ash pits dally 
Keep the flre pot full. Better heat Ii 
obtained if the fhel is kept even witl 
the flre door in front and a Uttle bigh 
er in the back.

J60 coal bill means that flve dollars of 
each month's wages laid aside will pay 
for the. coal when It is due. A ten 
dollar a month fund will provide for a 
?120 insurance payment and taxes nre 
Bot anywhere near as much of a burden 
if met by sett ing aside small portions 
regularly as when' thc whole amount 
is (;emandcd from tho Income ot a 
••insle month. 

a deflnlte list of a l l 'expenses for the 
next year, with provision for emer-
gencles and consideration of the needs 
of the family for fun, social life, giv­
ing and saving. Then, so divide the 
income that each of tiie needs is taken 
care of and a regular sum is set aside 
monthly as a sinking fund to meet the 
large bills which come in at Intervals, 
Such a plan as this will help.to make 
It unnecessary for all other purchases 
to stop when the children need shoes 
or taxes are due. 

'When the income varies from month 
40 month It is more difilcult to plan 
but with an idea of the proba'ole mini 
imum amount, a plan can be made, and 
if thc surplus is saved In a special, 
fund tor one year, It can bo used tô  
even up the income for tho ncxt year 
and thus make planning easier. 

It Is always safer to spend during a 
mtjjith only what Is on hand at tho be­
ginning ot the month, thus during Jan­
uary pay caslv or charge only such 
things as tlio money on hand January 
1 will pay for. Thi s necessitates care­
ful living for a time, until tho full 
amount of income for one month has 
acoumulatcd, but once accomplished It 
gives a feeling of safety and ease

vico. Ftor those who needed tbe 
money, tbe- ' $100 bonus •was not 
enoagb; for tbose who did not need 
it. It was too much. 

The Mazeachusetts soldiers and 
saUors' homestead plan, devised by 
tbe Hon. Edwin T. M c k n i g h t ' presi­
dent of the Massachusetts- Senate' Is; 
briefly, thla:) 

The veteran will se lec t the home 
he -wants. It may be In a city, a 
town or, if b9^ desires to be a farmer. 
It may b e ; a . f a f m ^ : - T h e state will 
purdmsie thefproperty, erect ra dwell-: 
ing thereon. If necessary,, and,, on re­
ceipt -of an .Initial peyinent by the 
veteran, give. 'him immediate occu­
pancy Dt the premises. The flrst pay­
ment must be sufflcient to Indicate 
that the beneflclary is In earnest aad 
pn>poses to -'!go through" •vrtth his 
part of the transaction. This initial 
payment may be flxed anywhere from 
$100 to $500. - . - - . -

T h e veteran, in possession of his 
home, would ipay the balance of tbe 
purchase price In motitWy Instal­
ments that may extend through a pe­
riod of 20 years. Each—instalment 
would be not l ess than l/a-M of the 
whole purchase price, which shall 
not exceed $5,000. To each monthly 
payment would- be added Interest on 
that part of the principal still un­
paid, at a rate not greater than flye 
per cent per;juim?m. 

Senator 'MoKnlght, wbo is a law--
yer and .'a banker •with state-^wlde 
connections; .thas demonstrated that 
this land to d* something really worth 
while for the TOterans may be accom-
I>lished •without a cent of expense to 
the tax payers of the state. He shows 
that the ditremice between the rate 
of •.interest the . s t a t e would pay on 
tha bonds that J t . would issue to fi­
nance the project and the rate paid 
by the home-holders would pay- only 
cover the cost of administering 
tbe law but •would meet the expense; 
of certain concessions that wotild bo 
made to meet, Tlciseitudes that might 
come to the borne purchasers. 

That the state shall be absolutely 
fair TTlth the veterans. Senator 
McKnlght's Uil.'^ P">>^<lcs that sbould 
a veteran die before .bc has complet­
ed payments' iof his home, learlng a 
dopendent -widow or chUd, the state 
may cancel the indebtedness on the 
home. This may bo done, however, 
only with the'iapproval ot the Oor-
emor and his . council in each case. 
The mortality" tablfes of the groat in-
stironce companl.es indicate that men 
who young os iMi^ and in sufficiently 
good hoalth to 'have gone to war and 
to have survjre^ Its hardships are 
not likoly to die before reaching reas­
onably old age. By that time every 
veteran's flnal ps.yment on his homo 
will have iong since been paid. 

The McKnight bill provides fur­
ther. Chat payments may bo modlflcd 
If a veteran Is; disabled by' illness or 
other causes that •were no faults of 
his, but In such cases , also, guberna­
torial consent ,would be required. 

This Massachusetts idea is regard­
ed as superior to tho federal sol­
diers' land rcdtunotlon scheme and 
the various homestoad acts adopted 

fir other states , in that i t la not de-
plgneKl e z d n s t r e l y ' to beneflt men 
iwbo •wlab to go farming. Under. S«EI-
lator McKnlght's bill, a man employed 
'in a c i ty •would be assigned a home 
In tbat community, if bo desired it, 
OS-he iitbbably •would. 

ITio plan •will be opposed by ultra-
conserrat ivee as "patemnlstic." By 
others it will be regarded as a no­
table , p iece of coQstxnctivo statesman­
ship. Its progress •will be watched 

• ^ t h d o s e interest in these daya ot 
.tmprecedentcd social conditions.. 

'*M7 bn i serrce four Important 
pnrposeo," said Senator M c K U g b t 
dlscusiBlnfe hia plan; "It glvee really 
subotantial evidence of tbe state's 
gratitude to ber sons wbo fought that 
American ideals might be preserved. 
It aids t b e taxiiayers by creating new 
property tbat •will y l d d needed ad­
ditional revenue in tbe form of taxes. 
It will g i r e employment to thousands 
of woriters in the building trades. It 
•will re l ieve the famine in dwellings 
and thus tend to reduce high rents. 
Most vital ly momentous of all, i t will 
create a tremendoasly effective force 
to combat tbe rising influence of tbe 
r is ing and sinister tide of bolshevlsm 
or dangerons radlc^Ism called by 
any other name." 

Senator McKBight contends that a 
•home owner is always a good citizen 
because of his material Interest In 
tbe community welfare. Albert P. 
l a n g t r y . secretary of s tate for Mas­
sachusetts , , whose efforts to arouse 
the -people to the dangers of the 
R « l Peril , puts it another way. 
"Wben SL laan is oble to. put a spade 
into bis O'wn soil or wSen be owns 
bis d^weUtog,' be is immune to the 
:teachings of tbose who-•would destroy 
the Amer ican . governm.ent,',; be salt!, 
dis'cuesing the Senator .McKnight bill.
