But they did not’
need and did not apprecxate a condition in which there :were .
*‘so many people helping Indian’’ that Indian bad no chance
to help himself.,

Social relations, having in the past been so largely dictated
by whim, tradition or prejudice, are seldom logical unless.

The club established in Ayer, known
as the Soldlers' club, was located on 2
large’ property on YWest street, pur-
chased for $8,000. The bullding erec-
ted cost $33.000. Though not on the
main street, {t was near it and within
easy access to the ratiroad station. At
tached to the club was an old dwell-
ing, once one of the: prominent resi-
dences of the towh, To thls was trans-
ferred the headquarters of W. C. C. C.
from the vicarage. -

‘The club proper consisted of a large
hall, stage, dressing rooms, and a bal-
cony. Downstairs were the shower
baths, pool tables and bhowling alleys.
At first a =mall cafeterin was opened,
but, as this proved inadequate, the
facilities were greatly enlarged and a
soda fotntain and cigar and cindy
counter added.

The club situnted on the edse of
Robbins pund wis called the Enlisted
Men's ctub. Though this was built on
government hand, it was on the. edge
of the cump und special permission
had _to be secured from General
Hodges to piace it there.

ing ereccted here cost approximately
$40,000. An attractive, low, ‘white
building on the edge of a small lake,
it was very noticeable among the
brown-torngd barracks.

IFor some time the question of where
people could stay when visiting men
tn camp had been very vital, The
facilities of the town were taxed and
1t had seemed to those most interested
‘that somé kind of a buildiing should
be erected for this special purpose.
Through the interest of a few indi-
viduals in Fitchburg a private com-
pany was formed which constructed a
fifty-three room building on the land
adjoining the Soldlers’ club. There
was a Jjoint arrangement with this
company and W. C. C. 8. for the con-
trol and management of this property.
later, the dormitory was purchased by
W. C. C. S. outright. Closely connec-
ted with this was the room registry
which has always been one of the
greatest conveniences offered to sol-
dlers, especially during the epldemic
when the town was crowded with rela-
tives of patients at the base hospital
and every available bullding in camp
was pressed Into ause.

When the Ayer Giris' club was clos-
‘ed for purpose of economy, the room

fn headquartérs, was installed in ‘the
dormitory. The signing of the armis-
tice and.the ceasing of hostllities at
once ‘changed offairs and made it im-
possible to carry out the plans for the
dormitory as formulated, but it con-
tinued to serve a very good purpose,
Despite the general external appear-
ance -the interlor was attractiv¢ and
was fitted to-become a center of hos-
pitality and girls’ work. The dormi-
tory, however, proved a disappoint-
ment in that it .did not fulfill the hopes
of the projectors on uaccount of events
which could not have been foreseen.

It now became necessary to make
plans to meet the approach of demobi-
lizatlon. The regular activities would
not appeal to the men remaining.in
camp but a few days usually, restless
and eager to get home. The enter-
tainment program was greatly intensi-
tied to meet the nceds of soldiers who
found themselves- with such lelsure for
the first time. In the months succeed-
fng the armistice over 100,000 ‘men
arrived from oyerseas ~and other
camps, remaining for varying periods’
at Camp Devens. The larger part of
the 12th Division was discharged in
January, but other units were retained
to assist in the work of demobilization.
A very large proportion ot these sol-
diers found their stay made pleasanter
by these clubs.

lLarge numbers of
were brought to the base hospital.
These men needed o different and
quieter type of diversinn to vary the
monotonous routine of the hospital,
where some were -oblized to remain
many months. ~The Coffee House,
which had herctofore been under. the
directlon of the Equal Suffrage asso-
ciation, was now made o W. C. C. 8.

duct the suelal side. Parties of con-
valescents of about eighty men were
brought -down three times u week to
enjoy a home-cooked dinner and en-
tertainment. -

The appointment of a morale of-
,’flcer in camp was an important event.
The morale department from the be-
ginning has co-operated with W, .
(', & workers, and has been consulted
frequently in rezard to the needs of
the camp, giving most helpful advice.

The decreasing personnel the
camp and the closing of .the port of]
Boston as a port of debarkation so
much lessoned the numbers in camp
that the PFederation Housxe and Odd
Fellows' Rendezvous, which had-been
S, for some
rime, were closed. By.the first of Sep-
tember the Shirley club, having ful-
filled itz mission, was closed, leaving
the clubs on West street and at Rob-
bins' pond: the only remaining places
of pecreation about the camp.

With the departure of all organiza~
tions from the camp the first of No-
vember, 1819, the Robbins’ pond club,
by vote of recommendation by the
local committee and by authorization
from national headquarters, was pre-
sented as a gift to the army, with the
understanding that it was to be fitted
into the general welfare work of the
camp. It hag since been made the
heéadquarters of the post of the Ameri-
¢an Legion in camp. . .

It had been expected that the work
in Aver would be brought to a close at
this time. according to Instructions
trom W. C. C. S, headquarters. HKvents

With reference to advice given to
your board of selectmen by Division
Iingineet Pillsbury, would say that Mr.

work and care, While thelr mileage,
41.4 miles, exclusive of stute highway,
fs' not great, their valuation ls only
about $1,400,000, ‘The roads have been
neglected for so long.that very -exten-
slve. surfacing wlll have to he done to
get them In good condition. They
scem to feel that they would llke the
Chapter 165 aid,” and that the town

next year in Boxboro.  The county has’
already alded them some on this road,
and we have a tentative prO\ ision for
giving this aid.
“Other roads of importance which
should be improved are Newtown' road
and Goldsmith avenue, running from
Newtown to Littleton Common - and
Harwood avenue, running from Little-
ton through Newtown toward Acton.
The work on both of these roads is
fairly urgent.” There is so much to be
dore that it would seem wise for the
town to make special flnancial pro-
vision soon to the extent of borrowing
several thousand dollars tor two or
three years, and I think they shoula
start this year-on a two or three year
program with that idea in view,
*Besides the special improvements
there should be a continuous program
for upkeep throughout the year, which
should be along the lines of scraping
with a road machine, dragzing with
road drags, patching with gravel, tak-
ing care of gutters, etc., doing as much
of this as the funds will permit, even
to smoothing the roads in the winter-
time when they have softened during
a thaw, so that they will freeze up
without the very deep ruts. This re-
quires the employment of a smalt hut
efficient gang throughout the year.
In my opinion the town needs, to ac-
complish this, and for use on other
work, a two-ton motor truck, and the
superintendent, whether he has charge
of one or more towns, should have a
small light automobile, preferably a
*ord truck of the runabout and light
body type, with which he can not only
get around himself, but ‘can carry
tools and a small gang of men. The
two-ton truck would be used largely
in transferring and hauling the ma-
terials, gravel, etc. It is probable that
the .state will have a truck or two,
which .may be used on .this work in
1920, but cannot be promised.
“This continuous repair work is ab-
solutely necessary, for the roads can-
not be kept reasonably smooth in any
other way and even with the new grav-
¢l roads it I3 just as necesgary, other-
wise they would soon be ruined by
motor vehicle traffic. This kind of
work your department can, if the town
will do its part, advise them about, so
that they can develop it successfully,
provided they do not make their street
department a constantly changing no-
litical performance, but keep the same
men who may prove themselves satis-
factory. until they have developed the
desired amount of skill and ability.
“There is always difficulty in getting
men to do the Chapter 155 work, we
might say the ordinary town work,
without 155 aid through the year, both
{n numbers,~and of sufficient knowl-
edge of the work, and this applies in
I.ittleton and to some extent in Box-
boro, as well as Carlisle, but particul-
lv in Carlisle. While Carlisle is not
immediately contiguous with Littleton,
it is but a short distance away. In my
oplnlon it would . be wise for these
three towns, and if possible, I would
fnclude Acton, to take advantage of
the act which provides that two or
more towns may unite In a common
rond’ department, and I advised the
selectmen to this effect.
L~ “The shoulders. on King street
should have better attentlon than they
have had. We csuld do this with our
regular repair gang If the town would
request, and agreed to pay for. it

. *“In appropriating for the Chapter
155 work they should appropriate an
additional. sum to that necessary to
meet tho state, for work to be done in
the lato fall and ecarly spring, inclpd:
