The later 
announcement of a further- cut to 
three days with, so far as we havc 
seen, no. reason given for the action, 
looks a good deal Uke a plain case of 
cause and effect. It also looks like 
a demonstration of the fact that <a 
sufflclently powerful company can ef­
fectually cut "wages while ostensibly 
granting an Increase. ^ 

Wo have carefully read thc editor­
ial c o l u m n s ' o t every daily 'paper we 
cquld get hold of for some comment 
on the situation,' but to date have 
been unable to flnd a solitary peep. 
Probably the editors were al) too busy 
watching the national' convention, at 
Chicago. 'Wc have become so accus­
tomed to tho slogan "production and 
still more production" that it came 
as quite a shock to have so large a 
concern as the American Woolen Co. 
out Its production in half without no­
tice. Now that the indictment has 
been quashed on the ground thai 
"woolen cloth is not clothing" the 
mill's may be able to resume fall tirne 
at an early date. 

The great demonstration ot joy on 
the part ot the employees at the .ic­
tion of the court would seem to show 
they arc thankful for what is handed 
them, no matter what It may be. 

The wonderful decision that "wool­
en cloth la not clothing" goes to show 
the great advantage of being finan­
cially able to hire the most brilliant 
legal luminaries to corjduct one's de­
fence in time of stress. So far as we 
are able to "learn from the report no 
attempt was made to disprove the 
charge of proflteering. It simply 
'wasn't necessarj-. 

This precedent, having been duly 
established, we may soon expect to 
learn that flour Is not bread, that 
sugar Is not food, that coal is not 
heat and power and that steers are 
not roast beef, all of 'which will be 
equally reasonable when you come to 
think of It. .-^Iso, we have forcibly 
recalled to our attention what we 
have long felt: to be true, that law 
Is not always Justice. We expect 
some editor within our ken will pre­
sently Witke up and come out with 
caustic criticism of the situation, but 
so far thc moulders of public opinion 
are strangely silent. 

With happenings of a like nature 
coming to notice with considerable 
frequency many profess surprise at 
the unrest that still prevails and that 
so many distrust the claims of equal­
ity ot rich and poor beforo the law, 
which is suppased to be a fundament­
al principle of our government. 

It does riot seem so awfully stran;;e 
to us. V. T. K.

It will be 
noted t h a t the letter sets forth Eiistem 
standard' time.

Dr. Ca|rns made a easy and gracelul 
beginning to his lecture by a tribute to 
the glories of Now England in sum­
mer time. At once, how-cver, ho call­
ed the minds of his hearers to serious 
reflections by directing their attention 
to a humnn ."kullj-.cstlng oh a table oh 
ono side of the stage. What was tho 
life that had Its seat in that grim 
rolic?

The prolound truths -which the lec­
turer presented to the minds ol his 
audience were seasoned with- humor 
and garnished with apt anecdotca. , He 
reSnlorced hla points by â  -wealth ot 
fact, a great part drawn from personal 
experiences and observations In many 
years and In travels over forty-flve 
states nnd over lands beypnd thc seas. 

Thc lecturer flrst emphasized thc 
necessity o l breeding thoroughbred 
"gee.io." The best "golden, eggs" can 
bc secured only IrOm minds that are 
the result o l an eftb'rt'to Improve the 
stock. He laid great stress upon tho 
Importance ' of right environment. 
"Put your gpo.se In n clean, airy goose-
yard If you expect It to lay golden 
egge." Tho tqutil Importance of the 
right kind of food received duo em­
phasis. The best nnd most valupblc 
life comes out o l a mind nourished 
with wholeaome Jood." Tou can't get 
golden eggs If you feed your goose 
sawdust." 

In conclusion tho speaker apoke 
about thc "eggs" themselves. Talents 
cijiployed In sin and crime nro "rotten' 

eggs." Ho made a powerful plea 
against using tho "gold frpm one's 
head for the worthless things ot life."
