Hon., Rufus B. Stone made an in-
teresting address on-Colembia at yes-
terday’s (June .30) - weekly luncheon
‘of the Bradford Conopus club, the last
regular meeting of the club before the
summer recess. Mr., Stone held the
rapt attentlon of a large attendance
throughout. his ‘remarks, and at.the
close of his address was given threae
cheers by the assemiblage. Mr, Ston¢
evoked prolonged applause when, in
response to a question as to the Pan-
ama jncident, he summarized the
events leading to President. Roosevelt's
recognition of the republlc of Panama,
justitying Roosevelt's course. {n that
affair., In. replying to this question
Mr. Stone siid: /

*“You ask. me concerning what Is.

known as. the Panama esincident.. I
shave given careful consideration-to the|
ppublished records, In the absence of
the Colomblan minister,.
with Colombla was ‘signed by Colom-
bia's. representative in charge.  The
treaty was rejected by the Colombian
congress, There is reason to belleve
that the rejectlon was due to Germgn
intrigue, - ‘Roosevelt knew that' Ger-
many had been trying to secure one
of the West Indian Islands as a base
of operations.” He could accept the
‘decision of Colombla and relinquish
the project, or he could proceed to
construct. the canal, regardless of}
Cplombia, by virtue of the behests of
the civilized world, corresponding to
the right of eminent domain. . This he
contemplated, but meanwhile;, without
the slightést complicity on his part,
revolution arose in Panama, and in-
‘dependence was declared.” *
. “Roosevelt - was not without knowl-
édge Qf the existence of the spirit of
rebelliion. He knew there had been
63 revolutions in Panama in 53 vears.
He knew, 4lso, of the obligation of the
United States to prevent destruction
of property. Accordingly he moved
-a man-of-war Where it could be avall-
‘able, but: it was unnecessary. Under
the direction of Varilla, the ' first
minister from Panama, the revolution
was Jmmedlately successtul, Presi-
dent Roosevelf “recognized the new
republic of Panama, and without de-
lay its independence was recognized by
Great Britian, ' In a communication
to La Naclon, a leading daily of Bar-
ranquilla, a few days before I left
that city, I appealed for a spirit of
fraternity between the two republics
in the great enterprises now in the
foregrounds, such as the problem of
transportation, in which the United
States could most effectively co-op-
erate, and ventured to say that by
reason of the sacrifices which Theo-
dore Roosevelt had made, and sought
to make for his country, he has be-
come so endeared to the American
people that they will not tolerate any
action which implied a reflection upon
him.”

Prior ‘to responding to questions
asked him by club members, Mr, Stone
spoke in .part as follows:

“Beginning where I left off, with the
coffee, let me say that coffeec is the’
imost valuable' export product of Col-
ombia, - The exportation this yedr will
probably reach 700,000 sacks of the
approximate value of twelve milion’
dollars. - Cogee Is grown upon the
slopes 0f the Andes at an altitude of
from two thousand to seven thous-
and feet.above sea level, As in other
tropical countries, it is never served
until it has been roasted black, Mav-
ing thus touched upon the material re.
sources of the republic, let me say, in
a figure of speech, that Colombia Is
a sleeping giant. Its natural resources

are marvelous beyond description.
It3 emeralds are the finest in the
world.  In respect to platinum, it

leads all other countries. Before .the
discovery of gold in California and
Australia, it was Europe's chief source
of gold supply; but in great. measure
the resources of Colombia are yet un-
known. Two-thirds of its area is un-
inhabited and mainly unexplored, It
is & land of contrasts, the land of the
jungle and of the snow- -capped peak;
the land of the soaring eagle and the
revolting buzzard, sacred bird in all
tropical lands, scavenger of the air,
the flying squadron of the department
of public health, There are contrasts,
too, 4n population: the Spanish negro
of the coast citles and lowlands, the
brown people of the interior, result-
ing from the mixture of the Spanish
blood with that of the Chibcha In-
dian race, cotemporary with the Az-
tecs and Incas,‘ and the white cities
of .the plateaus, In fact, § visitor in
Colombia is a 'visitor of three coun-
tries; the lowlands with their prod-
ucts of cotton, rice, tobacco, cane and
cocoanuts, the mountain slopes with
their zones of coffee and of minerals,
and the highlands with .their graz-
Ing and fruits.”

“By an early.law of Antlosuia, the
most productive mining department
of Colombia, emeralds ahd rock salt
were reserved to the nation, gold, sil-
ver, copper and platinum to the de-
partment, all othgr minerals to the
owner of the soill and this law of
1913 adds petrole deposits In pub-
lic lands to the erals reserved by
the nation. Fiftden Important oil-
producing compan{fs have already en-
tered the fleld, and large fnvestments
are contemplated. There 18 no ground
for apprehension arlsing from forelgn
publications that American interest
In the ofl fields of Mexico and Colom-
bia are to become subordinate. Never-
theless, the time has come when they
should be well guarded fn the diploma-
cy of the United States, The impor-
tance of the relations of this country
to Colombia can hardly be over-rated;
first, because of its proximity, and be-
cause,  also, of its vast natural re-
sources, bocause it is tho only South
Ameriean ropublic whose shores are
washed by two oceans, having a front.

“I am writing these lines from the
Groton Inn.: And. the fates were kind
In sending me to a spot at once so
beautiful and . so full of historic in-
‘terest,” The llbrary here was closed
when ‘I arrived, but my steps were
directed to the pleasant home of Mirx
Boutwell the . dpbghter of Governor
Boutwell who was for so many years

one knows'Groton bettef than Miss
Boutwell, and I was fortunate in hav-
ingher rich 'stores of Information
placed at my disposal, -

Where - did the -Tarbell
live?" That was-the first question I
asked her, and, following her instfuc-
tions, I found the site where the Tar-
bell house used to stand. The most
{:raphlc pages of fiction have no more
.thrilling or romo.ntlc story than that
of these children xtho were stolen by
the Indlans and éarrfed away to Cana-
da, In the month- of June, 1717,

The names of these children were
Sarah, John-and Zecariah. Sarah was
‘14, John was 12, and Zecirlah seven
years of age, at’'the time they were
carried into captivity, It was one of
those glbrious June days such as we
are now enjoying, when these Tarbell
children - went {nto the meandows to
gather flowers, and to Indulge In
youthful sport. Returning to " the
house early In the evening, they did
not enter at once, but ‘climbed the
cherry tree, whose fruit hung tempt-
ingly, :

As they were, feasting on the wish-
ed for frult, they looked down "anl
were Irozen with terror on beholding
the treé surrounded by ,Indians. The
savages brandished their fomahawks
threateningly, and made signs for the
children to 'descend. To make -an
outcry meant certain death, and in-
deed the tongues ' of these children
were almost paralyzed . with fright.
They climbed quietly down and suf-
rered themselves’ to be led away into
the woods.

That was. the la<t those Tarbell
children ever saw of Groton. These
Indians carrfed  them .to Canada,
adopted them lnto their tribe, and
<0 brought them up’ that they came to
have little remembrance of past days
and ways, Upon their adoption, the
boys were compelled to run the
gauntlet, and’ when they had recov-
ered from the effects of the ordeal,
their hair was pulled out, save a small
knot which was ornamented with
feathers.

Their noses and ears were plerced,
the jewels placed therein; paint, wam-
pum belts and Indian garménts com-
pleted their costume and the toma-
hawk and the bow and arrow were
placed in their hands, ‘These boys be.
came chiefs of the tribe, and so
thoroughly did they bécome Indians,
that when at length Governor Dudley
sent messengers to treat with the
governor -general of Canada for their
release, they were unwilling to return.

The  littie Sarah grew. up, and
through the inbuecnce of Father Du-
bois, a priest of the tribe, was adopted
into the family of a wealthy French
official. One of her rolatives, Lydia
Longley, who hud been carried away
by the Indians 30 years before, was
under the charge of the Sisters of the
Convent of Notre Dame, Montreal.
‘Sarah visited this relative, entered the
institution at her own request, served
her novitiate and was admitted to
membership in the order. ~Her name
Sarah was changed to Marguerite, and
there In the little cemétery of the
convent she lles buried. What ' I
found when I visited here in Groton
this morning, the spot where she. was
born, must walit until tomorrow.

On my way to visit the site of the
house In Groton from which those
Tarbell children were carrled away
into captivity by the Indians, I stopped
at the Wharton place, where Margaret
Fuller lived for 'a time. - As I walked
through the charming garden, and
felt the inbuence of the peaceful and
narmonious landscape view which it
commands I did not wonder that she
wrote to Dr.  Hedge: “The evenings
lately have been those of Paradise, and
I have been very happy-in them.”
Her reading here was a ‘tremendous
pace. Emerson sald that “her rend-
ing at Groton was at a rate llke Gib.
bons.” b

Continuing my ay I was con-
ducted under hospitable guidance to a
houge farther down the road, upon
which is the following tablet:

+ “In a house standing where the
present brick house is, died in 1803,
Captaln Farwell, one of the captains
of minute men, under command of
Colone! Prescott at the battle of Bun-
ker Hill. He was wounded there and
carried off for dead, but on regaining
consclousness, uttered the memorable

words: “I am not dead, and shall not
die until T see my country free.”"—
Placed here by James Lawrence,
1893."

The father of the James Lawrence
who placed this tablet bore also the
same name. and marrieds Elizabeth
Prescott, daughter of the historian,
and -great-granddaughter of Colonet
Willlam Prescott, who commanded nt
Bunker Hill,

And now, passing through an aven-
ue of fine trees, we come to the Law-
rence house, in front of which is one
of the noblest and most anclent elnis
of Massachusetta, Updn it is a tablet
which reads: *“This elm was fully
grown in the beginning of thils cen-
tury, -according to the testimony of
Samuel TLawrence, born under ita
shadow in 1801, i o letter to me,
daten June 25, 18l0 Placed here by
James anrence—1893." '

This Lawrence house !s also “beau-
tiful for situation,” and the view from
ita grounds Is extensive, and perfect
in it8 screno loveliness. And now, at
a point In the terraced garden, I was
shown the slte of the old Tarbell
house. Nearby, once stood the cherry
treo which was surrounded by the
Indians, and from which the Tarbell
children were compelled to descend,
and to be led away forever from the
home of thelr childhood.

He was born in Armenta ang. itved in
his native land until as {n the case of
the hero of the faith which he’ serves,
his family had to flee with him to
Egypt. The escape of his family and
himself from the massacres of 189¢
‘was almost miraculous. The family
settled in Cairo where the boy re-
ceived his early education and
learned the English language.

He was born In the fold of -the
Armenian Catholic Apostolic church,
the most ancient of the christian
churches, In Cairo he served ay
altar boy in the great cathedral and
absorbed the spirit and mysticiam
conveyed by its architecture, and by
musle, liturgy and symbolism of its
divine services. ’
Thence he came to America, where
the family settled in Philadelphid,
He attended the public schools of that
city. Then he took a course in agri-
culture to train himself to be atecacher
of agrlcultural chemistry. In the
course of his scientific studies the
impulse to enter the ministry came to
him, He prepared for his work ulti-
mately at the Meadville - Theologlcal
school and the University of Chtcago,
In the ministry Rev. Mr. Fereshe-
tian has had a pheénominal career.
In rapid succession he restored to
their former position, XUnitarian
churches in Colorado Springs, - Fort
Collfns and Greeley, Colorado, and in
Salt Lake City, Utah. During the
war he served on thd state committee
of the Red Cross and served as chap-
lain in the Colorado reserve watch, In
hia own church services he has com-
bined the beauties of music, liturgy
and symbolism of the anclent mother.

“Capacity for self-government” i3 as
broad and elastic as the world, and if
that should be the criterion for the
granting of Philippine lndependence,
America might as well say to the Fill
pinos, . “I will give you independenco
when it plenses me to do 80."

Fortunately, the American promise
to the Philippines is not based on such
obscure and abstract conditions. . It is
based “on & 'definite seizable thing.
When America, through her Congress,
officially told the Filipino people that
they would be granted thelr independ-
ence asg soon 4s they could establlsh a.
stable government, no abstract or ob-
scure condition was meant. Stable
government, according to. American
usage, means a certain, definite thing,

The United, States promised the Cu-
bans the same thing, that “when they
have established a stable government,
then American troops would be with-
drawn.” - As soon as the Cuban people
elected a government suited to them-
selves, capable of malntaining order
and fulfilling all international obliga-

‘tions, there was & stable government

fn Cuba, and American troops tere
withdrawa.

When Congress passed the J’ones
law, it simply borrowed the phrase
“stable government” from the Cuban
history and applied it to the Philip-
pines. The history of Philippine leg-
islation shows that in black and white,
With full knowledge of what it meant, -
the Filipino people accepted the Jones
law and immediately began setting up
the stable government required by Con-
gress as a pre-requisite to independ-
The stable government is now
a fact. It is indeed more than that; it
is an undisputed fact.

The officlal representative of the
United States in the Philippine Islands,
the Governor General, reported to the
Amerlcan Congress and the administra-
tion that “the Filipino people have es-
tablished the stable government de-
manded by Congress as a pre-requisite
for the granting of independence—
namely, a government elected by the
suffrage of the people, which Is sup-
ported by the people, which Is capable
of maintaining order and of fulfllling
fts international obligations.”

The Philippine question is therefore
no longer a question of politics, argu-
ment or supposition. To the Philip-
pine mind, at least, It is now a ques-
tlon of whether the United States is
ready to discharge its own obligations
fully and completely. America went
before the world in the recent war as
the avowed champion of “self-determi-
nation” and Filipinos cannot see how
America can consistently refuse to act.

The Fllipino people, however, have
ny grudge or grievance against the
American people. Thelrs {s a message
of friendship and gratitude. They seek
fndependence as the natural and log-
feal outcome of America’s polley in
the iIslands and of America’s solemn
promise to them, They come willing
to glve privileges and concessions not
fncompatible with thelr natlonal wel-
fare.

The Filipino people are whling to
accept independence umder any of the
following conditlons: TUnder a League
of Nations, guaranteeing its territorial
{ntegrity ; under the protectorateship
of the Unlted States for the first feow
years; under a treaty of neutrality be-
tween the United States, England, Ja-
pan, France and other powers, or even
without any condition whatever—abhzo-.
lute and complete independence. They
have no fear of Japan. Philippine In-
dependence, In our opinion, is not inim-
{cal to Japanese interests. The Japa-

. nese are now free to come to the Phil.

tppines, but at the present time there
are less than 10,000 Japanese o the
islands.. There are six tinies as many
Japanese in Callfornia as there are In
the entire Philippine Archipelago.

The Fllipinos are willing to. take
their chance as a natfon. Smaller na-
tions beset by graver problems and
dangers have taken a more hazardous
chance at freedom, and have suc-
eeeded,
