Another of Willlam Justin Mann’'s
interesting narratives.of ‘local history
and traditions appeared in the Boston
Post recently under the_title, *Little
walks about Boston.” The .grave of
\rs. Job Shattuck of Groton, to whom
he refers as Mrs. Prudence Wright's
licutenant, is in the old cemetery in
the center of the town, the gravestone
being inscribed with her name, Sarah
Hartwell Shattuck, and-a marker be-
side it telis of her services on the oc-
casion of which Mr. Mann writes.in
Lthe following paragraphs:

“It was g beautiful spring-day when
word came to Pepperell of the con-
fiict at Lexington and at Concord.
The season,was an early one that year
of 1775, and the children were out
gathering Mayflowers, some, of which
were half hidden.by the snow that
still remained in sheltered places. The
report of the battle naturally created
great excitement, and this was height-
ened by the rumor that British spies
were on their way from Canada to
 Boston, and might pass through- the
town, it befng on one of the" direct
roads between these points.

“The women of Pepperell felt toat
it was time for them to act. 2iéht
of their husbands and brothers and
tathers and sweethearts had marched
away with the Minute Men, and were
now assembled at Cambridge awalting
turther orders.  The women alonc
\swere left to guard against what seem-
'ed to them_an imininent peril to thelr
‘cause. Qulckly the word was passed
ifrom house to house, and the women
assembled, fired with the determina-
tion that no hostlle feet should cross
the borders of .thelr town, .

“They organized themselves into a
military company, some of those pres-
ent having come from Groton, and it
is belleved some from Hollls. Mrs.
Davia Wright was. elected ‘as com-
rmandcr of the company, and Mrs. Job
-Shattuck of Groton was appointed
ficutenant. The members of the com-
pany arrayed. themselvea fn the
clothes of their male relatives who had
gone to the war, and the ‘Prudence
Wright Quard’ must have presented.
quite a formidable appearanco. Some
were armed with muskets which stiil
remained at home, some carried pitch-
torks, and still othera carried such
formidable implcments as they could
find at hand. .

wJewett's bridge: over the Nashua

How many rogy-checked country
‘lads must have made their way to Gro-
ton and set forth on the fascinating
adventure of secking fame and fortune
in the great and much-dreamed-of
city of Boston! Such was’ a youth,
destined to become oné of the most
eminent merchants’ of the New Eng-
land metropolis, who mounted that
Groton stage one autumn day and’
whose high hopes of the future were
doubtless mingled with sadness at the
thought of leaving home and all thé
‘scenes and friends of his boyhood.
That early home, from which he had
come to Groton to take thé stage, was
in New .Ipswich, N, H, -

Nathan -Appletori, who +was the
youth just depicted, left an autobi-]
ographical sketoh describing that trip,
{n which he says: “‘It was Iin October
or November: 1794, that I took my de-
parture -for Boston. At that time a
stage ran from Boston to Groton. 1
was nllowed a hprse as far as Town-
send with my brother Eben to take
‘him back. From there I footed it with
a pocket handkerchiet in my hand
which contained all my wearing ap-
parel-beside what was on my back, I
arrived at Groton early in the after.
noon and the next morning I took the
stage for Boston, ‘We dined at Con-
cord and 1 recollect that -on passing
Charlestown bridge the evening lamps
were lighted. My brother commenced
business in 2 small shop in Cornhill.”
Ambitious Groton boys were them-
selves, of course, frequently among the
‘passengers on- that stage to Boston.
There are few more inspiring storles
‘than that of those brothers, Amos and
Abbott Lawrence, who left their fath-
er’s pleasant Groton farm and came to
‘the  city, where they achieved such
large reputation and fortuneé.. Amos,
the elder brother, was the first to come
to Boston, and the watchful care with
which he shielded his younger brother,
Abbott, who soon joined him, is a story
that is good to read. In their little
room in the boarding house bodks were
‘thelr recreation, and the temptations
of the city left them unscathed. At-
taining large success, their whole lives
were beneficient and filled with good
deeds. . : ‘
Groton Inn was originally a dwelling
house and just before the Revolution
it was occupied Dy the Rev. Samuel
Dana. He had somé trouble with his
conpregation and due, perhaps, in part’
to his lack of sympathy with the cause
of the patriots, was compelled to leave
the church and the town. Then the
house became a tavern. During the
latter part of the war the proprietor
was Capt. Jonathan Keep. It passed
through various hands and the sister
and daughter. of Charles H. Dodge
now preside over the Groton Inn, Mr.
Dodge seeming to have retired from
‘the active management.,

In the old days not only stage
‘coaches but huge wagons drawn by
four or aix horges passed through Gro-
ton and added to the revenues of the
tavern, These wagons came down
‘from the country laden with produce
and returneda from Boston filled with
roods for the country atores, Some-
‘times they would be forty of these
wagons in one day, and I was told that
the little front room of the inn used
‘often to be covered with the drivers
who slept there for the night.

“Gardening for womecey” says Mra.
Lorence M. Woodside of Winchester,
Mess,, “originated in the First Garden
‘when Eve was given to Adam as a
helper. Waile the record of her work
is rather incomplete, it is reasonable
to believe that she did more than help
to gather the.fruit.”

As an exponent of what women may
da for gardening and gardeming for
women, Mrs. Woodside is an example
to her sex A talented reader and
torceful speaker, the message she is
giving to women’s clubs and other
organizations must be productlve of

That she is not a mere theorizer,
her garden at Winchester proves. Her
interest dates back to the time when,
a child, she pattered down the long
furrows with her father, behind the
plow, and through intimates compan-
lonship with him learned the secrets
of mother BEarth. .

When buylng the home at Winches-
ter she looked for a “small house and
a big plece of land.” She was not
wholly successful, but did . secure a
good-aized back yard,” which was
spaded up for a garden while the fur-
niture was being moved Into the
house. For some time a “For Sale™
glgn on an adjoining lot disturbed
her, becauso she wanted tho land to
add to her garden., Her husband, al-
ways a city dweller, tried to dlseogr—
age her in the purchase of the lot.
baut she finally convinced. him that,
If cultivated, the land would pay in-
torest on the investment, and taxes,
and’ would incroase in value. It wal
rough and poor, but applylng . her

Movement-.are characterized as “des-
perate.” Here are.the principal emer-
gency situations, as touched on. by
Dr. Patton and his associates:

Formerly an American ‘gold
dollar ‘would' purchase two Mexican
silver dollars {n China, sometimes two
and. a half; now the gold ‘dollar in

1China will buy only 84 cents in sfl-

ver. Over a year ago the Amerjcan
Board guaranteed to its missionaries
abroad that they should not suffer loss
because” of- the exchange situation.
‘The cost of lving, already a sore
subject to many Americans, is a tragic
one to Americans serving permanent
institutions abroad. In Japan it has
increased 125 per: cent. since the be-
ginning of the war; in the interior of
Turkey it is up 300 per cent.. Native

in some countries through
necessity.

Part of the emergency lies in the
Paotingfu field, of Ching, which Dr.
Patton's committee describes as “the
greatest spiritual opportunity in the
history of missions in that country.”

TREATMENT.'OF 'HOG DISEASES
Alling Animals Should Be immediately
leolated Iin Clean Quarterse
Dlsinfect Pens..

(Propared by the United States. Depa.rt-
) ) ment of Asrlcu.ltute.) -

As soon as sl¢kness appears in the
herd ‘the unaffected hogs should =&t
once be remaved,to clean, disinfected
quarters, prefergbly without much
range, for by. Tunning over pastures
they may come in contact with con-
tagion. Their feed should be carefully
regulated and, I they have previously
been on pasture, should include some
green feed, roots, or an abundance of
skim milk. .

The quarters in which the sickness
first appeared should be thoroughly
cleaned, all bedding and rubbisb
burned, and loose boards and old par-
titions torn out and burned. If the
pen 13 old, knock it to pleces and burn
it. Disinfect pens and sleeplng places,
using airslaked lime on the floors and
the carbolic-acld solution on the walls
and cellings. Whitewash everything.
1t a hog dles from any cause the car
cass should never be exposed where it

may be devoured by the other hogs or
by pessing birds or beasts, but should
be burned at once or buried deeply and
the pens thoroughly disinfected imme-
diately. If possible, do not move the
carcass from the place where it falls;
