A few regular boarders were 
sometimes accommodated during the 
winter, also. By this It will be seen 
that in no sense of the. word could It 
be' considered that by retaining these 
convalescent soldiers here, anyone was 
put \o Inconvenlenco of hospital privi­
leges, aa claimed In the Statement 
from Wiishington. -- •

Tho ChoImeiey-Joiie«' decree that 

all patients at th6 oonvalesoont homes, 
stato sanatoria a i d hospitals be trans­
ferred to the Soldiers' Home at Togus,. 
Mc., which was,Issued.Ill the.morning 
papers of Bos ton IaS< Tliursday, and 
moro especially tho'orders received 
directly by . t h e Howestead convales­
cent patients. In, to-wn, aroiised con­
siderable feeling,, both among the pa­
tients themse lves ' and the American 
legion and cltlzen»,!Of the, town in 
sympathy with the organization. 
. Immediate ac t ion was'taken and a 
paper, drawn up-by'one.who had boen 
a law student .before-entering the ser.. 
vice, as a protest agjilasf this drastic 
measure s o unexpected. The letter 
was addressed to Dr.' Otis of the Bos­
ton bureau of the P)J|bllc Health-ser­
vice and was a logical plea and a 
plain statement of-facts, i t received 
tho signatures .i-of al'r .the ex-soldlers 
Tiow at the Homestead and copies were 
forwarded to : the . American legion 
headquarters, t h e yarlous Federal bu­
reaus of Boston, and t o tho Associ­
ated Press. 

The letter proclaimed the order as 
an Injustice to the .men-and spoke at 
length of tho Improvement of the pa­
tients here, o w l n g t o the food, climate, 
surroundings and care. It might well 
have beeri added, " t h e superior drink­
ing water afforded by the best springs 
in the state .". 

The letter cited among the objec­
tions to remo'vai from the state, that 
the "Hali bt Flags'! incident at the 
state house, Boston',! and the attitude 
o t the G. A. R. pn . the bonus question, 
show only too plainly that the con­
centration of -World War veterans 
with fhe \ e t e r a n s of the Civil war , 
would only create ;;dlsturbance, , and 
that "he w o u l d . b o : a brave man .who 
would predict that any g o o d c a n c o m e 
of this concentration." The writer 
goes on to say "There can be only one 
outcome If this course Is persisted In, 
and. that is that maiiy of the men h e r e 
will not consent to being sent so far 
from home. Of coiirse thaCcan m e a n 
but one thing, that;; the burden - wiU 
fall on those mothora and fathers w h o 
gave so mueh w h « j : they gave their 
son».-.to their oount&V^--; r^-l.^-- '- • - ' 
'-,'That ietfers oT' lSe^purpprt-Wsre . 
sent ' in from Rutland, Groton. Ster­
ling, and countless other of-the seven­
ty-eight . hospitals and sanatoria of 
thc state, haa been seen b y the ac­
counts of the daily papera. 

In a statement issued Vy R. G. 
Cholmeley-Jones, at the head.of the 
War Risk bureau, -Washingtorf, he 
claims that the purpose of the gov­
ernment in tho program for the fiscal 
yciir, June, 1920, to June, 1921. Is to-
improve tho hospitalization for the 
care and treatment of these ex-service 
men. He also claims that there are 
not in the state ot Massachusetts suf­
ficient hospital beds to care for the 
disabled veterans ot the Woi-ld war, 
cveii though they be permitted to de­
prive the civilian population of hos­
pital beds which may. be needed. As 
illustrative of this he cites the one in­
stance of the hospital at West Rox­
bury, now occupied, by the L'Vilted 
States Public Health service, the re­
turn of-which has been demanded by 
the offlclals of Boston. 

The situation as It now stands, ac­
cbrdlng to the papers, seems to be a 
battle of orders between the War Risk 
Insuranco department at Waahlngton 
and the Publlo Health sefvlce. 

The statement Issued by Mr. Cholm­
eley-Jones, however, should not be ap­
plied to conditions as they exist here 
In PeppereU. 

Briefly, tho Homestead, during the 
war and .after, has been regarded as 
the natural rendezvous for the soldier 
boys and their friends. C. B. Hamil­
ton, the manager, iH a friend of many 
of our Pepperell boys, kept in touch 
with them even after they were over­
seas. Through hl.s intorest in these, 
hc came to bo known as the "soldiers' 
friend" and when they returned, 
wounded or sick, thc Interest was still 
maintained and sprc-ad^to other unfor­
tunate ones In the Camp Dovens hos ­
pital. Ho thus became acquainted 
with many ot the surgeons tind 
nursos. Some of thc convalescents 
were constantlv helng entertained at 
thc Home-stead. ivlth thc co-operation 
of the ladles of tho Special Aid society 
of this town. U-ist fall Mr. Hamilton 
opened his homo to receive a small 
number of tho pntlcnts as thoy were 
sent out from the Parker Hill hos ­
pital, the work then being under the 
Rupen-islon of the Medical Social ser­
vice of tho Rod rross. 

I,ater a chance was made ttnA No­
vember 1st tho Homcstoad was 
oponcd for conv.ilescents under the 
PubUo Health service, and patients 
wcre .assigned here by Maj. W. W. 
King, surgeon supen-isor of. this dis­
t r i c t A short time ago all p.atlcnts 
needing treatment for tubercul.ar 
troubles wore ."̂ ent to Oxford, Mc., and 
the Homestead mnde a gener.al con-
valc-scent home "Ith no contagious 
cases. 

As was claimed In thc letter of pro-
tost against leaving here, all the pa­
tients needing recuperation and treat­
ment have found this pl.ace accept­
able In cvory sense. 

Having more applications than 
could bo accommodated easily, Mr. 
Hamilton has rorently Incurred con­
siderable expense In the addition of 
two largo enclosed piazzas at tho cast 
aide of thc house. Thoso not only add 
to thc already plcas.int rooms, but give 
a roomy out-of-door living room, or 
sun parlor and a fine sleeping^ porch 
above, both of which arc much ap­
preciated by •the present Inmates. 

Tho discipline at the Homestead 
has been considered by the towns­
people very a.itl.«fnctory and thc home 
atmbsphero, created by, Mr. Hanii lton 
and his parents is liked by the pa­
tients w h o remember their own homes 
and families.

Tti6 General Teiefione situaiion 
The rea.sou orders for new telephone service cannot be completed as 

promptly a.s.in the past, and that some orders are delayed weeks or even 
months, is that wo are trying to meet an abnormal demand for service with a 
sub-normal supply of the materials necessary to give service. 

It is not unnatural for persons moving into a house which formerly had 
telephone service to assume that, because of that fact, service to them is readily 
possible. For this mistalcen .".ssumption we oiirselves are chiefly responsible, 
because we used to talk about "renting'" a telephone, and even bill sub­
scribers for "monthly rental ." Consequently the mind of the average sub­
scriber is still fcicussed on the tolephone instrument as the controlling factor 
of telephone service. 

While the telephone instrument is indispensible. it is, only one of more 
than a hundred essential parts of teleplume equipment. Lacking any of these 
parts, a lelephoue switchbnard would be as ineffective as an automobile with­
out its carburetor. 

Some of these pai-t.s art niadc 'oy curselvos; others b.v dozens of specialty 
mamifactui-crs in various parts ol the country. We could incrense production 
if wo could (ret thc raw material and the ti-ansiinrtation.

Governor ' Boutwell was 
thon secretary of tho treasury, having 
beeen appointed by President Grant. 
When he arrived at the Boutwell rcsl. 
dence. Grant was too tired to see 
people. 

"The next morning there was a rer 
ceptlon at the house and thirty-three 
hundred people passed through the 
rooms In an hour, without any police-
man being present. ' A committeo 
from Worcester camc up to escort 
him to that ,cUy dnd he left in- a 
special train with them, after they 
had all taken, lunch at • the Boutwell 
house. Thero was also an escort of 
Groton citizens to accompany him to 
Worceater, somo of the ladiea being 
Included in this committee. Genoral 
Grant said "that It was the flrst time 
he - had had an offlcial escort of la­
dles,' and that he rather liked It." 
Women did not serve, on committees 
flftyrone years ago as they tiow do, 
and It seemed rather unusual then."

OOnuntmlcablo Dlscsxses. 
In - view of tho numerous cases of 

whooping cough scattered through our 
community, as well a s the regulation 
that c h l l d r ^ must remain but of 
school from six to eight weeks after 
taking this disease, a quotation from 
the bulletin issued by the State 
Health department in regard to this 
troublo may be of interest and' proflt 
at this , t ime. In this bulletin Stanley 
H. Osborn, C. P. H., the state epl-
deraologlst, reviews the decline of 
somo--communicable diseases In the 
past SO years. Tho quotation referred 
to Is as.fol lows: "Deaths from meae-
les and -whooping cough, instead of 
decreasing, have Increased to a cer. 
tain degree as the population has In. 
creased. It Is hard for-.people to 
realize that , thero are more deaths 
from measles and tvhooplng-cough 
than from scarlet fever. Greater ef­
forts in school hygiene would seem to 
bo the only way In ^yhlch this problem 
can be'successfully coped with, com­
bined with the education of the par­
onts m the necessity for the observa­
tion of quarantine and isolation pro-
cedures." 

According to Dr. Osborn, the tabu­
lar review of tho situation in practi. 
cally all other communicable di-scases 
in this state shows a distinct decrease, 
despite increases ' In population 
amounting to morc than 95 percent. 
Typhoid fever has decreased, owins to 
Improved water and . milk supplie-i. 
supervision ot sewerage disposal, im­
provements in sanitary ideas and the 
use of the typhoid vaccine. The drop 
In the average death, rate from diph­
theria from 1890 -to 1919 has beer,, 
steady, due, it Is alleged, to the al­
most universal use of diphtheria anti-

• toxin. Small-pox cases have never 
been numerous in this state, but a 
larger number of deaths from this 
cause wero recorded in the period

A new era of Independence, comfort 
and exercise Is promised to Invalids 
In an electrically-propelled chair that 
Is now being made by a firm of surgi­
cal engineers In London. 

In appearance It Is little more than 
a very comfortable, luxuriously-sus­
pended bath chal» or invalid's car­
riage. The propulsive motion Is elec­
tricity. It Is silent, travels a distance 
of over twenty miles on a single 
charge and has four speeds, ranging 
from a crawl up to five miles per 
hour. 

The control Is said to be so sim­
ple that any person, no matter with 
what disabilities, can sit in the car­
riage and start right away, and It 
Is fitted with reverse on all speeds. 
It is only necessary to hold the steer­
ing lever w-ith the left hand and gent­
ly push over the controller handle 
with the right hand. The nse ot the 
carriage renders an Invalid Independ­
ent of chair man or attendant, and the 
cost of upkeep Is said to be trivial.

Tragic Dtjath. 
A tragedy, none the less pitiful be­

cause It was necessary, waa brought to 
light on Monday, in the flndlng of the 
body of Miss Florence G. Sibley, at 
her home on Jlaln street, her death 
having laken place some days before. 

.Miss Sibley haa lived alone for sev­
eral yeara, and of late has been no­
ticeably In poor health. Following her 
seizure of about a month ago, whi le 
down town In one of the stores, •when 
for a time the physician CO'Jld find 
neither i)uise nor heartbeat, her health 
has b ^ n event worse, and the condi­
tion seemed to affect her mentality. 
She was looked after at that time for 
some weeks by the district nurse, who 
could gain an entrance to the house 
when it wa,s refused to some of her 
nearest neighbors and rel i t lves. She 
preferred to be alone, and was often 
not seen for days at a time. Also, she 
said she did not care to eat, and from 
her appearance It was only too evident 
that she was not properly nourished. 
Her finances were known to be ample, 
and It was thought the peculiar idea 
she had on the matter might pass off. 
It now .seems conclusive that it per­
sisted, even to causing her death. 

The district nurse, Misa Doyle, had 
been away on her vacation, and on 
Monday she thought to make a short, 
non-professional call of Mlss Sibley. 
She found the house even more close­
ly locked than ever, and went away; 
but feeling disturbed about the cir­
cumstance, reported the conditions to 
Miss Sibley's physician, Dr. Lovejoy. 
Later, arrangements were made, and 
both went to the house, where they 
were met by the nearest relative of 
Mlss Sibley, living In town, Mrs. A. S. 
McNayr. An entrance was effected, 
and the remains of Mlss Sibley found 
on her bed. She was partially dressed, 
as though about to retire, and there 
was no sign of disorder about the room 
or house. 

Medical examiner Bulkeley from 
Ayer was Immediately summoned. He 
pronounced death due to natural caus­
es, chief of which undoubtedly w-as 
lack of nutrition. No food was found 
In the house of any Importance. A 
dish of common oats was found par­
tially cooked, upon an oil stove, some 
blueberries, a tetv unripe pears and a 
little coco.1. 

From the condition of the body It 
was apparent that death must havo 
taken place some days boforo. probably 
the middle of the preceding week 
Mls-s Sibley was seen on Monday of 
that weok. by a neighbor, gathering 
bhioberrles near her barn, and that 
seems -o have been the laat ah« was 
seen out of doors.
