Notice to Property Owners

You are here.Jy required on or he-
torq January 1, 1921, to destroy the
§ypsy and brown tail moths on your
property in this town.

This notification is in accordance
with Chapter 381, Acts of 1905, as
amended by Chd,pter 268, Acts of 1006
which requires cities and towns to de-
stroy the eggs, caterpillars, pupae and
nests of the gypsy and brown tail
moths under heavy penalty for failure
to comply with the provisions of the
law.

If a property owner fails to destroy
such eggs, caterpillars, pupse and
nests, then the city or town is required
to destroy the same, and the cost of
the work in whole or in part, accord-
ing to the value of the land, is assessed
upon and becomes a llen on the land.
(See Section 6, Chapter 381, below.)"

The Selectmen ask owners and ten-
ants to codperate with the town in its
work on highways and other public
grounds by doing effective work ‘on
their premises. Citizens who have
cleaned their premises of the moths,
but find their trees endangered by the
neglect of owners of adjoining estates
should make complaint to the select-
men. The infestatlon of a residential
neighborhood by the reglect of a few
will not be tolerated.

The eggs of the gypsy moth should
he destroyed at once with creosote.
They should never be scraped off the
object on which they are laid. Care-
ful search should be made for gypsy
moth egzg clusters, not only on trees
it aiso on house walls, stone walls,
fences and in rubbish heaps, ete. Trees
in which cavities occur and which is
not desirable to cut should have the
cavities tinned or cemented. This is
important, The present and future
cost of combating thils insect can be
greatly reduced by cutting and burn-
ing worthless brush, hollow trees, ete.
A few trees well cared Jor are more
valuabie to the property owner and
the community than 4 large number
of neglected trees.

The nests of the brown tail moth
should be cut from the trees, carefully
coilected and burned in a stove or fur.

B. Boston of Hyannis bought
a carload of apples from Mr, Hardy.
The carload consisted of 741 boxes,
244 of these bearing Mr, Stiles' label
as packer and the remainder bearing
the label of Mr. Hardy. The state
inspector looked over this shipment
of apples, which came from Shirley,

and stated in court that he found
those bhearing the Stiles label were
not packed according to law, good

fruit being placed on the top of the
box and inferior fruit in the bottom.
The boxes bearing Mr, - Hardy's lahel
he found were not graded correctly,
gome of the fruit contained in them
not being up to the standard marked
on the box which was grade *“A.”

Grade *““A’ calls for apples not less
than two and one-fourth inches in
diameter. It appeared from the evi-

dence that the fruit in the boxes bear.
ing Mr. Stiles’ label had been bought
of Mr. Hardy and the prosecution was
not able to prove that Mn Stiles
packed the boxes. The court found
him not gullty and also found Mr.
Hardy not guilty.

Mr. lewis, however, the court found
guilty and imposed a fine of twenty-
five dollars. 1In his case the apples
were of better grade than those of
the other two defendants, samples of
each belng exhibited in court, Mr.

T.angtry, who, in the business world is
the largest owner of the Springficld
Union, a daily with a circutation of
over sixty thousand, proved to he a
highly 1ntr~rmtin;: speaker.

Now Power Station,

The new power station to supply
electricity for operating the Nashua
River Paper mills here, was put into
operatidn on December 2, when one
machine, or generator, was started
successfully, a second generator being
‘'started on December 4. .

The power plant, which is the only

one of its kind hereabouts, has been
an object of much interest.” Construc-
tlon of the cement foundations for the
same was commenced about two years
ago by the Shattuck Construction Co.
of Manchester, N, H. The station
house is of brick, 30x60, and fifty feet
high above the .concrete foundation.
The swjtehboard 'is one of the newest
type, and a large one. The electrical
equipment has been -installed under
the supervision of Elbctrician B.. H.
Allen, with his assistants, Clinton Far-
row of Charlestown, N. H., and Leroy
Cook, Willlam Reed and Henry Mes-
ser of this town. In his anxiety for
all details Mr. Allen has spent all his
waking and most of his sleeping hours
in the power house. For the past
week, following the high water caused
by the heavy rains on Sunday, the en-
tire crew &f four men have been on
the alert to prevent any trouble from
the debris from the dam now under
construction and hearing completion.
Every part of the station and ap-
paratus is thoroughly up-to-date and
many who are ‘interested in this line
of work have taken pleasure in in-
specting during the week past, al-
though under the necessity of elimbing
a ladder, as the steel stairs which are
to lead up into the power station, have
not vet arrived,
Chief Electrician Allen, after twen-
ty-five vears of similar work, is pleased
with the successful results of his lahors
here. At present the plant is produc-
ing 3000 -kilowatte, l.ater, another
generator may be Installed, The plant
is to be under the supervision of Mr.
Allen, with an assistant,
