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HOW 70 REEP FIT—
SPINAL CURVATURE

Children’s Backs Should Be Ex-
amined Frequently to Detect
Beginning of Trouble

The public thinks of spinal curva-
ture as un obvious deformity which
can be seen cruss the street. This
is the condition which resalts from
neglect of these cases in the early
stuees.  Any deviation from the per-
fect perpendicular constitutes spinal
curvature rml should be detected in

TO WASH DELICATE FABRICS

Soapbark, Starch Water or Bran Wa.
ter Advised by Government Home
Economics Specialists.

When the actlon of soap is likely to
injure a delicate color, use soapbark,
starch water, or bran water, advise
home economics specialists of the
Untted States Department of Agricul-
ture. -

Soapbark, although not a soap, when
heated in water wlill form suds. To
prepare It for use, boil for ten min-
utes a cup of the bark with 1 quart
of water; then cool and straln the
liquid. The *“soapy" water may be
used full strength for the sponging. or
diluted for washing; half of this
amount is enough for 14 tub of water,
Since the liquid is brownish, it should
be used only on dark colored goods.

Starch water is especially good for
cleaning delicate cotton fabrics. This
s usually made by adding thin starch
paste to the wash water. Water In
which rice has been boiled, if it is not
discolored, may be used {nstead. If it
is not desirahle to have the material
starched slightly, it must be rinsed
in salt water.

Wis. superintende »f Advanced
Registry of the Holstein “riesian as-
vocition of America, Ivo Russell of
this town, has one of his purebred
registered Holstelns listed. This cow,
Mollie Muata, is reported as having
made at the age of five years and
nineteen days, a record of 586.4
pounds of milk and 21.328 pounds of
butter fat in seven days, equivalent to
26.66 pounds of butter. Tests of this
kind are supervised by one or more
representatives from the dairy division
of the College of Agriculture, present
at each feeding and milking, to weigh
the milk and test it for butter fat
content. A duplicate sample of this
mllk is forwarded to the stute college,
where careful check is made bhefore
the record is reported.

that the superintendent of schools
shall be the executive officer of the
committee, and, under its general di-
rection, shall have the care and super-
vision of the public schools, shall as-*
sist it in keeping its records and ac-
counts and in making such reports as
are required by law, and shall recom-
mend to the committee, teachers, text-
books and courses of study. The com-
mittee cannot dissolve the union for
the employment of a superintendent
except by vote of the committees rep-
regenting a majority of the participat-
ing towns with the consent of the
state department of education. Such
towns must employ a superintendent
for a three-year term at £ salary which
cannot be reduced during the term.
Nor can he be removed except by a
two-thirds vote of the full membership
of the joint committee with the con-
sent of the department of education.
The committee cannot even reduce the
salary of a teacher who has served for
three vears, except by a general salary
revision affecting equally all teachers
of the same salary grade in town. They
cannot dismiss such a teacher except
by a two-thirds vote after at least
