Tho recent death of Edmund C. 

Converse, of Greenwich, Conn., is of 
interest locally as one ot our native 
sons, George Albert Drew, -iraa the 
superintendent of Mr. Converse's 
wonderful estate. Mr. Drew gradu­
ated frotii Westford academy and 
then entered thc Massachusetts 
Agricultural college at Amhorst. 
Soon after his graduation from the 
state college he was chosen by Mr. 
Converse to develop his big tract of 
land In Greenwich, Conn. Mr. Dro'w 
was a young man for such an un­
dertaking as he w a s aasignod, but ho 
was fully equal to it and has made 
Conyers Manor, a s it became known, 
one of the show places ot this coun­
try. 

Conyers Manor, eight miles out 
from Greenwich itself, is in a section 
noted for its beautitul estates. The 
estate of Mr.-Converse contains about 
145 acres devoted to the cultivation 
of vegetables, apples and peaches.

Sausages. 
Surprising as It may seem, there are 

1,700 different varieties of sau.sages in 
the world totlay. All nationalities love 
certain national dishes, nud some form 
of sausage seems Included ID thc cui­
sine of every country. China makes 
sausages, and very good ones, from 
tlie eastern point of view. Germany 
Is pre-eminently a sausage-eating na­
tion. Great quantities of this food 
are consumed by the people of Latin 
countries. In Itiily and France they 
are eaten more as a relish than as a 
dish, and tlie noonday meal often 
commences with thin slices of cold 
sausage, flanked wltli a few olives.and 
a pat of fresh butter. Sausages In 
France are associated with certain 
fete days, and a kind of blood sau­
sage Is always served at the Christ­
mas eve supper. Neither is sausage 
a modern food, born of economy and 
the utilizing of meat scraps. The to\vn 
of Koenlgsbufg, Germany, In 1558, 
celebrated the national dish by mak­
ing a bologna sausage more than 600 
feet long.

Robblns, his brother, Roger Robblns, 
and Robert R. Meredith, a friend, 
because ot England's alleged atten­
tions to Miss Esther Robbins, sister 
o.f the Robblns brothers. It was 
charged that a revolver or pistol had 
been discharged during the scuttle 
and that Prof. Robbins flred it. 

Shortly after this verdict had been 
given. Meredith sought a warrant for 
the arrest of England on the ground 
ot immorality. Judge John M. Ma­
loney, who represented the Robbins 
brothers and -Meredith, pointed out 
In connection with this application 
that England had been in court be­
fore on a similar charge and that the 
case had been placed on flie. Judge 
Atwood then refused to Issue the 
warrant on the ground that the ap­
plication was simply a "backflre from 
another case-" Judge Maloney de­
clared that he would take the mat­
ter before the grand jury and ask 
for an indictment against England. 

Prof. Robblns did not take the 
stand at the hearing; but England, 
who was calledi testified that he saw 
Robbins flre the revolver when Mrs. 
Loretta Lavender, daughter of Eng­
land's landlady, appeared upon thc 
acene when he was being seized, and 
turned. a flashlight upon hia assail­
ants. He declared' that when the 
woman tore oft Prof. Robbins' mask 
Robbins dre-w^.a gun and flred a shot. 
He admitted that he did not see 
Robblns fire at anybody and said he 
did not hoar him threaten anyone 
with the weapon. He simply saw the 
flash and heard the report. 

Under cross-examination by Judge 
Maloney. England admitted that he 
•had been married about fourteen 
years and that his wite is in Xow 
Zealand. He said ho had lived in 
Pepperell about seven years and be­
fore that in Portsmouth, N. H., and 
at Boston. His ntemory failed him 
as to the time ot residence at either 
place, what he did, by whom hc was 
employed, or how. He tailed to rec­
ognize as Robbins' gun an automatic 
pistol displayed by Judge Maloney-

Mrs. Lavender substantiated Eng­
land's testimony aa to her actions at 
the time ot the alleged assault, and 
admitted, that no threat had been 
made against her. 

Judge Atwood differed from the 
argument ot Judge Maloney that, be­
cause the complaint used the word 
"revolver" and Robbins . . actually 
might have had a pistol, this was auf-
flcicnt ground for dismissing the case, 
but offered to impose the minimum 
sentence and suspend it, pending the 
outcome ot the trial ot the appeal on 
the assault case heard early last 
week. This Judge Maloney declined, 
declaring it would take away his 
client's right of appeal.

This' outfit handles all 
the telephone facilities of the camp' 
and should they all be discharged, the 
telephone service would be practically 
suspended, as there are no tunds avail­
able for the employment of "civilian 
operators.

Practically all ot these Applicants are 
men with but short periods ot service 
in tho army, and it is believed by 
many of the older soldiers that the 
youngsters are making a serious blun­
der in leaving the army, disillusioned 
by the belief that they can easily ob­
tain positions in civilian life.

Hersey has very forcibly brought the 
employment situation to the attention 
of the command by publishing the 
statistics from the state free employ­
ment bureau In which it was noted 
that trom a daily average of 3160 ap­
plicants during the month of June only 
4 6 w-̂ ere filled. Included in the total 
ot 2733 former service men, only 58 
obtained positions-

The government family allowance of 
S15 per month to a man's wife, $7.50 
for the first child, $5 for each succes­
sive' child, to a maximum allowance of 
$60, is discontinued af ter . th i s month 
and.Jhls^fact has brought a desire in 
many of thfrnar't-Tea" men t o get-out­
of the army and seek a higher rate of-
pay. But in camp, the -wiser-headed 
men do not flgure their compensation 
in dollars and cents alone, tor with 
free quarters in separate buildings for 
their families, with head, light and 
ico furnished, with the privilege of 
purchasing food supplies at the sales 
commissary at considerably re,duced 
rates, a situation Is brought about that 
is far more desirable thati many of 
the outside conditions. 

Those men who receive an honor­
able discharge under this order wil l 
not be permitted to reenlist until gen­
eral recruiting is resumed. Those men 
who entered Into a one-year enlist­
ment during the big recruiting c a m ­
paign of lost summer and are soon to 
be discharged can reSnllst within 20 
daya from the day they receive their 
flnal paper."?. 

However. If a general exodus is per­
mitted at this time, and reports show 
the attitude to be the same through­
out the country, the army will havo 
less than 100,000 men In It, and re­
cruiting will have to bc immediately 
resumed to bring the force up to 
150,000. Tho last recruiting drive ex­
tending during the year 1920 and early 
In 1921 to enlist enough men to bring 
the army up to 225,000 unde'r the 
provisions of the act of June 4, 1920, 
cost the government an .average of 
$127 to enlist each man. A greater 
problem and expense faces the gov­
ernment If more than 70,000 arc dis­
charged under this latest order.

To tlic Kdltor: 
Effective July .17, 1921. Until pa­

trons of the postofllce comply with the 
regulations ot tho postofllce depart­
ment no mail will be delivered by tho 
carriers. They must call nt postofflce 
for their mail. 

Tho regulations governing the es­
tablishment of city delivery .service re­
quire that patrons, both business and 
rciidence, shall have provided suit­
able receptacles for their mall. A slot 
In tho door will serve the purpose. Un­
der'no circumstances will mall be de­
livered to a patron who tails to prd-
vldo a receptacle. 

The carriers must not deliver mall 
at the side or rear doors of residences, 
above the second floor or office.build­
ings not provided with elevators, or 
to separate suites or rooms in apart­
ment houses. 

Houses must be numbered, streets 
properly lighted, their names posted 
and there must be good continuous 
sidewalks throughout the Wholo dis­
trict. 

Thc street and number Is required on 
all mall, and patrons are requested to 
notify their correspondents to put the 
street and number on their mall, and 
do thc -same to all njail dispatched by 
them. 

To do so will facilitate tho handling 
nnd delivery ot the malls.

As for tho serge frock, thc sim­
pler It is the better. It must, how­
ever, hnve some toucli that lifts It 
out of tlie commonplace and makes 
It interesting.

Interestlng Onting. 
The Lunenburg farmers had a very 

pleasant and profitable outing and 
excursion on last Saturday. The or­
ganization had received an Invitation 
to visit farms in Worcester. Those 
attending from here made the trip 
in autos, arriving at the farm ot Fred 
Midgerly at 11.30, where they receiv­
ed a very cordial welcome, Mr. Mid­
gerly telling them that he waa sure 
they would be there rain or shine. 
They were then introduced to farm­
ers w-ho came from all over "Worces­
ter county. For thirty minutes be­
fore lunch the party listened to Mr. 
Woodriff of tho dopartmont of agri­
culture. He talked upon market gar­
dening and market ciuotations, by 
vhioh the Worceater market prices 
may be sent to the farmera every day. 
This gives each farmer a good idea 
of the price he should receive for 
what he has to sell. He sought to 
interest tlie farmers in these quota­
tions and said they would cost him 
one cent each day, just the price ot 
the envelope. 

Lunch was then served by the 
farmers putting the contents ot their 
baskets all together on a long table, 
and each one helping himself as he 
pleased. Mr. Midgerly furnished a 
truck load of soft drinks, which were 
much enjoyed. 

After dinner the farm received the 
attention of all present and they saw 
something doing in the line ot real 
market gardening. Forty acres are 
under cultivation .and are carried on 
by'Mr. Midgerly and his flve aons ex­
clusively. Peaa. string beans, lettuce, 
cabbage, aumrner aquash, beets, car­
rots and other vegetables have al­
ready been marketed. This spring 
they have sold -2400 bushels ot 
spinach and expect to sell twice that 
amount ncxt tall. They have been 
planted and are growing flnoly -40,000 
celery plants, 8000 tomato plants, 
30,000 cabbage plants, 14,000 pepper 
plants, 5 acres of potatoea, 3 acres 
ot lettuce, an acre of aquash, and 
beans, carrots, parsnipa, cauliflower, 
parsley and .all other vegetables 
grown by market gardeners. 

Mr. Mi<lgerly makea tho moat of all 
his land and grow-Ti aeveral cropa on 
the .same piece of ground. Spinach 
grows with nearly evory crop. He 
plants potatoea in rows three teet 
apart and spinach between every two 
rows- This he h.arvests whon pota­
toea are two Inches high. Four cropa 
are often grown at the s.ame time, 
two of spinach, one ot beans and one 
of aquaah. When the spinach ia har-
veated the beana are ready;, and after 
the be.ana are aw.ay the aquaah have 
plenty ot room. 

Mr. Midgerly haa two greenhouses 
which were vlalted next, containing 
tomatoes now being marketed. 

Mr. Greenwood's farm w-tis next 
vlaited, where they found three acrea 
ot beans and <a greenhouse full ot 
ripening tomatoes, but hla specialty 
Is celery. He has 70,000 thrifty 
plants. 

Mr. Kenney's farm came ncxt. and 
there they aaw celery, parsnips, to­
matoes, summer squash, beets, rhu­
barb, bcana, cauliflower, lettuce, oth­
er vegetables and a greenhouse of to­
matoes; also, onc of cucumbers. 

Mr. Cook's farm In Shrewsbury 
ncxt received attention and they 
found a farm without a weed; also, a 
flne irrigation ayatem so that Mr, 
Cook has no tear ot droughts. Ho 
raises all kinds of vegetables, but 
specializes In flowers. Beautiful car­
nations, Keranlums. chrys.anthemums 
nnd rnany othera, both in greenhouses 
and out ot doora. Ho hns used no 
barnyard manure for twenty yeara. 

It was eight o'clock when the farm­
ers arrived at home, feel ing satisfied 
that thcy had apent a very profltable 
as well aa a pleasant day.

UNREST 

By William !E. Kerrlsh 
In a series of, editorials recently 

published under the-t i t le "The catise 
of the world's unrest," the aristo­
cratic London Morning Post purports 
to enlighten Its. readers upon the 
question of the social and industrial 
distraction affecting the world to­
day. In the main the Journal piits 
forward the opinion that the world's 
unrest is due to tho hidden activities 
of secret societies In which the an­
cient Jewish people have a powerful 
and controlling voice. It is further 
asserted that one bf the objects In 
view is the establishment of an In­
ternational, or more properly, super-
national republic, so-called, wherein 
the power of Jewish flnance will play 
a major political part-

The- case of Russia is cited, and the 
assertion is made that the happen­
ings in that country are but a pre­
lude to what it is intended to stago 
all around this spinning globe- It 
does not appear, Jiftw«ver,--ahat 'ithe 
people," In the widest ahd proper 
sense of that term, take at all seri­
ously the warnings of the Morning 
I^ost, on the so-called "hidden dan­
ger," or share its views of the cause 
of the world's unrest- After all any 
real and lasting movement must af­
fect and claim for its own the ordi­
nary citizens ot a country before it 
can .say that it ha.s succeeded in any 
degree worth calling success, and 
both in America and England, as 
well as in France, the Ideas of Lenine 
and Trotsky have found and can flnd 
no logical pliice. 

The ordinary citizen of the western 
nations feels today as ho never felt 
before, that life is moro than meat, 
and the body more than raiment. 
Even the most commonplace among 
men are today inquiring of their 
leaders the real road to the peace of 
industry, the peace of nations, the 
peace of the aplrit of mankind which 
is distracted .now. ft Is because men 
are so often looking In vain to those 
vested with place and authority for 
the reai answer to their aspirations 
that they feel the wolght of what is 
perhaps in most c i se s but a Just and 
beneflcient restraint. The ordinary 
man in the street, both In Europe 
and America, has discovered that 
"life" means something more than 
eating and drinliing, than sleeping 
.and working, th.it behind all tho 
visible things ot tho world there is 
a master power .ind a master pur­
pose- A purpose so noble that it 
Includes in Ita s .ope every human 
being, however poor and unknown to 
his fellowmen he may be; what thc 
mighty destiny is. he does not know, 
any morc than generations before 
have known. 

How to fool the beating of this 
universal purpose, and In what man­
ner the common man may play his 
part, is among the unconscious ques­
tions many nre .Tsking. both directly 
and indirectly today. Men seem to 
feel that their ordor of lifo is out of 
harmony with the plans of destiny: 
thnt to adjust thc iiplrltual life of 
the world, as well as Its social and 
Industrial life, t.> lho eternal laws of 
truth nnd order. Is the flrst need of 
the world todny. Some men feel, 
also, that the powerful forces ot evil 
which at times attempt to hold away 
over the affairs of mankind arc at 
thia time loosed in fuller force, at­
tempting with the supernatural 
genius It Is claimed they possess, to 
prevent this rcndjuStment, and tho 
entailing happlne.«s and security of 
liberty and ponce. wKlch the perfect 
readjustment of tho world's soclaj 
and Industrial life would bring. 

It la to he hoped tliat thc forces of 
law. of order, of obedience to prop­
erly constituted authority, to thc 
laws of nature and tho la-ws of divine 
iwchltect of tho universe-wil l ensure 
by thoir o-n-n Just prerogatives tho 
salvation of civilization.

The shower was particularly heavy 
tn the western part of the town and 
in Townsend, the craSh of the thunder 
and most vlvld of l ightning being In­
cessant. After one sharp repoi-t Mr. 
Morgan felt sure that either his own 
house or that of the nearest neighbor 
must have been struck and made an 
investigation of his own house and 
stable, and went out to see it 
his neighbors' buildings seemed all 
right. Apparently there was no dan­
ger, and at length he retired. Both 
Mr. and Mrs. Morgan were aroused a

After an Illness of nine months, 
caused by a stroke of paralysis, Alon­
zo G. Conant. a retired Importer, long 
a resident of this city, died last night 
at his residence, 7 27 Wntchung ave.. 
In his eighty-fifth year. The funeral 
wlll be held at thc house Sunday af­
ternoon at four o'clock, and Interment 
win be made in Greenwood cemetery. 

Surviving are his widow, Anna B. 
Conant, only daughter ot^ the late 
Abraham B. Dunlap, who was an old 
resident of Plalnfleld; three sons, 
Alonzo B., ot Spokane, Wash.; Alfred 
D., of New York, and Arthur F., of 
Dunnclcn; three daughters, thc Misses 
Alice E., Anna L. and Amy J. Conant 
of this city; also a sister, Mrs. Wlll lam 
J. Brewer ot Newton Center, Ma."is. 

Mr. Conant had lived In Plainfleld 
since 1S75, coming here from Pas.ialc 
to join his father-in-law, the lato Ab­
raham B. Dunlap, then Ilvliig at 
Watchung and Belvldere avenues. 
For many years hc was an Importer of 
fruits, doing a large buslnesa wlthi 
Mediterranean countries. Ho organ­
ized the flrm of A, <}. Conant & Co., Ih 
1863, associated with hla brother-in-
law, Edw'ard Gllson, Hte retired from 
activo business In 1888, 

For some years he was nctlvc in 
church work and tor ma.ny years was 
a member ot thc First Baptist church, 
during part of tho pastorate of thc 
late Rov. Dr. D. J. Yerlccs. F o r some 
time In laler years ho attended the 
Park avcnuo Baptist church, which 
was nearer his home, 

Mr. Conaiit was a descendant ot old 
Now England stock. Hc w a s born in 
feoston,'December 16, 1836, the son ot 
Josiah r , Conant. one of tho best-
Ifnbwn trult importers In America In 
that day, and tho owner of much 
frans-Atlaritlc shipping in the ,days ot 
sail ing vessels. Ho wns tho ninth In 
aircet descent trom Roger Cohant, 
w h o cnme to America In '1623, landing 
nt Plymouth, but removing nimost Im-
picdlately to join tho Puritan settle­
ment In Massachusetts Bay, where he 
becamo tho flrst governor of Salom, .

School Mattera 
For many weeks the parents In this 

part of the town have been"apprehen-
slve of some movo on the part of thc 
school commiti'ee whereby the young­
er children -would be taken from the 
Main street school, trom grades two 
and three, particularly, and Townsend 
street schoolroom would be opened to 
accommodate them, as the rooms were 
overcrowded. 

Several methods were proposed to 
obviate the move, which seemed to 
many very undesirable and the agita­
tion at last was tooussed in a petition 
to the school board, protesting against 
tho threatened move. It was widely 
circulated amOlig those parents whose 
children would come within the ban 
of the change and received In all about 
a hundred signatures. 

The te-xt ot the petition, with the 
arguments In favor of It, was as fol­
lows: "We, the undersigned, parents 
of children in the Clara M. Shattuck 
school, understand that you are mak­
ing plans tor removing a part of the 
school trom that building and sending 
the children removed to the school on 
Townsend street. Wo would regret 
to have this action taken In the case 
of our children, as we believe it would 
be detrimental to their health .and 
education. We therefore petition your 
honorable body to seek whether some 
.measure may not be tound to relieve 
the present difliculty more satisfactor­
ily by some arrangement whereby thc 
children may enjoy their present ad­
vantages and attend school In a build­
ing located nearer the homes ot .a 
larger number." 

The arguments in favor of the peti­
tion are flrst: "Expense involved in 
opening .and operating Townsend 
street with no compons^ating .advan­
tages. Second: Most ot the chlidren 
affected would bo obliged to be away 
trom homc all day, carrying cold dln-
ner.i. Third; In addition to this in­
jury to health, the-educat ion of the 
children would be affected .adversely 
by poorer teaching. Fourth: The 
moral sido is not often as well super­
vised .at such of school, at noon and 
othor recesses, f Fifth: It Is generally 
con.sidero<I a backward step to reopen 
small .schools after consolidation haa 
been effected. Sixth: Supt. Pniull, 
when In town recenty made tho state­
ment that It would be most unfortun­
ate If thc committoe took the stop In 
question." 

This petition w.as dtlly presented to 
the school hoard at the regular meet ­
ing last week. It was not a matter of 
surprise evidently, as the committee 
had apparently made a decision prior 
to Its reception. Their report was 
that after due consideration It had 
been decided to request the superin­
tendent to nccept tho rosponslblllty ot 
adopting whatever measures seemed 
to him expedient to relieve tho con­
gested condition ot certain rooms at 
thc Clara M. Shattuck school build­
ing;, and th_at the school committee 
wero "preplTftd to support whatever 
action ho dectned necessary, to obtain 
the best results, 

Supt. Clarke, who h.ad familiarized 
himself with the situation .and the 
romedy therefor, expresses himself as 
willing to accept this responsibility, 
and offers a s a solution for tho diffi­
culty, no additional building or rooms, 
but the following changes In the pres­
ent quarters: 

An asslstnntNvll be secured for Miss 
Hubbard In grades two and three, 
Mlss Pond still having thc flrst grado, 
Grado flvo will be divided. Mlss Flor­
ence Plynn •will havo grado tour and a 
part of grade flvo, and Mlss Amy Al­
drlch wlll have the other part ot grade 
flvo and erftdo six.

The program which will follow will 
be under the direction ot the president 
of the Middlesex County Farm Bureau, 
Howard S. Russell. The principal 
speakers wll be the president of the 
State Farm Bureau Federation, Harry 
P. Hinckley, and the manager of the 
New England Milk Producer.s' a-ssocia­
tlon, Richard Pattee. Otljpr ofllcer.-i 
ot the bureau are expected.
