BOARD OF SELECTMEN

Notice to Property Owners

You are hereby required on or be-
fore Janunry 1, 1822, to destroy the
gypsy and brown tail ‘moths on your
property in this town.

This notification i3 in accordance
with Chapter 132 of the General Laws
which requires cities and towns to de-
stroy the eggs, caterpillars, pupre and
nests of the gypay and brown tail
moths under heavy penalty for faflure
to comply with the provisions of the
law.

I1f a property owner falls to destroy
such eggs, caterpillars, pupae and
nests, then the city or town i8 roquired
to destroy the same, and tho cost of
the work in whole or in part accord-
ing to the value of the land, s assess-
ecd upon and becomes a llon on the
land, (Sce Scction 18, Chapter 132,
below.)

The selectmen ask owners and ten-
anta to co-operate with the town in its
work on highways nand othor public
grounds by dolng offective work on
thoir premises. Citizens who have
cleaned their promises of the moths,
but find their trocs ondangered by the
neglect of owners of adjoining cstates
should make complaint to tho seloct-
moen. The Infestation of a residential
neighborhood by the neglect of a few
will not be tolerated.

The eggs of the gypsy moth should
boe destroyed at once with crcosote.
They should never be scraped off the
objoct on which they are laid. Care-
fal search should be mado for Rypsy
moth egg clusters, not only on trees
but also on house walls, stone walls,
fences and in rubbidh heaps, ote.
Trees in which cavitiea occur and
which i8 not desirable to cut should
have the cavitios tinned or cemented,
Tho present and
future cost of combating this insect
can bo greatly reduced by cutting and
Wurning worthlgss brugh, hollow trees,

etc. A few trees well cared for are
more valuable to the properfy owner
and the community than a large num-
ber of neglected trees.

The nests of the brown tail moth
should be cut from the trees, carefully
collected and burned in a stove or
furnace.

Full instructions as to best methods
of work againgt the moths may be ob-
tained from the Local Superintendent,
John F. Tune, or from the State
Forester, State House, Boston.

Work done by contractors should
be inspected and approved by the
Local Superintendent before payment
for the same {s made.

be destroyed may be deslgnated In suoch
notice, and such requirement shall not
a%ply to the remalinder of said premlises.
The mayer or selectmen may designato
the manner in whioh such work shall
be done, but all work done under this
soction shall bo subject to the approval

of the forester.

Of the nine children of Nathanlel
and Kally Lawrence, two died in early
childhood, Their daughter, Elizabeth,
the subject of thix sketch, lived for a
time In the famlily of a neighbor, John
Fiteh, She often speaks of having the
care of the late Zachariah Fiteh in
his infancy. She also carned her live-
lthood by sewing, in which she was
always skilled, and during the miller-
jite excitement about 1844, she made
two dresses for Lizzie ‘Mason, the
daughter of Danicl Mason, a promi-
nent millerite, and another young
woman, who desired them for ascen-
slon robes and had them cut in the
form of loose wrappers of calico, with
flowing sleeves.

On August 31, 1849, Elizabeth T.aw-
rence was marrfed to Alvin Davis, son
of Silas and Martha Davis of Hub-
bardston.

Manager George E. Meérrill states
that telephone subscribers will not
.have to pay for the time their tele-
phones were not working as a conse-
quence of the. big sleet storm in No-
vember, Abatements will be made
for the time each telephone Wwas out
of service. In taking this action they
are following their usual practice in
such cases,

In Ayer, Shirley, Littleton, Harvard,
Groton, Pepperell and Townsend it is
egtimated that the service of more
than 1500 telephones was interrupted.

bullding up the superstructure of his
scheme, makes a fatal blunder in con-
nectlon with some apparently unim-
portant  detail—a  blunder which
wrecks his entire plan and brings his
operations to the attention of the
authorities,

For examnple, the chances were more
than a thousand to one that William
Brockway, counterfelter, being desirous
of securing a proof of g plate on
which he was workling, would select
a printer who was not a personal
friend of a prominent detective. But
chance, which so often plays a leading
role even In true detectlve storles,
directed hlm to a man who knew A.
L. Drummond, of the United States
Secret Service, well enough, .to call
him by his flrst pame, R

“This man came into my place ves-
terday afternoon,” reported the prin-
ter, ‘and wanted some proofs pulled
of a plate which he had with bim, I
took one look at the plate and told
him to come back today—sald my ma-
chinery -was out of order. He didn't
leave the plate, but he didn't have to.
I saw what it was—the figure $1,000,
surrounded by a lot- of scroll work,

“If he returns today,” directed
Drummond, “pull his proofs for him
and hold one of them for me. A couple
of my men will be outside your shop,
so signal them and they will follow
your customer,” )

The plan worked according to
schedule and, shortly after receiving
a proof of the mysterlous plate, Drum-
mond got word from- his operatives
that they had trailed the suspect to
a house on Greenwich street. In ad-
dition, one of the government agents
had recognized him as Willlam F.
Brockway known to be the most ex-
pert counterfeiter in the country and
_the man who had achieved fame by
manufacturing $100,000 worth of bonds
which the Treasury department had
accepted as genuine—only to reverse
its opinlon some weeks later,

Drumniond accordingly made a re-
port of the entire ‘matter to Wash-
Ington, and forwarded a proof of the
plate which Brockway had In his
possession.” To hls amazement, the
treasury officlals stated that the
figzures and the scroil did not form
a part of dny government currency or
bond issue and that, as federal funds
could not be used except in the search
for counterfeiters of money or govern-
ment bhonds, Drummond could not be
permitted to handle the case.

Accordingly, all the data was tur.q:d
over to the New York police, and
Brockway dropped out of sight for
nearly a year, until a rumor was
passed along from Washington that
the master counterfeiter was workling
on fgome coup which would be the big-
gest of hig career.

Drummond knew where to find
Brockway, but the secret service men
had to work under a handicap, be-
cause the ex-conviet appeared to have
an uncanny way of knowing just when
he was being followed. Then he would
sHp and twist and turn and lose him-
self, no mnatter how many men were
tralling him.

As a last resort Drummond enlisted
the services of his son, a boy of ten,
whom he sent to the elevated station
at Twenty-eighth and Sixth avenue,
with instruction to play around there
until he received a signal from two ot
the operatives. Brockway, not dream-
ing that tbh¥¥.zecret service had be-
gun to use children as detectives, was
unsuspicious and the boy followed him
untit he entered the St. James, hotel,
at the corner of ' Twenty-sixth and
Broadway. With that much of the
trafl already blazed, it was easy to
pick up the rest, and within a few
days Drummond was notified that the
counterfeiter divided his time between
the St. James and a house on Lexing-
ton avenue. His assotiates were two
men of about his own age, men whom
*Drummond recognized as Lewis Mar-
tin and Nathan Foster, both of them
proficlent In all branches of the work
connected with the manufacture and
passing of counterfelt money.

But even then Chief Brookes of the
secret service, declined to allow Drum-
mond to handle the case officially, be-
cause all the {ndications pointed to a
plot to counterfeit rallrond bonds,
rather than United States currency.
It was only when Inspector Byrnes
of the New York police force, asked
permission to use Drummond as a
private agent that Washington per-
mitted him to continue with the case.

Uslng the proof of the “$1.000
scroll™ as a foundation, Drummend
gearched through all the prominent
hond fssues listed on Wall street, until
he found Its counterpart—the central
portion of the bonds of the Centrnl
Pacifie raflroad. Armed with this In.
formation, which was cssentinl to the
cecuring of a definite and specific
warrant, Drummond ralded the house
on l.exington avenue and Martin's
room at the St, James' hotel. There,
in ‘addition to dles, seals and tracing
paper, he found fifty-seven counter.
foit £1.000 Central Pacifis bonds, all
of which were =0 perfectly executed
that one of the officers of the com-
pany said he would not have had the
least hesitation of cashing the coupons,

Brockway had sillpped up on only
one detall, the cholce of a printer to
pull the proofs, but this sitp cost him
five years In the penitentiary!

F A group of people were ship-

wrecked or otherwise cast upon

thelr own resources and were to lose
track of the date they would have no’
easy means of finding it again. Our
Yyear is an artificial one, and so must
be made by careful study in well
equipped obsepvatories. Without pre-
cise instruments it would be difficult
to fix the day when the new year be-
gins, ’ -

The ancient Egyptians experienced
no such ditficulty. Thelr year, from
which ours is derived, had & perfectly
natural beginning. - It always com-
menced on the day when Sirfus and
thle sun rose together,

The temples of Egypt were really
ebservatories, built to face this or that
star a8 it rose, They were more or
less elaborate, but all had as their
fundamental plan a long narrow pas-
sage down which the star’s rays came,
and a dark chamber at the far end
where the priest made the observa-
tion and where the image was kept.

The beginning of the new year was
an important event. We can picture
the scene as the priests, followed by
the scribes, lawyers, ‘merchants, and
the curious crowd, wind their way up
to the temple In the first streaks §f
dawn, and take thelr appointed places.
As daylight comes on the Interest of
everyone I8 centered on two groups.

The priests on the roof are strain-
ing thelr eyes for the first glimpse of
the coming sun, while those down in
the dark chamber are watching for
-Sirjus. Soldlers are stationed around
the temple to keep the crowd silent
and to prevent stragglers from cross-
ing the path of-the star’s rays in front
of the temple door at the critical
moment.

A shout bursts from those on the
roof as the sun tops the horizon. The
observers below watch thelr svater
clocks carefully now as the minutes
are told off, and strain thelr eyes at
the narrow opening where Sirius is to
shine. In a few moments Sirius itself
flashes into view, and the new yenr
has begun,

The Egyptians discovered that the
year has an extra quarter of a day !a
it. They did it by noting that on some
years Sirfus and the sun rose almost
together, while on others there was an
appreciable difference in time, and that
these changes repeated themselves
every five years. They found the
length of the year to within 11 minutes
of its true value, which was a remark-
able thing to do with the primitive ap-
pliances they had at hand.

The old Romans gave theirs in honor
of Jannus, the two-faced god. One
face looked back at the old, spent
year, and one face looked forward to
the new, fresh year.
