On Lake Como, in northern Italy, is 

a little cluster of hotels and shops 
called Bellaglo. Tbe place is near the 
boundary line between two countries, 
lu one of wbich F,rench is spoken 
and in the other Italian. English 
Americans, Trench, Italians and Ger­
mans ail meet here, aud the lingual 
condition is similar to tbat at the 
famous tower of Bal>el. Tbe botel and 
6hop keepers, boatmen und others are 
obliged to continually express tbem­
selves in one of tbree or four lan­
guages. French Is tbe prevailing 
tongue, with Engllsb second nnd Ger­
man third. 

After haviug flnished my education I 
decided upon a year's travel in Europe 
before beginning the practice of my 
profession, and tbat sumnier at tbe 
height of (be Italian lake Reason 1 
found myself at Bellaglo. Tbe hotel at

one of the tables on tills porcb. Tbe 
lake—or, rather this portion of It—is 
surrouuded Uy mountain peak.s, whicb 
stand out in boJd silhouette against the 
twilight. On tbe otber shore, a couple 
of miles away, tbe lights of Cnden-
abbla were beginning to glimmer on 
the line betweeu Ibe mountain base 
and the lake. 

At a table on my left sat a party 
some of tbe inembers of wblcb were 
speaking Italiau, others French. Among 
them was a beautiful Itailau girl. They 
were drinking champagne aud chatting 
merrily, wliile i sat alone, wishing thnt 
I iriigbt oven understand wbnt they 
said. One of tbe men addre.ssed a re­
mark to me in broken Euglish. 1 met 
him more than halfway and was in­
vited to join the party. 

That night 1 dreamed of the Italian 
girl, Signoriiia .\licla Jacontl. 1 bad 
carried 0:1 a spirited dialogue witb ber 
a t tbe taljle. our language being one-
tenth Italiau, onc-touth French, one-
tenth English' nhd seren-tehtha. panto-
niline.' Every one who kno^vs any­
thing nboiit love ;knows that as a don--
key feeds, on thistles so love thrives 
on difflculties. • .K man may make love 
to' any girl who speaks tbe same tongue 
as himself and go to sleep a t the same 
time. There's no Incentive In It. But 
when a fellow and a girl have but a 
few dozen words in common, nnd must 
"scratch gravel" to- make themselres 
understood tbo little god empties his 
quiver beforo them. 

Well, tbe next morning I hired one 
of tbose delightful little boats witb 
•wbicb Lake Como abounds, oach fur­
nished witb a canopy and soft cush­
ions, to say uotbing of a boatman to 
do tlie work, and the signorina and I 
wont for a "promenade." ns tbey cail 
It there, on tbe water. Perhaps you 
tbink there was uotbing for the boat­
man to do bnt to row. Xot mucb. l ie 
spoke Fi-eiifli, Italian and Euglish, the 
illiterate chump, while 1, a college 
bred .\iiiorican. knew but ono lan­
guage. Tlie signorina spoko French 
and It.Tliaii. So, you see. there wore 
threp toiigtics lu the |)arty.

His playtime mny 
not be restricted, but bis companion­
ship • with .other boys has beeu too 
closely guarded. . Tbus handicapped a 
boy. or girl either for tbat matter, 
goes Into tbo world of peopie carrying 
a distressing weight of doubt in him­
self. 

Only play will develop this priceless 
self conBdeucc. The boy who bas 
learued tbe bard lessons of life when 
he should bave been playing many 
times does accomplish mucb in life, 
but the chances are against bira, and 
he usually makes his way craftily, 
mistrusting tbose with w h o m be Is 
thrown and. refusing to credit tbem 
wltb honest motives rather tlian bold­
ly laklng his place among them nnd 
relying for bis chances of success upon 
a wholesome conGdence in himself. 

The le.ssons learned In boyhood are 
never forgotten and become an In­
tegral part of the life of the man. 

Too frequeutly aro childhood's by­
paths buug thickly wltb warning 
signs. A rollicking boy is told tbat he 
Is going to be bad.

Tiny ch i ldren .a re .wamed ' .o f .bears 
and , biignWos tha t will catch them, 
and later danger-.signals te lUngabont 
germs and microbes and miiltltudinous 
evils are s t rung along their happy 
pathway. ; 

Possibly thc rod may not be alto­
gether spared, but after all It Is the 
loving band that leads more quickly 
tban the red can drive, and it is the 
boy or girl who Is wholesomely lored, 
not coddled and secluded, throngh 
childhood who faces the ' world later 
with tbe tiest fighting cbance.

.genius to acquiring e:normous 'power 
over vast numbers of his fellowmen, 
In order to save himself from other 
keen and cunning minds drunk with 
power and filled with the mad lust 
for the possession of Wealth. And 
though he longs for the shades, rest 
and comfort, that sword of Danocles, 
the Insecurity and fear of want which 
Is ever present in this struggle for 
existence, coriipels men to fight their 
fellowman to acquire this power In 
order to survive. 

To remove this fear of want and 
struggle for existence and have the 
coriiforts and necessities of life ab­
solutely assured, would leave all the 
genius at man's command free to de­
velop all these natural resources and 
means of production and distribution 
for the benefit of all, and then rivalry 
for possession and such genius as 
Harriman's •would promote love, re­
spect and happiness. Instead of greed, 
avarice and dissentlon. 

As long as a part of society Is 
economically controlled by the other 
part, just so long will men acquire 
wealth and power, and control men 
through the system of private owner­
ship of the means of production and 
distribution, with all the evils attend­
ant thereto. 

When all mankind is economically 
free then mankind will be controlled 
by the power ot love and a sense of 
duty and brotherhood to each other, 
then the earth will ring with glad 
voices, and then tbat something that 
Is In man will have a chance to go 
on and finish that which It has be­
gun without a selfish thought to hin­
der its success.

Registry Free Is Increased. 
On and after Xovember 1 of this 

year the fee for registered letters will 
be ten cents wherever Uncle Sam's 
postal department reaches. The or­
der to this effect was signed on Tues­
day by Postmaster Hitchcock. At 
the same time the department Increas­
ed tbe department's liability for reg­
istered mail which may become lost, 
fixing the maximum at $50 Instead 
of $25. 

These actions followed recommenda­
tions made by a speclal committee 
now Investigating the registry ser­
vice and Is In accordance with recom­
mendations of registry experts recent­
ly In conference In Washington. 
Postmaster-General Hitchcock says 
these changes are the flrst steps In a 
movement to make the department 
self-sustaining.

Walter Theodore Saunders, oldest

How our business 
grew and how suddenly and effective­
ly it fell off. Is Indicated by our sales, 
which had grown from 14300 for the 
first six months of 1905 to over $90,-
000.for the first six months of 1907. 
The sales for the" month of September, 
1907, were over $26,000. From that 
time they fell off with a rush, and all 
through 1908 our shop was at a stand­
still. 

The panic came at a particularly 
unfortunate time. We bad dispoii'ed 
of but little over one-half of our-'au­
thorized stock issue. Our entire'p^d-
in capital was tied up in oiir plant. 
We counted on-aisposing of the bal­
ance of our stock for working capItaL 
The panic, made all kinds of securities 
unsalable. There was nothing for the 
directors to do but to stand by the 
proposition^, which they did at great 
individual sacrifices and risks, confl-' 
dent that upon the resumption of busi­
ness, capital could-be commanded. -

The citizens bf our town are under 
obligatlo.ns to our directors, who de­
clined to entertain any proposition 
which contemplated moving the plant 
from Ayer. Our stockholders are un­
der obligations,to our directors for 
declining to favor any deal that would 
sacrifice the stock, no matter how 
much relief it promised the directors 
personally. The executive officers 
have declined to endorse propositions 
that guairanteed them more than they 
would ask the stockholders to give. 

We have a good proposition me­
chanically and commercially, and It 
has been managed conservatively and 
honestly.

STATEJOLITICS 
Caucuses Will be Held Next 

Week, Then ttie Campaign 

DRAPER HIS OWN PLATFORM 

Some of the Fruits of His Adminis­

tration Seen In Reduced State Tax , 

Merging of Boards and Departments, 

to Save the Taxpayers' Money 

The c a u c u s e s to elect delegates to 
the various conventions will be held 
next week and the active campaign 
will then h e practically on. After 
the caucuses It will sooa • be deter­
mined who are to be the nominees for 
the various offices. So far as the 
state t i ckets are concerned, the lead­
ers ot both s ides are already well 
known. 

Governor Draper will be unani­
mously renominated and all the other 
s tate officers now serving will be add­
ed to the t l cke tw- i thout opposi t ion. 
The governor Is extremely busy these 
days represent ing the state at various 
function.s throughout the c o m m o n ­
weal th . T h e best platform he can 
possibly have is his record as acting 
governor and governor. 

Under h i s administration the state 
tax has been reduced by the enortnous 
amount of $1 ,000 ,000 . It will also bi 
noticed that during the last sess ion of 
the legis lature there were no recess 
commit tees drawing pay for work 
which w a s practically use less to the 
state but' which furhlshed occupation 
and compensat ion in the past to a 
considerable number of members of 
the great £.^1 general court. This 
was a s a v i n s which the people will 
appreciate. 

Merging of Departments 
Anotber splendid piece of v/ork 

carried out on the recommendation of 
Mr. Draper is the consolidation of the 
state board ot education and tho com­
mission on industrial education. 
Tliere was no necess i ty for both these 
boards when one could do the work as 
we l l . A.nother piece of legislation 
for .which the governor is responsible 
Is the change in the method of mak­
ing appropriations for improvements 
in harbors and public lands , whereby 
there is provided an annual appropria­
tion of $100,000 for each year for the 
period of three y e a r s . Under the 
previous log-ro l l ing policy of making 
these appropriations piecemeal In the 
legis lature , a great deal of money 
w a s wasted and some work which w a s 
really needed w a s neglected. 

The agitat ion for the* conservation 
of the s tate 's lumber supply has been 
materiall.v aided by the passage of a 
law rel ieving from taxatiO!i newly 
planted woodlands for a term ot 
years . T h e n e w fire l aws , a l s o , 
passed for the preservation of the for­
e s t s , are m e a s u r e s recommended by 
the g o v e m o r . T h e consolidation of 
the Charles river basin commiss ion 
and the metropolitan park.o commis ­
sion merges the former with the lat­
ter after a certain date and thereby 
will result in a large saving in salaries 
an;l office e x p e n s e s . Whatever work 
remains to be done on the Charie.s 
river basin after that cnmmi».=^ion goes 
oul f>i offico will b? handk'd hy the 
park c o m m i s s i o n . Another money-
saving c h a n g e was the merging of the 
gypsy moth commiss ion v.-ith the of­
lice- of the state forester. Thi.s mer­
ger has been found to work wel l . . \ n -
oth'^r piece of legislation recommend­
ed l̂ y the pcovcrr.or was that i>ermit-
t lns towns to lease lands to individu­
al? for the culture of lolisters and 
nioUusks. 

The Boston Charter Measure 
There is another measure which 

had the recommendation of the gov­
ernor and was supported by the lead­
ing cit izens of Uoston. namely , the 
Boston charter bill. This wa.s enact ­
ed after considerable opposition and 
imder It the governor has appointed a 
finance commiss ion which stands as 
one of the Btronge.st ever named by a 
Jtassachusetts execut ive . Its members 
Inchido ex-Congressman .lohn A. Sul ­
l ivan, .lohn F . Moors, ex -Po l i ce Com­
missioner Charles P . Curtis , Franci.s 
.N. Halch and Geoffrey Leahy. 

Another matter which had the warm 
support of the governor throughout 
was the act incorporating the Uoston 
Kailroad Holding company . Thi s 
corporation w a s organized to purchase 
tho stock of the Boston and Maine 
railroad held by a man named n iU-
»rd, a cit izen of Connect icut , h i s 
holdings const i tut ing a controll ing In­
terest In that road. Under the a c t a 
majority of the directora of the ho ld­
ing company must be cit izens of 
Massachuset t s , thus bringing back to 
tills s tate the control of the Boston 
and Maine. For two or three years 
this control has been held outside of 
the s t a t e , ostensibly by Mr. Blllard 
but probably through him by t h e N . 
Y . , N . H . and H . R. R. Very short ­
ly it is expected that the holding c o m ­
pany will secure the transfer of these 
shares from Mr. BlUardf to Its own 
vaul t s , thereby consnihmating a re ­
sult which m a n y c i t izens have d e ­
s ired , and straightening out a vexa -

, t lous t a n g l e , a continuation ofvwhich 
wouM>hafe benefited'Ao one . 

Appet i i tnient 'ef Arthur D . Hlll 
Une o f - t h e notable appointments 

made b y 'Governor Draper w a s that 
of Arthnr D e h o n HIU of Boston to be 
district a t torney for Suffolk county Ip 
place of Jobn B . Moran, deceased . 

I h o goversor had known Mr. Hlll 
for some time and when the vacancy 
In the office occurred, h e looked about 
h im to find a k e e n , energet ic , pers i s ­
t e n t , capal'ie lawyer to put in the 
p lace . He sized up Mr. Hlll as a 
man who could fill the position in a 
manner accetitable to the discriminat­
ing Boston public. That his Judg­
ment of Mr. Hlll was accurate has 
been proven beyond a doubt by the 
brilliant success which has followed 
h i s trial of a number of cases left on 
the docket by John B . Moran. Mr. 
Hil l has certainly covered himself 
with glory and proved a dist lcct 
credit to the governor who appointed 
h i m . 

Another excel lent appointment w a s 
that of Arthur 13. Chapin ot Holyoke 
to be bank commiss ioner . Mr. 
Chapin was state treasurer at the t ime 
h e was solected but his term would 
have expired at the end of this year , 
and having served in that offlce five 
y e a r s , he was not el igible for renoml­
nat ion; consequently the governor, 
knowing his sterl ing qualities and his 
keen business judgment , believed him 
to be just the man for the place.

T h e greater number 
of tboso are. naturally enougb , iutend-
cd for the use of their o w n sex, al­
though there are such occasional ex-
coptlcns. 

Other recent forms of tbeir inventive 
skill wheu it soared far beyond the 
needs of mere women wore shown la 
au automobile , a s team cnglue nnd a 
flying machine. Of sterner stuff than 
most of their s ex even lu this country 
of mil itant suffragettes were the In-
veutors who applied to patent their 
methcds of s trengthening tbe sides of 
ships iu tbeir powers of resistance and 
tbe n e w kind of invisible shield to be 
worn in war. Yet tbese superwomen 
were rare among the who le number, 
most of wbom devoted themse lves to 
such characteristic Inventions ns new 
kinds of hats for w o m e n and children, 
a method of wash ing furs, nn appara­
tus to kill chickens painlessly, uew 
fangled clothes for dogs and similar 
evolut ions of feminine necessit ies. 
T h i s exhibit ion Is a contrast to that 
w h i c h will soon be opened In Paris, 
dedlcntc<l to proving the social misery 
of women throngh their legal ond so­
cial Inferiority to mnn. It Is proph­
esied tbat tbe most stubborn opponent 
of woman suffrage will bo convinced 
by this cloqtient collection of docu­
ments , pictures nnd other evidence.

PUNKED BEEFSTEAK. 

How to Prepare and Serve Thi» Tasty 
and Appetizing Dish. 

To pluui: a beefsteak tbe Urst im­
portant step Is to lielcct your pluuk. 
This should be of bard wood, well 
seasoned, preferably of Ilve oak, hick­
ory, cedar or cherry, und It cau be 
made to order of a size to flt your 
oven, or you can buy u good o u e . a t 
tbe bouse furnishing stores cost ing 
from 50 cents up, according to size. 
One tbnt Is used for flsh sbould uot be 
used for liieat, a s thc flsh plank sbould 
uot be washed, s imply scraped eacb 
t ime after using, nnd Its flavor will Im­
pregnate tbe meat. If you have a 
homemade plank you can use galvan­
ized wire tacks' to bold the steak lu 
place, but the purchased oues bavp a 
wire a t tachmeut for this purpose, nnd 
some of tbem have also grooves to 
hold the Juices of the article th.nt i.̂  
being cooked. 

For planking a sirloin .or porterbouse 
steak is usually selected. It should bt.' 
cut thick aud be of the best qualit.v. 
If you desire your steak well clone It 
must tirst be placed on u broiler and 
broiled botb sides, one side being bet­
ter doue tbau tbe other. Theu fasten 
the well cooked side to the plank, 
wbicb should bave been heated In the 
oven until sizzling hot. Flulsb the 
broll lus uuder a gas flame or before a 
broiling are uf coals. For rnre or me-
diuin doue steak fasteu raw on tbe 
hot p l a n k - h o t enough to char It at 
once. 

When brijlled to suit the taste sprlu-
kle with salt , pepper and a Ilttle papri-, 
ka. dot with bits of butter and set on 
the opened oven door while .vou trim 
wltb the various vegetables. Tbese 
should be all ready so as to lose no 
time. There should be hot mashed 
creamy potatoes that can be piped 
around tbe edges of tbe plank, using 
a pastry tube, or tbe potato can be 
mounted into little rosettes at either 
end or equidistant. Between these 
arrauge Ilttle mounds of tiny boiled 
and well seasoned oulons. well season­
ed peas, carrots or cauliflower. Fill 
In open spaces with bits of parsley or 
watercress or surround tbe potato 
with a wreath o f tbe green. A lemon 
cup filled with maltre d'hotel butter 
can be plaeed at either end of tbe 
plank If desired. Mushrooms often 
nppear a s u part of the garnish, and 
from the meat Juice caught In the 
broiler or from beef stock a well sea­
soned sauce may be made to be pass­
ed when serving the m e a t Of course 
the steak is sent to the table on the 
plank, se t t ing It on n large sa lver or 
tray. 

How to Clean Wall Paper. 
To clean wall paper use the follow­

ing recipe: Ten cents' worth of liquid 
ammonia . 10 cents' , worth ot oll of 
sassafras , one teaspoonful (eren full) 
of soda, two teaspoonfuls (even full! 
of salt and one quart of cold water. 
XlLt the cold water with the Ingredi­
ents, tben ndd wbi te flour until lc is 
thick enougb to drop from a spoon. 
Put ill a covered pail, set In a kettle 
of boiling water and cook until done, 
stirring often. If It does uot stick to 
the hands when cool It Is done. Re­
move from the pall and divide Into 
"loaves." working each piece awhi le 
ID tbe hand. Take out only wbat Is 
needed, leaving the rest covered in the 
pall to prevent the ammonia from 
evaporating. Rub the wall wltb a 
loaf, working the dirt Into the dough. 
When ver.v dirty, exchange for a clean 
loaf. This removes dirt and grease 
magically and leaves old paper ns good 
as n e w when URed carefully.

How to Remove Rust From Steel . 
To remove rust from steel dissolve 

a quarter of an ounce of camphor gum 
In uearly half a pound of lard. When 
the mixture is melted and blended 
take off tbe scum, and when it begins 
to thicken add cnougb black lead to 
give a deep Iron color. Rub the orna­
ments with the mi-xture and leave 
tbem for a day and night; then polish 
tbem with a soft cloth and a brush 
tbnt will g o luto the crevices and aper­
tures. Anotber remedy for cut steel 
that is not badly rusted is fiue emery 
powder mixed wltb vasel iue or par­
aflln. This Is rubbed thoroughly into 
the steel work, and tben putty powder 
is applied with oll aud rubbed off with 
a soft clotb. To prevent cut steel or-
nn men's from rusting it Is a gocxl 
idea to rub thom occasionally with 
vaseline.

Tbe body of 
lluen Is a network of transparent flbers 
not in optical contact wblch totercept 
tbe light by repeatedly reflextog i t 
Now, if the- Interstices of these flbers 
are filled by a body of the same refrac­
tive index as the flbers themselves the 
reflexion of tbe surface Is destroyed 
and the linen Is rendered more trans­
parent Water does this; hence linen 
when wet Is darker, but more trans­
lucent just as is the oUed paper used 
for tractogs by architects and engi­
neers. The same holds good with, ordi­
nary glass and ground glass, the re 
peaj<3a reflections of the latter making 
it t5̂ " less transparent. ' To a similar 
cause are due the whiteness and opac­
ity ot snow, pf solt and ot pulverized 
glass.
