In the year 1832 the Humane society
of Massachusetts gave to Rufus Hazard
of Groton a premiumm of ten dollars
for saving the life of Samuel Williams,
While the fact is now entirely forgot-
ten, it may be well to put on record
the following entry found on page 58
of the History of the Humane Society
of Massachusetts (Boston, 1876).

To Rufus Hazard, a colored person,
for extraordinary exertion and great
hazard, in attempting to save Samuel
Williams, who had sunk in Squamcook
(Squannacook) River.

Hence
the stimulus of our times of varied
researches that puts into effect for
human well-being thé joint forces of
science and high moral purpose, which
now animate an ever-increasing army
of scholars and lovers of God and man.

His
father, a man of wide culture, taught
him several languages in his early ~
childhood. At Tufts college he made
an enviable reputation as a student.
He took an-active interest in the so-
citul affairs of the college and was.
popular with his mates. Just what
mental pabulum Boston feeds her
yvouth is not definitely known. . The
recipe is secret—in the interests of
“Boston for the Intellectuals, now and ~
forever.” ’

SUFFRAGE DISCORDS.

Mrs. Belmont’s Ascendency a Bone of
Contention.

Unless all sigus fall there are going
to be serlous ructions of some sort in
the woman suffrage camp. So many
are thelr woes that it would take too
much time to enumerate them, but
everything goes back to the national
eouvention in Seattle last summer,
when the national association voted to
move {ts headquarters from the peace-
ful little town of Warren, in Illinols,
to New York. As soon as this decision
was reached the bird of peace spread
its wings aud took its departure to
parts unknown. The western sisters
murmured. The metropolis would swal-
low up the headquarters, they thought,
and they would be left out In the cold.
The New York suffragists also had
thelr misgivings, ‘I'be headquarters,
they prophesied, would swallow New
York.

From the point of view of the two
classes of malcontents both these pre-
dictions have now bappened. Com-
plaipts that the national otfice is ab-
sorbed with local at¥airs and oblivious
to constitutional amendments and oth-
er jssues pending in the west reach the
east daily, and the local organizations
on their part complain of encroach-
ments on their preserves by the na-
tional office, while the state oflice is
declared to be an equal sinuer.-

*“There are upward of a score of
counties in New York state that
haven’t even an organization,” a local
suffragist remarked tartly, *“and yet
the state officers spend the greater part
of their time In New York."”

The association of Mrs. O. H. P. Bel-
mont with these two organizations
makes the situation acute. When the
two bodies acceded to her proposition
to make their removal to New York
financially possible her capacity for
leadership- was not reckoned with.
Now, as her figure has loomed larger
and larger in the public eye, the query
of Cassius, 'Upon what meat doth this
our Caesar feed that he {s grown so
great?” has been repeated with suit.
able modifications. One of the specitic
complaints anent the relations of the
suffrage organizations with this partic-
ular patron is that her financial contri-
butions are always made for a specific
purpose instead of being paid into the
treasury to be expended as the execu-
tive sees fit.

The next meeting of the Nationa)
Woman Suffrage association will be
beld in Washington in April, and all
these issues are likely to come to a
bhead there. The association elects its
president every year, and a well known
western woman is talked of as tbe
probable nominee of the insurgent par-
ty. The present president, the Rev.
Anna Howard Shaw, has held office
for elght years.

London's Latest Craze.

Last year roller skating in London
was the pastime of the moment. This
year & novel and exciting feature bas
been added to it. At the Empress
Skating rink at Earl’s court a ‘skat-
ing switchback” has been set up. This
device, which, by the way, is the first
of its kind. is a sort of sloping plat-
form (very - like that on which the
switchback cars run up and down).
This stretches from end to end of the
building, and down it those who like
new sensations glide merrily on their
roller skates. Rather terrifying, but

Give
ber work that will gradually grow un-
der her tiny fingers and not long
seams that madden a nervous child.
Ten minutes at a time will be long
‘enough {f the little one shows any
restlesspess or lack of Interest, and
IFit
up a little workbox, using a clean
pasteboard box. and put in it a little
thimble, a swall pair of bluutly point-
ed scissors. two spools of white cot-
ton, a tiny pincushion and aun equally
small needle book., with half a dozen
No. 7 needles in it, and an emery
cushlon for rusty ucedles.

Commence with a plain under'gar-
ment for the doll, cutting it out in two
pieces and pinniug the sides together.
Get soft muslin to make it easy for
baby fingers to handle. Give the child
a needle to look at. let her handle it
and then take No. 40 cotton, show her
how to cut the end of the thread diag-
onally so as to make it go -easily
through the eye of the needle and how
to roll the thread between the Gingers
if split at the end. Threading a needle
correctly and making a Kknot*in the
longest end of the thread (over the
left first finger) that will be small and
compact will be suflicient for the first
lesson.

The rules of the District Nurse as-
gociation are now ready for publica-
tion, and we print herewith the same.
It is particularly gratifying to state
that to date, Miss Spragg, the nurse,
has made sixty-nine visits. Every one
should carefully read ‘the rules and
then it will be easy to appreciate what
a valuable organization is at the call
of any body or any family in need of
nursing service,

RULES.

The Pepperell District Nurse assocla-
tion aims to provide nursing service for
every patient {n Pepperell who needs
the short call of a district nurse. Any
person who nceds her services should
feel perfectly free  to  summon her,
These calls are made to such patienty
a8 do not need, or cannot afford the
whole time of a nurse, or who cannot
afford to pay at all.

The nurse shall be an example of or-
der, neatness and cleanliness. She shall
be responsible for the personal cleanti-
nesy of her patlents, and for the care
and order of the sick room. She shall
insttuct the family of the patlient in
guch services, and shall require strict
obedlence to the directions she may
g1ve, or to those of an attending physi-
clan.

In case of misunderstanding or com-
plaint, any membey of the execufive
committee may be consulted. To pre-
vent misunderstanding, the following
rules have been adopted:

Rule 1, The Pepperel] district nurse
fs on duty from eight a. m. until six
p. m., dally: but in case of emergency
! Her head-
quarters are at the home of Dr. ¢, G.
Heald, Connected by telephone,

Rule 2. The nurse shall be entitled
to sufficient periods of rest and recrea-
tion, especially on Sunday. She shall
have one afternoon free from duty dur-
ing each week, and shuall chooxe this
afternoon according to th evixits 1o be
made. .

Rule 2. A vigit consists of ane hour's
service., Any additional portion of an
hour shall be paid for at the hour rate,

Rule 4, She shall not attend con-
tagious diseases,

yle 5. The nurse shall aet only un-
der the orders of  the  physician  in
charge of ‘a specitic case, or of one of
the executive committee of the assaclu.
tlon.

Rule

6. The nurse shall receive no
money consideration for herseif from
any patient. She may coliect for the

association the amount charged for her
services, and she shall keep o carefu!
record of such collections and pav them
to the treasurer of the association.
Rule 7, In lending articles to the
sick, the nurse is required to keep a
record of the date of the loan and of
the return, and shull require all artictes
to be returned elean and in good ordaer,

Rule N, In any matter not cnvered hy
these rules, any member of the sxecu-
tive committer shall be the authority
governing the nurse’s activity,

A Scholarly Paper.

The Littleton Historical saciety met
at the library the afternocon of Febru-
ary 22, only a few members being
present on account of the severe storm
of that day.

Those who braved the elements were
rewarded by the interesting and
scholarly paper given by Joseph A.
Harwood on “Wiclif, as a writer and
preacher.” i

Mr. Harwood gave a brief introduct-
ory account of the intellectual, moral
and religious status at the time of
Wiclif's youth and early manhood, and
the previous Anglo-Saxon and English
development from which these forces
had resulted. :

While Wiclif was represented as a
product of the times, the sturdy and
independent qualities which were his
inheritance enabled him in turn to re-
act upon the conditions which were
his environment and to help mould
them to higher forms of usefulness
and power,

As a writer Wiclif manlrestea great
logical acumen and an unusual sim-
plicity and clearness of expression,
while what would now be considered
as blemishes in his style was shown
to be in harmony with the usages of his
day. As preacher he had a forceful-
ness which sprang from his logical
habits of thought, his power of adapta-
tion to her hearers, and an intense
desire to make the word of God, as he
understood it, a vital force in the
hearts and minds of the people.

Those present at the meeting were
very glad of the opportunity of listen-
ing to the faithful study of one who
by his passion for truth, his indifference
to the favor of those in high places,
his efforts to anchorate the evil ten-
dencies in church and state, and es-
pecially by “his nearness to the hearts
of the people,” helped lift his country
to a higher plane of thougnt and ac-
tion.

F. B. Priest, vice-president, took the
place of presiding officer, and at the
close of the meeting requested the
essayist of the afternoon to convey
to the president, H. J. Harwood, the
regrets of the society for his forced
absence.

There is an old story of a Scotch
spinster who said that she never had
but three thoughts about matrimony.

Meat, eggs, flour and many other
foods are sky high in price, but we
need not starve while the supply of
corn meal, holds out. A Hharvard
speclalist on dietetics asserts that peo-
ple forget the really cheap foods.
“Take corn meal, for example,” he
says, “It costs three cents a pound,
and with oleomargine and some cheap -
syrup it makes a satisfying, nourish-
ing meal.
