He is now in
charge of the Church of the Redeemer
at Shoshone agency, of two chapels
among the Arapahoes on the Wind
River reservation, and of St. Luke's
chureh, at Shoshoni, in Wyoming. On
the death of his father, Sherman was
adcopted by General Charles A. Cool-
idge, who reared him as one of his
own children. From childhood he
showed an inclination to study for
the ministry and to spread the gospel
among his own people. Sherman
Coolidge is a graduate of Shattuck
Military school and of Seabury Divin-
ity school. He took a post-graduate
course at Hobart college. It was
while he was engaged in missionary
work among the Indians that he met
and married Miss Wetherbee, daugh-
ter of Gardner Wetherbee, a4 New
York millionaire. She, too. was in-
terested in the welfare of the Indian
Physically he is a fine specimen of
the lithe, stalwart Arapahoe—-tall,
erect, fuli-chested.  His mental eruin-
ment is excellent, and his influence
on the lives of his people has beer
remarkable.

The Portable Saw MilL

Learning incidentally while calling
at R. M. Erving’s studio and workshop
that he wuas going to take pictures
of the portable sawmill that has at-
tracted so much attention, we asked
him to gather some interésting facts
for this columun. This mill §{s from
fifty to sixty feet in length and has
been operating during the past four
or five months in the easterly part of
Groton. From three lots, the Shat-
tuck and Raddin lots, it has sawed
700,000 feet of lumber mostly pine
boards and planks. Some chestnut
was made into railroad ties. It has
employed some twelve to fourteen
men beside choppers, averaging in all
gome twenty men. These have mostly
boarded and lodged themselves. It
has been quite a picturesque settle-
ment, One man has piled the lumber
sometimes 17,000 to 18,000 feet a day
with the assistance with what is called
a sticking jack. There are huge piles
of sawdust as a matter of course where
there has been so much industry.
Many visitors have visited the prem-
ises. E. H. Russell, the owner of
this mill, has been operating for O.
R, Spaulding of Westford, who bought
the lots. His son, R. D. Russell has
beén the engineer. By the way this
'son through his mother is a direct
descendant of the historical Hannah
Dustin, his second name being for
this Dustin ancestor. It took three
weeks to set up this mill but it will
take cnly three days to take it down.
Mr. Russell expects to get through
this week or next.

Taking the Census.

Rev. A. D. Stroud has been appoint-
ed census enumerator for Ayer and
he commenced taking the thirteenth
census Friddy, April 15,

The enumeration will cover all of
the forty-five states and two terrl-

tories of the Union proper and also
Hawall and Porto Rico. Alaska, Phil-
ippine Islands and Guam'Wwill not be
included, as speclal arrangéments are
made for numbering "the people of
those dependencies. .

-Under the statutes governing the

~work the entire enumeration must be

completed within a month, and in the
citles the work is limited to fifteen
days. It is expected that some of the
returns from the cities will be re-
celved as early as the first week in
June, but the exact population of the
entire country will not be determined
before some time in September. The
census officlals will, however, know
within a few thousand of the number
long before the close of the summer
months. They will be able to reach
a substantially accurate conclusion by
their payrolls, but this will be more
or less speculative, and the figures
will not be given out,

The mere getting of the information
will cost the. government the pretty
sum of $5,5600,000. Of this amount,
$4,500,000 will be paid to enumerators,
and the remaining million to super-
visors. With a few exceptions the
enumerators will be paid on the basis
of-the work done. In the country the
remuneration will be from twenty to
thirty cents for each farm reported,
while the pay for names will range
from two to four cents.

Less Hours and Higher Pay.

Officials of the Boston and Maine
railroad and representatives of the
conductors and trainmen of ‘the road
signed the new wage agreement Tues-
day. The agreement calls for shorter
hours and an appreciable increase,
affecting over four thousand opera-
tives. An important feature was the
adoption of the minimum monthly
wage scale 10 conform with the stat-
utes of Massachusetts. The basis of
agreement between the Baltimore and
Ohio railroad and its operatives was
followed in other particulars.

For ten days president Lucius Tuttle

" |and General Superintendent Charles E.

Lee of the corporation have granted
interviews to the representatives of
the men, Vice President L. E. Shep-
pard of the order of railway condue-
tors and Vice President Sines of the
brotherhood - of railway trainmen.
Every point in the requests of the
men was threshed out in the confer-
ences and the announcement of the
signing of the document was given out
Wednesday.

Establishing a ten hour day as a
standard, the wage schedule adopted

Conductors, .0362° per mile; flagmen,
02525, and local brakemen, .0242.
Local freight rates are: Conductors,
.83975; flagmen, .028, and brakemen,
027, -

A system of hourly rates will be in
force among the yard crews, the rates
being as follows: Yard conductors,
34, 33 and 32 cents an hour for day
work and 36 and .34 cents for night

duty; yard brakemen, 31, 30 and 29
cents for day work and 33, 32 and 31
cents for night work.

Operatives affected by the new

agreement were jubilant over the fact
that the road was the first in the
East to grant the requests of the men
without the polling of the members
of the two organizations relative to
a strike. Mutual felicitations abound-
ed on all trains and many words of
praise were heard for the committee
and the officials who brought the new
rajse into effect.
