Meeting. 
The Middlesex Union association of 

Congregational churches, comprising 
churches of that denomination from 
Fitchhurg to Concord and from Lan­
caster to Dunstable, met with the 
Congregational church in South Acton 
Wednesday, April 20. After a brief 
devotional service at 9.45 a. m., led 
by Rev. Silas X. Adams of Concord,' 
Junction, came the business session 
wherein one of the most Important 
actions taken by this body for years 
was enacted. After a short but earhr 
est discussion, a hew constitution was 
adopted. The changes a re that this 

'' association, formerly called "Confer­
ence," takes upon itself t h e ' m a t t e r s 
of ministerial standing and licensed 
to preach.. These matters have been 
attended to by the local ministerial 
association but it is now fel t . that it-
Is more in accordance with the logical 
carrying out of the principles of 
Congregationalism that these be In 
t h e hands of the churches. The minis­
te r s of the association are a commit­
tee to attend to the details of tho 
mat ters . Another change is that the 
association may be the agency for 
ordination, installation and dismis­
sion of pastors. 

After an inspiring report for the 
temperance committee by .Mrs. Rolfe 
of Concord, the general subject of 
the d a y , " T h e relation of the church 
to social problems," was taken up, 
being opened by Rev. B. .K. WillmoVt 
of Lowell, who spoke on "The social 
principles of Jesus." He emphasized 
the fact that while social evils were 
rampant in Jesus' day, mentioning 
slavery and prostitution, Jesus did 
not make his attack directly on any 
one of them but went at a fundament­
al principle, which when carried out 
would eradicate them all—love as 
exemplified in fraternalism. The fore­
noon session was completed by papers 
by Charles .K. l-Cimball of Littleton on 
"These principles as applied to the 
working man." and by Dea. Thomas 
Todd of Concord on These principles 
as applied by captains ot industry." 

After a generous collation provided 
by the ladies of the South Acton 
church the afternoon session was 
opened by a praise service, led by 
Rev. E. L. Hayes of Acton. Rev. 
John L. Seweli of Boston, a former 
pastor, of Littleton, continued the sub­
ject of the day by a discourse on "A 
practical experiment in cooperation," 
being an outline of the Boston 191.'i 
movement and telling how al! organ­
izations in that city for betterment 
are being brought into co-relation and 
cooperation for the production of a 
better city. The closing address was 
by Rev. E. Talmage Root of Provi­
dence, R. I. Perhaps his address can

A War Becord. 
The actual experiences of a veteran 

soldier though he may be a stranger, 
have cotne, t o ' be mpre of passing 
Interest particularly to: bis comrades 
in the civil war and to their friends. 
The annual 'reunions and _ historical 
observances of the past two weeks 
are i-evivin'g to patriotic sentiment. 
... The recent .perusal of a sketch of 
the life with its .thrilling reminiscences 
of-an old soldier, Maj. Geo. H. Baldwin, 
has proved most Interesting. 

Though of New England birth, he 
was a resident of •• Richmond, 'Va., 
several years prior to the civil' war 
and until 'Virginia seceded. He .-was 
the bearer to Pres." Lincoln o f ' t h e 
first news of the secret session when 
it was voted that the state woUld{ 
secede; he was the first to Infoi-m^the 
government of the warlike prepara­
tions; was the means of saving Fort­
ress Monroe from falling Into the 
Rebels' possession; was a member of 
C. JI. Clay's volunteer battery of 
200 men in Washington put on guard 
about the executive mansion, and he 
stood as a setitlnel at the door of the 
White House when the Old Sixth ar­
rived. Later enlisting in the army he 
passed through many battles, some of 
them the severest of the war' and -was 
badly- wounded. After the war, Maj. 
Baldwin, under commission from Gov. 
Plerpont, assisted in the reconstruc­
tion jvork, organizing ten counties in 
'Virginia. It Is said that he had the 
distinction of being the only citizen 
of Richmond who enlisted In the U. 
S. military- service, of the civil war. 

'Baldwin was mustered oiit of 
the - G. ' A.—R., Saturday, April' 12, 
his comrades escorting his remains to 
their resting place in Oak Hill ceme­
tery, Bradford, Pa. He was a brother-
in-law of Rufus Barrett Stone, well-
known here in Groton, his native 
town. Mrs. Stone, who has many 
friends in Groton, is by the death of 
this brother, the last of her father's 
patriotic family that furbished three 
sons for the civil war.

The political s i tuation In Massachu-
Betts Is s o m e w h a t mixed just at the 
present m o m e n t . So far as the R e ­
publ icans are cc i icerned there s e e m s 
to be no doubt that Governor Draper 
and Lieutenant Governor Frothingham 
•will be renominated . There s e e m s to 
be some doubt , h o w e v e r , In regard 
to the noinlnation for s ta te auditor. 
H o n . Henry E . Tiirner of Maiden, 
w h o has fllled that posit ion for s e v e r ­
al years , Is now In the south, , e n d e a v ­
oring to recuperate from a severe i l l ­
n e s s . Whether h e will be able to r e ­
sume his duties s eems at the present 
uncertain . If he should not , the R e ­
publicans win be called upon to n o m ­
inate someone for state auditor. 

There Is much speculatloii as to the 
outcome of the pending contest in the 
Democrat ic party for the gubernato­
rial nominat ion. It had been s u p ­
p o s e d until quite recently that e x -
Senator J a m e s H . Vahey of Water-
t o w n , who has headed the Democratic 
t i cket for the las t two years , would 
be accorded a renomlnatlon without 
opposi t ion. . Th i s is no longer re­
garded ' as poss ib l e . Powerful In­
fluences in the Democrat ic party In 
Boston and the s tate seem to de­
mand that Mr. V a h e y retire and give 
up the- nominat ion to Congressman 
Eugene N . F o s s of Boston . Mr. 
Vahey has absolute ly refused to retire 
and win m a k e a contes t for renoml­
natlon from now until the date of the 
s tate convent ion . Mayor John F . 
Coughlin of Fall River is a lso a candi­
date . 

It is said that the recent city 
election In Boston has some bearing 
on this s i tuat ion . Mr. Foss Is under­
stood to have been of great ass i s tance 
to the campaign of Mayor John F . 
Fitzgerald, and It claimed that for 
this reason the latter has , started out 
to reward Mr. F o s s with the D e m o ­
cratic nomination for governor. 

WIII Foss Be Strong? 
There s e e m s to be a feel ing quite 

general among Democrats that Mr. 
F o s s would be a strong candidate If 
he could be nominated without antag­
onizing Mr. Vahey and his fr iends. 
The backers of Mr. F o s s say that he 
could not very well again accept the 
nomination for l ieutenant governor 
after occupying a seat In congress . 
They think that would be progressing 
backward. It s e e m s to be their view 
that he must either secure the nomi­
nation for governor or again be a can­
didate for congres s . In view of the 
fact that he pledged himself on every 
stump In the Fourteenth district not 
to run for re -e l ec t ion , It hardly s eems 
possible that he could break faith 
with the voters and run for re-e lect ion 
there . Even his own friends do not 
see how he could expect to be believed 
again If he should violate a s tatement 
so openly and repeatedly made to the 
people of the Fourteenth district . It 
would show exact ly what value w a s to 
be put upon any statement of h is in 
the future. 

T h e Years 1890 and 1910 
in a general w a y Democrats say 

that political condit ions this year 
greatly re semble those of 1890. R e ­
publ icans reply that if this is s o , it 
ought to teach the voters a useful l e s ­
son . In 1890 the McKinley tariff bill 
bad just been e n a c t e d . The Demo­
crats raised a great hue and cry 
against this b i l l , great ly mL-srepre-
sent lng its provis ions and effects , and 
ascribing it to the high prices then 
prevai l ing. Republ icans assert that 
it waa due to tb i s misrepresentation 
that In the fall of that year a national 
house of representat ives was elected 
with an overwhe lming 
majori ty , and Democratic govern­
ors chosen in quite a number 
of n o r t h e m s t a t e s . The people 
showed plainly by their ballots 
that they .be l i eved conditions wore due 
t o th'e tariff a c t , and evidently thought 
these condit ions might be Improved 
by putt ing the Democrats In power. 
Polit ical e conomis t s declare now, as 
they, declared t h e n , that high prices 
•were due to c ircumstances wholly out­
s ide ot the tariff. 

N e v e r t h e l e s s , the continuing Impe­
tus of the v ic tor ies of 1890 gave the 
Democrat ic party complete control of 
t h e government in 1892, Including the. 
pres ident , s enate and housc . Thi s 
•was fol lowed • immediately by a pros­
trat ing financial panic , for which the 
Democrat ic party disclaimed respon-
s lb i l l t r . T h e Republicans recall that 
Immediate ly .after the inauguration of 
Pres ident Cleveland In 1893, the Detti-
ocratlc party prepared to carry out i ts 
promises to reform the tariff. After 
a long struggle among themse lves they 
did pas s the "WilBon" tariff b i l l , 
wblch Mr. Cleveland characterized a s 
a "tariff of perfidy and diahohqr," 
because be did. not bel ieve It repre­
sented Democrat ic principles . It Is a 
content ion 'Of Republican^ that the 
fotir years of depress ion In b u s i n e s s . 

t taenat ion In manafactures , end tea* 
snd anx ie ty 'over our financial cond i ­
t ion were whol ly the result of D e m ­
ocratic control and the passage of the 
"Wiison" tariff bi l l . During that t ime 
hundreds of thousands ot workers 
w e r e thrown out of employment by 
the 8huttl,ng down of factories , shops 
(Eind mi l l s , and to prevent them from 
actual s tarvat ion, free soup* houses 
w e r e establ ished in all the large In­
dustrial centres of thc country to feed 
the unemployed. 

Undoubtedly the campaign this year 
will be madp by the Democratic party 
along the same l ines as those of 1890 
and 1892, when they promised an era 
ot great prosperity if returned to 
power by the people . 

B.oston Fight For Congress 
There is l ikely to be considerable 

interest In the contes t for the Demo­
cratic nomination to congress in the 
Ninth district . Congressman John 
A. Kelfher is a candidate for renom­
lnatlon. He will be opposed by W m . 
K. Murray, a member of the govern­
or's council of th i s year . Mr. Keiiher 
will be opposed because he supported 
J a m e s J . Storrow for mayor against 
John F. Fitzgerald. Mr. Fitzgerald, 
it is sa id , has promised to relegate 
him to private l i fe . With all the pat­
ronage of the city of Boston at the 
mayor's control, it looks as it Mr. 
Kei iher would have a pretty hard 
t ime to be renominated and re -e l ec t ­
ed . Never the le s s , it is not an impos ­
sibil ity that he might win both nomi ­
nation and election if t e i s w i s e . 

Mr. Fitzgerald will do everything In 
b i s power for Murray, and so' will 
Martin Lomasney and most of the 
other Influential Democrat ic l eaders . 
Mr. Keiiher has made a very good 
member of congress and- Mr. Murray 
i s an .estimable m a n . 

In the Eleventh congressional d is ­
trict It is now understood the mayor 
will oppose the renomlnatlon of Con­
gressman Andrew J. Peters for the 
same reason as he opposes Mr. Kei i ­
her . Mr. Peters thought James J . 
Storrow would make a better mayor 
than Mr. Fitzgerald. There Is no for­
giving such treason as that . The 
political judges think the chances of 
Mr. Peters are uot very good with the 
political machine of Boston against 
him. It is sjild that ex-Senator Dowd 
of Roxbury Is the man who •nUl be 
backed, for the nomination by the 
Democratic organization. The flght 
In tbis district may result in the e l ec ­
tion of a Republican If that party is 
w i se enough to nominate a strong ipan 
to oppose the Democratic nominee .
