T h e i r union , h o w e v e r , w a s b les t 
wi th six ch i ld ren , t w o died in in fancy , 
l eav ing four s u r v i v o r s . 

.Mr." P a r k h a s held a b o u t a l l t h e 
e lec t ive and appoin t ive offices In S h i r ­
ley, h a v i n g served as s e l e c t m a n , o v e r ­
s e e r o t the poor , - tax co l lec tor , a s s e s s ­
or, c o n s t a b l e , e tc .

Mr. P a r k was a s t r o n g type of t h e 
old New E n g l a n d ci t izen, which s e e m s 
to be w a n i n g a s t i m e ro l l s on in i ts 
c e a s e l e s s round . He was a man of 
the s t r i c t e s t In t eg r i ty and enjoyed tlie 
p r o u d d i s t inc t ion of be ing hones t , fear­
less a n d consc i en t i ous in t h e pe r fo rm­
a n c e of eve ry du ty . 

He was a lover of h i s home, liis 
fainily and fe l lowmen and was gen­

His m. i ternal 
g r e a t g r a n d f a t h e r , J o h n Por te r of 
S t e r l i n g , w a s an oflicer in the Revo­
l u t i o n a r y w a r , h a v i n g served on t h e 
staff of G e n e r a l La faye t t e I l ls m o t h e r 
and f a the r w e r e f r i ends of Danie l 
W e b s t e r and Mr. Brown h a s had for 
m a n y y e a r s an .autogr.aph p i c t u r e , 
w-hlch w a s p r e s e n t e d to h i s m o t h e r by 
t h e g r e a t s t a t e s m a n . 

W h e n .Mr. B r o w n was a b o u t twelve 
y e a r s of a g e h i s f a the r moved with his 
fami ly to Gro ton , w-hen George , with 
h i s b r o t h e r and s i s t e r s a t t e n d e d Law­
r e n c e a c a d e m y , in Its d a y a noted p r e ­
p a r a t o r y schoo l , c o m p a r a b l e at t h e 
t i m e wi th P h i l i p s R x e t e r a n d Andover . 

At t h e a g e ot s e v e n t e e n young 
B r o w n finished his c o u r s e a t the acad ­
e m y a n d w i s h i n g t o g o i n to commer­
c ia l life a p p r e n t i c e d h imse l f to Jfr . 
H e n d e r s o n , a t h e n w e l l - k n o w n Bos­
ton g r o c e r , w h o did a l a r g e bus iness 
In t h e v i c in i ty of B e a c o n Hl l l . 

T h e o p p o r t u n i t y , h o w e v e r , did n o t 
s e e m to b e e x a c t l y w h a t he wished, 
a n d a b o u t t w o y e a r s t h e r e a f t e r he r e ­
t u r n e d t o G r o t o n t o a s s i s t his fa ther 
t e m p o r a r i l y In t h e pub l i ca t ion ot h i s 
n e w s p a p e r , 'which w a s t h e local shee t 
for t h a t v ic in i ty . Mr . Brown wished, 
h o w e v e r , t o h e in b u s i n e s s for himself, 
a n d t h e s t u d y of d r u g s belhg pa r t i c ­
u l a r l y a t t r a c t i v e t o h i m , about 1858 
h e s t a r t e d In t h i s b u s i n e s s at Grofon 
J u n c t i o n , no-w A y e r . 
• I n 1860 h e , m a r r i e d Mary E. L i t t l e , 

Mr. Brow-n, a s soon a s he moved to 
W i n c h e s t e r took an ac t ive i n t e r e s t in 
m a s o n r y , and was one of t h e first c a n ­
d i d a t e s ra i sed in Wm. P a r k m a n lodge 
a f t e r it -iv-as ins t i tu t ed by t h e l a t e A. 
K. P . Joy , and his c o n t e m p o r a r i e s , and 
whi le he never held ollice in t h e lodge , 
up to t h e t ime of his last i l l nes s w-as 
a r e g u l a r a t t e n d a n t and look a keen 
i n t e r e s t in i ts affairs. 

Soon th rea f t e r , he . wi th o t h e r 
f r i ends , was exal ted in Myst ic Roya l 
A r c h C h a p t e r of .Medford, and they 
d e s i r i n g a more conven ien t p lace of 
m e e t i n g formed a Royal - \ r ch C h a p ­
t e r a t Woburn . of which Mr. Brow-n 
w-as a c h a r t e r iiieniber. L a t e r h e w a s 
a d m i t t e d into Medford Counci l of Roy­
al and Select Masters , and in May. 
1S7II. w a s kiiifc'hted in Bos ion Com­
m a n d e r y of Kniu'lit T e m p l a r s and a t 
h is d e a t h was otie of i ls o ldes t m e m ­
be r s . 

In 1S91, Mr, Brown suffered from a 
long and severe i l lness and in 1892 on 
t h e adv ice of liis j ihysician sold out h i s 
b u s i n e s s and since t h a t t i m e h a s had 
no r e g u l a r or(u) ia t ion. 

In re l igion. Mr, Brow-n w-as a Uni­
t a r i a n , he having come on bo th s ides 
f rom genera t ions of t h a t d e n o m i n a ­
t ion . He and Mrs. B r o w n w-ere ot 
t h o s e w-ho (irst met in the p a r l o r s of 
t h e l a t e Freder ic Winsor , for t h e p u r ­
pose of worship in the l ' n i t a r i a n fa i th , 
a n d l a t e r he was an i n c o r p o r a t o r of t h e 
W i n c h e s t e r l ' n i t a r i an soc ie ty a n d a t 
h i s dcaMi Mr. Brown, and o n e o t h e r , 
w-ere tilt, only surv iv ing i n c o r p o r a t o r s 
of tha t society. 

In iiolitics, Mr. Brown was a s t a u n c h 
rept ib l iean , bel ieving in i ts l e a d e r s a n d 
p r inc ip les . F p to about a y e a r ago 
h e was in except ional ly good h e a l t h , 
bu t at tha t t ime a s l ight Ind i spos i t ion 
o c c u r r e d which it was hoped t i m e 
would remedy. The d i sease , h o w e v e r , 
ga ined g round and in J a n u a r y , 1910, 
It w a s fonnd t h a t h is only c h a n c e for 
r e cove ry was by m e a n s of a s e r i o u s 
o p e r a t i o n . 

T h i s he under took w-lth g r e a t for t i ­
t u d e , bel ieving in his . u l t i m a t e r e t u r n 
t o hea l t h , A m a l i g n a n t cond i t ion , 
h o w e v e r , w-.os found and a l t h o u g h t h e 
o p e r a t i o n Itself was pe r f ec t ly s u c c e s s ­
ful t h e disetiBc p r o g r e s s e d un t i l ho 
p a s s e d awaj- peacefully on tho 17th 
i n s t ,
