Corporal Bradford B. Harrington, a 
.soldier of the civil war, and an es­
teemed citizen ot this town", died at 
his home here oii Monday, June 6, 
after an illness of three months, from 
heart disease, brought on by a gradual 
hardening of the arteries. 

Mr. Harrington was born In Groton 
October 18, 1841, and had lived here 
the greater part of hi» life. When a 
young man he made a number of 
voyages across the Atlantic and visit­
ed nearly every couutry qf- the old 
•world. U was while away on oue of 
these trips that the first news reached 
him of the civil war. Fired with pa­
triotic enthusiasm, the young man 
embarked for home as soon as possi­
ble, coming with the explicit purpose 
oX joining the defenders df the nation, 
to fight for his-country.-. 

He enlisted July ,24, 1862, for three 
years. He entered as private in Co. 
E, 33rd regiment Massachusetts vol­
unteers 'and was with, his gallant regi­
ment in some of the severest pitched 
battles of the -war and other minor but 
bloody engagements. Among the bat­
tles were those . of Fredericksburg, 
Murfreesboro, Chancellorsville, Chlca-
mauga, Chattanooga, ilisslonary 
Ridge. Lookout .Mountain and Gettys­
burg. On Sherman's march to the sea, 
he was wounded at Ilesaca, Ga..,and jn 
consetiuence was in the hospital for 
one year. He was promoted for brav-
erv from private to corporal. After 
his discharge -Mr. Harrington came 
home and began work as paper maker 
in tbe Hollingsworth mill of this 
town, wbere he was employed for over 
fortv years. He was married In Sep­
tember, 186S, to .Miss .M. G. Wright of 
this town, who now survives him with 
their tour sons, Janies B. of Groton,, 
Richard J. of Hyde Pa rk , ' Phineas 
Milo and Waldo E. of Groton. There 
are also two grandchildren .and an 
elder brother. Phineas Harrington of 
this town. 

A quiet man of few words, kindly, 
gentlemanly, helpful yet unassuming, 
Jlr. Harrington's death is felt a per--
sonal loss by neighbors and all ac­
quaintances. The flag at the school 
building near his home was at baTf-
mast,during the lumrs "f his funeral.

Mayor Very Much Disturbed at Acts 

of Civil Service Commission—Out­

look For Business Not Improving 

It looked at one t ime as If the poor 
health of H e n f y E . Turner of Maiden 
would probably necess i ta te the nomi­
nation ot a new man for s ta te auditor. 
Mr. Turner has now returned to his 
duties after a considerable period 
spent In the south and Is at h i s offlce 
every day . He is very much improved 
in health and will be a candidate for 
re-electltjn this fall . Several other 
t iames have been mentioned In con­
nection with the nominat ion , among 
them that of Representat ive Albert P . 
Langtry of Spriagfleld. Mr. Langtry , 
hbwever , Is said to have assured Mr. 
Turner that if the latter w i s h e s to re ­
tain the posit ion, he will not h imse l f 
be a candidate . 

There wi l l , however , be one v a c a n ­
cy to fill on the state t i cke t , tha t of a 
nominee for attorney general , a s H o n . 
Dana Malone , who now occupies the 
pos i t ion , has announced his intention 
of ret iring at the expiration of his 
present t e r m . The position ot "attor­
ney general is one of the h ighest to 
which a lawyer may aspire In the line 
of his profess ion, and is usually a 
coveted prize . So far two have an­
nounced their intention to be candi­
dates—Distr ict Attorney J a m e s M. 
Swift of the southern distr ict , and 
District Attorney W. Scott Peters ot 
the eastern district . Mr. Swift is an 
aggress ive candidate , whi le Mr. Pet ­
ers is wi l l ing to accept the nomination 
if the people of the state desire it , but 
has said that he wil l not make any 
break-neck race to secure i t . 

Fitzgerald's Attack on Mr. Lodge 
Republicans have read with consid­

erable i i i terest Mayor Fitzgerald's re­
cent utterances In regard to Senator 
Lodge and the possibil ity of his defeat 
for re-e lect ion to the United States 
senate . It is doubtful, however , 
it his plan for a combinal iou ot 
ant i -Lodge Republican and Democratic 
members of the legislature will appeal 
to any except Democrats . Party lead­
ers regard Mr. Lodge as one of the 
very ablest and most powerful men 
who have ever represented the c o m ­
monwealth In the senate of the United 
States . The number of t h o s e In the 
Republican party whp do not desire 
his re-e lect ion is comparat ively smal l . 
Even these can hardly be pleased at 
the alternative which Mr. Fitzgerald 
presents of electing a Democrat tb 
succeed Mr. Lodge. 

The Civil Service Commiss ion 
It is evident that Mr. Fitzgerald Is 

considerably disturbed because of the 
rejection by the civil service c o m m i s ­
sion of some of those whom he has ap­
pointed for public office in the city of 
Boston. It has been his fond hope 
that he might secure such changes in 
the Boston charter as would g ive him 
an absolutely free hand in the ap­
pointment of men to offlce in that c i ty . 
Many bel ieve that he has made ap­
pointments which he knew would not 
be confirmed, In the hope of creating 
Bo much feeling against the civil ser­
vice commiss ion as to induce m e m ­
bers of the legislature to amend the 
charter in this respect . H e s e e m s to 
many to he bending his energ i e s In 
that direct ion, and he did not hes i ­
tate to try to use to the recent unt ime­
ly death of former Mayor Hibbard to 
make political capital aga inst some of 
his opponents in particular and the 
Republican party in genera l . Un­
fortunately his campaign a long these 
l ines has been taken In good faith by 
some people who ought to know a real 
Issue from a s h a m . It would have 
been well It those people could have 
been reminded of the repeated at­
tacks which Mr. Fitzgerald made on 
Mayor Hlbbard c few short months 
Ego, whi l e he was a l ive . 

Confidence Begets Good Bus iness 
It has seldom been more apparent 

than It Is at the present t ime that the 
foundation of good business Is con­
fidence. Th'e outlook for the future 
Is not a s promising along business and 
manufacturing l ines as it w a s a few 
months a g o , and it Is probable that 
business and manufacturing will not 
be very brisk until after the state 
lnd congressional elections in Novem­
ber. T h e threat of a Democratic con-
Cress Is causing people to hest i tate in 
regard to making any radfcal moves 
along the l ines ot business or manu­
facturing expansion. The country has 
no confidence in the ability of tho 
Democrat ic party to promote the pros­
perity of the country If Its blunders of 
1^96 w e r e forgotten and It w a s g iven 
another opportunity. There are many 
persons w h o have large business In­
teres ts even among Democrats who 
are sufficiently frank to admit that 
e h l l e they believe In m o s t of the 
Democrat ic principles, they do not b e ­
l ieve the Democratic party Is suffi­
c ient ly trusted by the bus l i i e s s , finan­
c ia l , and manufacturing interes ts of 
t h e nat ion to make government by that 
party a succes s .
