Williain P. JlcClellan was born in 
Bichmond, Canada, In 1845, and passed 
away on Thursday afternoon, Auaust 
4, at the homeof his sister, Mrs. Hich­
ard Pomfrot, where he had been visit­
ing for a few days. 

His death was caused by an opileptlc 
shock, with which'he was seized, dying 
two hours later and never regaining 
consciousness. Dr. C. ,1. Pierce at­
tended him and did everything possi­
ble to help him, but repeated con­
vulsions greatly weakened his heart 
and the Inevitable followed. 

Mr. McClellan had not enjoyed good 
health for the past twenty years and 
nt times was sifbject to very severe 
attacks of illness, which shattered 
his system and reduced his general 
vitality and which finally resulted in 
the shock which caused his death. He 
was sixty-four years of age. 

Jlr. McClellan enlisted in Boston, 
August 17, 1864, In Co. I, Fourth regi­
ment heavy artillery and was honor-' 
ably discharged June IT, 1S65. He 
never fully recovered from the ex­
posure and hardships pndured In the 

prmy sorvipe, and was obliged b'y rea­
son ot poor health tb give. up his 
daily vocation. 

Mr. JlcClellan had been a resident 
of Shirley fully fifty years and when 
he returned home at the close of the 
war he accepted the position as over­
seer of the weaving department of the 
Pluenix mill here and left this town 
to accej)t a more lucrative position as 
overseer of the weaving department 
of the Damon Dale woollen mill at 
Concord and hud held similar i)Osl-
tions in textile work in other places, 
his last one being as overseer at Oak­
dale. 

Jlr. JlcClellan was highly respected. 
He was quiet and somewhat re­
served in manner, but a staunch friend 
-and peaceful and loyal citizen He 
was a lover of outdoor life and •was 
especiall.v fond of Howers and foliage 
Ot all kinds. He had been married 
thirty-six years and leaves a wife. 
Francos S. and three daughters—Jlrs. 
George H, B, Clark of Ayer, Jlrs. H, 
V. Jlartin of Jliddletown, Conn., and 
Jlrs. Arthur H. Jubb of Shirley; also 
five sisters—Jlrs. Elizabeth Pomfret, 
J lrs .

When she was sixteen 
years old she M'as out one day with 
her father and brother, who were pros­
pecting. They bad with "them a horse 
of Tennessee racing stock and fleet as 
the wind. 

"While Lisa was flower gathering 
an^ her father and brother feeling 
about In the ground with their picks 
suddenly she hoard a noise.

First. The colton trust which pro­
poses nothing less than the control 
of the world product from the field 
to the drygoods counter, claimed to 
be not a trust but a benevolent asso­
ciation for reduction of expense ot 
production. This has a familiar ring. 

Second. A single service carrier 
trust to control machinery for manu­
facture of paper, single service carr i­
ers after the manner of the shoe ma­
chinery trust, and counts on rules by 
boards of health to complete the use 
of single service packages to help 
them out and make business good. 

Third. An air ship trust to con­
trol the air as well as the earth. 

Fourth. And lastly a fifteen mil­
lion dollar drug combine to control 
the drug business and establish retail 
stores all over the country. 

AU except the cotton t rus t backed, 
according to the papers, by Stand­
ard Oil money. 

At the present rate of progress the 
Standard Oil group of high financiers 
ought to own the Uuited States in 
fee simple in ten years. 

The statement quite freely made and 
In apparent good faith that the trusts 
own the government, now seems to be 
borne out by the charges of Senators 
Cummings of Iowa and Bristow of 
Kansas that Senator .-^.Idrich of Rhode 
Island in his capacity as a public 
servant, rigged up the rubber tariff 
to suit the rubber trust (which by the 
way smells ot Standard Gill and in­
cidentally lined well his own pockets 
by the operation. So far as I have 
been able to follow the matter there 
lias been no denial. The devotion ot 
our legislators to their trusts is as 
sublime as their pretence of devo­
tion to the interests of their constitu­
ents is ridiculous. 

In view of all the circumstances I 
conclude the announcement ot the 
great legal battle is for strengthening 
ot the faith of the voters only. They 
will surely need faith. 

The man who really believes there 
is going to be any "trust busting" 
thai will injure the trusts is too child­
like and- guiUess to be abroad in a 
business world without a guardian. 

We have had much brave talk of 
this sort in the lasl eight years and 
the only trust that has been injured 
so tar is the labor trust lo which the 
anti-trust law was not intended to 
apply in the first place. 

The trusts are good things (tor the 
people that own them) and ought to 
be encouraged. When the people 
wake up and take and operate the 
trusts tor the benefit of the whole 
people, our trust troubles will be over 
and. not until then.

Il seems to us that there is room for 

improvement in the form of tax bill 
which has been in nise here for many 
years and which divides the property 
tax into real and personal with no 
sub-division to show the owner of 
more lhan one parcel of real estate 
what each [iarcel Is taxed tor. 

This causes inconvenience to all, 
assessors, tax collector and property 
owners, as it trefiuently happens that 
one parcel of real estate is sold after 
the date of assessment either subject 
to the taxes to be assessed or with an 
agreement that taxes shall he appor­
tioned to the date of sale between the 
seller and purchaser. The lax bill is, 
of course, made out to the' owner at 
the date of assessment and as it shows 
only his total tax it is necessary to 
hniit up one of the assessors and "get 
the amount of the tax on the parcel 
sold from their books. 

•It would be much better, and would 
cost but a trifle for the additional 
clerical -.vork. it each tax bill bore 
on it.s faco the total taxes assessed to 
the recipient divided as follows: 

Poll tax. 
Real estate, specified by indorsement 

on this bill. 
Personal estaie or income. 
Interest from idate when payable' 

at six percent. 
Costs. 
Total. 
And on the back of the hill the de­

scription, valuation and tax for each 
parcel of real estate, as follows: 

Street—valuation of land—vaina-
llon of buildings—taxes. 

The bill might also state on its 
face, in addition to the information al­
ready given thereon, the amonnt of the 
state, county and town taxes separate­
ly, thus showing how the total ainonnr 
raised by taxation is made np. The 
bill would then give every taxiiayer 
accurate information ahont things he 
would like to know, and save ininn-
venlence for everyone interested.

.Acetylene Lights. 
An acetylene plant for the genera-

lion of new light tor the Boston and 
Maine railroad has been established at 
East Deerfield, and the company is 
gradually turning- from oil lights to 
acetylene gas light. It has equipped 
nearly all its through trains with this 
service, and is lighting most of its 
block signals with it. The plant at 
East Deerfield is the largest and most 
complete plant in existence, though 
other railroads began betore the Bos­
ton and Maine to use this gas. The 
plant has a capacity for maautactur-
ing suflicient gits to light at least 1.500 
locomotives and 4000 signals and only 
quires the labor ot two men. The gas 
is generated by what is know-n as "the 
carbide ot w-ater" process and it is 
stored in large tanks or receivers and 
si-ni out to different points on the sys-
;.-m in cylinders. Those used on lo-
runmiiies are twelve Inches by thirty-
six ir.ilies. and furnish gas sufficient 
fnr iL^iiting continuously night and 
da;- : '!• forty-tivo days the headlight, 
tl> iMirVcfi- and the cab lamps. Those

The danger to New England of a 
Democratic congress seems to makers 
Of textile goods so great that Mr, 
Wlnthrop L. Marvin, secretary of the 
National Association of Woolen Man­
ufacturers, says It has already had 
the effect of causing a curtailment of 
40 percent In the operation of woolen 
machinery, Mr, Marvin's views, 
which he has given to tbis paper, 
follow: 

"It the anti-protection party In 
next November's elections secures a 
majority of the house of representa­
tives, It may as well be understood 
now as at a later time that the Demo­
cratic legislative program will Involve 
an especial attack upon the great In­
dustries of Massachusetts.. It Is wool 
manufacturing and cotton manufac­
turing Interests, where the Bay State 
Btands pre-eminent, that are now being 
most viciously assailed by the pro 
tectlon-hating orators ail over the 
west and south. 

"If the next national house is Demo­
cratic the speaker of the house will 
be Champ Clark of Missouri, an 
avowed free trader and a statesman 
of the Bourbon school of the late 
Senator Vest, tvho. In Mr. Cleveland's 
time, declared that the Democratic 
party 'challenged the protected In­
dustries to a flght of extermination,' 
Champ Clark has proclaimed that If 
his party carries the- next house the 
flrst thing It -n-iU do will be to prepare 
and pass a downward reduction of 
schedule K, the schedule protecting 
the wool manufacturing Industry o( 
Massachusetts, 

What Clark's Threat Means 
"This proclamation makes the polit­

ical Issue sufflclently clear-cut in Mas­
sachusetts. If these southern Demo­
cratic leaders have their w-ay they are 
going to shut up our woolen mills and 
transfer their business, so far as pos­
sible, to Europe, just as they did un­
der the disastrous Gorman-Wilson ex­
periment of 1894-1897, well remem­
bered as black years of Idleness and 
famine by the textile operatives pf this 
commonwealth. 

"The threat of Champ Clark and 
others of his kind to cut the throat of 
Massachusetts textile manufacturing 
If they are given the opportunity has 
already had Its Inevitable effect upon 
the condition of employment In our 
textile centres. The prospect that 
the protective tarlft may be violently 
reduced and that 'cheap' goods will 
again pour in from Europe, as during 
the Gorm.in-Wilson regime, has 
sharply affected the market for Mas­
sachusetts-made fabrics. Buyers 
have reduced or postponed their pur­
chases so far ak possible, and for 
some time probably 40 percent of the 
productive w-ool manufacturing ma­
chinery of Massachusetts has been 
Idle. There are signs of improvement 
now, as a sweeping Democratic victory 
In November seems less certain. But 
the mischief already dono and beyond 
remedy Is immense, and the brunt ol 
the Injury of these political anti-tar­
iff threats has fallen ujjon the wage-
earners of the commonwealth whc 
have lost employment. 

—It will require extraordinary hardi­
hood this year for the leaders of thc 
antl-protectlon party to go into mil! 
cities like Lowell, Lawrence, Worces­
ter , Fall River and New Bedford, and 
urge these same wage-earners to hel;: 
themselves to more Idleness and want 
and suffering by helping to elect anti-
tarlfl congressmen, and thereby to 
elect Champ Clark as the next speaker 
of the national house of representa­
tives. 

No Duties Raised, Prices Lowered 
"A few months ago the cry was he-

Ing raised that the now Aldrich-
Payne tarlft would enormously In­
crease the cost of clothing. This 
new tariff, by the way. had not In­
creased a single duty In tho wool and 
woolen schedule. The only changes 
were a few slight reductions. Other­
wise the schedule was exactly tho 
same as It had been for twelve yea;« 
under the Dingley l.iw. There hid 
been advances In tho cost of the raw 
wool. But that condition proved tem­
porary, for wool prices sonn fell. And 
woolen fabrics now being offered by 
manufacturers reflect the change of 
prices In wool and tho general reduc­
tion of cost, as compared with the 

bes* I snow gradually improTtng, Ziaye 
not utilized the new tariff law to cottt-
pel the payment of abnormally high­
er prices by their customers. The 
higher prices of a year ago were 
forced by the higher prices of raw 
wool, and the lessened prices of wool 
are reflected' now In lower prices for 
the fabrics. These facts in the case 
were frankly stated by practical 
manufacturers at the time, but these 
authoritative statements -ssere Ignored 
by the tarlff-hatlng press and politi­
cians. 
No Monopoly In Woolen Manufactures 

"There Is no trust or monopoly i 
the w-ool manufacturing industry 
Competition among the one thousand 
woolen mills of America is Incessant 
and keen, and It Is only the enorm­
ous volume of production that en­
ables manufacturers to make u rea­
sonable profit, which In this particu­
lar industry, takipg one year with 
another, does not average far from 6 
percent. The program, of Champ 
Clark and the tariff smashers would 
compel a reduction of these moderate 
dividends and a reduction of' the 
wages of the work-people, which aro 
certainly not excessive. It Is mani­
fest that a dividend rate of less than 
6 percent would fall to attract capital 
to, or to hold it In, the somewhat 
hazardous business of textile manu­
facturing. And a severe reduction In 
the wages of the work-people In our 
textile centres, and a consequent re­
duction of their purchasing power, 
would quickly cripple every line of 
business In the commonwealth. 
Democratic Tariff Policy Is Sectional 

"Under the Cleveland regime there 
was at least the promise of free raw 
material for Massachusetts Industfles, 
In partial compensation for a cutting 
down of the duties that protected Mas­
sachusetts manufacturing. But now 
there is no such pretense. The free 
raw material dogma has not merely 
heen abandoned, but has been pub­
licly repudiated by the southern and 
western Democratic leaders, whose 
own states are producers of the raw 
jnaterlal . The legislative program of 
the antl-tarlff party in this country Is 
distinctively a sectional policy, aimed 
in ijartlcular at the life and pros­
perity of Massachusetts and Xew Eng­
land. Its success means less work 
and low-er wages for the hundreds of 
thousands of men and women em­
ployed In our protected industries— 
and In Massachusetts the protected 
Inductrles are nearly all w-o have . "
