~ Mercury Laden Swords.

Inserting running mercury {in the
backs of swords was a comparatively
common practice among the Italian,
French and Spanish swordmakers of
the sixteenth and seventeenth centu-
ries, but it was more of a fancy than
anything else, for it never came into
general use. It was not, of course,
used for raplers or the lighter kind of
swords, -but for the heavier cutting
swords. The method was to cast the

blade rather broader at the back than |

This was half fllled with quicksilver
and sealed up. The idea was that when
a blow was struck with such a sword
the ‘quicksilver would fly to the point
and so Increase the weight of the
blow. This theoretical advantage, how-
ever, did not at-all counterbalance the
general clumsiness of the weapon and
its unhandiness in guarding, and so
the mercurial swords, as they were
called, fromm which their ingenious in-
ventor hoped so much, were rather
military curiosmes thnn practical sue-
cesses,

He resided
at various times at Wuatertown; Con-
cord, of which he was one .of the
ariginal proprietors; lLancaster to
which town he removed to assist the
inhabitants to organize town affairs,
and Groton, where he resided from
1670 to 1676. His mansion house her.-
was a frontier garrison house. Major
Wiilard was second in command of the
colbnial troops in King Philip's war.
His headquarters in Groton was the
rendezvous for the troops ranging
between Groton, Lancaster and Marl-
boro. His house was burned by the
Indians in March, 1676, and was the
first house burned by the Indians in
that war.

THE SITOATION _

IN THE STATE
Coming Republican Stafe Gon-
Vention o Be Important One

MENTION LUCE AS CHAIRMAN

Anti-Vahey Democrats Convinced He
Intends to Stick—Fitzgerald’'s De-
fense of High Boston Assessments

The Republican state convention
which is to be heid in Boston Thurs-
day, Oct. 6, will be one of the most
ifmportant in recent years. ‘While it
will not have a large amount of work
to do in the way of selecting new can-
didates for office, its utterances in the
shape of the platform will be of the
highest importance. It is generally
recognized that the campalgn this fall
fs to be strenuously contested by the
Democratic party and that Republi-
cans will be called upon to make the,
best possible showing in every direc-
tion.

It is, of course, expected by the
Republican leaders that the congres-
sional election will bring out a good
part of the reserve vote- and that in
this respect the situation is more
promising than it was last year.
Nevertheless, those who have the Re-
publican campaign in charge are tak-
ing nothing for granted und are doing
everything possible to saf2guard the
election of the state ticket and the
present Republican representation in
congress from this commonweaith. -

It May Be Robert Luce

The Boston newspapers are predict-
ing the choice of Ex-Representative
Robert Luce of Somerville as perma-
nent chairman of the Republican con-
vention. As a matter of fact, the

‘state committee has selected no one

as yet for this responsible position and
naturally, under the circumstances,
the officers of the comimittee state that
Mr. Luce has not been chosen. It is
well known that some of the members
of the committee feel very kindly to-
ward Mr. Luce and it is not impossible
that he may be selected, although
several. other names are under con-
sideraton. Mr. Luce Is one of the
popular young men of the state and
two years ago was a candidate for the
nomination to be lieutenant governor
on the Republican ticket. He has
served for a number of terms in the
Massachusetts house of representa-
tives, where he was one of the lead-
ers in debate and counsel. He is
recognized as an extremely active,
energetic and persistent worker, and
a careful student of governmental
problems. He was chalirman of the
recent commission to investigate the
cost of living and did much of the
work on the report. of that body,
which has just been issued in a large
printed volume.
James H. Vahey Will Not Withdraw
The situation on the Democratic
side seems to be crystallizing rapid-
ly. In a speech at Worcester last
week former Senator James H. Vahey
declared himself a real candidate for
the Democratic nomination. He said
he wanted the Democratic nomination
for governor because he wanted to be
governor of the commonwealth, and
insisted that no one had either the
power or authority in advance of the
convention to determine who should
be its standard-bearer in the coming
campaign. He declared that to the
Democratic state convention he con-
fidently presented his cause, and that
under no circumstances would he
withdraw. It was entirely apparent
that he intends to stay in the fight un-
til the convention shall have declared
its choice for governor. It was at the
same meeting that Frederick W.
Mansfield, counse! for the American
Federation of Labor, declared himself
for Vahey and said it would be im-
possible for any man to win in the
fight agafnst Governor Draper if it
were going to be necessary to devote
all the time upon the stump during the
campaign in apologizing for his labor
record. This was a direct reference
to Congressman E. N. Foss. Mr.
Mansfield expresses the opinion that
the one candidate who could carry the
Democrats to victory this year s
James H. Vahey. The supposition
which has been entertained by some
for a considerable time that Mr.
Vahey would withdraw at the proper
moment in favor of Congressman Foss
seems to have been a mistaken one.
It is quite evident now that these sug-
gestions that he would withdraw, pub-
lished with great regularity in some of
the Boston newspapers, came from
those were opposed to Mr. Vahey,
possibly with the idea of forcing him
to retire by making his friends believe

that his candidacy was only a bluft}’

and 8o, undermine their confidence in
him.
Mayor Fitzgerald’s Attack on Assessors
Mayor John F. Fitzgerald of Bos-
ton has given out a statement In which
he charges collusion between the as-
gessors and wealthy tax dodgers of
pearly every city and many towns of
this state. The point the mayor seems
to wish to make is that the assessors
of the varfous cities and * towns in
question practice a systematic under-
valuation of property, so that these
-places may escape a just share of the
state taxes. He Insists that in Boston
the assessments are made honestly,
and claims that {f the assessors of the

other cities assessed property like-

w!se mat there would easlly be :ounﬂ ‘

$200,000,000 more taxable wealth than
there I8 and that the burden of the]

‘state tax would ‘not fall so heavily on

the Hub,

As a matter of fact, men who have
given the subject most careful con-
sideration say that Boston is suffer-
ing from excessive overvaluation, a
scheme that i{nsures a large revenue
but also necessitates the payment of a
state tax in proportion to the total as-
sesssment.

Year by year the wasteful system
in vogue at city hall has demanded a
larger revenue, and this it has only
been possible to obtain by forcing up
pssessment values to the highest pos-
sible point. While this has produced
a large revenue it has also necessi-
tated the payment of a state tax pro-
portionately heavy. It is the inevi-
table result of such a system and
those famillar with taxation ques-
tions think the mayor is merely seek-
Ing to defend his own position by
criticising the conservative system
adopted in some citles and towns. A
very large amount of real estate in
Boston is taxed for considerably more
than it will bring in the real estate
market. It is undoubteédly true that
the citizens of Boston would be ex-
ceedingly happy to live under the con-
servative system which would assess

‘no property above its actual value.

Cotton Wants No Outside Dictation
Out In the Eleventh district W.
Dudley Cotton is an active candidate
tor the Republican nomination. There
has been some talk of the nomination
of ex-Governor Guild, but he states
emphatically that he is not a candi-
date. A good many people feel that
Police Commissioner O’Meara would
be able to redeem the district against
any candidate who might be named by
the Democrats, and there is a feeling
among the Republican ‘léaders that
he ought to be nominated. Mr. Cot-
ton’s friends, however, are disposed
to resent dictation from the leaders or
anybody else, and say the people of
the district will take care of the mat-
ter without assistance from anybody
outside. '
The Democrats there are bhaving
sroubles of their own. There is a
plethora of candidates. Congressman
‘Peters wishes to be returned for an-
other term. Hon. Edward Seaver is
also In the field, backed by the Nawn
machine, and ex-Senator Dowd has
been a candidate for months. The
friends of Congressman Peters feel
confident that Seaver and Dowd will
divide the opposition to their men,
and that as a result the congressman
will be nominated for another term.
There i{s a splendid-opportunity for the
Republicans to redeem the district.

When Wives Were Sold.
When the war between Britain and
France ended {n 1815 many of the Eng-

lish soldiers found that their wives|

had martried again in the belief that
they were widows. The formal sell-
{ing of the wife was regarded amoung
the ignorant as a legal solution to the
problem thus presented, and it is said
that the authorities of the day deemed
it best to shut their eyes at the pro-
ceeding. A certain amount of formal-
ity had to be observed, however, be-
fore the sale was considered legal even
by the most ignorant. A Yorkshire
writer mentions two conditions which
must be carried out to make a satls-
factory sale—the price of the wife
must not be less than 1 shilling (24
cents), and she must be delivered to
her purchaser with a new halter around
her neck. The same writer records the
case of the woman who zealously pre-
served the receipts for bherself as a
proof of respectability.

In its essence bumor is brave
as it is honest. but with cowardice and
dishonesty there come base substitutes
for it, substitutes that make fun of
noble things with a humorous air, and
so bring humor itself into discredit.—

Rules of the Post:Office Department.
ORDER XNOQ. 907,

The following section is taken from
the latest revision of postal laws of
the official order of the Postmaster
General affecting newspapers in force
January 1, 1908:

Renewals of Subsecriptions.

3. A reasonable time will be al-
lowed publishers to secure renewals
of subscriptions, but unless subscrip-
tions are expressly renewed after the
term for which they are paid, within
the following periods—dailies within
three months, triweeklies within six
months, semiweeklies within nine
months, weeklies Within One Year,
semi-monthlies within three months,
monthlies within four months, bi-
monthlies within six months, quarter-
lies within six months—they shall not
be counted in the legitimate list of
subscribers, and copies mailed on ac-
count thereof shail not be accepted
for mailing at the second class post-
age rate of one cent a pound, but may
be mailed at transient second class
postage rate of One cent for each
ounce or fraction thereof, prepaid by
stnmps affixed.
