Following is a copy of a most inter-
esting deed, transterring the real es-
tate of thie famous. Fisk-Farley tan-
nery.  The tannery was operated in
tHollis from 1770 to 1852 or 1853, a
copy of which -has recently came into
possession of Anna Keyves Powers

Amos Fisk was the son of Josiah

and Sarah Fisk and was born in
Groton, West Parish, May 12, 1734.

His father was clerk of the district of
Pepperell, now Pepperell, from 1753
to 1768,  Awmos married March 13,
1762, Elizabeth Flagg, daughter of
Eleazer and Hannah Flagg, the second
family to settle in Hollis in 1732,
Christopher Farley was the son of
Lieut. Benjamjn and .Joanna (Page)
Farley, the third actual family in
Hollis in 1732-33. Christopher served
in the revolutionary war. He and his
wife, Ruth Jewett are interred in the
Hollis church yard.

PIERCE.
Pierce disposed of his interest and
went with the family 1o Flovida, stay-
ing there in the winter and working
north in the summer,

At the age of 20 Mr. Pierce started
in the nilk and dairy business on his
own account operating what was then
known as the Mudge IParm, Swamp-
scott, Mass., keeping about 25 cows
and operating two milk routes., one
in Swampscott and the other in Lynn.

\Wheén he htecame 21 he married
Stella Parker, yvoungest daughter of
Henry Parker of Weston, Mass.. and
sold out his business in Lynn and
moved to Cortland, N. Y., Mrs, Pierce’s
birthplace. He remained there until

In 1889 Mr. Plerce patented an
electric railway device for supporting
trolley wires and immediately started
to manufacture them in a very small
way. having.interested with him at
that time Mr. Savilla Wilder of Leom-
inster. Mr. Pierce did all of the sell-
ing and looked after the manufactur
fng while he was at home. The busi
ness grew very fast and it was neces-
sary to have increased capital in the
business and Mr. Wilder's intercst
was purchased and Mr. Charles I
Hudson joined Mr. Pierce under the
name of Pierce Bros. & Co., and :ur
nished the nceded capital.

- REARING .THE CALF
It Requires Good Judgment and the
Strict Attention of the Breeder.
When calves are to be reared either
for breeding uses or for growing into
beef, great care should be taken to
discard some at a comparatively early
age. An expert says that it would pay
far better to give away unpromising
culves than to attempt to rear them.
It {s true nevertheless that there may
be instances wherein calves do not
promise well at the first and made

‘good development later, but these in-
stances are the exception rather than
the rule. .

When calves come prematurely they
seldom develop as well as when born

at the proper time. It may pay to rear
some pure. breds that are thus born,
but it is questionable if it will pay to
rear such calves if they will be only
worth their meat or milk value when
grown. The same may be said of
calves that arve small and weak at
birth. While sume of these may de-
velop into zood animmals the clmnces
are against such a result, o
Among the imlications of promise in
young calves are strength and vigor,
shown almost as soon as born, good

' size and at least medium flesh, but it

would be going too far to say that
calves lean at birth may not bhe pos-
sessed of good development  later.

Leanness at bhirth miy have been
caused by influences’'in the dam which
may not work any serjous harm te
the calf. i

When calves are to be reared for
the dairy there are certzin indications
which it may be well to look for.
These include an udder well formed
and with teats well apart; also one or
more rudimentaries, which are said
by some to indicate milk force. In
these and all ealves six or eight teeth,
well foimed and  well through the
gums, so to spealk, ure also regarded
as indjcative of vigor,

Quality of Butier.

The quaiity of butter depends to 2
great degree wpon the food and drink
of the cow,  She should have clean,
pure water and wholesome food. Mueh
care should he taken in the selection
of the ration. The fndividual cow has
much to do in this regard,  But with.
respect to the part that is played in
handling the product of the cow too
much carelessiess is evident {n the
processes  of  bhuttermaking, After
churning is finished the butter and
mllk mixture should remain quiet for
about ten minutes in order to let the
butter ¢ome to the surface. A cup of
cold water will hasten the process.
An old recipe says: The bhutter should
then be carefally skimmed off into a
wooden bowl half full of water, The
water should he repeatedly changed
unti] it shows uo indication of milki-
ness. It ix mportant that the butter
should not be pressed or worked dur-

‘ing the process of removing the milk

from the Lutter. After this the butter
may be pressed into a mass and salt
to the extent of one-fortieth its weight
worked into it. The water should be
well pressed out, but the less worked
the more perfectly its granular charac-
ter is waintained.

If butter is pressed firmly into earth-
en jars or wooden firkins and kept at
a temperature of H) or 60 degrees it
may be preserved in fair eondition for
six or eight months.

Proper Shetland Type.

The ideal Shetland should have ro-
tund body and its legs be short and
not huckled at llzo knees.

In buying a pony select one that has
good knee action and holds his head
well up.  Always avold one that has a
“sleepy’™ appearance.

The original Shetland ponles come
from the Shetiand isles, off the extreme
north const of Scotland. It is known
that ponies have inhabited these fis-
lands for nearly 200 years, but the
first ponles imported to this country
were brought over about the middle of
the last century.

Treatment of the Separator. .

The separator is a machine which
should receive careful treatment if it
15 to do its best work. Foundations
should .he solid and the machine’ set
perfectly level. All bearings should
recelve . froequent flushings with kero-
sene. This will make the machine run
casy and prolong its life. Keep the
machine well oiled with the special
ofl sent out with the separator. Sep-
arators should be located in a cleam,
wéll ventilated place free from odors.
It is not necessary to say that the
separator should be taken apart and,
theroughly cleased and aired . after
each’ time it is used. - o

Enurmuus lncrease In American
Goods Sent Abroad

THE CAUSE OF HIGH PRICES

How a Radical Reduction of the Tar-
Iff Might Work Against Labor—The
Orange and Raisin Industries

One of the interesting things in re-
gard to the operation of the Payne-Al-
drich tariff act is the fact reported
by the bureau of commerce and labor
that exports of manufactures in the
fiscal year ending June 30, 1910, ex-
cecded those of any carlier year; and
also that imports .of manufacturers’
materials for the same period were the
largest in the history of the nation.
Years ago England was the great man-
ufacturing nation of the world and a
large proportion of the other conntries
fmported heavily from Great Britain.
Today the United States secems to be-
coming fast the leader among manu-
facturing nations and it does not need
the vision of a prophet to conjecture
that ere long she will lead the world
fn this line of enterprise.

So Jong as we continue to produce
the most of our raw materifals and
manufacture them into goods in this
country, so long will' American labor
be employed at equitable wages. It
has often been shown that if we buy

cour manufactured goods in  Ewrope
our money goes to the payment of
European wages and not to support of
our own American working men. Tha2
principle of a protective tariff for
which the Republican party has stood
for more than fifty years is to place
a customs tax upon imported goods
sufficient to .make up the difference
‘between low wages pald abroad and
the high wages paid in the United
States, and at the same time protect
our own manufacturers against the
goods of the foreigners. It is easy to
“see that If our tariff were put any low-
er than this it would open our markets
would swamp our own Industries
and compel them to shut down
or reduce wages
standard, in  arder that they
European standard, inorder that they
might survive the influx of cheap labor
products. Anvone who has studied
impartially the tariffl question to any
extent must see that the first onc to
suffer by foreign competition is the
wage earner, and then the manufact-
urer,

The Tariff and Labor

Most manufacturers in this country
say they are already economizing in
every way in order to produce their
goods at as low a price as possible. The
only thing which remains on which
they might reduce the cost of their
products seem to bhe lahor. Very few
manufacturers would wish to  cut
wages to any lower point than that
at which they now stand, but if com-
pelled to do so by the sharp competi-
tion of foreizners thronzh a radical
reduction of the tariff they say they
wounld be obliged to adopt this course
or face utter ruln. ]

It is easy to say that the tariff is
tesponsible for the present high prices
Qf the necessities of life. It is, how-
é\'or. impossible to prove it heeause
all the evidence points in the opposite
direction. The man who does not
stop to consider the facts of the case
may be deceived into believing that
the tariff is the cause of the present
prices. I he stops to examine the
evidence he will find in many cases
where the tariff has been reduced, that
prices have advanced as rapidly and
as radically as on those few articles
on which the tariff was increased. He
will even find that the prices of many
articles which have now heen placed
An the free list are much higher than
they were before. Certainly in a
tariff bill where the tariff on a large
part of the ftems was left as it was
hefore, or décreased, the tendency
should be toward lower prices if the
argument advanced against the tariff
15 true. Politlcal economists nearly
all agree that the enormous increase
in the production of gold is the cause
of high prices.

It ought to be evident that there i3
nothing to the charge that the tarift is
largely responsible for high prices.
The duty on hides was taken off in
the Payne tariff act, but notwithstand-
fng that fact, the prices of leather
advanced steadily and leather is at a
higher price mark today than before
the tarift law was enacted.

The Orange and Raisin Industries

It is interesting to note that during
the last decade or two domestic pro-
duction has been rapidily surplanting
certain classes of fruit formerly im-
ported in large quantities. This applies
especially to raisins and oranges.
Some years ago a duty was Imposed.
upon imports of these fruits. Today
it is recognized that the finest grades
of oranges and ralsins are produced in
this country in sufficlent quantities to

. practically supply the demand. In-
stead of spending money abroad for
these articles Americans are spending
it at home and thus helping to enrich
this country instead of some -other.
The cultivation of these fruits ig giv-
fng labor to American workmen, but
if the United, States had followed the
Democratic free-trade doctrine it 1!
extremely doubtful it such a showlng

to the Europeany

2s'this coufd have Leen made. -rhe

‘competition of cheap labor countrles

must-have been so flerce as to have
¢iscouraged the American fruft grower
in his effort to deveiop this industry.

Just what the country is doing in
the matter of 1ron and steel may be
seen from the following figures: In
forty years, from Is61 to 1900, our
Imports of fron and steel manufactures
amounted to $1,409,000,000), while
our e¢xports the same Jine were
§973,000,000. The excess of imports
over exports was $436,000 600,

In the ten years, from 1900 to 1910,
our fmports of manufactured iron aund
steel amounted to $397,000,000, while
our exports - totalled $1,411,000,000,
For the ten ycars. the excess of our
exports over our-imports was $1,104, -
000,000,

This 1ttle statement shows
nutshell the reversed conditions in the
steel Industry.  Whereas our exports
were formerly small and our imports
large, our imports today in the line
of steel are growing less and less,
while our exports are constantly and
rapidly increasing. The country
become more and ‘more self-sup-
porting nation and this has come about
through a maintenance of this pro-
tective tariff.

Mayor Fitzgerald is Criticised

The Boston finance commission has
sent a letter to Mayor Fitzgerald
roundly criticising appointments which
he has made during the first six
morths of his term of office, and
charging him with having played pol-
itles from city hall. The commission

in

‘also recommends that the mavor ¢h-

serve the letter and spirit of the
new charter amendment hereafter in
making appointments and contine him-

‘self to the larger and mwore important’

administrative problems, ceasing to
tnterfere with the heads of depart-
ments in the appointment or removal
of petty officials. ’

The finance commission sturdily up-
holds the action of the state civil ser-
vice board in rejecting many of Mr.
Fitzgerald's appointments, declaring
that the city has not suffered a loss in
any instance of rejection, and assert.
ing that persons who are qualified
could or chould have been found. The
letter goes on to state that fifteen of
the mayor’'s twenty-two new appoint-
ments to paid positions as heads of
Important departments appear to have
been made as rewards for political
support. .

Curious Styles of Letter Endings.

Any one In the habit of perusing old
letters is struck with the tone of great
hymillty and deference which per-
vades the correspondence of our ances-
tors. .

and obedient servant, Shrewsbury.”
