MULE RAISING 
IS PROFITABLE. 

Mule raising Is fast becoming a large 
and most Important Industry through­
out the United States, and it may be 
said that it is one of the principal live 
stock industries In certain sections— 
namely, Missouri, Kentucky, Tennes­
see, Indiana, lUlnols and "Virginia. 

"While In the states .where the largest 
number of mules are raised the con­
ditions are well suited for the indus­
try, there Is nothing to make it a 
special business more than could be 
done In a nnmber of other states, ex­
cept tho.t the farmers got into the 
business long ago, and it proved con­
tagious aztd spread over a considerable 
territory, and dealers, flnding it out, 
naturally went there to buy them. 

On the other hand, horse colts are 
raised to a considerable extent In all 
the states where the conditions are 
favorable to live stock growing. If 
many of the mares used as brood 
mares in different states for producing 
horse colts were bred to Jacks In­
stead of stallions it would be found 
more" profltable and in overy way more 
satisfactory. This Idea was suggested 
by a well known breeder for.the bene­
flt of any who are doing anything In 
the way of raising horse colts, for the 
reason that he believes mule colts will 
be found more profltable to any owner 
of good sized mares that will foal colts 
that have the qualities to make thera 
salable. 

Mute colts have decided advantages 
over horse colts in a general way. "We 
all know that at the present time a 
horse colt or a young horso to be sal­
able at a profit must possess somo 
qualities of high character. Good driv­
ers, good saddlers, pood draft liorses 
and some other classes, as army 
horses, will sell at a profit, but "plugs" 
are not wanted at figures that pay to 
raise them. 

Of course there may be "plug" mules 
as weil as "plug" horses, and no 
doubt they will average less profitable 
than "plug" horse-s. Small and crooked 
mules cannot be made to pay any 
proflt in any region where It costs a 
reasonable amount to raise a colt. So 
in breeding mares for mules it is fo<jI-
Ish to use small and defective mares 
or to use a small and Inferior jack. 

Any man who haa enough land of 
the kind to make grass will in almost

profitable if he will got the r ight sor t 
of m a r e s and keep t h e colts g rowing 
d g h t a long till t h e y m a k e the neces­
sa ry size.

T h e mule will b e su re to ge t his 
size f rom his d a m , a n d if he Is kep t 
g r o w i n g r i gh t a l o n g he will be good 
for a fa i r pr ice a s a two-year-old and 
for a b e t t e r one a t th ree . And yet 
t h e cost will no t b e more t h a n t h n t of 
a s t ee r of t h e s a m e age . 

F e e d i n g is a n o t h e r i m p o r t a n t fac tor 
In mule ra i s ing . E i t h e r corn or oa ts 
nre good feed to u s e w i t h alfalfa hay. 
T h e y will give b e t t e r resul t s If used 
toge the r t h a n if e i t h e r one Is fed alone. 
If t he mules do not seem to eai a s 
much a s t h t y shou ld , ml-t shelled corn 
and o a t s In equa l p a r t s by weight and 
gr ind them- Keed only a lltOe ground 
feed a t first a n d g radua l ly increase it 
a s they ge t a c c u s t o m e d to the change . 
Some of t h e m u l e s may not eat any 
more of t h e g r o u n d fe(xl than of the 
whole c o m a n d oa t s , bu t w h a t they 
do c a t will do then i more KOO<l. A lit­

The reuillon of Simon Willard's De­

scendants' association held here last 
Saturday was a great success, in point 
of numbers and interest. The court­
esy of our citizens in turning out in 
au'omobiies and assisting in t rans­
porting visitors from the station to 
the piace of thc meeting was much 
appreciated, and the organization ex­
tended a vote of thanks. . 

Among the business transacted was 
the appointment of a committee to 
solicit suhscriptiohs for a memorial 
window to be placed in St. Margaret's 
church, Horsmonden, England, where 
Simon Willard was baptized in 1604, 
and a cotpmittee to cooperate with 
such of the citizens of our town as are 
disposed to join for the purpose of 
erecting a tablet to mark the site 
of Major Willard's garrison house, 
one of the most important posts upou 
the frontier during King Philip's war. 
Among the interesting exhibits in­
dicating that the fame of Major Wil­
lard is recognized In England as well 
as New England, was a photograph of 
the following memorial tablet erected 
in the crypt of Canterbury cathedral, 
England: .,

Born 1G04—Died 1676.

It is certainly fitting that our citi­
zens should join in a movement to 
peri)etuate a record ot such an im­
portant event as the residence and 
service here of .Major Simon Willard. 

Major Willard came over in 163:i 
from Kent, England, and was a power 
in repressing the attacks of the In­
dians upon the settlers at Concord, 
Lancaster, Groton and Ayer. He was 
a fearless fighter. It was upon the 
ruins of the Willard farmhouse which 
had been laid iowc by the Indians that 
the party of the major's descendants 
with their wifes and children had their 
dinner. 

The visitors from Worcester and 
Other towns of Massachusetts were 
met at the Ayer depot by members of 
the Willard association, who wore red 
ribbons, and were conducted in autos 
to the farm. 

Miss Susan Baker Willard, Hingham, 
who has just returned from Europe, 
reported that the people of Torsemon-
don, England, where many of the ma­
jor 's relatives live, have placed a me­
morial window dedicated to the Massa­
chusetts hero in the window of the 
Episcopal church there. The records 
of the association were read by John 
Tougas of Dorchester, and Hon. Geo. 
.1. Burns, the historian of this town, 
indicated the various scenes of inter­
est about Ayer to the visitors, these 
including a corn mill two hundred 
years old.

Hon. Robert Luce Discusses 
the Commission's Report 

GOLD IS RESPONSIBLE FOR RISE 
Prices Increasing For Fifteen Y e a r s -

Onions and Trusts Exonerated— 

Tariff Not at Fault—Price Rise In 

Canada as Great as Here 

The select ion of Robert Luce of 
Somervi l le to preside at the Republi­
can state convention m a k e s him an In­
teres t ing character, and what he has 
to say on political subjects entitled to 
a t tent ion . Mr. Luce w a s chairman of 
the recent commiss ion to Investigate 
the Increases In the cost of l iv ing , and 
to a representative of th i s newspaper 
h e bas given an Interview relating to 
t h e report Just published by It. It Is 
g iven here: 

"The distribution of the full printed 
report of the commiss ion on the cost 
of l iv ing g ives to the public a s o m e ­
w h a t remarkable vo lume . Conceived' 
In pol i t ics , a Democratic chal lenge ac ­
cepted by Republ icans , It Is almost 
complete ly non-po'litlcaJ. Predicted 
a s sure to be worth le s s . It turns out 
to be a work ot permanent scientific 
v a l u e . Nobody expected the report 
would be made on t i m e , for the c o m ­
miss ion was appointed March 9 with 
instruct ions to report May 1, yet the 
work was flnished In the l ess than 
e ight weeks st ipulated—probably an 
unprecedented achievement for a seri­
ous public document of 750 pages , 
deal ing with an intricate problem that 
Involved nearly the whole range of 
e c o n o m i c s , sociology, commerce and 
Industry. 

"Although the rise in prices has 
been .going on for nearly flfteen years . 
It did not attract general attention un­
til last winter . Then It had corae to 
affect so many people so keenly that 
It became the foremost topic of dis­
c u s s i o n . . Human nature dearly loves 
a scapegoat , and of course everybody 
w e n t to looking for It. Some found 
It In the tariff, others found It in the 
labor unions , still o thers were sure 
the trusts had done It a l l . So what­
ever the commission reported. It was 
certain to run counter to the preju­
dices of many opinionated partisans. 
Apparently this did not worry It, at 
any rate to the point of t imidity , for 
It s e e m s to have .sought s imply to state 
tbe actual facts with a candor and 
comple te tness enough to show its con­
c lus ions tp be inevi table . 

Recalling the Silver Campaign 
"For Instance, recall ing the bitter 

content ion of 1S96 over <he sliver 
quest ion , when Bryan went down to 
defeat because he championed the so -
called quantitative theory of money, 
a Massachusetts commiss ion , with four 
of Its five members Republicans, 
might have hesitated to proclaim the 
abundance of gold as the reason for 
the rise in prices so far a s It is world­
w i d e , •yet they boldly assert i t , and 
as therein they are in agreement with 
n ine - tenths of the economists of the 
world , and as the figures given In de­
tail In the report are overwhelming in 
their force, he would indeed be rash 
w h o questioned the conclus ion . This 
would indicale that Bryan was right 
In his theory, though It was most 
fortunate that the country escaped 
what would have heen his application 
of It. With the world's stock of gold 
Increased by almost one-half since 
Bryan made his first campaign , imag­
i n e what would have happened if sil­
ver had been returned -to Its old 
money place. The chances are that 
long before this we would havo seen 
the worst financial panic and the most 
wide-spread suffering of our history. 

"By the way, since the brief ab­
stract of the report of the commission 
w a s printed upon its presentatlVjn. It 
has been Interesting to observe how 
many persons fai l ' to understand how 
an increase In gold and the volume of 
money can raise prices . Everybody 
knows that flour, s h o e s , c lo thes , rise 
nnd fall , but many can't understand 
that In Just the same way gold, bank 
n o t e s , credit , rise and fal l . When ev­
erything e lse r ises . It means simply 
that gold fa l l s , because everything 
e l se Is measured In go ld . So the 
wor ld-wide rise In prices must be due 
to go ld . 

Price Rises Great In Canada 
"American prices , however , have 

r isen more than those of tbe old 
world. So the commiss ion sought tc 
find what additional causes were here 
at work—causes peculiar to our own 
land . It met a fact of great signifi­
c a n c e , not widely enough known and 
appreciated. Tbat (aot Is a rise ot 
prices In Canada falljr a s great a s - I D 
the Onlted S ta tes , It not greater than 
wi th u s , a rise so ser ious .that tbe Do­
minion government h a s .for some 
months been making elaborate i n -
Testlgatlon of Its c a u s e s . Manifest ly , 
there fore , the blame Is not to be laid 
a t tbe door of the law makers ol 
e i ther country. The c a u s e s are deep- j 
e r than s ta tutes . 

"Of course , this disappoints those 
w h o knew that the tarlft did It. They 
fel t sure that ham and e g g s were soar­
ing bpcaose the duty on tin plate bai 
not been removed . If champagne 
rates h a d . n o t been raised by the 
P a y n e bi l l , they .knew mi lk would sell 
for five cents a quart l a Bo'ston. It 

yyit 

mattered nothing to tbem that the 
chart. Of price change for fifty yeara 
s h o w s absolutely no relation to tariff 

• Changes, tbat prices go up and prices 
go down without any regard whatever 
to which party Is In power. Of course . 
If there were no tarlft at t l ! , s ome 
prices would be lower, but If the pro­
tect ive doctrine Is valid—and both 
great parties now support It—tbere 
would be less Income to pay all prices , 
so we would have Jumped from the 
trying pan Into the flre. 

Trusts Not Makers of High Prices 
"Canadian experience also helps ex ­

plode the notion that the trusts are at 
the botttom of it all.« On either side 
of the line many notable price Increas­
es are lo necess i t ies of life not even 
remotely controlled by the trusts . It 
Is not to be doubted tbat some things 
are somewhat higher than they would 
be were there no trusts . Some oth­
ers ai'e probably lower by reason of 
trust development . It is Impossible to 
say Whether the major part of trust 
profits have come through the econ­
omies of consol idation, or by the l e s s ­
ening of competition and the mainten­
ance of prices at a rata higher than 
the competit ive rate.' B u t whatever 
the other evils of unregulated monop-
the other evils of unregulated 
o ly , It seems not to be responsible 
for any considerable'part In the recent 
Increase In the cost of Hying. 

"Perhaps the trades unions have 
been singled out as the scape-goat by 
more people than have flxed on any 
other one cause . But the commiss ion 
points out that less than 10 perceht of 
the workers of the country are or­
ganized, and that workers engaged In 
the production of the commodit ies that 
have risen most in recent years , par­
ticularly agricultural products , are 
hardy organized at all . The fact is 
tbat such rise in wages as has taken 
p lace , has followed the rise In prices; 
has been a result and not a cause . 
There may be some l ines where wage.i 
have r isen abnormally, but the great 
mass of the wage earners of the coim-
try have not seen their' Income keep 
up In growth with the outgo . 

What Causes High Prices? 
"Where, then , are the causes to be 

found'/ 
"The commission answers this by 

pointing out many contributary causes , 
with a wealth of Instructive sugges­
tion about the wastep of modern so-

.ciety, the growth of extravagance , the 
need and typportunity for thrift, but 
though Itself making Ilttle attempt to 
weigh the relative Importance of all 
these causes . Its report cannot fail 
to show that no Influence peculiar to 
America is of greater Importance than 
that of the ratio between agriculture 
and our other act iv i t ies . Our state Is 
out of balance. Too small a part ot 
our population Is on the farms . -Our 
cities have grown relatively too fas t . 

"In the last analys is everything 
traces back to the soi l . So long as 
fertile land was practically unlimited 
we felt no pressure from mere popula­
tion. But there are no longer any 
frontiers. Worse than that , we have 
skimmed the cream. Now we must 
begin puttltng back that which we have 
taken away . We must ferti l ize, we 
must cultivate intensively , as they 
say . That costs m o n e y . That means 
higher prices. And that is why , 
though prices may drop now and then, 
we shall never see cheap beef, pork, 
mutton, wheat , wool , cot ton , corn, 
eggs , milk, lumber, or any of the 
staples t h a t . a r e not only the chief 
necessit ies of . l i fe , but a lso the basis 
of all other necessit ies and most of 
the luxuries. " . 

"Confronted b y the workings of the 
inexorable laws of nature herself , the 
commission could of course do little 
more than disclose the facts of their 
operation. Their effect is not to be 
escaped through human statutes . 
The ballot cannot re-fertl l lze the soil 
or check the birth-rate . Pal l iat ives , 
not remedies , are alone possible . 
Even these are chiefly to be sought 
in directions outside of the control of 
law-makers—In those habits of thrift, 
economy, sobriety, t emperance , mod­
es ty , that are to be developed only by 
the people t h e m s e l v e s . " 

The Curse. 
An Irish authority thus defines as 

an expert the effects of a well deliv­
ered curse: "Tho belief among the an 
clent Irish was that a curse once pro 
nounced must fall In somo direction. 
If It has been deserved by him on 
whom It Is pronounced It will fnll on 
him sooner or later, but if it hns not 
then It win return upon the person 
who pronounced It. They compare it 
to a wedge with which a woodman 
cleaves timber. If it h.ns room to go 
It Win go and cleave the wood, but If 
It has not It will fly out nnd strike the 
woodman himself who Is driving It be-
t w e e a the eyes."—London Globe.

Tho murder w a s not discovered till 
the uext m o m i n g . and. as H u n t had 
been with the cashier the night before 
and was missing, there w a s no doubt 
as to his being the murderer. 

Great sympathy was manifested for 
Mrs. Hunt, who had been left not only 
with tho obloquy of, her husband's 
crime resting upon her, but wi thout 
support for herself and her chUdren.
