GONSTANTINGREASE INNUMBER

Dr. Owen Copp ‘l;ells What Common-
weélth is Doing .For These Unfor-
7 tunates—State Assumed Burden

Formerly Borne by Cities and Towns

A very large item in the state tax

"1s due to the commonwealth assuming

the expense of caring for the insane
and mentally defective. According to
Dr. Owen Copp, secretary of the state
board of insanity, $1,800,000 of the
total state tax this year is assessed to
cover “this cost. In regard to the
work of this board Dr. Copp says: =
“Formerly cities and towns cared
for many (22 per cent) of these classes
In.thelr almshouses and in addition
paid directly 70 per cent. of the cost
of their support in state institutions.
But the insane, the last six years;
and the feeble-minded and’ epileptic,
the last two years, bave been sup-
ported at the expense of the state
alone, and the insane, so far as pub-
lic charges, are -cared for only in
state institutions. Consequently the
demand upon the state for. pew bufld-

ings at i{ts institutions has been pro-;

portionately greater and the annual
state tax levy for their support is now
more than three times what: it would
have been under the old system with-
out change of conditions. . -

.*“In more definite terms, the contin-
uance of almshouse care and of city
and town support of thelr insane in
state Institutions would have resulted
in reductions of state expenses.as fol-
lows: . .

“(1) The state tax ot 1910 for the
maintenance of the insane and de-
fective in state institutions would have
been reduced more than $1,800,000,

which ‘would have been added to the’

local taxes of cities and towns. .
“(2) State appropriations during th
Jast twelve years for new buildings
aod improvements for state institu-
tions would have been reduced ap-
proximately $2,000,000.
Increase In Insane s Normal

“There is a normal increasé of the}-

insane in public institutions. The
annual average the last twenty-five
‘years was' 320; the last ten vyears,
387, and the last five years, 402.
One-half of this increase is due to
the growth of poptilation, the other,
in the main, to (1): The fuller confi-
dence of the public in the institutions,

because of the better care and treat-|

ment they afford. inducing more fre-
quent admission. of new patients,
longer stay of the chronic and longer
lives of the sick and feeble.

“(2) The lessening ability of rela-
tives to continue their home care or to
resume it after institutional treatment
because of the higher cost and stand-
ards of living.

*(3) The greater Intolerance on the
part of neighbors of infringement ot
their rights and comfort by the eccen-
tric acts and conduct of such persons
in the community, the inevitable se-
quel of the loss of elbow-room by
closer contact of modern life in apart-
ments and lodging houses, and of the
greater prevalence In general of urbaan
conditions resultant from the rising
flood of migration from rural districts
to the cities and more populous cen-
tres.

“{4) A keener appreclation by the
public and public officials of the dan-
gers in the present and the menace to
the future welfare of the race conse-
quent upon néglect to protect these
unfortunates in the community.

“(6) The tendency to broaden the
definition of insanity to include forms
of mental disease not formerly so

© classified.

“(6) A probable moderate increase
in the development of new cases of in-
sanlty.

Hospitals Are Stiil Overcrowded

“Overcrowding of the insane was
nearly 20 percent ten years ago. This
means that more than 1500 patients
slept on cots in day rooms and corri-
dors, most of which had to be stored
away during the day to- make room for
patients. Systematlec and persistent
efforts gradually relleved this dis-
tressful and unsanitary condition, but
the recent hard times and the Steele
tragedy at the state house a few years
ago, suddenly caused a great inflow
of patients into state institutions. In
1908 the*Insane increased nearly 800,
about double the average. In conse-
quence there was an overcrowding ot
nearly 6 percent at the opening of the
last legislature, which necessitated the
unusually large appropriations of last
winter for new buildings and tmprove-
ments anlounting to $631,070, and
providing for 732 patlents and nurges,
in addition to admlpistrative bulld-
ings. Co. .
“There exists at all times in every
community an ever increasing demand
for public provision for feeble-minded
and eplleptic, which {3 probably never
adequately met. In this common-
wealth, however, during the last
decade tl;ere has ‘been a nearer ap-
proach to sufficlency in this direction
-than ever before. Contlouously. for

years there has been a walting list of

not less than 500 such children urgent-
Iy needing care and protection {n our

. INSANE WARDS

‘Why It Costs More fo Care

-Epite the deplorable consequences of
neglect of such children, the state
bhad provided, up to the beginning ot
the period under discussion, less than

-600 beds at the Waverley school and

200 at the hospital for epileptics. Now

‘the capacity. of the Waverley school | -
fg 1350, the hospital for eplleptics 850 |-

and the new state school at Wrentham
was opened with 250 beds. In other
words, provision bas been made since
1898 for more than twice as many’

as had been made prior to that date.
Nurses ‘Now Live In Home-

“In 1900 nearly all our nurses and
attendants lived .on the wards in as-
sociation with all classes of the in-
sane. .There was only one home for
40 nhrses; now, there are 21 homas,

- with pleasant rooms, usually single,

for 910 nurses. - Their hours of duty
have  been reduced from 84 hours a
week to 60 or 65 hours, usually with
one tull day off in seven. Their wages
have been advanced 15.32 ‘percent

‘from an average of $22.34 per month

to $25.76. - Corresponding. improve-’
ment in living conditions and wages
has been made for.other employes.
“Such “progress has seemed to be
demanded by the publie, and in justice
to workers in an exacting and unat-
tractive fleld in the interest of a piti-
ful class of unfortunates. .
“The last legislature appropriated
$2,601,732 for the maintenance of
fnstitutions whose inmates and de-
fective inmates numbered; Sept. 1,

of 6569, or 90.55 percent. Compari-
son of weekly per capita cost of main-
tenance s0 far back 'ag 1898 cannot be
made on an accurate basis, but in
1905 such weekly cost was $3.76,
which advanced in 1909 to $4.24, be-
ing 49 cents & week more, or 13 per-
cent. Higher wages and shorter hours
of labor account for an increase of
36 cents a week, or 74 percent of.the
whole advance.  Evidently the re-
maining 13 certs a week l; more than
explained by the higher prices of
food, cloth!ng and other supplies.”
