H a v e this dish large enough 
to al low for the increased bulk of the 
pudding after the commeal bus cooked 
and the milk has been added. Put . the 
pudding in a moderate oven and when 
a crust, forms on top stir it from the 
Ixrttom of the' dish and add one pint 
of.cold milk. Be sure that this i s thor­
oughly blended. Continue cooking, and 
repeat this process every half hour—if 
necessary -at more frequent Intervals 
if it browns too rapidly. The pudding 
should bake, s ix hours In all, and the 
entire quantity of milk should be tak­
en up by the-mcal in the manner de-
'scribed. Server the pudding hot with 
sauce. T h i s "sauce may consist of but­
ter ancLsugar, creamed and flavored.. 
A favorite mixture for this purpose 
consists of maple sugar stirred into 
rich cream and kept cold until poured

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GOVERNMENT 
OF THE PEOPLE 

It Is Coming to Be Only a 
Name, Says Governor Foss 

HIS ADDRESS TO LEGISLATURE 
No Public Servant Must Have Any 

Other Master Than the People— 

Labor's Just Demands Must Be Met 

—People Against Return of Lodge— 

In i t i a t i ve , -Re fe rendum and Recall 

Declared to Be Already at Hand 

Gentlemen of the General Court of 
Massachusetts:—We^-are here . In ac ­
cord with t ime honored cus tom, to 
complete the inauguration of an ex­
e c u t i v e . I am'deep ly sensible of the 
honor conferred and the obligation 
Imposed. There are , however , 
weight ier matters than the mere 
formality of inauguration confronting 
u s , and t o . these we must address 
ourse lves . 

Popular Government 
W e have reached a crisis in the af­

fairs of thi3 commonweal th . It Is a 
cris is which our form of government 
i s facing today not only In Massachu­
se t t s but in every s tate of the union. 
T h i s crisis i s . all the_~more jnarke.d Jn. 
our state because Massachuset t s Is 
the birthplace of popular govern­
ment . 

T h e people, in all sec t ions of the 
country, have lost confidence In many 
of their public servants . The dictator­
ship by political bosses , and by repre-

' s enta t lves of special interests is hotly 
re sented , for these men desire to con­
trol public servants and to direct 
legis lat ion to their own ends . They-
do_no_t des ire the enactment of laws 
guarantee ing justice to all and privi­
l e g e to n o n e , 

Massachuset ts has always been the 
leader at every great turning point in 
the policy uf Ihe-nattouT-and-she m u s t 
lead today in restoring the govern­
m e n t Into the hands of tne people . 
S h e must banish every power and 
every Influence which is hostile to the 
rule of the people . 

S h e must tolerate no public servant 
w h o arrogates to himself the prerog­
a t ive s of government , or who turns 
h i s back to the people at tne heck of 
spec ia l interests or their agents—it 
e x i s t s for the people . It belongs to 
the people . 

T h a t , . g e n t l e m e n , is the ideal. 
N o w , what are the conditions today'.' 
Government of the people is coming 
t o be' only a n a m e . Represei. ;itives 
o f the monopol ist ic interes- have 
u s u r p e d the prerogat ives of tb peo­
p l e . - T h e y h a v e acquired too - n ; i i a 
•control, and have too largel> ^hai»-d 
t h e policy of federal and state af­
fairs'. 

T h e usurpation oi-power—can only 
be ended by the people taking into 
the ir o w n hands the direction and 
control of their government . 

ThTWrsT step is to abolish the boss 
and all his agencies ; the caucus , the 
nominat ing convention and all politi­
cal machinery which intervenes be­
tween the people and their govern­
ment . 

AH candidates for public office with­
out exception must be chosen by the 
people through the direct primary. 
Only by this m e a n s can they be held 
accountable . N o public servant must 
have any other master than the peo­
ple . 

Establ i sh the direct primary, choose-
your o w n public servants without 
reference to any machine or fact ion, 
make them accountable only to your­
s e l v e s , and popular government will 
be es tabl i shed. 

To- the direct primary m u s t be 
Joined the power of recall; so that any 
puolic servant who proves recreant' 
to his trust may he Immediately d i s ­
missed . 

Important as these s teps are . it Is 
of far greater importance that the 
people keep their power over legis la­
tion through the initiative and the 
referendum. 

Under the conditions which exist 
today , as I see them, these, are the 
on ly true safeguards of representative 
g o v e r n m e n t . 

There can be no valid objection to 
t h e s e measures if we bel ieve in the 
c a p a c i t y , and therefore the right, 
of the people to govern t h e m s e l v e s . 

If the people are competent to exer­
c ise the power of the franchise , then 
they are competent to advise their 
public servants and recall them if they 
are not true to their trust . 

The referendum provides that an 
Important legislative measure shall bo 
submitted to the people upon their re ­
quest betore It becomes a l a w . 

The Initiative provides that the pro-
pie themselves may prepare and pass 
a constitutional amendment or an im­
portant law If the legislature pers is t ­
ent ly refuses to enact It. 

I urge upon you a resolve for a 
constitutional amendment to provide 
for the Initiative and the referendum. 

Labor 
Labor Is the foundation upon which 

the structure of popular government 
Is bui l t , and as such i t must be recog­
n ized , i t s Just demands m e t , i t s 
r ights guarded and protected. It 
m u s t have every leg is lat ive safeguard 
that capital h a s . 

We all recognize the right of labor 

to t forganize, ana w e m u s t * rurtner 
recognize that labor should be exempt 
from unfair injunction restr ict ions , 
and that the-liberty or property of any 
cit izen ought not to be taken from him 
without trial by Jury. 
— H l» even more Impuitaut thul the 

, Q jao l -Pub l l c Corporations 
I ' Right here let m e say what. I . th ink 
U h e att itude .of the s ta te , should pe 

with reference to the quas i -publ ic 
;brporatlon». In the first p lace , I s e e 
ootbing Inimical In the mere7 s i z e of 

compensat ion of labor be above a bare 
l iv ing. It must ensure to the work-
lngman some measure of protection to 
those dependent upon h i m . 

W e must rigidly define and limit the 
hours of labor, especial ly for women 
and chi ldren, with due regard to 
healthful conditions and educational 
opportunity. 

In safeguarding labor from unjust 
conditions and from destitution we can 
learn much from Germany, which -is-
the home of o ld-age pens ions . 

In particular 1 would direct your 
earnest attention to the subject or 
_wj)rkjjignum.'s__co_nipensatlpn for; lnr. 
Juries. Immediate and equitable 
legislation is demanded, not only by 
the employe but by the employer . A 
wise compensation act is a safeguard 
to both capital and labor. The 
criterion of such a law must be defi­
n i t e , certain and speedy adjustment 
of all c la ims , so that they may be d is ­
counted , al ike by capital and labor. 

T h e result of such a law is not to 
be measured merely by. financial con­
s iderat ions , but by the better rela­
t ionship which will be brought about 
between the employer and ' h is e m ­
ploye. 

Let Massachusetts take the lead 
along this humanitarian line of prog­
ress; for above everything e l s e w e are 
an industrial commonwea l th . It is 
therefore vital that our Industr ies bff 
strengthened and' o u r w o r k m e n safe*-
guarded by wise and progress ive l e g i s ­
lation. 

Vocational T ra in ing • 
And right here we must recognize 

that a sound body and an Industrial 
training and education are t h e birth­
right o f every cit izen. T h i s birth­
right must be ensured to him by an 
Industrial education which fits him to 
earn his l iving. 

W e have technical co l l eges , but w e 
need Industrial kindergartens to teach 
our boys and girls how to do the 
s i m p l e s t things in life, and to do 
them intel l igently. 
— T h i s ts the age-—of. specialization-,-
even in the ordinary vocat ions . W e 
are special iz ing to so ;;i-eat an extent 
that old methods no longer m e e t jyie 
industrial need of the present day. 
Our educational Institutions must 
keep pace with the new order of 
things; and for this reason attention 
must be given not merely to the h igh ­
er forms of technical educat ion, but 
to what are termed vocational and 
trade schools , in which the youth may 
lit himself for practical , every -day 
work. 

Thi s change in our educational sys- ' 
tern must come immediate ly—even at 
the expense of academic work, if 
:>'cessary; for our boys and girls on 
I'-avIng school must have s o m e prac­
tical training which will make an hon-
<•-• livelihood possible . 

Transportation 
Krnm labor we pass to the next vital 

nec.tssity_.Qf_i.ndiistrii=iransBortatioji-
We must encourage and extend by-

wise and equitable legislation all the 
transportation facilities a t our com­
mand, in~a'spirit not of host i l i ty "'but 
of fairness and co-operat ion . 

We must legislate with a view to 
bringing the trunk lines not only of 
this country but of Canada to our 
great terminal and our ports , in order 
that we may have a wider distribu­
tion for our products and a fr^er com­
munication by rail and water with the 
markets of tho wor ld . - • -

W e should recognize that Massa­
chuset t s and all New England con­
st i tute a vast terminal for the crea­
tion of business , which requires for 
its products the widest distr ibution. 
We must enlarge these means of d i s ­
tribution by every method In our 
power. 

Above all things our transportation 
must mil be confined to-the rai lroads . 
We have one of the . f inest seaports of 
the world, and its deve lopment and 
use depend upon broad legis lat ion di­
rected to both coastwise, and foreign 
bus iness . 

The state must co-operate with its 
metropol is . Hoston, in the ownersh ip 
and development of docks and termi­
na l s , in order that the largest and 
most modern s teamships may unite 
with the railroads In the upbuilding of 
our industry and c o m m e r c e . 

T h e state must also take Immediate 
steps to outline and construct a sys 
tern of waterways and canals to sup­
plement the railroads, so that raw 
materials may be secured to ojir In­
dustries at the lowest poss ib le cos t . 

W e have cause for gratification that 
work on the Cape Cod canal Is pro­
gress ing so rapidly, and that its early 
complet ion s e e m s assured . 

I be l ieve that the dredging out of 
the Merrlmnc and Connecticut r ivers , 
and the building of the so-ca l led 
Weymouth' canal from Fall River 
through the Brldgewaters and Brock­
ton are among the first undertakings 
that should bg Inaugurated. 

In tho last s e s s ion ' of the general 
court an expenditure of $3 ,000 ,000 
w a s authorized to provide for new 
p iers , with the condition that they 
should be leased before construct ion . 
I respectful ly urge that th is act be 
amended so that work may begin Im­
mediate ly , bel ieving as I do that If, 
when the piers are comple ted , they 
are not quickly brought Into useful 
and profitable service by .our dominant 
railroad corporations, then the state 
'can and ought to take Immediate s teps 
' to secure some other tenant .

It can be regarded only a s o.n act of 
legis lat ive complaisance or of f inan­
cial subt'<iTug-j, a.id OJ e i ther of these 
grounds .t i s intolerable. 

T h e incorporation of the Boston 
Holding compairyv.was special l eg i s l a ­
tion in the interest of pr iv i l ege . I r e ­
gard it as one of the most flagrant e x ­
amples of pernicious legis lat ion e n -

-acted - i n ~ r e c e n t " y e a r s : ItTTegalfzed 
solrie of the most object ionable cor­
porate methods . 

The people are to be congratulated 
..that the original proposal , permitt ing 

the ' company to Issue bonds which 
were to be free from taxat ion , ..and 
which were to be a legal inves tment 
for sav ings b a n k s , w a s thwarted . 
Legis lat ion of this character should 
never again be permit ted . . 

I would a lso call attent ion to the 
voluntary assoc ia t ions which Issue 
shares ev idenc ing a part ic ipat ing 
o w n e r s h i p , but w h i c h , under ex i s t ing 
l a w s , are subject to none of the regu­
lat ions a s t o publicity and taxat ion 
that apply to both bus iness and pub­
l i c , serv ice corporat ions . 

I do not recommend t h e _ a p p o i n t ­
m e n t of a special commiss ion to c o n -

'alder this subjec t , but I belfe've that 
the tax commiss ioner may wel l be 
directed t o Invest igate the further 
regulation by the c o m m o n w e a l t h o f 
such voluntary as soc ia t ions , and tc 
report thereon to the next general 
court , with specific r e c o m m e n d a ­
t ions . 

I a lso think there should be a 
change of method on the part of the 
public serv ice corporations In s eek ing 
legis lat ion from the general court . 
The old method of framing desired 
legislation behind c losed doors , 
through leg is lat ive agent s and the 
lobby, should be entirely d iscont in­

ued"! There Is no occas ion for s ecre -
cy, but , on the contrary, for the 
greatest degree of publicity. 

The corporation before coming tc 
the leg is lature should put its case be­
fore the people t h e m s e l v e s , through 
the press and by public m e e t i n g s , if 

'necessary , and in this w a y enl ighten 
the people fully and frankly a s to 
just w h a t It wants and what it pro­
poses to g ive in return. 

The people will then be in a pos i ­
tion to advise their leg is lators . T h e 
corporation should do this with the 
^greatest f rankness , reveal ing not 
merely a part of the truth, but the 
-whole truth. 

My own experience in corporate 
management is that when the people 
thoroughly understand a proposition 
they act with inte l l igence and fair­
n e s s . If the corporation meet s the 
p u b l i c i n th i s spirit of honesty ami-co­
operation ;—therr-the -public "In—return 
will grant more liberal concess ions 
than can be secured In any other way . 
TJiese methods will command the_con^ 
tidence and enl ist the capital of tbe 
people for these enterpr ises . 

This procedure on the part of the 
corporations will forever end the 
lobby and its attendant train, and it 
will inevitably give the corporation all 
that It is entitled to . 

The Judic iary 

I_th lnk_we are all agreed that the 
first duty of a free government is to 
ensure the prompt enforcement, of 
legal r ights as between man and man. 
•There i s no excuse for a delay of 
years before a plaintiff can finally e s ­
tablish his r ights , or a defendant be 
finally re l ieved of the trouble and un­
certainty of a law suit . 

I a m wel l aware that in this state 
de lays ln_J.he_trial of c a u s e s have 
amounted to a practical denial of 
jus t i ce , 

It Is evident that some method must 
be found of clearing the dockets of the 
superior court . so that cases m a y be 
speedi ly heard and determined; and 
to this end I recommend that the 
number of just ices be Increased. 

I further recommend that the pres­
ent salaries of the just ices of the s u ­
preme and superior courts be in ­
creased; a n d , as a condition of this 
increase , I recommend that the 
courts open for their fall term on the 
Tuesday succeed ing Labor day. 

I would further recommend that this 
legis lature carefully reconsider the re­
port of the commiss ion appointed to 
study the condit ions In our courts , 
and see whether more of their recom­
mendations cannot now be adopted. 

I would also recommend that the 
supremo and superior courts be g iven 
full control and regulation of their 
trial docke t s . 

In respect to criminal c a s e s , it i s , 
in m y Judgment, outrageous that a 
suspected person m u s t now remain 
Imprisoned for a long period before a 
hear ing can be given and his r ights 
de termined . T h i s violates all public 
s e n s e of Just ice , and should be r e m e ­
died . 

Finance Board 

T h e affairs' of tho commonweal th 
perta ining to the conduct of the pub­
l ic bus iness are essent ia l ly of a bus i ­
n e s s character , and they should be 
conducted a long wel l -es tabl i shed bus i ­
n e s s l i n e s , such as prevail In any 
great corporat ion . 

T h e Massachuse t t s commiss ion o n 
the c o s t of l i v ing says that " t h e m e t h -

they should supplement and explain 
each other, and" lead to some clear 
and. logical conclusion." 

In the administration of the. several 
counties of this state officials have 
multiplied and expenses grown, until 
today it Is virtually impossible to de­
termine how much the Counties cost or 
how many officers-are employed, or to 
obtain any definite Information re­
garding county affairs. 

To accomplish this end, it is neces-
'sary that some central authority be 
appointed by the state, with power to 
investigate and report to the public on 
the Business methods of the various 

—state and county—departments-;—andy • 
when occasion'demands, city and 
town governments. 
'Such a board, with powers cover­

ing the whole state, having authority 
to summons persons with papers, 
should be authorized by the legisla­
ture. This board, to reach its high­
est efficiency, should be non-partisan 
In its broadest sense. The result of 
its work will be of the highest im­
portance as a means of preventing 
fraud and extravagance. 

Another branch of the state's busi­
ness in .which a higher efficiency is 
demanded is that relating to the wards 
of the state. 

During the past year we have spent 
more than the total amount of the.di­
rect state tax in the care of our chari­
table and .correctional institutions'. 
The.tax amounted to $4,500,000; the 
expense stated amounted to over $4,-
900,000. , ' • ' 

While It must ever remain our fixed 
duty to protect these helpless ones, 
yet Immediate steps should be taken 
to prevent, such a large and increas­
ing number of persons from losing the 
power of self-support, either through 
mental, moral-or physical sickness, 
or through that industrial inefficiency 
which leads to pauperism. 

We should seek out all the causes 
which result In the loss of personal In­
dependence and self-supporting 
power, and apply sclenting mp^ures 

which they, would contribute by thetr-

of personal help to all'who are drifting 
toward.our public institutions. 

••- This is the greatest problem at 
present confronting us. In the en­
deavor to solve it, I call upon all citi­
zens who are properly qualified by 
training and experience to advise the 
executive office freely, as a matter of 
public duty. I shall also at the 
earliest possible moment secure the 
services of the most competent ex-

^perts , with a view to recommending 
the necessary legislation. 

State Commissions 
On business principles, I am not In 

favor of commissions as a means of 
transacting public business, unless 
they are appointed suhject to recall, 
for I believe their tendency is not in 
accord with popular or representative 
government. 

They have practically no check 
^jjlacea ^over them. They multiply un­

necessary officers and clerks,—aifiT 
thereby increase the expense of car­
rying on the work of the different 

-_hranches-of-Uie-state's activities. — 
I now advise the abolition of the 

following commissions which relate to 
quasi-public corporations, namely:, 
the railroad commission, the gas and 
electric light commission, the Boston 
transit commission and the highway 
commission, which includes the su­
pervision of the telephone and tele­
graph companies. And in their places 
f. recommend the creation of a public 
utilities board, which should consoli­
date Into itself the functions of these 
commissions, with the stipulation that 
the tax collecting function of the high­
way commission shall revert to the 
state treasurer's department. 

This board should be composed or 
five members, whose terms should be 
for ten years, subject to the recall 
of any member at any state election. 
The chairman should be a lawyer. 
This board should have the right to 
employ and hear counsel; its decisions 
should be in writing, with tbe vote of 
each member recorded; and it should 
have the power of initiative. 

Home Rule For Cities 
1 regard home rule for cities as an 

essential part of popular government. 
The responsibility for good govern­
ment In our municipalities must rest 
directly upon the citizens, and they 
should be sovereign in the affairs of 
their city. 

Our first duty, as I see It, Is to 
create a greater Boston by the con­
federation of all the towns and cities 
within a radius of at least ten miles, 
and possibly more. 

I maintain that our suburban citi­
zens, whose "business Interests bring 
them to Boston dally, who enjoy the 
protection of her police and the use of 
her highways, and who are included 
within her five-cent fare limit, 'have 

franchise and-.their personal service 
to the better, government df the met­
ropolitan city. ;-•' 

Election Reforms 
Turning now to tne consideration of 

our election methods, let us give 
earnest thought ,to the subject of cam­
paign expenses. 

The use of money in our elections 
has become a great evil,, for it 

ramounts to a substantial denial of the 
privilege of j ijnan of moderate means 
to aspire to many public 'offices in the 
commonwealth; or else It overwhelm­
ingly tempts him to make W secret 
peace with those private interests 
wh'ich will finance his campaign if he 
will serve them in office. ' 

It has become no small part of the 
lobby today to go about the state be­
fore the caucuses, "setting up, dis­
tricts;" in other words, making pri­
vate agreements to supply candidates 
with campaign funds if they will 
promise in return to be friendly to 
the interests the lobby is serving. 

To correct .this evil it is necessary 
to prohibit those methods of cam­
paigning which cost so much money, 
and are not in themselves necessary 
for the -proper enlightenment of the 
voters. 

A healthy man does not need—and 
ought not to have—a carriage to con­
vey him to the polls to perform a duty 
which" he owes to his country, his 
state and his -family. " " "'* 

The burden of hiring carriages and 
automobiles is too great for a candi­
date poor in his own purse, and not 
pledged to some strong financial in­
terest, to assume. 

The occasional carriage which Is 
needed to convey an Infirm man to the 
polls the state.ought to furnish. 

For these reasons I recommend that 
the general court prohibit the hiring 
of carriages to transport voters to the 
polls in any state, city or town elec­
tion, except such as may be provided 
by the state for the use of the dis­
abled. . . , 
—As for the—able-
would be Tar better to provide a pen­
alty for unreasonably neglecting to go 
to the polls, or to give the warden of 
the election precinct power to issue a 
warrant and bring him to the polls; 
Just as the speaker of the house can 
order the sergeant-at-arms to arrest 
and bring a member to his seat when 
his presence is needed. 

If it is not constitutional to compel 
citizens to do their civic duty, Mas­
sachusetts ought to take the lead in 
such wise legislation by making it so. 

In my Judgment, the state should 
provide the political parties with halls 
in which, to hold rallies in state elec­
tions, and should, also provide a cir­
cular in which the • candidates may 
state to the voters the arguments in 
support of their candidacy. For the 
giving of political information to the 
voters and expounding the political 
principles of .the-Candidates, is not 
privilege of the candidate, but is a 
privilege of the voters themselves 
not a privilege of a political party 

In tho past this—redlotrlctlng hag 
been governed too largely by. partisan 
considerations, and the districts have 
been laid out with a view to serving 
the interests of the dominant political 
party in' the state.-

The necessity of such a reform has 
Just been.clearly shown at our state 
election..' 

The plurality of over 35,000 which 
I received on clear-cut issues indicat­
ed unmistakably and overwhelmingly 
the will of the people. 

Moreover, in the total popular vote 
for the lower "house of Our legislature 
a plurality of over 88,000 was regis­
tered ^aljlsXlh«_rjBXuJ5_of_jmxjsenior 
Benator to the United States senatoT 
Yet, owing to our ; gerrymandered 
districts,_ we have today a small Re­
publican "majority in the legislature, 
when an Tionest division of the. state 
Into districts would, have shown., a 
Democratic majority; and we are con­
fronted with the possibility of return­
ing to the senate of the United States 
a man whose retirement -the people 
have thus clearly demanded. 

In view"of these facts and figures, 1 
confidently expect that this legislature 
will,have the courage, to obey the 
manifest will of the people, and elect 
a senator, irrespective of party, who 
represents the progressive platform 
for 'which the majority of the people 
v o t e , d . " • ' • • • - ' . V. • 

_Our methods.arejiot in ac'coroTwltii 
the new order of things, and I re­
spectfully recommend that in the re­
disricting of the state no considera­
tion whatever shall be given to parti­
san schemes, but that every district 
shaii-be laid out on geometrical-llnes-
by the state engineers.

but a privilege of government Ise'ff— 
since those who are to handle the ma­
chinery of government must be chosen 
upon the fullest Information and must 
conduct It upon correct principles. 

The government itself Is the chief 
beneficiary of the public meetings 
which are held to discuss political 
measures and candidatesf Hence the 
government ought to supply hall in the 
different cities and towns once dur­
ing a campaign for the candidates of 
all political parties. 

I am of the opinion that the armor­
ies and assembly halls in cities and 
towns should be freely opened to the 
citizens for political meetings. 

The meetings suggested will act to 
stimulate the citizen to take a closer 
and more personal Interest in shap­
ing the policies of their government. 

This will "tend to lessen the influ­
ence of the men or corporations offer­
ing to pay campaign expenses. It will 
give the man of moderate means a 
more equal chance- to serve his state, 
and it will promote the Independence 
of our.publlc servants. 

Direct Nominations 
I recommend that legislation 

be enacted calling for the popular 
nomination of United States senators. 

Twenty-nine state legislatures have 
now passed resolutions to this end, 
and all but two of tho remaining 
states have expressed themselves as 
favoring direct elections In one form 
or another. Twenty-two states 
through various laws now nominate 
their senators by the vote of the peo­
ple; and seven states have, through 
Jhe voluntary action or the political 
parties, arrived at the same result.

The federal law requires the re-

We who know the 
town meeting should recognize . the 
value of the principle when ft is pro­
posed to extend it to the state; it Is 
Democratic to the core. 

The Intelligence of the people, of 
the press and of legislators will be 
heightened by the study of specific 
measures; better men will enter pub­
lic life; class legislation will be dis­
couraged by the-united vote of all 
classes; the farmers and laboring 
men will secure the full measure of 
their influence in public affairs; re­
straints will be removed upon needed 
reforms, and respect for law will be 
Increased when every statute repre­
sents the will of a majority of the 

a- -peopleMhe^ignorant^and- indifferent 
will have less weight in such deci­
sions, and the people can exercise 

JheJz intelligence_better in voting-for 
certain measures than for uncertain 
ones. 

It is undoubtedly true that to a great 
extent the election this year has been 
a protest against Republican mis-
government and the failure of that 
party to redeem its pledges to hon­
estly revise the tariff, and by so doing! 
to remove the burdens of unequal tax­
ation from tho masses of the people. 

Basis of Popular Verdict 
To my mind, the basis of the popu­

lar verdict is as plain as if it were 
written in unmistakable words: the 
people demand that the duties shall 
be removed from all food products, 
that raw materials shall be placed on 
the free list, and that substantial re­
ductions shall be made In the duties 
on manufactured products; that the 
federal government shall take steps 
looking toward better trade relations 
with our neighbor Canaaa, and that 
as a proof of our earnestness we shall 
reduce our duties to a level with those 
of Canada, and then seek further reci­
procal trade relations not only with 
lior but with other countries' as the 
wisest and most efficient method of 
securing wider markets for our prod­
ucts. They also demand that Massa­
chusetts shall take her place along­
side or other states in aiding the fed­
eral government in levying an in­
come tax, that the burdens of taxa­
tion may fall more evenly upon the 
wealth of the country, whero they 
justly belong. 

This Wise legislation,will assist In 
securing the necessary revenue for 
the support of the general govern­
ment, and .permit the burdens of 
taxation to bo lifted from food prod­
ucts and the necessities of life, in or­
der to reduce the cost of living to the 
mass of the people. 

To this end-1 strongly urge you to 
ratify the federal income taJc amend­
ment, and memorialize congress upon 
the remaining points Just enumerated

and protfd traditions. It rests with us 
to see that sne has a great -present 
and a great future.' She.has always 
led in Industrial, commercial and edu­
cational lines, and has exercised grcnt 
weight in the councils of the nation
