It appears
that the mill pond referred to is an
artificial pond. The land surround-
ing it s owned by Arthur W. Drew,
Fred C. Hartwell, Charles A. Kimball,
the Boston Dairy Co, and the heirs of
the late Herbert J. Harwood. ' These
parties also owned the land under the
water in the pond, subject to. the
Tights of flowage. 'As the npond was
frozen' over when the alleged viola-
tions of the law were made, the ques-
tion arose as to just where the bound-
ary lines of the owners met.

This wds the cause of a long argu-
ment between counsel, the defendants’
lawyer stating that as there were no
means of telling just where the loca-
tion of the bounds of the owners met
under water, it was impossible to de-
termine -over whose land his clients
were fishing.

The governnient called two witness-
es, Arthur W. Drew and Fred C. Hart-
well and the defense one, Charles A.
Kimball, all of Littleton. After the
evidence was put in both counsel ar-
gued thelr sfdes of the case to the
court,, The court gave a lengthy re-
sume of the cases and traced the laws
governing them from their inception
to the present. time. After which he
