(Joseph llanforth Nutting—died 1843. 
when T wan ten. Hearing elev.-n) and 
I well remember being tenderlv drawn 
to the good man's Hide, in childhood, 
because I was thc little son of my 
father. 

My grandfather was one of the 
founders of Groton academy (now Law­
rence academy) ana' all my hrothcrs 
nnd sisters (ten of us) attended that 
school. Only one of the ten besides 
myself Is now living—Prof. Sarah H. 
Nutting, now of Bcnzonla. Mich.—and 
she lacks but a year of being ninety, 
ns I. of being eighty. She was profes­
sor (art department) at Wheaton col­
lege, near Chicago, for thirty years: 
only being allowed to retire at e ighty . 
Since .'then, until this year, she has 
been superintending n forty-acre farm, 
and at the same time teaching an art 
class, and raising r.n endowment for 
Benzonla academy. This winter' she 
has at last become somewhat feeble. 
It Is no disgrace to Groton that her 
eldest son is a loading fruit grower 
and- h a n d l e r - I n .

I missed but one Sunday, from .my pul-
i pit In the six years: now completed.-
I Two y .ars since I completed and 
I published the "Nutting genealogy." on 
j which I had been working since boy-
| hood. It contains several Groton i l lus-
i ti-ations. including the old Groton Inn 

(as in the card you sent) and various 
j views of the river, etc. The half-tone 
i of my own childhood home; near the 

river, (known as the old Nod farm). 
was made from a beautiful pencil 
sketch by my artistic sister, taken In 
IS.3. The house was soon after 
burnt. 

The old "Inn" was the youthful home 
of my mother. Lucinda Keep—her fath­
er. Capt. Jonathan r-cep. being then 
Mine Host. I think the wedding took 
place there. 

You have of course heard the story 
of Gibbet Hill (of which you send a 
card). Some have doubted that legend: 
but how could I doubt, having my­
self heard the poor pirate's shrieks 
and the c lanking of his chains (of a 
gusty March night) and having taken 
to my heels In consequence? 

Forgive an old man's garrulity In 
matters concerning bis childhood home, 
nnd (If you choose) reply at vour 
leisure, and quite l ikely I can direct 
you to some spots In which vou wi l l 
bo Interested.

Pos ta l clel-ks us u rule do not h a v e 
sufficient spa re t ime' on the i r h a n d s 
to scru t in ize very carefully the pos t a l s 
t ha t pass t h rough their hands , and tlie 
dun on a posta l would do lntti i l tely 
less to Injure- a man ' s credi t t h a n p u t ­
t ing his name in the town r epo r t of 
which goes to every cltly.en. beside 
copies sent ou t of town, and Is kept 
for years for reference. 

To the gen t l emen with a fat b a n k 
account, who h a s only to d r a w u check 
for the a m o u n t to pay his t axes . It 
may ,seem Inexcusable t h a t a t a x p a y e r 
should be de l inquen t , but to n man 
with a small farm, who bas all he can 
do to m a k e ends meet, and h a s to 
punch out a d ime here, a q u a r t e r t h e r e 
and a dol lar , when he Is lucky enough 
to be able to do so. It Is qui te a n o t h e r 
mat te r , and his problem is often a se r i ­
ous one: 

There; Is l aw enough to enab le the 
col lector of t axes to collect the t axes 
p rompt ly w h e n due. unless t he re be a 
r easonab le excuse for leniency. 

If the re a r e reasons sufficiently 
s t r o n g to Justify the col lector ln s u s ­
pend ing the "due process of law." and 
g iv ing the de l inquent time, these saint-
r easons ough t to be sufficient to p re ­
ven t the h e r a l d i n g his mrs fo r tune to 
the wor ld t h r o u g h the medium of the 
town officers' r epor t . 

There is no inducement for the d l s -
ho.nest. person to Join the l ist of de ­
l inquent t ha t I can see.

In ,1909. L. A. Hager . then a r e s iden t 
of Nashua . N. H„ was assessed a poll 
and personal p roper ty tax which he did 
no t pay. 

In 1910, though he did not move to 
town unti l .Tune first, he w a s a g a i n 
assessed a poll t ax which he p ro tes t ed 
but di.l -not pa>* and his' name a p p e a r s 
on the de l inquen t list for both vea r s .

LECTURE. 
Friday afternoon, March 17. we had

Confederate army. 

To show clearly tbe stand which 
General Lee took, Mr. Johnstone call­
ed our attention to tbe fact that Lee 
w a s no more a ~ typical Southerner, 
than Lincoln was a typical Northerner. 
Lee w a s a great general and both the 
North and South recognized him as 
such. He w a s a hero in the highest 
sense .of the word, and. fought with 
all his energy to maintain w h a t he 
believed to be the rights of his peo­
ple. 

In four years the long s trugg le w a s 
brought to an end by the surrender of 
General Lee's army to the Union lead­
er. General Grant, April 9, 1865. 

The close of the .war w a s a glorious 
v i c tory tor the Northern soldiers who 
marbhed home at the tread of martial 
music, and who were cheered and 
showered with military honors. 

Not so was the return of the Con­
federates. They were not cheered and 
honored, but went home with heavy 
hearts a f ter , the ir defeat, only to And 
their crops ruined and their homes 
gone. Yet they did not spend their 
time In grieving over their losses. 
They Immediately set to work making 
new homes, • thus trying to build up 
their country once more. 

Defeat w a s the outcome of the war 
for the Southerners, but the outcome 
fur Hie Northerners Seemed to be this 
Inscription In Heaven by the Hand of 
God: "Well done thou good and faith­
ful servant: enter thou Into the joy 
o f thy national Liberty." 

We of the North are apt to look at 
the war only from our o w n point of 
view, but Mr. Johnstone, In his clear 
and forcible way. gained our sympathy 
for the Southern soldier, who fought 
bravely for what he believed to be the 
•iKht. I. M. T„ '11.
