The Cider Case. 
The case against Silas N. Stone, who 

was charged with maintaining a com­
mon nuisance, which was continued 
from last Saturday, was tried before 
Judge Atwood Thursday morning. 
Frank J. Maloney appeared for the 
town and William A. Hogan of Lowell 
for the defendant. There was a large 
attendance as the case was brought 
to test the right 'of the defendant to 
sell cider, complaint having rJeen made 
to the selectmen *by his neighbors of 
drunkenness resulting from cider sold 
by him. 
—A--large number of witnesses had 
been summoned by the prosecution but 
very little testimony was offered, be­
cause it was agreed by counsel for 
both sides that the defendant had made 
sales- of--cider within the time covered 
by the complaint by the gallon, by the 
jug and by the dinner pail and that 
such cider was not sold to be drunk on 
the premises and was not drunk on the 
premises. 

The government introduced the cer­
tificate of the State Board of Health 
showing that the cider seized (about 
eight gallons in a . barrel I contained 
about 8"% of alcohol, and Chief Beatty 
testified to the seizure which made out 
a prima facie case for the government, 
as the statute provides that cidershall 
be deemed to be intoxicating liquor 
within its meaning, and the law relat­
ing to the sale of intoxicating liquor 
is as follows: 

No person shall sell, or expose, or 
keep for sale spirituous or intoxicating 
liquors except as authori/.efl in this 
chapter; but the provisions of this 
chapter shall not apply to sales made 
by a person under a provision of law, 
which requires him to sell personal 
property, or to sales of cider, at whole­
sale by the original makers thereof, 
or by farmers who sell cider not to 
be drunk on the premises in quantities 
not exceeding, In tbe aggregate, the 
product of apples raised by them in the 
season of, or next preceding. Such 
sales or to sales in any quantity by 
such farmers not to he drunk on the 
premises, if the cider does not contain 
more than three percent of alcohol bv 
weight at.sixty degrees Fahrenheit • • • 
—Chapter 460 of tbe Acts of 190.1. 

Mr. Stone then took the stand to 
bring himself within the exceptions 
mentioned in the statute, the law re­
quiring him to prove that he was auth­
orized to make the sales. He testified 
that he owned nine acres of land and 
had about twenty-five apple trees that 
last year he picked about seventeen 
bushels of apples, of which he kept 
two bushels to eat and sent the rest 
to the Shakers to be made into cider; 
that he got a barrel of eider from the 
apples and had drank most of it him­
self, selling only about fifteen gallons, 
some of which he sold by the gallon, 
some by the jug and some b.v the din­
ner pail. He said he was a farmer and 
had been one for a good many years. 

On cross examination he said he did 
not keen a horse, or a cow or any 
other live stock, except a few hens; 
that he did not raise anything on his 
farm and had let his pasture. 

Ruel P. Lougee and Edward J. Mc­
Laughlin testified that it took about 
3V& bushels of apples to make a gallon 
of cider. 

The decision of the case turned upon 
whether or not the defendant had sat­
isfied the court that he was a farmer 
and Judge Atwood finally ruled that he 
was a farmer, and therefore the sales 
made by him were not forbidden by 
the law. 

The decision in the case against the 
cider of course followed the main case 
and an order was made that the cider 
be returned to the claimant, Mr. Stone.
