Fifty-seven years ago, a band of
seventy-two young women could be
seen  wending thelr way .fromm towns
all about into the <city of Salem to
enter ‘the Salem Normal -school as its
first class. We can never forget that
day:ithough our heads are grey .and
ouri‘eyes are dim—the red letter day
of our lives. Among those who greet-
ed us was one who had held the high-
est honor the State'of Massachusetts
could bestow-——one who deserved it all
and more—this and other public. of-
tices as well as that of congressman
of the United States, was most worthily
bestowed and richly deserved. No man
was ever held in greater respect by all,
whether of his own polltical party or
otherwise. Never was there a blemish
upon his name. and today he is still
honored for his noble life. No better
man ever lived.

How much he did for the Salem
Normal school few of the later puptls
ever knew, In fact only those who
lived near 6 his life knew of his ef-
forts to favor fts cause., Never was
there greater’ opposition to any pro-
ject ax there was to the establishment
of the Salem Normal school. 8o near
and dear was {t to him that not only
as an officer of the state and hoard ot
education, but as an individual he car-
rled It in his heart, visiting ft in that
first vear nearly every week, unt!l we
loked upon him as our friend and
helper: for never did he come and Eo
without words of cheer and helpful-
nesss and. on-that -memorable day off
February 12, 1856, no prouder man or
one of wiadder heart than he when he
handed to each of us our diplomas.
They seemed to us a personal wift
from him so gracious!y were they be-
stowed, and we felt that we possessed
4 treasure " with that grand, strong
signature at the bottom,

Years have passed since that day
and he has' left us, and many of that
band have zone: but a little handfu!
are here under these beautiful trees
he loved—here at his home which has
been opened wide by his dear daugh-
ter, a Normal sister, bidding us wel-
come and giving us the privilege to
do honor to our and the nation’s great
friend. Gov. Boutwell, and to plant
this simple ivy brought from Mt
Vernon from one planted by George
Washlngton. and we, of class I. do this
in grateful remembrance of our friend
and feel that “to live in hearts he left
behind is not to die”

Early Recollectfons, - -

Awmong my. early recollections was
o stage-driver, Henry Lewls Lawrence
by name,. who drove a coach from
Groton to Lowell and afterward to
Fitchburg.. He lived in the three-
story building at ‘the south corner of
Broad Meadow road and Main strect,
opposite to the northerly end of the
common. Mr., Lawrence was the sec-
ond. son of Danfel Hall and Kezia
(Shattuck) - Lawrence of Pepperell,
where he was born on November 8§,
1808. His mother had ten children,
who all llved to grow up to man-
hood or womanhood, and all but one
was-married. His eldest sister, Kezia,
was the wife of Moses Gill of Groton,
a well-known {nnholder, whom many
bersons still ‘remember.

The mother died ‘on October 4, 1822
—the day after giving birth to her
tenth ‘child—aged 41 yrs. 6 mos. and
8 'days. ’ o

On December 20, 1832, Henry L.
Lawrence married at Westford, Mar-
tha -H. Leighton of that town; and
they had three children born at Gro-
ton as follows: Willlam Henry on
October 14, 1834; George Lewis on
August 14, 1836; Marfa Augusta on
January '9, 1839. ’ .

These two boys I Knew very well
and used to play with them, though
they were somewhat younger than I
was. We went to the same school,
old District No. 1, which stood op-
posite to'the academy grounds. Many
years ago Willard Torrey gave ‘me a
list of the scholars that attended this
school in the winter of 1839-40, when
he was a school committee man. At
that time Edmund Dana Bancroft was
the teacher, and the paper is printed
in the Groton Historical Series (IIl.
151). According to this list the salary
of the master was eighteen dollars
a month, T )

Both these boys served in the army
during the .war of the rebellion with
great- credit to themselves, and for
that reason I write this notice of
them. - ' .
* “Billy” Lawrence, as 1 used to call
the elder of the brothers, was mus-
tered into the service of the United
States on May 25, 1861, as first lieu-
tenant,"and was appointed adjutant of
the First Massachusetts Volunteers.
On the staff of General Hooker, Au-
gust 23, 1861, major, aide-de-camp,
U. S. Volunteers, November 10, 1862,
Engaged at the battles of Antietam,
Lookout Mountain and Peach Tree
Creek. Brevet Lieut: Colonel and
Brig. General, U. S. Volunteers, March
13, 1865. Mustered out on July 10,
1866, and died at East Boston on No-
vember 22, 1874. R

For some years before his death
he held a responsible position at the
Boston custom house. No native of
Groton during the war reached so
high military rank as did Billy Law-
rence, .

The Fitchburg Daily Sentinel, Sep-
tember 26, 1893, gives a sketch of
George, the younger brother, which is
so complete that I send it with no
additions. It is a just tribute to
a brave soldier and a worthy man:

Lieut. George L. Lawrence, the first
Fitchburg man to enter the United
States service for three years during
the late war, died at his home. 39
Cottage square, this morning, after a
wasting lllness that extended over a
period of more than ten years. :

Lieut. Lawrence was the son of
Henry L. and the late Martha H.
(Leighton) Lawrence, and was born
at Groton, August 14, 1836. His par-
ents moved to Fitchburg when he was
seven years. ald, and he attended the
public schools of the town and while
quite young he went to Boston, where
he was employed by Liberty Bigelow

in the office of the Grand Junction rajl-
road.

He early developed a taste for mil-
tary affairs and _had been a member
of the Fltchburg Fuslliers and the Bos-
ton Fusiliers before the breaking. out
of the ecivil war., He was a resident
of Fitchburg when Fort Sumter was
fired upon, but the Fusfliers not being
called immediately into the service, he
went to Boston. and on May 23, 1861,
was mustered into the United States
service as a sergeant of Co. G. First
Massachusetts regiment. His older
brother, William H.. who was after-
wards on Gen. Hooker's staff. was first
Heutenant in the same company.
George was promoted to second lieu-
tenant, August 20, 1862, and to first lieu-
tenant. July 2. 1862,  He served the
full term of three vears,

After the expiration of hizs term of
service he resumed his former position
‘in the office of the Grand Junection
raflroad. l.ater, he was baggagemas-
ter for the B. C. F. & N. B. raiflroad
between Fitchburg and Providence, and
afterwards express messenger on the
Fltchburg railroad between this city
and Boston. . )

shall determine.

Each-of said bonds or notcs shall
be signed by the town treasurer and
countersigned by the water commis<
sioners, and shall bear on its face the
words  “Ayer waterloan,” and a .state-
ment that it {s exempt from uu:ation
in Massachusetts.

Edch note shall ‘also be counter-
signed and-approved by a majority of
the selectmen and. certified by the
town clerk. The town shall annually
contribute to the sinking fund, estab-
lished under the provisions of Chap-
ter 152 of the Acts of 1887, a sum
sufficient, with the accumulations
thereof to pay the principal of said
loan at maturity.

Water Supply.

The bill authorizing the town of
Littleton to supply itself with water
was passed to be engrossed in the
lower branch of the legislature on
Tuesday, June 20, and will in due time
become a law, -Its provisions are in
part as follows:

The town of Littleton may supply
itself . and Its jnhabitants with water
for the extinguishment of fires and for
domestlc. manufacturing  and other
purposes; may establish fountains and
hydrants and relocate or dlscontinue
the same; and may regulate the use of
such water and fix and collect rates to
be paid therefor,

sgid, may take by purchase or other-
wise and hold the waters of any pond
or strcam or of . any ground sources of
supply by means of driven. artesian, or
other wells within the 1limits of the
town, and "‘the water rights conneccted
with any such water sources, and may
also. take by purchase or otherwige
and hold all lands, rights of way and
casements. necessary for collecting,
storing, purifying and preserving the
water, and for conveying the same to
any part of sald town; and, further,
may take by purchase the whole or
any portion of the property, rights and
