The Witch of the Well.

From a suburb of Chicago there
comes a tale of our old New England,
which to my knowledge has not been
recorded in the traditions of 0ld Gro-
ton.

At Sandy pond, now in Ayer, there
is an old homestead for several years
occupied by one Joseph Baggin, and
before him by Aaron Wright, under
whose ownership was included the
shores of Sandy pond now covered
with summer cottages at Shoreacres.

The old buildings have long since
disappeared, but about sixty feet from
the locatlon of the farm housec there
fs an old well as was usual at all
well established homes, = °
" This well was {n use away back in
the middle of the eighteenth century
and perhaps- cariler. It is covered
with a4 large granite slab in which
fs a clrcular opening sixteen inches
‘n ‘diameter. Through this opening
water for household uses was drawn
1p by a buckét attached to-the up-
right rod of the now almost obsolet
well sweep. ' . :

At the time mentioned., somewhere
near the middle of the eighteenth cen-
tury, there dwelt on this farm a Frost
family, having as an inmate of their
home an old lady named Andros. Of
her the father of our informant rel
lated :that it was believed that she
had been accused of being a witch
and that she had some kind of a
compact with the devil and occasion-
ally had visits from his satanic majes-
ty.
be lighted by some sort of supernatur-
al illumination and theé members of
the household; who peeped in through
keyhole and crack, would hear her
side of the conversation with her
strange visitor, but ¢ould see no ssc-
ond person. c

The particular event which made
an impression on the minds of the
succeeding generation, was when at
one time, the Frest boy, a young lad;
came into the house dripping wet and
said that in drawing water at the
old well with its great sweep, he had
been unable to let go of the long
wooden rod to which the bucket was
attached and had been drawn down
through the circular opening into the.
well and water, The rod was be-
witched and the same influence caus-
ed him to still retain his hold and
up he came with the next uplift of
the sweep, right out through the
opening of the well curb. .

His downfall and uprising was at-
tributed to the old lady and such has
been the tradition handed down from
father to son in the family.

The house which was in ruins sev-
eral years ago, will be remembered ‘as
a very old one and the well only re.
mains as a relic of what was once
& prosperous homestead. :
