The first postofflce in this v i l lage , 
when we wero a part of the t o w n Of 
Groton-, w a s located l n a b u l i d i h i on 
the corner of Main and Washington' 
streets , where i s n o w ' t h e s tore of 
Mullin Bros. , and the first postmaster 
was Joseph Gardner.*' 'His brother, A n ­
drew Gardner, w a s the first depot m a s ­
ter. In connect ion with, the post -
office Mr. Gardner carried on a small 
grocery bus iness and Gerrish & Pot­
ter of Groton Center furnished Mr. 
Gardner with his small stock of groc ­
eries. 

The next . postmaster was Harvey-
A. Woods and the postofflce- under h i m 
was in his store, on the oppos i t e - s ide 
of Main street from the Page block; 
which was moved from its old location' 
for many years tb .Park s treet and i s 
the building in which i s the grain 
store of A. E. Lawrence & Son . Mr. 
Woods was postmaster under the F i l l ­
more, Pierce and B u c h a n a n - a d m i n ­
istrations. 

When Abraham Lincoln ivas elected 
president and Montgomery Blair, was 
postmaster general. George Henrv 
Brown Of Groton Center, ^editor of the 
Railroad Mercury, nublisfred in this 
v i l l a g e . f o r o n e year up to 18CI, was 
appointed postmaster and the post-
office w a s in George P.-Brown's drug 
s t o r e - i n "Union Hal l building, corner 
of. Wes t Main s treet and Merchants' 
row. Mr. B r o w n was followed by 
Wm. H. Har low, who was appointed 
postmaster, and George Henry Brown 
was reinstated in t h e offlce of postmas­
ter at Groton Junct ion by Montgomery 
Blair. . ". " 

He w a s removed upon a charge 
made by. Hon. George S. Boutwel l , of 
being unfriendly to the administration. 
When the nature of the charge and 
the fact of the removal became k n o w n 
here, it created much surprise and e x ­
ci tement , Mr. Brown being known to 
be thoroughly loyal and a good repub­
lican. A remonstrance, s igned by a 
large number of the legal voters of the 
this town, w a s forwarded to Washing­
ton, and upon further invest igat ion 
Mr. Brown w a s aeain appointed. A 
few days after, however, the appoint­
ment was suspended at the instance pf 
Commissioner Boutwel l , to enable him 
to file further evidence to show, that 
-Mr. Brown did not act with the party. 
But Mr. Brown produced abundance 
evidence of his loyalty to the party1 as.' 
well a s to the government,- and Hfts 
second appointment was ful ly c o n ­
firmed. .-'•;• 

Mr. Brown favored the renominat ion 
of Hon. Charles R. Train for congress - , 
a l though he subsequently- acquiesced 
In the nomination of Mr. Boutwel l . -

Mr. Brown held the posit ion unti l 
his death in May, 1865. 

As there w a s no other applicant for 
the position but Wm. H. Harlow, h e 
was made postmaster and the postof­
flce was in the store, which w a s des ­
troyed in the great fire here in 1872, 
and where is n o w the errocerv s tore 
of I. G. Dwinel l . 

After the death, .of Mr. Harlow, L. 
A. Buck, his ass i s tant , was appointed 
postmaster and t h e postofflce under 
Mr.,Bvjck was in t h e store in Mead's 
block, where is now^the grocerv store 
of P. Donlon & Co, : , 

Mr. Buck was fo l lowed by E. Dana 
Bancroft, who held it for four vears, 
and he w a s fol lowed by Patrick' Don­
lon, w h o held the position, from 1.SS7 
to 1891. Then John H. Sprague of 
Rural Home fame, w a s t i e next post­
master and lie died i n o f B c e . Mr. 
Sherman being one of his: bondsmen, 
the postofflce was placed in his charge 
and he was in due t i m e appointed 
nostmaster to fill the vacancy caused 
by death.

In September, 1872, he became c o n ­
ductor on the s a m e train It vt a s t h e n 
known as the Peterboro and Shir ley 
branch. 

Baggagemaster Fe l ch made a host o f 
friends among the patrons of t h a road 
by his courteous and affable way of 
transact ing h i s duties , while n e \ e r 
forgetting the interes ts of those i n 
whose employ he was . In September, 
1872, in recognit ion of his worth, tho 
officials of. the road mado him c o n ­
ductor. Very few rai lroaders, if anv , 
have run over the same route cont in ­
ually, and there; is only, one tra inman 
older in point of serv ice than Leonard 
Felch. F o r over thirty years Mr Felch. 
and Ene ineer H e n r y worked together 
on the same train. The. latter, w h o 
was one of Greenville's m o s t popular 
cit izens, died in Waltham about t w e n ­
ty years ago, where he moved after 
retiring from act ive railroad life The 
train on which Conductor Fe lch punch­
es t i c k e t s - m a k e s three trips between 
Greenvil le and Ayer , 144 m i l e s be ing 
covered each day. 

During his rai lroad exper i ence h o 
has never been in a wreck, a l though t o 
use hk; own. w o r d s : "Wo have been 
down t i e banking t w o or three t imes " 
He tak .. pride in the fact t h a t o n l y 
three men have been ki l led on h i s 
train, and a l though many have had 
narrow escapes at t h e cross ings -where 
all the-vict ims lost the ir l ives Dur ing 
the last ten years Mr. F e l c h has l o s t 
hy i, :ith three engineers , as f o l l o w s : 
Geo.-; • Muzzey, Wil l iam Cushman a n d 
Allen Crosby, one fireman, John L a -
varnvay, who lost h i s l i fe las t w i n t e r 
in. some unknown manner, and George 
Stone, who a s baggageman, w a s Mr. 
Felch's running m a t e for many y e a r s 

He w a s born on April 26 ,1841 , in the 
house in the rear of a s tore near t h e 
Congregational c h u r c h , . i n Greenvi l le , 
about five minutes ' w a l k from w h e r e 
he now l ives . H i s parents w e r e D a n i e l 
and Lucy R. (Hanniford) F e l c h H e 
w a s the third 'in the family of t e n 
children, three s o n s and seven daugh­
ters. H i s father carried on the m a n ­
ufacture of t i n w a r e and , the subject o f 
this sketch learned the, bus iness , but 
"jacked it. up-*' after two years for 
railroad life. 

In 1870, he- married Miss Sarah E 
Willard o t Hudson , w h o died after 
e ighteen years of happy wedded l ife , 
in November, 1888. Mr. Fe l ch r e m a i n ­
ed s ing le for near ly two .years , and o n 
August-.7, 1890, "he-again entered Jnto* 
matrimonial • bonds, t h i s t i m e ,wjt& hitf 
present .wife, w h o w a s Miss •MajgWel! , 
L, Cumnock of Mason. Mr F e l c h b a s 
had no chi ldren by either wi fe "Len" 
Fe lch , asTie i s famil iarly cal led, i s one 
of. the bes t k n o w n and m o s t popular 
m e n o n t h e road and, desp i te h i s s e v e n ­
ty years , i s s t rong anil much younger 
looking than many men. several years 
h i s junior , .which h e be l i eves i s d u e 
part ly to daily exerc ise;
