Charles Wool ley , for m a n y . y e a r s a 
prominent ly act ive and'use fu l c i t izen 
of th is town, passed away, a t h i s . h o m e 
hers at 5.30 o'clock on Wednesdav 
morning . He endured a long and 
w e a r i s o m e i l lnes s which confined h im 
to h i s bed - for the past e ighteen' 
months . T h e c a u s e of his . d e c e a s e 
w a s the general breaking up of a 
s trong const i tut ion by a i l m e n t s Inci­
dent to advanced age . 

Mr. Wool l ey w a s born in Pepperel l 
on May 24, 1828, the e ldes t son ; of the 
late Charles and Cather ine E. Wool ley , 
of W!altham,:Who-previous to their re ­
moval t o that c i ty l ived In Groton 
with the ir fami ly for years . H e re ­
moved to Wal tham to be nearer h is 
Work in Bos ton , where he w a s prin 
cipal o w n e r In " ~ ' 

countered off the coas t of Maine, but 
he left l iv ing in Bos ton a son Thomas , 
w h o s e son , / J o s h u a Bent l ey , became 
an act ive patriot in revolutionary 
t i m e s . ' 

It w a s Joshua Bent'ley who rowed 
Paul R e v e r e across the river Charles.-
Thi s same Joshua Bent ley is buried 
in Groton. It was his younges t daugh­
ter, Susannah Bent ley , that married" 
Capt. Charles Woolley, of Newport , 
R. I., commander .o f a ship. He died, 
l eav ing a son Charles two m o n t S s old. 
His widow, Jlrs. Susannah Bent ley 
Wool ley , afterward married David 
Childs, and with him and her litt le 
son, came to Groton to live. T h e lit­
t l e boy was Charles Wool ley , .father 
o K t h e subject- of this ske tch , whose 
mental character is t ics bore a simi­
larity to those of h is ances tors . 

Jlr. Wool ley w a s a democrat in pol­
it ics, be longing to no fraternit ies or 
rel ig ious society, a l though h i s prefer­
ences were with the Unitarians. He 
was twice married, first to .Miss Char­
lotte Rugg in May, 1854. Thev had 
three children, only one, Charles D . 
l iving to maturity. He married second 
in December, 1879, J i i s s El la P. Bond 
who survives him. They had three 
children, two of whom are now l ivin» 
—Jlrs . Catharine E.. wife of George 
H Cook of Xashua, N. H., and Roder­
ick, a s tudent of the senior c l a s s at 
Groton high school . Bes ides these he 
leaves four grandchildren, two broth­
ers—James Woolley of East Boston 
and George Woolley of Chestnut Hill, 
Boston, and one sister, .Mrs .Marv W 
Roberts of Waltham. 

Although after a long life and manv 
months of weakness and suffering, 
.Mr. Woolley's death came as a re­
lease, it has cast a gloom upon the 
old home at this Thanksgiv ing season , 
which is particularly sad. 

The funeral was held on Friday af-
teroon, at two o'clock, from the house.

MASONIC DAfS 

Some of the ' Thln*« Which Happened 
Anions" Our Forefather* When Tbrre 
W a s Violent Opposition to Secret 

.-' Societies. ' 

In the midst of the s trenuousness 
of twentieth century ' political life it 
may be . cool and .re freshing to take 
a look backwards and for a moment 
enter the political arena of the fath­
ers' and: grandfathers . A real rough 
and terrible c a m p a i g n which runs 

: swift and c lose . i s not whol ly a prod­
uct of .the new century . In proof of 
th is movement the fo l lowing Items 
About the ant i -masonic period are 
; resented: . 

The ant i -masonic party and move­
ment had its incept ion in the abduc­
tion and myster ious d isappearance of 
Will iam Morgan of Batavia . N. Y., In 

-1826. Jiorgan had threatened to pub­
l ish a book g iv ing a w a y the secre t s 
of the .Masonic order and his unac­
countable disappearance was charged 
up to that order. 

The feel ing g r e w to embrace a vio­
lent opposition to al l secre t societ ies 
and their friends. In 1828 Andrew 
Jackson, a JIason, w a s chosen presi­
dent by the democrat ic party. The 
principal opposit ion at that time w a s 
the national republican narty with 
John Quincy Adams a s i t s candidate. 

The anti-secret soc iety sentiment 
w a x e d warm and s trong until in 1S32 
a national ant i -masonic party w a s or­
ganized, holding their o w n convention 
at Baltimore, September 26, 1S32, and 
nominating Wil l iam Wirt of Mary­
land and Amos El lmaker of Pennsyl ­
vania .for president and vice-president. 

That the ant i -masonic feeling w a s 
not wide spread. Henry Clay was the 
nominee for that year for the whig 
party. He also w a s a JIason. Both 
Jackson and Clay were past grand, 
mas ters ih their s tates , Kentucky and 
Tennessee . 

T h e fo l lowing s tatement of the 1832 
popular vote wil l show Jackscn 6S7.-
502, Clay 530,209,.William W i t t 33,10$; 
During this interest ing period- Ver­
mont cast seven v o t e s for Wirt pres­
idential e lectors (1S32). being the only 
electOrial votes given th i s candidate. 
Their names w e r e Ezra Butler cf 
Waterbury, August ine Clarke cf Dan­
v i l l e , James Tarbox of Randolph, John 
'S. Pett ibone of -Manchester, Nathan 
Leavenworth of Hinesburg. William 
Strong of Hartford, Amos Thompson 
of Poultney. 

The sta*e w a s represented in na­
t i o n a l congress as fo l lows: S e n a t e -
Horatio Seymour 1821-1S33, Samuel 
Prent i s s 1831-1842. House—Jonathan 
Hunt 1827-1832, Wi l l iam Cahoon 1827-
1833, Horace Everett 1829-1843, Will­
i am Slade 1831-1843, Herman Allen 
1832-1839. 

The population of Vermont in 1830 
w a s 280,652 and that of the I'nited 
S ta te s 12,866,020. There were twenty-
four s ta tes and the electoral col lege 
w a s composed of 288 members of 
which Vermont had seven . in 1828 
and 1829. Samuel C. Crafts of Crafts-
bury w a s governor. In 1830 three 
candidates came to t h e front with 
•votes ' 'as fo l l ows : Jlr. Crafts, the 
nat ional republican and JIasonic can­
didate 13;48G, Wi l l i am A. Palmer of 

• Danvi l l e , the Ant i -Masonic candidate 
10,925,. Ezra Jleech of Shelburne. the 
administrat ion democrat ic candidate 
6,285. There being no choice by the 
people , this drew the elect ion Into 
t h e leg is lature , w h i c h resulted in 
favor of Mr. Crafts on the thirty-
s e c o n d ballot, by a major i ty of one. 

In "1831, on popular vote . Palmer, 
Anti-JIasonic , r ece ived 15,258 votes, 
H e r m a n Al l en , nat iona l republican, 
12,990,. Ezra Meecb . democratic , 6.158, 
s ca t t er ing , 270. T h i s election also 
w e n t t o the l eg i s l a ture with the above 
candidates in running. , with the addi­
t ion of Samuel C. Crafts, who ran on 
t h e national republican ticket. There 
w e r e 227 votes in joint assembly, and 
on the ninth ballot Palmer was cho­
sen by one majority, hav ine 114 votes . 

In 1S32, the popular vote s tood— 
. William A. Pa lmer . Anti-JIasonic, 

17,318, Samuel C. Crafts, national re­
publican, 15,499. Ezra J leech, demo­
cratic. 8,210. There be ing no choice 
by the people , t h e , e l ec t ion went to 
the legis lature . -The record as taken 
from the journal in the office of the 
secretary of s tate , though interest ing. 
is indefinite as to the result of the 
various bal lot ing. A s a sample of 
the record of the g o v e r n o r and coun­
cil, we submit the fo l lowing, which is 
a transcript of the proceeding: 

"In joint commit tee . October 13, 
1832, pursuant to adjournment, the 
council and house of representat ives 
met in joint commit tee in the repre­
sentat ives ' room for the purpose of 
e lect ing a governor and l ieutenant-
governor for the year ensuing. Hon. 
Benjamin F. Deming . of Danvil le , 
president of the counci l , in the chair, 
Timothy Merrill, of Montpelier, clerk. 
T h e committee proceeded to ballot for 
governor, and after several bal lot ings 
and no choice be ine made, on motion 
of Jlr. Hale of Newbury, the commit­
tee adjourned until October 15. . 

"In joint commit tee , pursuant to ad­
journment , Hon. Benjamin F. Deming. 
president of the counci l in the chair, 
Timothy Merrill , c lerk, tho committee 
proceeded to ba l lo t for governor, and 
after several b a l l o t i n g s and no e lec­
tion being made, on m o t i o n ' o f Jlr. 
"Morrill of Cast leton, the committee 
adjourned until ten o'clock the next 
day. the s ixteenth of October. 

"In joint commit tee , October 16, 
1832, a. m,, pursuant to 'adjournment , 
the committeo proceeded to ballot for 
a governor, and after several ballot­
ings and no choice -being made, a 
motion was made by Jlr. Hammond, 
of Jliddlebury, to suspend the ballot­
ing for governor and proceed imme­
diately to tho choice of l ieutenant-
governor, on w h i c h mot ion a debate 
arising. On motion of Jlr. Smith, of 
St. Albans, the joint committeo ad­
journed to t w o o'clock, p. m. 

"In . j o i n t ' commit t ee . October 16, 
p. m., pursuant to adjournment, the 
committeo resumed the consideration 
of the mot ion .made by Jlr. Hammond 
In the forenoon, on which question, 
after debate, the y e a s and nays were 
t a k e n : Affirmative 113, negative 112. 

"In joint committee . October 18, a. 
m , pursuant to adjournment, etc., Jlr. 
"Warner, of Andover, moved to s u s ­
pend bal lot ing for l ieutenant-govern­
o r and proceed- immediate ly to the 
e lect ion of governor . The question 
be ing taken , w a s determined in the 
affirmative, whereupon the committee 
proceeded to bal lot for governor. The 

ba l lo t s ha \Jng been taken and ex­
amined, Wil l iam. A. P a l m e r .was duly 
e lec ted governor." r •' •' 

Much of the pol i t ical h i s tory of the 
s ta te may be found in the Governor 
and Council , edited and published 
s o m e th ir ty years a g o by E . . P. Wal­
ton, o f Montpelier. In Vo lume eight, 
in a note at the bottom of page sixty, 
Jlr. Wal ton s a y s Gov. Pa lmer w a s 
e lected on the forty-third ballot, re­
ce iv ing 111 votes aga ins t s eventy - two 
for Gov. Crafts, and thirty-seven' for 
Ezra J leech. 

In 1833, t h e people e lected the gov­
ernor—Palmer 20,565. J leech 15,683, 
Horat io Seymour »(Whig) 1,765, John 
Roberts 772, sca t ter ing 120. In 1834 
— P a l m e r 17.131. Wil l iam C. Bradley, 
democrat . 10,385, Horat io Seymour, 
whig, 10,159, s c a t t e r i n g 84. Mr. Pa lm­
er w a s chosen governor i n Joini a s ­
s embly on the first ballot, hav ing 126 
votes ou t of 168 votes cast. The dem­
ocrat ic and whig part ies foresee ing 
the near d isso lut ion of. the Anti-JIa­
sonic party, did not w a g e a n aggres ­
sive war. In joint a s s e m b l y Jlr. Sey­
mour announced his wi thdrawal a s a 
candidate before the joint as sembly 
by letter, and It is a s s u m e d that .Mr. 
Bradley did the same , both of these 
old part ies making a bid for the sup­
port from t h e Ant i -J lasons when the 
hour of dissolut ion as a party should 
arrive. . . '^; -

In 1835.' Pa lmer had 16,210. Bradley, 
democrat ic , had 13,254, Paine , whig , 
had 5,435, s ca t t er ing fifty-four—no 
no choice by the neople. Lebbens 
Edgarton. of Randolph, w a s elected 
l ieutenant-governor each t i m e Pa lm­
er was governor. 

The Anti-JIasonic t icket of th is 
year's e lect ion (1835), L\ H . Wilbur, 
in his history of Vermont . Vol . 4, page 
31, s a y s : "The joint a s s e m b l y .bal-r 
loted unsuccess fu l ly for•'. governor 
from October 9, unti l N o v e m b e r . 2. 
There were s ixty- three ba l l o t s taken 
and the highest vote t h a t . P a l m e r re ­
ceived was 112 out of. a to ta l of 226. 
The joint assembly -was dissolved 
without the election of a governor bv 
a vote of 113 to 100. S i la s H. Jenni-
snn. of Shoreham, became ac t ing gov­
ernor." , 

I f would seem that from 1S35, the 
Anti-Masonic party d isso lved into the 
whig party, for S i l a s H. J e n n i s o n . . 
who was- chosen l i e u t e n a n t - g o v e r n o r ' 
en the Anti-JIasonic t icket, received 
five success ive e l ec t ions on the wh ig 
t icket by Dopular vote. History and 
tradition are evidence that the 'per lod 
we have considered w a s one Of the 
most exci t ing and c lose ly contested 
in all our political history. 

A rather Unusual condition s eems 
to have prevailed during this period 
as appears from the five annual 
speeches which correspond to our 
present day m e s s a g e s of the govern­
or, del ivered by Gov. PalmSr, which 
appears in full in Vol. 8. of Governor 
and Council, 

It would be no more than human 
to suppose that a g o v e r n o r elected on 
a dist inctive party platform, with 
party i s sues at a white heat , should 
incorporate into his m e s s a g e s some 
Anti-JIasonic ideas' and recommenda­
t ions . However , the speeches of Gov. 
Pa lmer discuss national i s sues and 
the more important s ta te matters in 
a c l ear , concise and able manner. 
Like Abraham Lincoln, al l of Gov. 
Palmer's speeches breathe deeolv of 
peace and could come only from a 
man w h o loved all the people. If 
Wil l iam A. Palmer w a s a bitter par­
tisan, the head and center of the 
turbulent Anti-JIasonic movement , he 
was broad-minded and patriotic 
enough to refrain from using: his most 
formidable weapon of warfare, 

Wilbur's history narrates an event 
s h o w i n g something of the feel ing of 
this period: "In 1829, Hon. John Cot­
ton, a JIason. was superintendent of 
the s ta te prison at Windsor. Joseph 
Burnham was convicted of a crime 
and sentenced to prison, where he 
died. S o m e t ime after, one Joshua 
Cobb c la imed that he saw Burnham 
in N e w York city. Burnham's son, 
who w a s a JIason. had vis i ted his 
father w h i l e sick in or i son , and it 
was c la imed by the Ant i -J lasons that 
through the collusion of t h e superin­
tendent and son, tlie father w a s liber­
ated a n d , spirited away, and that the 
repor te4 death and pretended burial 
w a s a sham. The matter grew to 
such importance that at the sess ion of 
1829, a committee, of which Robert 
P ierpolnt . a Mason, w a s chairman. 
w a s chosen to invest igate t h c matter. 
T h e committee had the body exhumed 
and the remains identified by the 
widow, and tlie matter ended in a 
v ic tory for tho Masons. 

Out of this affair c a m e a political 
pamphlet , entitled "Tho doleful trag­
edy of the raising of Joe Burnham, 
or the cat let out of the bag," which 
w a s printed in Woodstock in 1832, 
its purpose being to sat ir ize Antl -
Jlasonry. This is one of Vermont's 
very rare pamphlets . 

I bel ieve from about 1828-1836, 
that Danvi l le . Vt., w a s the JIasonic. 
or perhaps the Anti -JIasonic s torm 
center in Vermont, which brings to 
mind an a lmost forgotten chapter in 
our civil', re l ig ious and polit ical h i s ­
tory. Probably no quest ion ever 
st irred Vermonters enter ing into the 
w h o l e life of1 the communi ty equal 
to the Anti-JIasonic movement . This 
m o v e m e n t w a s more vital than the 
ant i - s lavery quest ion, because the 
y e o m a n r y of the s tate w e r e more 
equa l ly divided on the former and 
the t e m p e r back of the Anti-JIasonic 
m o v e m e n t w a s susceptab le of the 
g r e a t e s t poss ible degree of h e a t and 
exp los ion . The fact that the period 
of Ant l -JIasonry be longed to a gen ­
erat ion n o w ext inc t and a l m o s t for­
got ten , m e l l o w s and so f tens whi le 
m e m o r y reaches back to t h e days of 
union, s eces s ion , n igger abol i t ionis ts 
ahd copperheads , br inging the bitter­
ness of that period into p la iner view. 

Touc ing tho Ant i -JIasonic period." 
tho la t e Dr, Spaulding . of Haverhi l l , 
N. H. says In h i s r e m i n i s c e n c e s : 
"The o ld federal Darty in Vermont , in 
Consequence of th is oppos i t ion to the 
War of 1812, had become s o unpop­
ular a s t o lose all pol i t ica l , influence 
and therefore resolved to rega in it 
by taking advantago of th i s exc i te ­
m e n t in N e w York, and w a s much 
encouraged by' their s u c c e s s . They 
Induced the editor of the North Star 
at Danvi l l e , an expe l led MaSOn, A u ­
gus t 20, 1828, w h o s e n a m e -was E b e n ­
ezer Eaton , to take up the work' and 
publ i sh an Ant i -Masonic na'per. T h e 
inst i tut ion w a s not on ly attacked,! * u t 
every Madon w h a t e v e r his character 
might have been heretofore , fcaB 

denounced a s a liar and a murderer , 
and u n l e s s be would r e n o u n c e and 
denounce Masonry, w a s u n w o r t h y of 
being a fit member of soc iety . Some-
went s o far as to proscribe- Masons 
In their bus iness , and a f e w ' s a i d tney 
longed to s e e them put to the g u i l l o ­
tine. J l ln i s ters were d i smi s sed from 
their par ishes and s o m e of our most 
worthy members of our c h u r c h e s 
were excommunicated. 
- Such th ings a s the above were 

printed in Eaton's paper. H e s t u m p ­
ed the s t a t e and the North S t a r s w e r e 
in every home, ahd ih 1832, he suc ­
ceeded in e lec t ing his ne ighbor, Wi l l ­
i am A. Palmer, of Danvi l l e , a s the 
Antl-JIason governor, w h o re igned 
till 1835, when the Ant i -JIasonic 
party realized they were dead. In 
the His tory of Old Newbury Semi ­
nary, publ ished by Horace XV. Ba i l ey , 
now U. S. Jlarshal , for V e r m o n t in 
1901, a sketch -of Rev. So lomon Sias 
w a s presented from that sketch . The 
fo l lowing paragraphs are taken , show­
ing the s tanding of Father S i a s and 
Antl-JIason feel ing of that period: 

Jlr. S i a s w a s one of t h e first fruits 
of J le thodism in Danvi l le , Joining the 
church s o o n after hi? convers ion in 
1804. He joined the N. E. conference 
on J u n e 23, 1806, and w a s appointed 
to the Poland, Jle., c ircuit in 1807, to 
the Barnard and Roches ter c ircuit iq 
1808. H e w a s ordained by Bishop 
AsbuTy, and. held the* Barre , Athens 
and Wethersfleld c ircuits in 1811. He 
was appointed pres iding e lder of the 
New H a m p s h i r e district , cont inuing 
four y e a r s . H i s c ircuit reached from 
Connecticut , r iver. a c r o s s N e w H a m p ­
shire and lpcluded the w e s t e r n town* 
in Maine and from Canada l ine on the 
north t o Charlestown, N. H.. on the 
south. 

It w a s his • cus tom to make the 
rounds every quarter. W h a t would 
t h e - p r e s i d i n g elder Of the twent ie th 
century think of such a distr ict , and 
that too . wi th blazed trees to mark 
the h ighway, fording s t r e a m s , and 
many t i m e s s l eep ing in the forest . He 
held pas torates In Lynn, Marblehead. 
Providence, R. I.. Port land, Jle.,. and 
other o n e s . I n Massachuset ts . In Bos ­
ton, in 1S24, he w a s identified with 
Zion's Herald and w a s a candidate 
for b ishop, but gave wav for his 
friend. Elijah Hedding. 

Jlr. S ias w a s an enthus ias t ic JIason 
of h igh degree. He was a Royal 
Arch JIason. in Providence. R. I., as 
early a s 1818, and in 1820, he . w a s 
Jlost Eminent Grand Commander of 
Knights Templar . While in Boston 
he w a s the officer in command of the 
Knights at the reception of Lafayette 
in 1825. Jlr. Sias' prominence as a 
JIason brought down upon his head 
the vials of wrath and terrific s torm 
of indignation. 

On his ret irement to Danv i l l e in 
1828, that town w a s one of the head 
centers of Anti-JIasonry. The little 
church that had cal led h im to the 
ministry twenty-five years before, and 
had given him his l icense to preaeh. 
which hitherto had loved and honored 
him, yea a lmost idolized him, which 
iiad filled the old church to overflow­
ing on his occasional returns , now 
shunned him. Closed the Dulpit at his 
approach, refused him the privi lege 
of his communion table. A child of 
one of his friends dying, he w a s asked 
to preach the funeral sermon. The 
officers of the church forbade his en­
tering the pulpit, and the exerc i se s 
were conducted in the open air on the 
common in front of the church. 

But another blow w a s to fall heavi­
er than the first. The Jiethodist con­
ference that had a few years before 
talked of him for one of i ts bishops, 
that had wi tnessed his s u c c e s s e s with 
loud a m e n s . and gloried in his 
ach ievements arraigned him at i ts bar 
and demanded that he renounce Jla-
sonry or be expel led. T h i s Solomon 
Sias would never do. Stra ightening 
himself before the bishop, he sa id: "I 
have passed from an entered appren­
tice through the different d e g r e e s of 
JIasonry until I have sat a s Grand 
.Master, and have found no fault in it. 
I c a n n o t l eave it, but for peace's sake , 
if m y brothers wish, I wi l l abstain 
from s i t t ing in lodee. H e would 
grant s o much and noth ing more." 
A s tormy debate fol lowed and at 
length t h i s concession w a s accepted. 

In P e a c h a m , an adjoining t o w n , the 
war on JIasonry willed full a s s trong 
as in Danvi l le . There had been a 
lodge by the nam. of Ancient Land 
.Mark No. 62, formed there in 1824. 
The war w a s so strong aga ins t Jla-
sons and JIasonry so much so, that 
the Ant i -J lasons i r s e t the lodge in 
town in 1830. The Congregat ional 
minis ter , by the name of Leonard 
Worces ter , who was made a JIason in 
1808, renounced it and a Jlrs . Dol ly 
Varnum w e r e eencrals in that war. 

P r i e s t Worcester pounded out his 
wrath aga ins t the Masonic order in 
great s h a p e and a cood many m e m ­
bers renounced it Alanson S tevens , 
a brother of the Ii,,n. Thaddeus . con­
g r e s s m a n from 1'ennsylvania. who 
w a s s o prominent in Pres ident An­
drew Johnson's impeachment proceed­
ings , w a s also one of the m o s t rabid 
Ant i -J lasons . The f ee i | n K ran so high 
In . t o w n that there w a s a great 
amount of excitement. In 1832, s o m e 
of the members of th old lodge gave 
the bible that they had used in the 
lodge to the new Methodist church in 
town that was organized—that year, 
for a pulpit bible. T h i s gift caused 
trouble at once. There w a s great 
opposition to the use of that bible and 
came near dividing the church. Ev­
erybody took it up, all h a n d s of both 
churches and those that did not go 
to any. and the sent iment w a s so 
strong against it that it m u s t bo got 
rid of. 

After the trouble had run six 
months , the bible disappeared from 
the church one night and w a s not 
heard from there till 1866, w h e n a 
man, by tho name of Wi l l iam Varnum, 
had sold his farm and w a s g o i n g w e s t . 
He be ing a Jiethodist , ca l led the peo­
ple' of that church to m e e t h im at the 
church on an e v e n i n g that he named, 
at early candle l ight , a s he wanted to 
seo them all before he w e n t away. He 
had a s tory to te l l them, so there w a s 
a, good turn-out. ' T h e evening p a s s ­
ed the usual way , 'and beforo it w a s 
over he sa id : "Perhaps some of you 
old ' members ' remember w h e n th i s 
church w a s organized .In 1832, that 
some of the m e m b e r s of an ext inct 

dodge of Masons g a v e a bible t o th i s 
ohurch for the pujfelt" .Quite a n u m ­
ber p r e s e n t did R e m e m b e r . t h e bible , 
and. t h e e x c i t e m e n t i t caused in the 
Church and comniunity . that w a s a 
frenzy. Many a o n e lost h is head 

o \er the subjec t a s It Bpread over the 
town l ike wildfire, and camernear be­
ing very m u c h l ike the ravings of 
what happened i n eastern Massachu­
setts in 1692, in witchcraft days. Jlr. 
Varnum s a i d : - . - . . ' . 

"I know s o m e t h i n g about that book. 
Those that w e r e opposed to having 
it there put a boy through a window 
and he passed it out t o those outs ide , 
and I w a s that boy." H e added that 
he did n o t - k n o w what became of it, 
but it w a s probably ' burned as lt 
never w a s h e a r d from. He said: "I 
thought I would tel l you this before 
I left ." H e w a s a boy of twe lve ' 
years of a g e In 1832'. and had kept 
that to hl inself a l l those years. A t 
that t ime, in 1866,' that church had 
a minis ter by the .name of David 
Parker , w h o . w a s a JIason. 

T h e late J o n a s Wilder, of Woodstock, 
Vt., w h o died in 1906; aged ninety- three , 
told the writer** a-couple of years b e ­
fore he died, that in 1S75, he m e t a 
man by the n a m e of Masters, who w a s 
an o ld s e a captain , living at S c h a g h -
ticoke, NV Yt, ten miles from T r o y , 
who had retired. This Capt. Masters 
wrote a n . ar t ic le that was publ i shed 
in t h e Troy T i m e s about meet ing Jior­
gan, w h o i t w a s claimed •was k i l l ed 
ln 1826, in Turkey . Until then. I s u p ­
posed the MasonB killed .Morgan, s a m e 
as m a n y o t h e r s did. When he m e t 
Capt. J las ters , he was s trongly Im­
pressed w i t h him. He said ho- a s k e d 
him about t h e detai l s and If the ar t i ­
c le he publ ished was true. He said 
yes . H e ' g a v e me the date j v h e n It 
occurred ahd said h e ' w a s in a Turk­
ish pot t n e a r l y three m o n t h s , to ld 
what port. H i s mate was a man from 
Jfaine.. - -

The njate had been ashore o n e day 
and when he came back told him he 
had m e t an old bov acquaintance and 
his name w a s Jiorgan, and w a s the 
man that it w a s said that the J lasons 
kil led in America . He said he""3ress-
ed in Turki sh c o s t u m e and embraced 
their rel ig ion, and held quite an i m ­
portant office under the Turkish g o v ­
ernment. He knew him-at once w h e n 
he met him. a s they were school boys 
together and k n e w him as a y o u n g 
man before he left JIaine. 

The next day the captain w e n t 
ashore with the mate and they ca l led 
on J iorgan; after that met him m a n y 
t imes . T h e r e were Engl i sh sh ips in 
port. The captain and mate with of­
ficers from the Engl i sh v e s s e l s w e n t 
on shore, had a dinner with J iorgan 
as a gue^t. They invited him to go 
aboard the v e s s e l s and have a dinner, 
but he could not accept, apparent ly 
for reason that they might k idnan 
him and bring him to America. Jlr. 
Wilder said: "I firmly bel ieve the 
captain told the truth. He w a s not 
a JIason, ne i ther w a s his mate, so 
there was no incent ive to make up the 
story. 

The late Ben Perlev Poore, the fa­
mous war correspondent , of Newbury­
port, .Mass., wrote art article about 
meet ing J iorgan a l itt le over fifty 
years ago, when he was traveling- in 
Europe, at a port in Turkey, and .Mor­
gan admitted who he was . ' 

In Anti -Masonic days there w e r e 
two prominent editors who w e r e the 
most furious aga ins t JIasonry in N e w 
York—Horace Greeley and T h u r l o w 
Weed. At o n e t ime, after Greeley had 
made one of h is furious editorials in 
the N e w York Tribune, against JIa­
sonry. a prominent 'Mason, a fudge 
who l ived in Utiea, wrote an art ic le 
and had it printed in a local paper in 
renly to Greeley's editorial, that sa id 
that if any one cared to look the mat ­
ter up as w h y Greeley had so much 
opposit ion to JIasonry. they could 
come to Ut ica and have a look at the 
records of a certain JIasonic lodge 
that he named, and on a certain e v e n ­
ing they could see whv Greeley had 
so much objection to JIasonry. That 
was the end of Greeley's raid on JIa­
sonry. 

After the above article appeared . 
Thurlow Weed k e p t - u p his object ion 
to JIasonry and its principals to the 
end of his l ife, in 1878. at about e ighty 
years of aee . 

The writer lived for- thirty y e a r s 
in Peacham, Vt.. which is the n e x t 
t o w n to Danvi l le , the s tronghold of 
Anti-JIasonry in Vermont, and k n e w 
s o m e of the actors in that war as 
old people when he w a s a boy.
