Fitchburg Sentinel of December 18: 
The congressional r e d i s r i c t i n g com­

mittee of the legis lature has practical­
ly completed Its labors and Is ready to 
report to the legis lature of 1912, a plan 
tor making sixteen districts in the 
state where there were fourteen be­
fore. Eighteen of the twenty members 
of the committee are in favor of tho 
plan as made up, and will s ign the re­
port, t iut there appears to .be consider­
able democratic opposition, and some 
from the republicans In certain dis­
tricts, also. It Is a question If the 
legislature will adopt a plan for new 
districts this year. 

The map of a new fourth district has 
been shifted considerably since a ten­
tative outline w a s announced last 
week. The final construction of the 
district as reported by the committee 
places these cit ies and towns in it: 
f r o m Worcester county: Ashburnham. 
Athol Berlin, Bolton; Clinton. Fitch­
burg. Harvard. Gardner. Hubbardston, 
Lancaster. Leominster, Lunenburg, 
Petersham. Phlll lpston. Princeton, 
Royalston. Sterling, Templeton. West-, 
minster and Winchendon: from Mid­
dlesex county: Acton. Ashby. Ayer. 
Bedford, Boxborough. Carlisle. Con­
cord. Groton. Hudson, Lexington. Lin­
coln, Littleton, Marlboro. Maynard, 
Pepperell. Shirley, Stow. Sudbury. 
Townsend, Waltham. -Wayland. West­
ford, Weston. 

The new towns In the district are: 
Carlisle in Middlesex county, Athol. 
Petersham. Phlll lpston and Royalston 
In Worcester county. ' 

The towns in the present fourth 
district and not in- the new one are: 
Ashland, Framingham and Natick In 
Middlesex county, and Boylston and 
Northboro In Worcester county. All 
In all, the district suffers about as few 
changes as any of fhem. 

The total vote in the towns of Ash­
land. Framingham, Natick, Boylston 
and Northboro, taken away from the 
fourth district, based on the returns In 
the state election of 1910. was 2494 
republican and 2474 democratic. The 
republican vote in the added towns of 
Carlisle. Athol, Petersham. Phllllpston 
and Royalston at the same election, 
w a s 1021, and the total democratic 
vote was 563. The change In th- dis­
trict, consequently makes it more 
strongly republican.

that every •working man, n o matter 
what his' pay* o u g ^ t to so l i ve wi thin 

his Income as to l a y - b y for "a rainy 
day," a l i t t l e . out . of every week's 
pay. A s a theory th i s is undoubted­
ly beautiful, but In practice it does not 
work out so ellcjt a s It 'might. 

T h e "rainy days" come too close to ­
gether and t h e w e e k s when a -man i s 
out of work and has no income are 
a great strain on the theory. I have 
beeii out of, work for three months at 
a t ime myse l f and I was not a good 

-enough economist to live within my 
income- for that length of t ime, and 
under these olrcumstances. 

It i s e a s y , for a man with a ' J a t 
bank account to' give such advice, and, 
a l s o a very economical recreat ion. 
Even the late lamented Russe l l Sage 
has been known to give good advice. 

According to the latest avai lable 
c e n s u s report, fifty-four percent of the 
wage workers of this glorious- land"of 
the free are working lor ten dol lars 
per week or less , while only a frac­
tion over s ixteen percent m a k e over 
fifteen dol lars per week, and about 
forty percent make less than nine dol­
lars. 

Tak ing ten dollars as an average . 
I would l ike t o - k n o w how it can be 
figured out that a man with a family 
of t w o or three small children' can 
save anyth ing for a "rainy day," or 
anyth ing e l se , .and live in a half-c ivi l ­
ized sort of way. ' 

In the first place it takes even in 
a smal l place like Litt leton, where 
rents ought to be reasonable, at least 
one-fourth of his earnings t o . k e e p a 
roof, over his head. 

The man Is exceptionally lucky w h o 
g e t s in fifty full weeks in a year, 
and figuring his rent at ten dol lars 
per month, he. has left four hundred 
and twenty dollars to feed, c lothe 
and keep warm a family of say four 
persons . Deduct forty dol lars for fuel, 
which is a moderate es t imate , and we 
have left three hundred and eighty 
dol lars for food, c lothing and all in­
c identals . 

A small fraction over- a dollar per 
day to furnish the neces s i t i e s and 
luxur ies for' four persons after rent 
and fuel b i l l s .are paid. This , figuring 
full t ime and perfect health for the 
wage earner of the family. Hardly an 
industry now-a-days but has i t s dull 
season , when i ts workers are t e m ­
porarily out of work or work ing on 
short t ime, which of course reduces 
the income and makes c loser pinching 
necessary . • . 

If any reader of this art ic le can 
figure out how under the above cir­
cumstances a man can lay by some­
thing each week, please g ive us the 
figures. 1 for one would l ike the in­
formation for my own personal use. 

It may be just possible , if the work­
ing people would return to primeval 
ways , go barefoot in summer and half 
clothed in winter, l ive on the cheap­
est possible food that w o u l d ' s u s t a i n 
life, cut off books and n e w s p a p e r s , 
the church and everything e l s e that 
makes l ife worth l iving—in short re­
turn to a life of barbarism—they 
might save a few dollars to save the 
public the expenses of the c los ing of 
a l i fe that was not worth the l iving 
anyway. 

If possible , would it pay? 
I' had a thought to d i scuss the re­

su l t s of such a possible revolution 
in the methods of l iving by the work-
i n e people, but space will not permit 
and I wi l l leave that for some future 
art ic le . v . T. E.

Herbert Mills Dickson passed away at 

the Faulkner hospital, Jamaica Plain, 
last week Friday afternoon at three 
o'clock, from the effects of septic 
conditions caused by the amputating 
of a leg. Mr. Dickson recovered from 
the operation, but complications de­
veloped and the grim reaper, Death, 
claimed him after an illness which 
lasted only about nine weeks. How­
ever, Mr. Dickson has been in failing 
health for nearly a year. 

Mr. Dickson was born in Groton on 
August 5, 1848. He was the son of 
Charles and Rebecca (Mills) Dickson. 
His boyhood was spent in his native 
town, and later ho moved with his 
parents to the vicinity of Lawrence. 
Kansas, returning to Massachusetts 
where he found employment in Leom­
inster. For the past thirty-five years 
he has been connected with the firm of 
Cluett, Peabody & Co.. of Troy, N. Y., 
where he served in the capacity of 
salesman, with his headquarters- at 
Chicago, and at the time of his death 
was manager of the Cincinnati office. 
His business life was highly success­
ful from the start because of his 
natural and unique fitness for the 
career in which he embarked. He was 
known by the leading business men 
of the country, who honored him, this 
fact being amply demonstrated when 
the sad news of his death was wired 
through the country to his business 
associates and friends, the bereaved 
relatives being the recipients of nu­
merous telegrams of condolence and 
sympathy from men prominent in 
business and commercial life, the most 
lovable ones being from the members 
of his firm, Messrs. Cluett and Pea­
body.

Mr. Dick­
son loved Shirley and he was very 
much affected during his illness at

Mr. Dickson's many generous acts 
to th? poor und unfortunate of. the 
town for many years past, which was 
.so quietly performed, together with-a 
public-spirited interest in all matters 
pertaining to the highest and best in­
terests of the town, have left a mon­
ument to his memory that time will 
never;efTace: No gr.-ater tribute could 
be paid tor any man than ' to say Mr. 
Dickson was loved b> the children of 
the town who waii.-,i i o r him almost 
daily a t the posto:!;,,. a s h e went for 
his mail. : 

'•Mr. Dickson's ill... ss at the hospital 
was characterized i,y courage and 
fortitude. When told of the necessity 
of the amputation of his leg he brave­
ly consented, and as his strength and 
vitality was waning h - attended to the 
final disposition of his affairs with a 
grace and dignity that was so strik­
ingly apparent in his life. Miss 
Marlon Dickson, his cousin's' daugh­
ter, was his nurse at the hospital, and 
her devotion to Mr. Dickson most cer­
tainly was appreciated and helped in 
a measure to cofnfort and soothe his 
last days on earth.
