Master of Masons in Massachusetts,
left Boston for the Canal Zone and
Chile. :

The Grand Master will be accom-
panied by Mrs. Benton, his daughter
Hannah, and son Josiah; Right Wor-
shipful Herbert E. Fletcher, d. g. m.,
and Mrs. Fletcher; Right Worshipful
Thomas W. Davis, r. g s.,, and Mrs,
Davis.” Right Worshipful Leon M. Ab-
bott, s. g w. will be acting grand
master of the state until the return
of Deputy Grand Master Fletcher, in
about a month. X

A large .party of friends, nearly ail
of the craft, proceeded as far as New
York to witness the sailing of the pil-
grims on Wednesday. Affer the of-
ficial duties of the Masonic delega-
tion has been concluded, Mr. and Mrs.
Benton and children will prolong
their tour and do not expect to return
home until March. ’

So far as arranged the trip includes
the arrival in Jamaica on January 13,
and Colon on the fiftéenth; leave Bil-
bao on January 20, reach Callao on
the twenty-sixth, and remain in Lima
until the twenty-ninth, when they will
proceed to Valparaiso, Chile, to pass
a week in that country; February 12,
they will start a trip across the Andes,
and two days later the tourists expect
to be in Buenos Aires, and to salil
from that port' on February 21, for
New York.

One of the chief objects of the
Grand Lodge deputation ig to consti-
tute Sojourner lodge in Colon, now un-
der dispensatfon. The date fixed is
January 16. The fraternity is compil-
ing a temple to cost $60,000.

As Massachusetts is the oldest Ma-
sonic jurisdjction in the country, no
objection has ever been raised when it
desired to grant requests to start
lodges in outlying jurisdictions. For
this reason it has established lodges in

_ Chile and China.

It will be the first visit to South
America by a grand master of the
state while in office. Col. Benton will
travel 16,000 miles to attend three
lodges in Chile, and these will be as
far south of the equator as New York
is north of it. -

In" 1853, the first lodge with a
charter from Massachusetts started in
Chile. It and the others are in a
flourishing condition, with David
Urquhart of Valparaiso as ' district
deputy grand master. Another lodge
in the Canal Zone will probably re-
ceive its charter next summer.

Great preparations are under way
to, welcome the grand master and at-
tending officers, not only among the
Massachusetts lodges in Chile, but the
grand lodge of Argentina, as the event
with them is considered the greatest
in Masonic history in half a century
in that part of the world.

A wide circle of friends and ac-
qualntances will be inexpressibly
shocked to learn of a sad accident at
Groton Schoo! Thursday afternoon,
whereby Philip Nichols, elder son of
Mrs. Charles Prosser Nichols of Low-
ell, was nstantly killed.

Nichols, who was in hig last year
at Groton, in company with another
lad from the school, was tempted by
the wonderful condition of the crusted
snow, and the boys were occupying a
large sled between them. Nichols was
steering, and in some way lost con-
trol of the sled, which dashed with
great force agalnst a large tree at the
foot of the hill down which they were
sliding.

Her conversation and
conduct at all times was ““Yea., yea
and nay, nay, for whatsoever is more
than this cometh of evil.”

As such she united with the Con-
gregational church, Westford, seven-
tv-five years ago, being the oldest
member at the time of her death,
and the oldest persgon in town but one,
She is the last of those who united
with the church at that time, and the
last of the type of life so well nigh
universal and interesting in the early
life of this church. She never lost
or abated interest in the church of
her early choice and Its requirements.

Considcrable Damage Done.

The wind storm on last weeék
Friday and Saturday did consider-
able damage in town, bhut no very
serious effects were felt. Several
trees were blown down and many
limbg of other trees were broken off.
A large tree in Woodlawn cemetery
gave away
of the wind, but did no damage to-
any of the grave stones or any other
property. At Sandy pond, several of
the pine trees near the resldence of
Michael Daly, superintendent for the
Boston Ice Company, were blown
down,

A large elm just above Calvin
Blood’s house on Washington street,
caught fire by one of the wires of
the  Ayer Electric Light Company
striking It, and for a time blew the
sparks in a threatening way toward
Mr. Blood's house. The nelghbors
were somewhat uneasy until the ar-
rival of Superintendent Lester Whit-
comb, of the electric light company,
who removed the wire, and later the
large limb that the wire nearly burn-
ed through, was sawed off.

The wind put the electric lights out
of commission on Friday and Satur-
day nights, most of the wires being
either down or crosgsed by the terrific
forcé of the wind, although. the em-
ployees worked hard to right matters.

The telephone company also had a
hard time with the storm, but.the
setvice was not greatly impaired-
Henry E. Farnum, wire chief, and a
force of men were on the jump all
the time, and by Sunday evening the
service was restored to its normal
conditiona.

Both the Fitchburg & Leominster
and the Lowell & Fitchburg street
railway companies were not affected
by the storm, and made their regular
trips on schedule time, although the
steam car service was delayed.

A large section of the tin roof on
Page block was torn off by the wind.
The large sign in front ¢f William
Brown's drug store was blown down
and broke the large front window.
A smaller sign in front of the store
of George S. Poulius & Co., was also
torn from Its fastenings, but did no
damage. . ’

Residents of the town who can
recall events of fifty to sixty years
ago, say that the wind was by far the
worst that they had ever experienced.
On the exposed places, such as the hiit
section district, the wind attained the
speed of a hurricane and it seems al-
most a miracle that more damage did
not result from the storm.

Claims Brother Was Murdered.

Edward M. Roth, the brother of the
man whose remains were found in the
woods near the Harvard town line
four weeks ago, called on Chiet
Beatty last Sunday. in regard to the
As a result of the action of the
dead man’'s brother, an investigation
was made by the police, but nothing
further could be learned from that
given in the report of Frank S. Bulke-
ley, medical examiner, a few days
after the remains were found.

-‘The brother, however, is far from
satisfied at such a solution of the
mystery and declares that his brother
must have been murdered. He told
Chief Beatty last Sunday that he had
learned of a man going with his
brother to Ayer, and ‘from there to
New York city, but Roth, upon being

pressed by the chief as to whom the
person was, could tell nothing
about it.

Roth also stated that his brother
left his home in Jamaica Plain on
the evening of August 6, last, on his
vacation, and that he cannot possibly
conceive how his brother would volun-
tarily go to where the body was found.
Another thing Roth sald, was that he

is utterly at a loss to explain why-

the dead man should wear a jumper,
such as was found on.the remains, as
he never wore one at any time, even
about his work.

After a lengthy conversation - Mr.
Beatty told Roth that if he could fur-
nish any information that would
throw any light on the subject that
the police would gladly make a fur-
ther investigation. Mr. Roth asked
to be taken to ‘the place where the
remains were found, as he wished to
look over the ground. He was taken
there by Officer Willlam J. Mullin on
Sunday afternoon. :

The result was that the
company was able to keep all the
service in working order with the ex-
ception of the street lights which were
out until nine o’clock each evening.
Many people undoubtedly wondered
what the trouble was but will immed-
iately understand how impossible it
was for the company to keep all
branches of {ts service in working or-
der. .
As the street light gystem is the one
most exposed to the weather, it was

Florida As We Find It

On Thanksegiving day, the Green-
leafs were with the Van Dykes in the
western part of Florida, and with the
Wyeths that used to live on Towns-
end hill.

After a week’s visit
the Greenleafs returned, and on the
following Friday afternoon one of our
neighbors noticed that a hog that was
fattening acted like he had been bit-
ten by a rattlesnake, and he died the
next morning. Facts revealed that
the hog had been struck in the eyes,
and that also showed that the rattler
had a wide reach of fangs. They knew
the fleld where that snake was, yet no
one proposed a game trip for his
snakeship. Tn a fleld just this side
little children were going barefoot ail
of the time.

I heard of a big rattler being killed
the othor side of the brook that was
sold for a half a dollar, Knowing the
value of rattlesnake oil and the skin,
I agked one man, who is a good shot,
why he did not hunt the rattlesnakes
for profit. “You see,” he said, I

of it in the city lmits. We, stald in
L Los Angeles for three weeks and then
came here, 400 milles north, My sis-
ters, Almira and Carrie, have lved
here for nearly forty years, and it is
home to them—a smal} place of 4500
inhabitants. wife, and I stopped
here a short time and then went to San
Francisco. twenty-five miles. farther
north, .

We staid there a few weeks taking in
what there was to be seen in that
stirring, wide-a-wake city of 450,000
beople of all nations, colors and kinds.
They are making great preparations
for the Panama-Pacific exposition in
1915, and -are planning on spending
$50,000.000 {n getting ready for It.
They have 600 acres of land graded
already to be covered with bufldings
by all the civillzed nations of the
world who are. to take part and ex-
hibit their products of every kind in
thelr bulldings of their own construc-
tion. It is planned to be the biggest
world's fair that has ever been held,
and California {s the state that carries
out a thing when once they get start-
ed on ft.

It is wonderful how they have buiit
up since the earthquake and fire of
1906, when so large a part of the city
wasg entirely destroyed. Of course
there are many ruins and scars of
that fearful disaster, but most of the
city in the business section is all built
up again, with builldings from six to
fourteen storles high. They don't seem
to be afrald of their belng thrown
down again by-an.earthquake, for they
clalm that they are building earth-
quake proof buiidings now: re-enforced
concrete over steel frames, they sav
they can’t be shaken down. Time only
will tell.

On November 18, we came back here
and -are settled down for the rest of
the winter with my sister, Carrfe Dick-
son. She is a widow, Hves alone in a
nice house of seven rooms, so she had
plenty of room for us and here we are.

Sister Mire* and her husband live just
around the corner only a.few rods
away, so they are very near each other

Which makes it pleasant for both, Mira
and her husband are both over eighty
and quite feeble, especially Mr. Steinw
back. . .

We plan to remain here till the last
part of January, then go to Oakland,
across .the bay from San Francisco.
and stay there for a few weeks until
we start for home by way of Seattle,
Wash., Puget Sound, etc.. planning to
et to Massachusetts - about April 1,
if everything goes all right. and it
has so far. We both had w¥olds when
we got to Los Angeles, which kept
with us for a week or more, but after
we got over them we have been very
well. not a sick day.
