The letter of S. L. White in the 

this paper ot January 25, opens up 
an old question that needs agitation 
I cannot for the life ot me think of 
any sane reason why women should 
not vote on any and all questions on 
equal terms with men. The only 
reason I can think of why they do 
not is that a good many of them are 
indifferent about the matter. When 
the great majority of women are In 
dead earnest about getting the right 
to vote, or anything else tor that 
nriatter, they are going to get it, and 
that without very much delav. 

I have always voted for eq"ual suf­
frage whenever I have had the op­
portunity, and shall continue to do 
.so until the cause is won. Women 
have the same interest in good gov­
ernment as the men, and in the 
states where they have the right to 
vote, they accept the respon.sibiIity 
and vote as Intelligently as do their 
brothers, and I have yet to hear of 
any state that has granted the right 
to vote to its women that has had any 
cause to regret it. 

Thousands and tens of thousands 
of women earn their own living right 
here In Massachusetts, and still other 
thousands pay a property tax without 
representation, and if anv of vou 
readers can dig up any rea.son vi-hy 
they should not have the right to 
participate equally with men in choos­
ing public officers and -saving what 
.sort of laws shall he enacted let us 
hear from them at the first opportu-
nlt.v. 

Equal suffrage Is bound to come 
and that before manv vears and I 
for one. hate to see ol"d Massachu­
setts lag In the rear of the proces­
sion.

Kxtraots. 
The following extracts from recent 

letters will answer intiuiries concern­
ing H. W. Mason: 

L'. S. S. Idaho. Guacanuyabo, Cuba. 
January 12. 1313. 

We arrived here a couple of days 
ago after a fairly smooth voyage. All 
were glad of that, 'especially .those 
who made the trip last year. The 
.weather was very hot after we got 
Into the Gulf stream and all sulfered. 
The uniforms were changed after a 
day or two out. In the lire-rooms the 
temperature went up to 130 degrees, 
and that was just about all those poor 
fellows could stand. 1 stood watch 
on the starboard engine this time and 
had to set the pace for the port en­
gine. It was about 100 degrees where 
I was. We averaged l'J.5 to 13 knots 
per hour all the way down, and not 
to brag any. this is quite, a responsible 
job. as one is handling a finished pro­
duct (steam) and that represents the 
cost of coal, boilers, etc . and also the 
labor of hundreds of men—it all has 
to pass through the throttle valve. 
When going with the lleet, the vessels 
steam in line, a certain distance apart. 
The signal comes from the flagship 
to make so many knots, say twelve 
knots. This means eighty-one turns 
on one engine per minute. If this dis­
tance varies we get a signal from the 
bridge for one or two turns slower or 
faster. Well, you bet I was on the 
job, AVe shall have torpedo and sub-
calibre piactice here until the 25th. 
when we start for Guantanamo Bay. 
to coal before starting for Colon. 

r . S. S. Idaho. Jan. 25, 1913. 
Kn route to Guantanamo Bay. 

This is Saturday afternoon, about 
five o'clock, and I have Jiist came off 
watch from the engine room. We are 
now underway' for Guantanamo Bay. 
about 160 miles from Guacanayabo 
Bay. where we have just completed 
torpedo drill—both of the offensive 
and defensive kind. Outside of the 
heat, things have gone along O. K. 
We were not given -llbertv on account 
of our coming visit to Colon. 

The Idaho has done well this year 
so far. She Is either first or second in 
Kunnery and stands a pood show for 
the engineer's trophy. Several of our 
guns have a big E painted in white 
on thelrshleld. This means excellent 
and comes as a- recommendation from 
Washington. If we outpoint the other 
ships In the lleet In gunnery and en­
gineering, we shi^l have two extra 
pennants flying from the masthead. 
We expect to arrive at Guantanamo 
tomorrow, where a large part of the 
ship's company go into camp for drill 
and small arms' practice. All the en­
gineering force are Invited to trv their 
skill with the rlfie and new automatic 
pistol. I have concluded not to monkev 
with It. as my duty Is really a ma­
chinist. We expect to start for Colon 
on February 2, and arrive there on the 
4th. As we do not leave there until 
February Sth. I expect to see some­
thing of the canal. I hope so any way 
and to be able to take some notes 
there so as to write you 
story. connected

Emerspn Parker passed away on 

Wednesday evening at his home near 
Center road at the age of seventy-two 
years and eight months. He.had been 
ill with heart trouble for some time, 
the cause of his death being nervous 
affection of the heart, followed by 
apoplexy.

H. and Nancy (Grossman) Parker, 
his father being a native of Shirley, 
and his mother a native of Boylston.

Upright 
in all things, he won the love and 
esteem of all with whom ho came in 
contact, together with a reputation 
for remarkable honesty and integrity.

In your issue of January 18. there 

appeared an article written by "Ob-
soi^'or," in which after commenting 
on the high cost of living, he gets 
after the "discards" in a manner un.-
surp<assed by Otis, Parry, Post and 
other labor haters of national repu­
tation. 

In replying to this article, I take it 
for granted that he is a capitalist, or 
has aspirations In that direction, a 
defender of the established order of 
things and a labor hater. 

I will pass over that part of his 
article dealing with tho high cost ot 
living, lightly, merely stating that tho 
solution of the problem lies in the 
collective ownership of the means of 
production and distribution. 

Observer says: "I observed that 
hero, as elsewhere, it is difflcult to 
got good help, male or female. The 
fow in tho market .are indolent and 
untrustworthy, looking for wages, 
not work. It is on that account that 
they are always laborers—never cap­
italists. Why the Lord ever made so 
many human discards—for some good 
purpose nn doubt—is not apparent." 

Society is comp.»sod of workers and 
shirkers. The vv-(»rkers produce all 
tho wealth and are paid one-fifth of 
it in wages. Tho shirkers produce 
nothing and take four-fifths of the 
product of labor. The majority of 
the people wor.shlp at the shrine of 
Mammon, got all they can, giving as 
little as possible in return for value 
received. 

The average wnrklngman. knowing 
aa he docs, that w.agcs cover the cost 
of living, haa long since given up all 
hope of ever entering the capitalist 
class. 

Tho capitalists are no more essen­
tial to tho production of goods than 
cabbage worms to tho production ot 
sauer kraut. The working class Is 
perfectly capable of h.anging on to 
the stocks and bonds that represent 
ownership of tho groat Industries. It 
It Is not It can hire a bright ten-ycar-
old kid or a half-crazy degenerate, 
such as own many ot the securities 
now, to hold the titles and pay them 
errand ho)^!' wages Instead ot mil­
lions of dollars in dividends. Then 
the workera would get all th.at was 
produced. They certainly could pro­
duce enough tor all. 

Tho Lord did not make the "dls-
carda." Capitalism made thom. This 
Is not the first tlmo that the Lord 
has been ml.sroprosented. All through 
history the privileged tew playing on 
tho Ignorance and superstition ot the 
mnssoa, have through their agents, 
the hypocritical preacher, corrupt 
politician nnd the kept iirosa kept the 
people In darkncT* by holding God 
responsible for the .•nolal ills that 
have cursed humanity for age."!. 

A change haa come. The people 
aro getting onllghtonod. Thoy refuse 
to accept* the drivel handed out to 
former generations. Thoy know that 
social Ills h.ave their origin In pre­
datory wealth. As capitalism la re­
sponsible for our social ills and the 

"discards," the victims ot an out­
worn social system, "Observer" as Its 
defender displays a lack ot consist­
ency In criticising Its products.
